No. 14-Pres./63.—The President is pleased to approve the
award of the PARAM VIR CHAKRA, for the most cons-
piclous bravery in the operations in Ladakh toi—

Major SHAITAN SINGH (IC-6400), The
Regiment (Missing),

Kumaom

(Effective date of award—18th November, 1962)

Major Shaitan Singh, was commanding a _Company of an
Infantry Battalion cFloz’tc:)d at Razangala, in the Chushul
Sector at a height of about 17,000 fect. The locality was
isolated from the main defended Sector and consisted of
5 defended platoon itions.  On 18th November, 1962,
the Chinese forces subjected the Company position to heavy
artillery, mortar and small arms fire and attacked in over-
whelming strength and In several successlve waves. Against
heavy odds, our troops beat back successive waves of enemy
attack, During the action, Major Shaitan Singh dominated
the scene of operations and moved at grcat personal risk
from one platcon post to another sustaining the morale of
his hard pressed platoon posts. While doing so he was
seriously wounded but continued to encourage and lead his
men who, following his brave example, fought gallantly and
Inficted heavy casualties on the cnemy, For every man lost
by 'us, the cnemy lost 4 or 5. When Major Shaitan Singh
fell disabled by wounds in his arms and abdomen, hiy men
tried to evacuate him, bur came under heavy machine gun
fire. Major Shaitan Singh then ordered his men to leave
bim to his fatc in order to save thelr lives.

Major Shaitan Singh’s supreme aﬁuragd, Teadership and
exemplary devotion to duty inspired hig Company to fight
gallantly almost to thc last man.

Duties (Pilot).

(Effective date of award—1962)

As Flight Commander of an Operational Squadron,
Squadron Leader Jag Mohan Nath has fulfiled a number
of hazardous operational tasks involvin% flying over difficult
mountain tcrrain, both by day and by night, in adverse
weather conditions and in complete disregard of his perso-
‘nal safety, He has displayed conspicuous gallantry, a ve
high sense of duty and a high degree of professional akill,

2. 2/Lieutenant SHYAMAL DEV GOSWAMI (1C-12665),
The Regiment of Artillery,

(Effective date of award—18th November, 1962)

2/Lt, Shyamal Dcv Goswami, was Observation Poat
Officer on Gurung Hill, an important defensive position

guarding the airfield at Chushul. On 18th November, 1962,

after a hcavy barrage of artillery and mortar fire, the
Chinese forces dn ovierwhelmilng  strength - attacked  this
position.

Despitc heavy enemny pressure 2/Lt. Goswami, continued to
erform his duties of directing artillery firc on the enemy.
c and the 4 ORs. of the Observation Post were under
constant encmy firc. All 4 ORg were killed and 2/Lt.
Goswami himself serlously wounded, hut he continued to
perform his duty till he dropped uncomscious. The cnemy
overran the position but left him apparently thinking that
he was dead. Later he was picked up and evacuated.

Throughout this actlon, 2/Lt. Goswaml displayed cons-
picious gallautry and devotion to duty in thc face of the
enemy in the finest traditiony of our army,

award of the ASHOKA CHAKRA, CLASS II, for consplcuous
gallantry in Nagaland to:—

3482415 (PA) Nalk RANJIT SINGH, The Dogra Reglment
(Posthumeous),

(Effective date of award--1st September, 1961)
No. 3432415 (PA) Naik Ranjit Singh, was one of the Section

Commanders of a platoon operating In area Tautwhe, Nagu
Hills and Tuensang Ares,

On 1Ist Scptember, 1961, this platoon was suddently ambu-
shed near Chingkhu by a party of about 40 hostiles armed
with Light Machine Guns and Rifles. The leading section
wag pinned down by heavy automatic fire and the platoon
commandcr was wounded. Naik Ranjit Singh Immediately
deployed his section so as to capture a higher and dominat-
ing feature on the right flank and opened fire on the
hostlley positions. ~ He himself fired ~ his section Light
Machine Gun and silenced the hostile fire. His gallant
action forced the hostiles to zbandon the ambush in dis
order,

Again on 19th Secptember, 1961, when Nalk Ranjit Singh
was leading a scction of a platoon on a patrol from Satol
Post to Sakhal Post In the Tuensang Area, the platoon was
suddenly ambushed in a thickly wooded area by a party of
approximately 150 hostiles who attacked frora close range
with rifles, grenades, Light Machine Guns and other auto-
matic weapons. As & result, 211 but 2 ORs of the leading
section of the platoon were killed,

Naik Ranjit Singh, in complete disregard of his personal
safcty, charged the hostile position, firing his Sten Gun and
throwlng grenades. His daring charge shattered the enemy
offensive and not only saved the liveg of many of his com-
rades but also prevented the arms and ammunition of the
dead and wounded from falling into hostile hands, Nalk
Ranjit Singh, however, wag hit by a burst of hostlle auto-
matic firc and killed,

“Naik Ranjit Singh by his outstanding courage and devo.
tion to duty set an inspiring cxample to his comrades.

Wing Commander Purshotam Y.al Dhawan was in command
of onc of the Transport Squadrons in the J. & K. area--his
third operational assignment fn this aréa. After active
hostilities commenced In Ladakh, information was recelved
that Chandni gost was under fire and no clear picture was
available regarding our posts in the Daulat Beg Oldi area.
Wing Commander Dhawan, knowing that he would encounter
enemy firc, successfully carried out a complete reconnaissance
over the area hefore landing at Daulat Beg Oldi and obtained
Information about the latest situatlon in the forwarg posts
In that area. When our troops were retreating from Daulat
Beg Oldl, Wing Commander Dhawan located them and
dropped cssential winter clothing and food without which
they could not have survived,

Wing Commander Purshotam Lal Dhawan, displayed
courage and devotion to duty of a high order,

(Effective  date of award—20th October, 1962)

On 20th October, 1962, after the Chinese had invaded our bor-
ders it became evident that Chushul airfield in Ladakh would
be one of their main objectives. The garrison at Chushul
depended mainly on air supply. In order to prevent our
aircraft from supplying the garrlson, the Chinese had estab-
lished a number of MMG posts ncar the airfield circult. Al-
though each sortic to Chushul was fraught with grave dan-
ger from concentrated enemy firc, Wing Commander Ander-
son, who was in command of one of our Transport Squadrons,
flew neaxly 70 operational hours during the critical days, de-
Hvering vital supplles to the garrison. 1t was due to his
courage and perserverance that the rank lft to Chushul was
made Fossible. His ceascless efforts inspired the officers and
men of his Squadron to work round the clock to maintaln the
supplies required for survival of the garrisonm,

In these operations, Wing Commander Anderson displayed
commandable courage and unflinching devotlon to duty.
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2. Squadron Leader CHANDAN SINGH (3460), General
Duties (Filot).
(Effective  date of award—20th October, 1962)

On 20th October 1962, Squadron Lecader Chandan Singh
was detailed to carry out supply Jdropping in the Chipchap
area In Ladakh. Om reaching the dropping zome, he noticed
that the outposts were under heavy fire from the Chinese
forces. He successfully dropped vital supplies to our garri-
son although his aircraft was hit 19 times by enemy ground
firg, Squadron Leader Chandan Singh displayed courage
and devotion fo duty in carrying out the task jn complete
disrcgard of his personal safety.

3. Captain ASHWANI KUMAR DIWAN (1C-7024), 20
Lancers. [

(Effective date of award—18th November, 1962)

On ]18th November 1962 the Chinese forces attacked Gur-
ung Hill in Chushul area in overwhelming strength atter
heavy and concentrated artillery and mortar fire.

Captain A. K. Diwan who was supporting the idefending
infantry, moved his tanks forward at considerable risk, him-
self remaining in an open jeep to have better visibulity and
mobility. in complete disregard of his own safety, he con-
ducted and controlled the supporting (re of his tauk troop
and inflicted beavy casualties on the cnemy. With his ac
curate hre, he alyo provided cover for somc of the intantry
ro withdraw from the forward defences,

Captain Diwan displayed courage and devotion to duty of
a high oxder. e

4. Flight Licutenant VINAYAK BHIWAJI SAWANT
(##01), General Dudes (Navigator).

(Effective date of award—1962

¥light Licutenant Vinayak Bhiwaji Sawant was employed
on operational tasks which volved Aying over dillicult and
mountamous terramn, both by day and vy night. The aircralt
had to be navigated accurately in the face of alverse weather
conditions.  Flight Licutenan: Sawant underiook these hazard-
ous tasky cheertully and displayed gallaniry and a high degree

On 18th November 1962, the Chinese forces attacked the
Rezangala Company post in Ladakh after a heavy concen-
tration of artillery and mortar fire. The defending Company
was greatly outnumbered but continued to fight very gallant-
ly and inflicted heavy casualtics on the enemy.

Jamadars Surja, Hari Ram and Ram Chander sct a fine
example by their own actiops. They continued to rally and
cncourage their own men inspite of the heavy castalties sufter-
ed by them and displayed courage and devodon to duty
of a high order,

8. 1155599 Technical Assistant GURDIP SINGH, The Re-
gimeng of Artillery.

(Effective date of award—18th November, 1962)

On 18th November 1962 the Chincsc forces attacked Gurung
Hill in Chushul arca in Ladakh, Qur artillery defensive fire
was controlled by an Obscrvation Post under the command ot
2/Lt. 8. D. Goswami on Gurung Hill, 2/Lt. Goswami was seri-
ously wounded in the action and became uncomscious. Tech-
nical Assistany Gurdip Singh, though wounded himaclf, took
over command of the Post and continued to ‘direct the hre
of our artillery on the encmy thereby inflicting heavy casual-
ties on them. In this action Technical Assistant Gurdip Singh
displayed great initiative and courage of a high order.

9. 4140276 Naik HUKAM CHAND, The Kumaon Regi-
ment. (Missing).

(Effective date of award~18th November, 1962)

On 18th November, 1962, after considerable bombardment
by artillery and mortars, the Chinese forces launched an attack
on our Company post at Rezangala in Ladakh in overwhelrm-
ing strength and in successive waves, The first few waves of
the attack were beaten back, but the Company sulfered many
casualties. Major Shaitan Sinﬁh, the Company Commander was
seriously wounded. Sceing that it was no longer possible to
hold the position with a handful of men, he ordered the men
to withdraw from the post. Naik Hukam Chand and a scpoy
were carrying the wounded Company CQommander, when they
came under heavy machine gun fire. Major Shaitan Singh
ordered the men to leave him where he was in order to save
their lives but Naik Hukam Chand gallantly remained with
him and did not return,

No. 19-Prcs./63.—~The Prcsident is pleased to approve the
award of the ASHOKA CHAKRA, Class III, for gallantry in
operations in Jammu % Kashmir and in Nagaland toi—

1. Licutenant SATISH CHANDER CHADHA (IC-11071),
The DBrigade of the Guards.

(Effective date of award—18th September 1961)

On 12th September 1961, on getting informatlon that a noto-
rious hostile lcader, with 15 armed men, was probably in his
village in Nagaland, Licutcnant Chadha, although ysically
not quite fit because of a rccent illncss, vol‘unleercf to lead
a column of 25 Other Ranks to raid the village in order to
capture the hostile leader. Licutenant Chadha covered 10
miles in rain, through thick jungles and hilly terrain and
reached the village on 13th September. He sealed the exits
from the village by locating stops. With the help of a
guide and with 18 men, hc then approached the housc of
wic hostile leader. With the Junior Commissioned Officer and
two Other Ranks, he dashed into the house. The hostle leader
tricd to escape through the back door. Knowing him to be
fully armed, Licutenant Chadha ovcrpowcred and apprehend-
ed the hostile leader, Another hostile, trying to escape from
another housc was also apprehended.

The leadership, courage and presence of mind, displayed by
Liculenant Chadha in this opcration were of a high order.

2. 2/Lieutenang DHARAM DATT DBHALLA (1C-1:2624),
The Rajput Regiment.

(Effeciive date of award—26th Qctober, 1961)

On 26th October, 1961, 2/Lt. Bhalla was in command of 2
small patwrol of 3 ORy which was given the task of carrying
out a recnnaissance of the roulc from the palrol base at
Jaura Dhok to Chinamarg Gali and beyond in the high
mountains of the Pir Panjul Range. Atfter covering a dis-
tance of nearly 4 miles along a snow-covered trail and an
arduous climb over precipitous hills, the patrol was suddenly
fired upon at very chose rauge by a party of six or seven arm-
ed hostiles. The patrol was pinned down by the accurate iire
of the hostile party. 2/Lt. Bhalla calmly ordered his patrol to
return the fire, and while they engaged the hostiles, himsclf
crawled forward to a position from where he could get a
better view of the area, Marking the position of the leader
of the hostile party he directed his patrol to oconcentrate fire
on him ay a rewult of which the leader wus killed, 2/Lt.
Bhalla then organiscd a charge on the hostiles, who fed
leaving their arms and ammunition,

In this action 2 c{Lt. Bhalla displayed lcadership and initia-
tive of a high order }

3, 2/Lieutenant UDHE SINGH (IG-12525), The Malras
Regiment.
(Effective date of award—18th November, 1961)

On 17th November, 1961, 2/LL. Udhe Singh rcceived infor-
mation that a bostile leader, with an armed party, was due
to come to a village m Nagaland. Although tired after 5
days' conunuous patrolling, “nd/Li. Udhe Singh procecded
to the vilage immediately. He posted two ambusn parties
in sirategic positions and established an effective communication
system betwcen them, On 18th November, 1961, the hostile
leader and his armed party walked iuto the first ambush.
The hostiles fled leaving some arms and ammunition. Later
in the day, the hostiles walked into the second ambush and
the hostile leader was shot dead.

On 30th May, 1962, 2/Lt. Udhe Singh lcarnt that a gang
ol approximately 20 hostiles armed with rifles and automatic
wcapons was luding in huts at some Jistance from Siruhi.
These hostiles had kidnapped two prominent citizens from
an adjacent village and atter extorting wmoney and rationé
fiom the villagers were intending to go back to their camp.
On 3lst May 1u6¥, after getting rcinforcements from Battalion
HQ 2/Lt, Udhe Singh proceedod towards the hostile hideout.
While encircling the hostiles, 2/LL. Udhe Smgh and his patrol
were heavily fired upon and the encounter lasted more than
an hour, Disregarding his personal safety, 2/Lt. Udle Singh
continued to lead the attack on the hostile parly which fled
into thick jungle, leaving behind some ammunition and equip-
ment, In ihis action, a notorious hosile leader was captured,

In these operations, 2/Lt. Udhe Singh displayed <turage,
determuination and devotion to duty of a high order.

4. 2436926 Nalk KESAR SINGH, The Punjab Regiment.

(Effective dale of award—11th December 1961)

On 11th December 1961, a Company column of the Punjab
Regiment was detailed to locate and destroy hostile camps in
an area in Nagaland. Naik Kesar Singh, Commander of a
leading Section, moved through difficult terrain with com-
mendable speed and located a well-concealed hostile  track
lcading to a camp of armed hostiles. Without loss of time,
he led his men in a charge on the hostile position. The
hostiles opened fire with a light machine gun and rifles from
dominating ground. Undaunted, Naik Kesar Singh continued
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the charge in the face of the encmy fire. In the action, three
hostiles were lkailled or wounded and one was apprehended,
Lhe remainder lled leaving behind a large quantity of am-
maunition and cquipment.

The courage and leadership displayed by Naik Kesar Singh
were of a high order,

5. 2/Lieutenant HARDIT SINGH GHUMAN (I1C-12591),
The Punjab Regiment.

(Effective dale of award—10th June 1962)

In June 1962 it was reported that 25 hostilcy under a noto-
rious leader were occupying a hideout in a steep and densely
wooded tavine in Puleradze ared. 2/Lt. Ghuman immediately
decided o locate and raid the camp, Leaving his basc early
in the morning of 10th June 1962 with two platoons, he laid
ambushes on wwe likely routcs of escape of the hosdles, With
his leading section he crawled through thick undergrowth
and scaled the steep side of the ravine exposing himself o a
risk of close range hre until he came within 50 yards of the
hostle camp. Signalling his troops to get into assault forma-
tion he persoually took over the nearest Light Machine Gun
and charged the position killing one and wounding another
hostlle, Although the hostiles retaliated with small arms fire,
they werc badly shaken as thcy had been taken completely
by surprisc. 2/Lt. Ghuman furthcr presscd home the attack
and camc under concentrated fire from another hostile position.
He successfully assaulted this position and killed three and
wounded Uve or six hostiles. The hostiles were so demoralised
that they lled into the thick jungle, lcaving behind a large
quantity ot ammunition and equipment,

Thils action was one of scveral in which 2/Lt. Ghuman took
part gince he joined his unit in January 1961. Throughout the
operatlons, he showed undaunted courage In very difficult and
dangerous situations. His leadetship and indomitable spirit
have becn a source of inspiration to his comrades.

No, 20-Pres/63.—Thc President is pleased to approve the
award of the “SENA MEDAL"/“ARMY MEDAL" to the under-
mentioned personnel for acts of exceptional devotion to duty
or courage:

I. Licutenant Coloncl NIHAL SINGH (IC-628), '
The Rajput Regiment,

Lt. Colonel Nihal Singh way in command of z battalion of the
J & K Militia in Nubra valley, Ladakh, from 2%th July 1960.
Some of the outposts ol the unit were located at a height of
about 17,000 ft. in onc of the most difficult areas and spread
over an area of 1 hundred miles. In the absence of proper means
of communication, Lt. Coloncl Nihal Singh had to move on
foot between thesc posts in adverse climatic conditions. His
visits inspired his troops with enthusiasm and confidence, One
of our most stratcgic outposts in Ladakh was established under
the guidance ol Lt, Colonel Nihal Singh who displayed com-

mendable devotion to duty in the command and operational
role of his battalion.

2. Licutenant Colonel KULDIP SINGH SIDHU (IC-3160).
The Bihar Regiment.

In 195961, when rclations between China and India were
very strained, Li. Colonel Sidhu was comnmanding a battalion of
the J & K Militia. Without adefjuate mcans of communication
lie moved his battalion over difficult passes from Leh to Indus
Sector and Chang Chenmo Sectur with commendable speed.
Due to his determination, drive and leadership, new posts were
quickly established at Zarala and Dumchele and confidence was
testored in other sectors sprcad over an area of two hundred
miles. Lt. Colonel Sidhu displayed commendable devotion to
duty and inspired his troops with enthusiasm in one of the
most difficult areas at a critical time,

8. Major DIWAN SINGH (IC-2177),
The Corps of Engineers,

The airlift of Portugnese detemnus from Goa to  Karachi
started on Znd May 1962, but had to be suspended on 3rd May
as an unexpluded 1000-lb bomb was discovered only 15 ft,
- from the nain runway of the Dabolim airfield, On a request
from the Naval Officer in charge Coa, Major Diwan $ingh of
202 Bomb Disposal Platoon was detailed to arrange for the dis-
posal of the bomb, On arrival with a small party from his
unit at Dabolim ajrpoxt, Major Diwan Singh found on investi.
gatlon that the boml was lying at a depth of about 6 ft.
underground in a covered concrete drain of 3 fr, diamecter run-
ning across and underneath the runway. Major Diwan Singh
had to crawl along the drain for a distance of 30 yards in order
to veich the bomb, On o thorough caaraination, he found that
the pistol mcchanism, although in a damaged condition, was
in place, A slight vibration could have rcsulted in a disastrous
cxplosion. Faced with two courscs, either to destroy the bomb
in situ, which would have rendered the airficld unserviceable
for a considerable period or to remove the jammed striker
pistol, Major Diwan Singh chose the latter course, although
it was dangerous. He had to crawl once again along t%c
drain to jack up the bomb, fit on a pistal extractor, and finally
extract the pistol by means of an improvised pulling system.
fdy his cool courage, conlidence and high technical proficlency,

ajor Diwan Singh was able to neutrallse the bomb.

4. Major SARDUL SINGH RANDHAWA (IG2651)
MV.GC,
The Rajput Regiment (Attuched | & K Militia).
In July, 1960, Major Randhawa was detailed to reconnoitre
the route and area from Leh upto the Karakoram Pass, over
mountainous terrain aml passes morc than 17,000 feet  high,
His party covered 392 milcs in 41 marching days. It had to
operatc on the Gentral Asian T rade Route, which is open only
from July to November, and had to live under difficutt condi-
tions al an average attitude of about 15,000 fr. Major Randhawa
led his party with great skill and determination, After comple-
ting hig journey and fulnlling his tnission, he submitted a
detailed and comprehensive reporl, 'Lhis rcport has been of
great value in establishing posts and caiTying out muvements
n the arca. ‘ :

5, Major SWITHUN CHARLES BARBOSA (1C-2499),
The Assam Regiment.

On 13th December 1958, Major Barboss voluntcercd te carry
out a search along the crest of a long suow-covercd and wind-
swept tidge between Dhanna picquet (7700 fr.) and Khilla Dher
(10,038 ft.) for a party of threc men and another of two sig-
nullers and four men who had been missing for two days. He
also undertook to try to reach the Khilla Dher picquet which
was cut off by a4 very heavy fall of smow and was shoit of
rations. A strong Dblizzard had been blowing for scveral days.
By the evening ol l4th December several attempts Lo move
along the 1idge had fuiled. In the meantime one ol the Missing
parties and one of the signallers from the other had managed
to reach the Khilla Dher picquet, The other signaller had
died on the way. Omn the 15th December though visibility was
puor and the blizzaird had not abated, Major Burbosa led a
party of his men and some porters alomg the ridge. After
struggling continuously for six hours they camc upon the four
missing men lylng exposcd on the snow, too fecble o move.
‘I'wo were in a very serious condition, As night was approa-
ching, Major Barbosa was instructed Lo make tor a log cabin
nearby and return the next day, But recalising the urgenl need
of getting medical assistance tor the four men, Mdjor Barbosa,
though near to exhaustion himselt, led the party back carrying
the four men and reached Dhanna the same night. In spite of
thig gallant ¢ffort, one of the four men died.

Major Burbosa displayed selfless devotion to duty and com-
mendable zesl in rescuing his comrades.

6. Major CIIANDRABAHADUR. SAHI @C-2493),
hth Gorkha Rifies,

On 12th September 1962, Major Chandrabahadur 8ahi, with
a yection of a Company and two scout cars, was patrolling the
northern approachcs to the Luano Airfield outside Elisabeth-
ville. When the patrol was four miles from its base in a thickly
afforested area hitherto unowcupied by Katangese Gendarmerie,
it suddenly noticed over 1 hundred Para Commandos (the clite
of the Katangese Army) running into well-concealed defensive
positions on the other side of the road, Major Sahi immedia-
tely ordered his seclion to take up positions so that they could
cover the 10ad from some lurge ant-hills on cither side of it
No sooner had they done this than about a hundred Para
Commandos encircled themn, Major Sahi with great courage,
calmnesg and presence ol mind not only held his ground but
by speedy and well-conccaled movement of his men led the
opposing force to believe that he had a much larger force.
Even so, the Pars Commandos attacked the Section, firing with
automatic weapons. The patrol was in a grave situation, but
Major Sahi rushed to the bren gun and ordered the gunner to
open fire. Tht Para Commandos were taken aback, and
abandoning the assault disappeared into the bush, The posi-
tion that they had left revealed as many as twenty well dug-
in bunkcrs with large quantities of ammunition and stores,
While a part of the patrol was engaged in taking charge of
these, the remainder under Major Sahi kept demonstrating
ahcad to kecp up the subterfuge. At this stage a Para Com-
mando officer came forward ostensibly to parley whilst several
Para Commandos covered him. Against the  advice of hig
Commander, Major Sahi went forward alone and almost as he
shook hands with the Para Cammando Officer, the Para Com-
mandos lired at him and sémultaneously attacked the remainder
of the patrol. Fortunately Major Sahi was not hit and was
able to rcjoin his patrol immediately. Three of the Para
Commandos who charged were killed and the remainder fled
leaving their dead behind.

It was due to the courage, prescnce of mind and leadership
of Major Sahi that the patrol was able to beat back the Para
Commandos who were much superior in number.

7. Captaln DEBARATA SARBADHIKARY (IC-8124),
The 5th Bn. 8th Gorkha Rifles,

On 12th January 1962, Captain Sarbadhikary was detailed as
Commander of a column of troops to scarch a village and
nearby jungles in Nagaland in order to capture hostiles and
recover arms and ammunition. After a very carcful apprecia-
tion of the situation the Column Commander concentrated his
force as ncar the village a3 possible. He had antidpated that
the hostiles would either be found in the village or would
escape into a nearby nullah under cover of darkness and the
thick jungle.
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The column surrounded the village on 13th January 1962,
A thorough scarch was carried out but no hostiles were found,
Cuptain Sarbadhikury then decided to scarch the nulluh and
the jungles, The coluim located three hosule hideouts in the
nullah, bat these weie empty, Scon aftciwards three hostiles
with anns were scen tunmng away. By skilfully positioning
his troops Captamn Sarbadhikary loiled the attemnpt of the hos-
tilcs Lo escape wd when they tried to run in another Jirection,
they came under Light Muchine gun fire of our troops and
were all killed.  Some srms were also captured,

The success achieved in this opcration was due to the skilful
planning and lcadershup of Cuptain Sarbadhikary.

8. Captain VIJAY KUMAR NAYAR (IG5858),
The Parachute Regiment,

In April 1961, Captain Nayar was detailed to establish a

post 4L a high alutude on our northern border. He was allotted .

a platoon ol the Znd Parachute Regiment (Maratha) lor this
purpuse.  The tash was exttemely dhiliculty and hazardous, in-
volving u journey of approxunatcly 60 miles over a high
mountain pass, suow covered tracks and trackless terrain. At
onc stage, the porters refused to proceed further. Undaunted
by this and other dilbcultes, Gaptain Nuayur completed the
gven lask by the targel date. ‘Uhis was possible due to his
leadership and organising capacity.

Afler the edtablishment of the post, the platoon bad to stay
there for some months under conditions which imposed consi-
deruble hardships and privations. But under the leadership of
Captan Nayar, the men dud their jobs ungrudgingly and
cheerfully, Inspired by his personal devolon it duly, they
maintancd exemplary morale.

During his stuy at the post, Captain Nayar saved the lives of
Lwo military porters who were caught in a blizzatd near a pass,
Captain Nayar, with two other ranks, undertook an urduous
joumey to fimd the porters who were half-buried in snow and
were in a scrions condition,  Although he and hiy men were
themselves nearly cxhausted they carried the porters back to
the post.

Captain Nayar's exceptional devotion to duty and selfless
actiony were 4 source of inspiration to his men.

9. Captain 'TEMSUJUNGBO AOQO, (MR-1391),
The Army Medical Corps.

A small detachment of infantry established a post at an
altitude of about 15,000 lect on our northern border, after
crossing a pass about 18,000 feet high, 'I'be arvea is snow-bound
from Scptember Lo June, Caplain ‘L.Ao as Medical Officer of
the detachment was ot inmcnse help in looking after the health
and welfme of the men.  Liis ceaseless efforts, untailing cheer-
fulness and assistunce sustained the morale of the men in trying
conditions.

On 6th May, 1961, Captain Ao aided two civilian porter casu-
alties, and voluntarily accowpanied them during their evacua-
tion over a 18,000 ft, high pass and along routes covered with
deep snow. DBy his unceasing effores, he was uble to suve the
life of one ol these porters.

Throughout thc moves of this detachment, Captain Ao set
an example of seltiess devotion to duly under very adverse con-
ditions, Without his untiring help, the task assigned to the
detachment could not have becen completed.

10. Captuin DIWAN SIRI RAM SAHNI (1G-7314),
The Corps of Enginecers.

On 25th March 1962, Captain Sahni was detailed to accom-
pany a patrol led by Major $. 5. Randhawa.

The patrol in 28 days traversed about 200 miles over moun-
[ainous terrain somctimes at an altitude of about 20,000 feet
and through sunow 6 lect deep, A ncw route of about forty
miles had w0 be constructed for men and ponics across passes
over 17,000 ft. high and along deep and narrow gorges. To
add to the patrol's ditlicultics, it snowed for four days.

Duting this most wying journcy, Captain Sahni, a skilled
engincer, succeeded in finding and constructing a way through
the difficult terrain. As a result of the successful move of the
patrol considerable areas of Indian territory were saved from
Chinese occupation,

Captain Suhni showcd remarkable skill and exceptional devo-
tion to duty under adverse conditions.

11, Captain JASBIRPAL SINGH (IC-5084),
8th Gorkha Rifles.

In April 1962, a Comtany ot a Gorkha Rifles Battallon,
under the command ot Captain Jasbirpal Singh, was assigned
the task of locating and liquidating hostile hideouts in un area
in the interior of Nagaland. On 21at April 1962, after march-
ing for about nine hours through very diflicult tcrrain, the
Company was able to detect a hostile hideout, Captain Jashir-
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pal Singh promptly deployed hiy Company skilfully Lo seal off
all cscape Toutes.  On seemng the troops, the hostles opened
hire at them. Caplain Jastnrpal bingh immediately ordered
lus Gompuny to charge the hostile position and lead the charge
hitself,  ‘I'he hostles divected heavy fre at our troops, but
seeing the momentum of the assauly, they panicked and fled
leaving behind ammuniion and valuable documents,

Caplain Jasbirpal Singh displayed commendable inidative,
courage and leadership in this operation.

12. Captain PURUSHOTAM LAL KHER (IC-6405),
Hth Gorkha Riiles.

In Apnl 1961, Captain Kher, who wus with an advance party
ol Gorklia Rifles at Chushul, was detaded o carry out a recon-
nuissance of Nala ju and Hotspring area with a view Lo estab-
lishing posts in that area. In order to reach ‘Hotspring, it was
neccessary to cruss a pass over 18,000 [eet high covered with
snow morc than 15 ft. deep. 'T'he crossing was fraught with
great dunger owing to avalanches and blizzards. On 19th April
1961, the party attempted Lo cross the pass but after it reached
the (op ot the pasg had Lo ubandon the aticmapl due o a heavy
blizzard. Omn 20th April the party made another attcmpt, but
again had o fall back. A third atlempt, made on 21st April
was successlul,  Cuaptain Kher led the party in spite of the loss
of a local guide und of the yaks which had collapsed and failed
o rcach the pass. Murching was extremely dithcult due to a
stroug blizzarvd and it became impossible to find the way ahead
due to poor visibility, At this stage, Capiain Kher lelt the
other ranks behind and climbed o o height of nearly 20,000 It
in scarch of the track. The track was found and the party
were able 1o reach Gunle at 000 hrs. on the 22nd. In the
absence ol any shelter at Guule, the party had to spend the |
night out in the open, at height ol more than 17,000 ft, with-
out any bedding or food since the yaks carrying these had been
left behind, The men were completely cxhausted and two of
thenm on the veige of collapse. Nevertheless the party continued
i&; journcy and reached 1sogtsalu in the evening of 22nd April
1961.

The courage, determination and high  scnse of duty shown
by Captain Kher were mainly responsible for the successful re-
connaissance of and cstablishment of posts in this extremely
dillicult area,

18. 2/Lieutenant AUTAR SINGH CHEEMA (IC-12113),
The Parachutc Regiment.

2/Liculenant Autar Singh Clhccma was incharge of an advance
base camp established to serve a foiward post on our'‘northern
border at a heght of about 15,000 feet. A forward post had
been withoul tations flor 2 days as un expecled airdrop of sup-
plies had pot matcrialised, 2/Lieutenant Checma organised a
supply colutun. AL midnight on 30th Apiil, 1961, he started
out from the basa camp with twenty men, each (including him-
sell) cartying 40 lbs, of rations and other necessities. They
fouglic their way through a blizzard in extremely severe winter
wcather, with danger of avalanches, and by morning were
within sight ol the forwarcd post when he saw that an aircraft
had arrived over the post und was dropping supplies, 2 /licu-
tenant Cheema then took his exhausted men back to the base
camip, personally helping to carry 1 man who had collapsed
from sheer exhaustion,

In May 1961, while carrying out a supply drop over the post,
an aircraft of the lodian Air Force crashed and some of the
occupants were killed, 2 /Licutnant  Checma was detailed to
locate the aircralt, to cremate the dead and to bring back the
ashes of the vicims. -With two ORs, he achieved this task in
2 days,

Again on 2ind July 1961, information was received that a
patrol opcrating in the area was lost and was also out, of wire-
less comtact, Z/Lt, Chcema with a party searched for over 36
hours over unknown and trackless mountain fecatures in extre-
mcly bad weather at a height of over 17,000 ft. until he was able

Lo locate the fumished and exhausted patrol and bring them
back to the post,

The leadership and exceptional devolion to duty displayed by
this youny officer under adverse conditions were in the best
traditions of our Army,

14. 2/Licutenant CHHEWANG RINCHEN (JKC-13) M.V.C.,
The J & K Militia.

On 4th Scptember 1962, information was rcceiverd in Daulct
Beg Oldi that some tracks had been scen by a patrol on our
territory that indicated the possible presence of Chinese in the
arca, 2 /Lieutcnant Chhewang Rinchen with a patrol procecded
immediately to the site to verify the report. On reaching the
spot, he saw the tiacks and tollowing them led his patrol
through difficult terrain with great skill until they were able
to locate the Chincse post, 2/Lieutenant Rinchen then approa-
thed and observed the post from a mere six hundred yards and
brought buck very useful inlormation  about the Chinese
equipment, strength and dispositions, This information greatly
helped in the planning and cstablishment of our own post in
the region of the Karakoram Pass and the Depsang Plains.
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2 /Lieutenant Rinchen displayed commendable courage and
devotion to duty in this task.

15. 2 /Licutcnant PRAVIN KUMAR ]fNDAL (1G-12475),
The Kumaon Regiment,

On 10th Junc 1961, information was received that 2 meeting
of armed Naga hostiles was scheduled Lo be held at a village
in Manipur State, A column of 2 Jumor Commissioned. Oft-
cers and 40 Other Ranks, led by E/Licutcnam Jindal, was de-
tailed (o raid the village and to apprchend the hostiles, On see-
ing the troops, the hostiles staried to leave the village, but 2/
Lieutenant Jindal correctly appreciating the situation ordered
his men to open firc on them, in the action, a notorious hostile
was killed.

Again, on 9th July 1961, Z/Lieutenant Jindal led a patrol
of 1b Other Ranks through difficult terrwin covered with dense
tropical forest and intcrpersed  with numerous nullahs and
rivulets in spate to verity a report about the removal of
boundary pitlars on the Manipur-Burma border, Hc success-
fully completed this task on 22nd July 1961,

During the elections in Manipur State in February 1962, in-
formation was received that armed Naga hostiles had ambushed
a Polling party. 'lhe Polling party e back to lmphal lcaving
behind ballot boxcs at the ambush site and the escort troops
withdrew to a salc place. With a column of 25 Other Ranks,
2/Lieutenant ]indal was sent to locate the cscort party and to
recover the ballet boxes. Climnbing stcep hills, he proceeded
to the ambsh sitc as tast as possible, localed the escorl party,
recovered most of the ballor ‘boxes and assisted in estabhshing
the polling stauon. Laler, a large body ol hostiles opened
automatic nre on the polling station tfrom Lhree dirccliony in
order to disrupt the elections. 2/Licutenant Jindal with a party
of 1 junior vommissioned Oflier and 40 Other Ranks was
rushed to reinforce the force protecting the polling station,
On secing the reinforcements tne hostiles stopped fring and
polling was conducted witheut any further incident, except
1or sporadic firing.

On completion of polling, the Polling party, duly escorted
was leturmng with the ballot boxes, 2 /Ltcutenant Jindal with
his reinforcement was acting as rear guard. On the way the
hostiles fired on the rear guard at point blank range from a
vantage point in the jungic. Despite the hail of bullets, 2/
Licutenaut Jindal with great courage and determination assaul-

ted the hostile position, killing one of the hostiles and putting
the rest to fight.

In these tasks, 2/Lieutenant Jindal disployed commendable
Ieadeiship, courage and devotion to duty.

16. 9100419 Subedar SONAM STOBDAN,
The J & K Militia,

Subedar Sonam Stobdan was detailed to join a patrol under
Major 8. 5. Randhawa. In March 1962, hc was flown by heli-
copter to Daulut Bey Oldi from where he was sent to a new
post.  As Commander of this post, he made further reconnais-
sance and succeeded in establishing another necw  post which
prevented further Chinese encroachment in that area,

In April 1962 after a journey of about 50 miles, he joined
the patrol purty. Thereafter the patrol commenced the moat
difficult part ol 1ty journey inte unknown country beyond which
the Chinese were reported to have made an incursien, During
the journey, Subedar Stobden himsclf carricd loads when ponies
were not able to negotiate the route for about 10 miles, He
also rallied and encouraged the mern.

Subedar Stobdan, a Ladakhi Officer, by his courage and deter-
mination enabled the patrol to establish a post opposite the
Chinese post at Sumdo in Aksaichin.

17. 9075041 Subedar MOHAMMED ABDULLA RATHER,
The J & K Militia,

Subedar Rather of the J & K Militia was detailed to com-
mand his Company, less once platoon, and to march from Leh
to Daulat Beg Oldi and establish a new post there. On J0th
March 1961 he left Leh and overtook the advanee party at
Sultan Chhushku, after crossing the Shyok river a number of
times. Irom Sultan Chhushku it was 8 days’ march to Daulat

Beg 0l1di, by snow-covercd tracks and over Passcg more than
17,000 ft. high.

On the way many difficulties had to be overcome; some of
the baggage ponies were exhausted and had to be Icft behind,
others died on the way and thelr loads had to be carried
by the men, Although given the option of relurning from
the first stage, Subedar Rather preferred to carry on. He
kept up the morale of hiy troops, and with great determination
took his detachment to the destination on 30th April 1961
and established a forward post near the Karakoram Pass.

Subedar Rather displayed exceptonal devotion to duty, cou-
rage and leadership in thiy assignment,

18. 1029115 Acting Lance Daffadar PRITAM SINGH, 20
Lancers.

On 18th November 1962, the Chinese forces attacked our
forward defcnce positions in the Chushul arca. At this time
Acting Lance Daltadar Pritam Singh's tank was under repair.
The troop Commander took the remaining tanks of the
troop forward to support the infaptry against the encmy
attack.

Acting Lance Daffadar Pritam Singh was 80 eager to take
part in the battle, that he repaircd his tank himself, took
It forward on his own initiative and joined his troop in the
batile against the enemy. ln doing this Acting Lance Daffadar
Pritaru Singh showed courage, devotion to duty and resource-
fulness and helped his troop inflict heavy casualtics on the
chcmy.

19, ]C-9017 Jemadar AMBAHADUR GURUNG, 8th
Gurkha Rilles. .

Onp 18th January 1962, when a column of troops was
ordered to search the nullahs and jungles belween villages
Kheza Kenoma and Cheroma in Nagaland to destory hostile
hideouts, Jemadar Ambahadur Gurung was commanding a
platoon that was detailed to act as a “stop” in the area of
the nullab-track junction,

Jemadar Ambahadur Gurung after a very thorough and
carcful appreciation of the area positioned his platoon in
such a way as to leave no scopc tor any hostile to cscape,
inspite of the thick jungle and many nullahs, When he
spotted thrce armod hostiles coming in his direction, after
bewng chased by the scarching party, Jemadar Ambahadur
Gurung himself munned the platoon’s Light Machine Gun
und killed all the three hostiles and captured their arms,

In this action Jemadar Ambahadur Gurung displayed leader-
ship and tactical skill of a high order.

20, ]C-SGBG Jemadar JOGINDER SINGH, The Brigade
of the Guards,

Jewadar Joginder Singh was Second In Command of a
pawrol which Lieutcnant Chadha led to village Ajuram from
pabram to capture a hostile lecader. It was known that 16
armed hostiles were in the vicinity. At 0300 hours on 13th
scptember 1961, the patrol reached Ajuram, FHaving positioned
stops at the exit Lo the village Jemadar Joginder Singh accom-

anicd Lieutenant Chadha to launch the attack on the house
of the hostile leader, He, with Licutenant Chadha and two
ORs, broke into the house. "Lhe hostile leader trled to
escape by the back door, but was intcrcepted by Lieutenant
Chadha. = Jemadar Jogindcr Singh dashed forward to nsaist his
commander and together they succecded in apprehending the
hostilo who was armed with a pistol and was trying despera-
tely to shool his way oul By his timely action jemadar
Joginder Singh not only saved Lieutenant Chadha’s Life but
contributed o the capture of the hostile leader.

21. 9125628 Jemadar BODH RAJ. The J & K Militia.

Jemadar Bodh Raj led an important reconnaissancc along
the Galwan river in January 1962. The river bed was frozen
and golng over the routc was not omly _diﬂicult but extre-
mely dungerous, The temperaturé was minus 30° centigrade
and below. The height at which the patrol had to travel
throughout its mission was about 17,000 feet. Jemadar Bodh
Ruj, inspite of the heavy odds, led his patrel and completed
the mission successfully bringing back most uscful information
about the route and terrain which helped in the detailed
planning in this area.

Jemadar Bodh Raj displayed devotion to duty and leader-
ship of a high order in keeping up the morale of his patrol
i most adverse conditions.

99, 0075087 Jemadar MOHAMMED HUSSAIN, 14 J & K
Milltia.

Due to his knowledge of the Daulat Beg Oldi area, Jemadar
Mohd, Hussain was posted as a Platoon Commander of
Daulat Beg Oldi Post in July 1961. He bravely faced the
hazards of this area and by his own example kept up the
morale of his men.

On 2nd Dccember 1961 Jemadar Mohd. Hussaln led 2
reconnaissance patrol consisting of four ORs in an area at
an altiude of about 17,000 feet, where the weather conditions
and terrain were most unfavourable. In most difficult clr-
cumstances, he completed his mission and brought back valu-
able information.

Jemadar Mohd. Hussain was an active member of many
such patrols in this very difficult and hazardous arca and
brought back valuable information about the dispositions of
Chinese intraders. The information collected by him about
soutes and terrain in this area helped greatly in the detailed
planning and cstablishment of our posts.

28, JC-12082 Jemadar BALI RAM, The Punjab Regiment.

On 10th June 1962 a Company of the Punjab Regiment was
given the task of raidiog a hostile hidecout in Pulebadze area
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in Nagaland. Jemadar Bali Ram was commanding a platoon
in this raid, Going through a densely wooded ravine he
located one of the two 'bashas” occupied by armed hostiles
and crawled through thick undergrowth to within 50 yards
of it. Detaching one of his Light Machine Guns to support
the attack he led his men in a charge on the position firing
his stcn gun as hc assaulted. The hostiles opened fire with
small arma but were eflectively covered by the Light Machine
Gun detachment. Inspired by his personal example, h'i.s men
attacked the position with added vigour and determination.
Jemadar Bali Ram followed by his men continued his charge
into the “Bashas” shouting his regimental battle cry.  This
demoraliscd the hostiles who were approximately 20 in number,
Three ot them were killed and five or six wounded. The
rest fled inte the jungle leaving bchind some arms and
ammunition.

The success of the operation was duc to the courage and
leadership displayed by Jemadar Bali Ram.

24. 4132526 Gompany Havildar Major HARPHUL SINGH,
The Kumaon Regiment (Missing),

25. 4139768 Havildar PHOOI SINGH, The Kumaon Regl-
mett,

26. 4131926 Havildar JAT NARAIN, The Kumaon Regl-
ment,

On 18th November 1962, after prolonged bombardment b
artillery and mortars, the Chinese forces launched an atta
on our Company post at Rezangala in overwhelming strength
and in several wavea. The first few waves of the attack were
beaten back and heavy casualtics were inflicted on the enemy.
The defending Company also suffered many casualtics and
some portions of the perimeter were rendered non-cllective,
This was a dangerous situation since there was nothing to
stop subsequent waves of enemy attack on the unmanned
sectors. Company Havildar Major Harphul Singh, Havildar
Phooi Singh and Havildar Jai Narain displayed great courage
and initiative in reorganising and filling the ga]l:vs. Their
actlon, In the face of cnemy fire and in disregard of their
own safety, enabled the Company post to hold the cnemy
attack for some time and helped some of the men to with-
draw from this post.

27. 2842274 Naik SUGAN SINGH, The Rajputana Rifles
(Saurashtra).

On 30th Junc 1962, a Company of the Rajputana Rifles
attacked the camp of a Naga hostile leader in Manipur State.
The camp was located on a steep hill and in thick jungle.
It was built in a well-prepared Eosltion and was well concealed.
There was only one approach to the camp by a narrow
jungle path along the precipitous hill slope.

When  the leading  section under Nafk Sugan  Singh
approached the hostile camp, it came under intense fire
from well-concealed positions, With great courage and
determination, Naik Sugan Singh climbed the hill, opened
fire and charged the hostiles. He killed two hostiles with
sten gun fire and captured arms and ammunition, The other
hostiles fed into the jungle.

In this action, Naik Sugan Singh displayed courage and
leadership of a high order.

28. 2435350 Naik BHAG SINGH, The Punjab Regiment,

On 11th December 1961, when a  Company column was
advancing to search a difficult and precipitous area In Naga-
land, Naik Bhag Singh's leading Scction wa¢ suddenly ambushed
and came under heavy small arms fire from a hostile position
on a steep ridge, Although the Scction wag pinned down and
he himsclf was facing a shower of bullets, Naik Bhag Singh,
in disregard of his personal safety, rcturned the fire with his
sten gun and successfully covered his scouts. With  cpol
courage, he ordered his Section to crawl forward and take up
position with him. He, along with two other Icading scouts,
charged the hostiles. This took them by surprise and they
withdrew under the covering fire of their own Light Machine
Gun. By his action, Naik Bhag Singh not only thwarted the
ambush but also saved the leading elcments of his platoon. In
this opecration, Naik Bhag Singh displayed courage and initia-
tive of a very high order,

29. 1116801 Naik PRITAM SINGH, The Regiment  of
Artillery (Missing).

80. 1152702 Lance Naik SARWAN SINGH, The Regiment
of Ardllery (Missing),

On 18h November 1962 the Chinese forces attacked Gurung
Hill in overwhelming strength. Najk Pritam Singh and Tance
Naik Sarwan Singh formed part of our artillery Obsecrvation
Posat which controlled and conducted the defensive fite from
our guns. The Observation Post Officer was wounded and
many other personncl were either killed or wounded in action.
Undaunted by thesc casualties, Naik Pritam Singh and Lance
Nalk Sarwan Singh continued to perform thelr duties with
Rreat courage in the face of heavy enemv fire, ‘This enabled
the Observation Post to bring down effectlve fire from our
own artillery on the attacking enemy,

During this action Naik Pritam Singh and Lance Naik
Sarwan Singh displayed courage and devotion to duty of a
high order.

31, 5787012 Lance Naik NARBAITADUR THAPA, 8th
Gorkha Rifles,

In April 1961, a Platoon of 8 Gorkha Riflcs was detalled to
procccdp from Phobrang to take over Tsogatsalu Post in Ladakh
lrom a J & K Military Battalion. Lance Nalk Narbahadur
Thapa was a member of the Platoon. On 3rd April 1961, when
the Blatoon arrived at a pass over 18,000 ft. Lhigh, it was caught
in a blizzard. The snow wag more than knce deep and
visibility was poor. In order to negotiate the pass, two yaks
were sent ahcad to make a path and the men followed the
yaks in single filc. After crossing the pass, the Platoon Com-
mander checked all the men, thelr armg and ammuniton and
equipment. e found one OR  missing and asked for a
volunteer to go back to fhe pass to recover the casualty.
Lance Naik Narbahadur Thapa, although very tlred, voluntee-
red for the task at considerable risk to his own life. With a
Ladakhi portcr, he went back to the pass and returned with
the casualty the same night, He thus saved the life of a
coglrude and displayed courage and devotion to duty of a high
order.

2. 6261901 Lance Naik GULBADAN SINGH, The J & K
Militia.

Lauce Naik Gulbadan Singh, Wireless Operator of 2 J & K
Militia Battalion Signal Section, was dctaiﬁ)?d to accompany a
patrol party [rom Thoisc in Ladakh on 25th March 1962, It
was a very difhcult task, involving a journey of over 200 miles
through mountainous terrain, mostly along the axis of the
Shyok river and partly over snow-covered and precipitous
regions about 20,000 feet high, The party had to make its
way through one of the highest passes and to live in extremely
cold weather conditions. Tance Naik Gulbadan Singh not only
faced the hardships cheerfully bur also maintained excellent
and unfailing wircless communleationg throughout the journey.
Although extremely fatigucd at times, he always looked after
his equipment, He carried it on his back for abont 10 miles
when the ponics could not carry any loads. ’

But for the detcrmination and devotion to duty displayed
by Lance Naik Gulbadan Singh, this important patrol party
would have been without vital signal communications.

The same evening  they
undertook  a night long scardh for Ioads containing DBren
Magazines and Wireless Sct accessorien which had been washed
away and recovered the matedal in the early hours of the
worning,  On arrival at their destination, they went back
6 miles in order to help four men who had been Ieft behind
due to exhaustion. The Detachment Commander atiributed
the success of the mission o the devoted and selfless scrvice
tendered by Tance Naik Nima Dildan, Lance Naik Kunga
Namgial, Sepoy Namgyul Tundup and Sepoy Abdul Rahman.

_ On 26th October 1961, a patrol was sent from Jaura Dhok
In ] & K to carry out a reconnaissance of the route to China-
marg Gall and heyond  in the high mountaing of the Pir
Panjal Range, After covering a distance of about 4 miles the
patrol was suddenly fired upon, at close range, by a part.y of
6 or 7 armed hostiles. Realising that the patrol was in immj-
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nent danger of being liquidated, Unpald Lance Naik Gahrey
Singh, the leading scout, in disregard of hls_pers(mal satety,
crawled forward about 50 yards through a hail of bullets and
took up position behind a boulder, His position was however
soon discovered and came under heavy fire from three sides.
Lance Naik Gahrey Singh then kept moving {from one boulder
to another, and by skillul use of ground, engaged the entire
hostile party for about 30 minutes. The hostiles were trying
to encircle the patrol, but when Lance Naik Gahrey Singh
shot their leader and  killed him, they fled In  confusion,
Chasing them, Lance Naik Gahrey Singh shot at and wounded
unother hostile. On a search of the area, some arms and am-
munition were recovered.

By his courage, initiative and accurate fire, Unpaid TLance
Naik Gahrcy Singh beut back the hostiles and saved the patrol.

They immediately
rushed to the site and found that the wreckage had caught fire
with the crcw trapped inside. In complete disregard of their
personal safety, they approached the buming wreckage and
begun to cxiricate the victims from within the rising and en-
veloping ames, Spoun alier, the petrol tanks burst and caught
fire, hut this danger did not deter the two men from continu-
Ing the vescuc work. They rescued four occupants out of a total
of six.

Alter completing the task the patrol was returning,
when it ran into an ares hecavily mined and full of boohy-
traps. A mine below up killing the scction commander and a
rifleman and serdously injuring the JGO commanding the
patrol and three others. This explosion, only a few hundred
yardy from the Katangese army position, shocked the handful
of men of the patrol. [Lance Naik Bhimbahadur Gharti, a
gignal operator, ‘took commmand of the sitnation. Tie knew
that o relicl could be expected within two hours and that the
Katangese Army pcrsonnelpmight encircle the patrol. Undaunt-
¢d, he organised the dcfence of the patrol with vigour. In
disrcgard of his own safety, he carrled out a reconnaissance of
the area and after finding a safe spot, took the dead hodies
and the wounded personnc] there, The stomach of one of the
wounded men had been ripped open. After sending the other
wounded personnel to the base with an escort, Lance Naik
Bhimbahadur Ghartl, with only three other men, attended to
this badly wounded man and guarded the bodies of his dead
cotnrades, Lance Naik Ghart] kept moving from one position
to another in this dangerous arca In order to conceal the hope-
lessly inadequate strength of his force, until a section arrived
to the relief of the stricken pitrol,

I./Naik Bhlmbahadur's action In taking carc of the killed
and wounded in the midst of danger was in keeping with
the highest tradition of the armed {orces,

On 22nd May, 1962, a combined patrol of a Battalion of
the Punjub Regiment and village Guards was approaching
a hideout of Naga hostiles about 7 miles from Lazami, The
hideout consisted of 16 bhashay with accommodation for ahout
4 hundred persons, The Scction comnmanded by Lance Naik
Ajaib Singh was lcading the patrol during the last stages of
the advance when abour 100 vards from the hideout it was
fired upon by a hostile sentry, Calling for covering  fire
from the scouts and in disregard of his personal salety, Lance
Nalk Ajaib Singh moved forward rapldly towards the hideout
and jntercepted the hostiles, 1lis section, consisting of him-
self aud four others, charged the hostiles, about 15 in
number. In the encounter, he himsclf killed two hostiles,
firing his sten gom.

Lance Naik Ajaib Singh displayed courage and initiative
of a high order in this incident.

Signalman Tejwant Singh, a radio mechanic, was detailed
with a detachinent of Signals 1¥ruct:cding with a company of
the J. & K, Militia on a difficult march, which lasted 358
days, from Teh to Daulat Beg Oldl in March-May, 1961.
The march had to be undertaken in intensely cold weather
over three passes wmore than 17000 [ecet high and along a
river which had to be crossed a number of times. The last
five days of the murch involved walking through snow 2 to
3 feet decp. Signalman Tejwant Singh, the  only radio
mechanic i the datachment, carried out his dutics’ without
any compluint of any fatigue or illnces. But on 8rd May

Rifleman Bhakta Bahadur Thapa was No, ] of a mortar
detachment  supporting the operation of a combined force
in Nagaland. On 23rd August, 1961, when the advancing
troops and his own mortar positlon came under heavy hostile
fire, he continued opevating his mortar with conrage and
accaracy and in disrcgard of his pcrsonal safety. His fire
support helped our troops to advance and dcstroy the
hostile hideouts,

Ou 24th August, a hostile party again attacked the mortar
detachment in an cffort to disorganise our troops. Rifleman
Bhakta Bahadur Thapa again manncd his mortar accurately
and effectively. His courage imspired the men of his detach-
ment, }He, however, was glt in the hecad by a heavy burat
of light machine gun firc from the hostiles' and was killed.

In this action, Rifleman Bhukta Bahadur Thapa displayed
cool courage and unflinching devotion to duty in keeping
with the highest traditions of our army.

No. 9-PG(88)/62.—The Government of India have reccived
the Administration Report of the Port of Calcutta for the
year 196162, The following are the important features of
the report:—

1. Tinancial Position

The Port Commissioncr’s revenue receipts for the year under
revicw amountcd to Rs. 1505-85 lakhs as against Rs. 1412-40
lukhs in the previous year.

The expenditure for the year amounted to Ra. 1423-18
lakhs as against Rs. 1362;01 lakhs in the previous year, 'The
year ended with a surplus of Rs, 8272 Jakhs in thc revenue
account.

The improved result of the years worklng was primarily
duc to increased earnings from charges on goods and cxtra
income from the Railways as a result of realisation of arrears
of terminal and other charges from the Railways.

The total balances in the varlpus Revenue Rescrve Funds
as on the 31st March 1962 amounted to Rs. 785-57 lakhs.

For fnancing capital works, the Commissiogers borrowed
Ry, 1'6 crores during the year from Govemmrnﬁ and Rs. 2:07
crores in forcign cxchange from the World Bank. In addi-
tlon, a contribution of Rs, 88 lakha was made fiom the revenue
sutplus of the year and of Rs. 1 crore from the Revenue
Reserve fund.

The fall in average daily rate of discharge in certain cases
is primarily due to the pattern of cargo carried and stowage.

In the case of foodgrains imports, the average rate of dis-
charge per ship per day worked out to 1,414 tonnes as against
1,481 tonncs during the previous year., The fall was duoe
to somewhat Jlower output on the part of the stevedore
labour.

In the case of coal exports, the average rate of loading per
ship worked out to 999'82 tonnes as against 902 tonnes during
the previous year. The average rate of loading in the case
of ore vessels worked out to 1,242 tonncs as against 1331 ton-
ncs in lhe prcvious year,

The accommodation available in the transit sheds and yards
was glmost fully utilised during the ycar, There was no
serious congestion in the Port at any time.

4. Shipping

T'he number of vessely that entered the Port durlng the
year was 180G with a total gross tonnage of 12-192 millions
as against 178G in the previous year with a gross tonnage of
12-182 milljons. The ship with the deepest draft to cnter
the Port was the gy “Crest Bank”, drawing 26’ and 6 ford
and 25/ and 10/ aft and the ship with the deepest dralt w
leave the Poit was the g5 “Julajyotl™, drawing 25’ and 23"
For'd and 25-5}7 aft.

In the Port approaches, the Balari bar controlled the draft
of ships [or 188 duys as against 814 days in the previous
year and Rangafalla for 102 days. The Eastern Gut, Hopes

Crossing and Nurpur bar controlled the draft of ships for
30 days, 34 days and 11 days rcspectively. The controlling bars
were thus below Diamond Warbour for 290 days as against
814 days during the previous year.

Vigorous steps were taken to intensify dredging opcration
to improve the depth of water over the governing bars. 'L'he
total number of hours of dredging on the various bars and
crossings was 5781 and the quantity of spoil liftced was 8-338
million tonnes. The total expenditure on dredging including
dredging of the navigable channel, berths, lock entrances and
dock busin amounted to Rs. 10943 lakhs as against Rs.
8817 lakbs during the previous year, The increased cxpen-
diture during the year was primarlly due to Intensive dredg-
ing done at the Balari Bar and the commissioning into ser-
vice of the dredger “Churni” and the dredger “Ajoy”. This
hgures does not take into account the capital depreciation of
the dredging fieet,

5. River Modcl Expcriments

To artive at a better understanding of the hydraulic
mechanism of the river, a mew dcpartment was sct up
during the year, The work of thiy new department covers
expert studies such as application of sclentiflic observation
of the results of actual dredging donc, use of radioactive
and fluorcscent tracers to track movement of bed material,
mathematical analysis of rtiver condilions, modcl  cxepri-
ments and  technical dircetion [or the cxecution of Tiver
training works for improving the navigability of the River
Hooghly.

At the Central Water and Power Rescarch $tation, Poona,
experimenty were cartied oul doring the year on the Estuary
Model for determining the alignment of a cut across Jiger-
khali Flat for developing a new channel over the Balari Bar.
Experiments were also carried out on the model to study the
effcct ol proposed training works In the Balari Tower region,
undcr bed conditions obtaining in 1958.

6. Hooghly Pilotagc
The income from Pilotage dJuring the year was Rs. 3868
lakhs and the cxpenditure Rs. 46:21 lakhs leaving a deficit
of Rs. 7:5% lakhs. To cover the deficit, a contribution of
Rs. 7-5 lakhs was madc [rom the Revenuce Reserve Fund.

7. Port Railway

The income derived from the Railway during the year
amounted to Rs, 20067 lakhs as against Rs. 163-94 lakhs
in the previous year. The improved carnings were due to
the realisation from the Railways of arrears of lerminal
and other churges.

8. Pilferage

I'he various measures introduced in 1959 to minimise the
incidence of pilterage in the Port continued to have their
wholcsome cffect.

9. Haldia Anchorage

Yor the thirl year in succession, deep-lrafted foodgrain
vesscls were worked at the Ilaldia  Anchorage during the
fair weather scason [rom November to February. In all, 10
foodgrain vessels were worked at the Anchorage, The
deepest draft ship to use the anchorage was the 538, “Gems.
tone” which drew 30 ft. 3 inches. The total quantity of
foodgrain discharged amounted to 47510 tonnecs of wheat.
Tn addition, one vessel loaded 5,665 tonnes of sugar for ex-
port from the anchorage,

10. Port Devclopment

The expenditure during the year on Capital works In
progress amounted to Ra. 52988 lakhs.

Important capital works completed during the year were
construction of the new Bucket Dredger “Ajoy” at a cost
of Rs, Il crores, construction of the new Suction Dredger
“Churmni”, at a cost of Rs. 1'85 crores and the execution of
the major phase of (he River Training work at Fulta-
Hooghly Point Recach at an estimated cost of about Rs, 45
CYores.

11, Miscellancous

Some of the other notcworthy features of the report are
(i) the introduction of the Incentive Tonnage Scheme for
cargo handling workers which envisaged payment of higher
wages for increased output by way of Incentive involving
an cstimated additional expenditure of about Ra. 30 lakhg
per annum, and (ii) tht revision of pay-scales of class III
and class IV cmployees in accordance with the rccommenda-
tions of the Classification and Categorisation Committee and
the Second Pay Commission's award involving an arrear
payment in the region of Rs. 272 lakhs.

12, Acknowledgment

The Port Commissioners perlormed another vear of use-
ful work despite difficult conditions and Government view
with appreciation the work of the Port  Commissloners
Jduring the year under review.
