No. 7-Pres./63.—The President is pleased to approve the
award of the VTR CHAKRA for acts of gallantry in the
Congo and N.E.F.A. to:—

1. Lieutenant SUDHIR KUMAR SONPAR (IC-1I069),
65 Cavalry.

(Kffeclivr date of award—Vith December 1961)

Lictrtenant S, K. Sonpar was leader of an Armoured Car
Troop of 5 Independent Armoured Squadron serving with the
United Nations Forces in the Congo. At 0430 hrs. on 15
December 19G1 the Troop was placed in fire support role of
a Company of the 3/1 Gorkha Rifle, for their attack on a
certain target. The objective was captured In spite of heavy
mortar shelling and automatic small arms fire by the enemy.
Two armoured car, led by Lieutenant Sonpar were sent out
to silence the enemy fire. Two rounds fired upon him at
close range by an enemy gun luckily missed his armoured car.
With accurate fire he destroyed the enemy gun. He led his
Troop forward and silenced two more enemy Mortars.

At about 0930 hrs. the name day the enemy launched a
counter-attack supported with armoured cars. Lieutenant
Sonpar quickly rook up a fire position in hi, armoured car
and fired three armour piercing shots in quick succession
which blew up the enemy arraoirrcd car.

Lieu tenant Sonpar's Troop was placed under command of
the 8th Ethiopian Battalion for the next day's operations to
capture Hotel lido, an important objective in the town,
nnring the assault his armoUTed car was fired upon by an
enemy machine gun mounted on an Armoured Personnel
Carrier. Lieutenant Sonpar engaged the enemy Armoured
Personnel Carrier and silenced it. The objective—Hotel Lido-
was thus captured.

On 19 December, 1961 Lieutenant Sonpar's Troop was
placed under command of the 35th Ethiopian Battalion for
the attack on Union Minierc factory. After midnight
Lieutenant Sonpar carried out a reconnaissance on foot of thf
approaches i(, the factory. The attack was launched at 0500
hr.v and ihc troop advarucd !o protect the right flank of the
assaulting Company of Ethiopians. The enemy opened heavy
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small arms fiie from the built up area but the Troop success-
fully silenced all enemy posts. Even after the capture of the
objective though the crews were soaked by rain and fatigued.
Lieutenant Sonpar maintained his relentless pressure on the
withdrawing enemy.

The courage, initiative, self-confidence and determination
with which Lieutenant Sonpar successfully commanded hi«
Troop In three different actions under heavy enemy fire were
in the best traditions of the Army,

2. Lieutenant HARI PAL KAUSHAK (IC-1I811), The Sikh
Regiment.

(Effective date nf award-'2,§rd October 1962)

Lieutenant Hari Pal Kaushak was commanding a Company
holding the Tongpengla position in N.E.F.A. At 0530 hrs. on
23 October 19G2 the Chinese started attacking with a Regiinent
on the Bumla axis with the intention of breaking through to
Towang, His Company's position was first attacked by a
Chinese Battalion, but the attack was repulsed, with heavy
losses, by his forward platoon. After tile fall of the forward
platoon, a second Battalion of the enemy attacked on a wide
front trying to overrun the Company position. Lieutenant
Kanshak moved from one Section position to another under
enemy five encouraging bis troops. He was a source of
inspiration to his men who continued to fight with great
determination under his leadership. Eventually, when, under
heavy enemy pressure, he was ordered to withdraw, he handled
the withdrawal skilfully and managed to clear, in face of
enem(y fire, all hii personnel and weapons including heavy
mortars and medium machine guris.

No. 8-Prrs./63.—The President la pleased to approve the
award of the "SENA MEDAL"/"ARMY MEDAL" to the
undermentioned personnel for acts of exceptional devotion to
duty or courage;—

1. Captain SARDARI LAL SIKAND (IC-11375), The
Regiment of Artillery.

On 15 December 1961 Captain Sikand was doing the duty
of Forward Observation Officer with 3/1 Corkha Rifles in the
Congo, who were given the task of clearing Stanley Avenue,
Sayo Avenue and the Stadium area in EHsabethvillc. This
was a built up area and the enemy was well dug.in in the
compounds of villas and on both sides of the road.

Although it was an arduous task, our troops had cleared
most of the area by HOO hours on the same day. At 1130
hours, the enemy again started concentrating about 1200 yards
ahead of our forward defended locality and opened mortar
fire on our positions. During this attack Captain Sikand was
wounded when a mortar bomb exploded near his position.
He fell but after receiving first aid, again went to the observa-
tion post, engaged the target inflicting heavy casualties and
dispersed the enemy.

During the whole action Captain Sikand showed determina-
tion and courage of a high order.

2. Lieutenant GURDIP SINGH (IC-11513), 1 Bn. The
Dogra Regiment.

During an attack on the Post, and Telegraph Office, Elisa-
bethville, on 13 September 1961 Lieutenant Gurdip Singh's
platoon was ordered to secure the Radio Transmitting Station,
which was located across the road. Lieutenant Gurdip Singh
with his men captured ihc objective without much bloodshed.
While fighting was still going on ar the Tost Office, Lieutenant
Gurdip Singh volunteered to take a Section himself to assist
our troops to captuie the lop slorey of the Post Office,

On reaching the ton storey Lieutenant Gurdip Singh found
our troops held up behind a wall about 20 yards from the
enemy. He ordered the troops to keep the enemy engaged
and then decided to assault wilh his Section. He led his
Section behind the wall and while he was throwing a hand
grenade was severely wounded in the arm by enemy lire. Un-
mindful of hin injury, Lieutenant Gurdip Singh, with his men,
furlouslv assaulted the enemy position and forced the numeri-
cally superior enemy to surrender.

Throughout this operation Lieutenant Gurdlp Singh dis.
played courage and leadership of a high order,

3. JC-4605 Subedar PRALTIAD MORE, 1 Dn, The Maratha
Light Infantry.

TC-4fiO5 Subedar Pralhad More wan Sccoiid-in-Command of
'A' Company, I Maratha. While hl<i company was advancing
to Daman on 18 December 1061, the left leading platoon came
under heavy medium machine gun/mortar fire and suffered
18 casualties, Subedar Pralhad More was himself wounded
In the leg by a medium machine jmn bullet but contlimr,(
moving forward inspiring his men to face tile hostiVs boldlv.
He was then hit by a mortar splinter and fell lo the ground
exposed to hostile fire. Ignoring the wounds and pain from
both his legs, he directed the men to readjust their position
and fire back at the hostiles. It was at this stage that Naik
Nalinn Nalk came to his rescue and against his wishes lifted
him bodily to a place of safety. Subedar More displayed
courage and devotion to duty of a high order in this action.

4. JC-8663 Subedar RAJARAM CHAVAN, 1st Bn. The
Maratha Light Tnfantry (Posthumous).

Subedar Raiaram Chavan of 'A' Company, 1 Maratha, was
leading his platoon on 18 December 1991 into Daman through
an open field. The Company came under heavy fiTC frorn Portu-
guese forces. In spite of casualties to his men and a bullet
wound in his leg, Subedar Rajarara Cliavan fought gallantly
to enable the rest of the company to withdraw to more suit-
able ground. He directed the fire of all his light machine
guns and 2 i'nch mortars on to the hostiles and engaged them
aj effectively as was possible. He then started readjusting his
sections and was the last person to move out when a volley
of enemy medium machine gun fire killed him.

In this action Subedar Rajaram Chavan exhibited exceptional
courage and devotion to duty.

5. 1020754 Acting Lanre Dafadar RATTAN SINGH, 6J
Cavalry.

On 15 December 1961 when his Troop was engaged in an
action in EHsabethvillc, Acting Lance Dafadar Rattan Singh
was driving the armoured car of his troop Leader Lieutenant
S. K. Sonpar. He manoeuvred the armoured car so skilfully
that it was not hit despite heavy anti-tank fire from enemy gun»,
During the absence of his Troop Leader he took over the
duties of Crew Commander. While using the main gun of
his armoured car his left arm was badly injured, Despite
this he confinued manipulating the main gun with one hand
and ultimately silenced the enemy fire.

Again during a counter-attack by the enemy, he manoeuvred
his armoured car into a suitable position enabling the gunner
to destroy the enemy armoured car before it could cause any
damage to our Troop.

On 16 December 1961 in another operation the driver's
prism of his armoured car was hit by a bullet and the glass
splinters hit him in the face and eyca and temporarily blinded
him. He then opened the driver's visor for better observation
at the risk of his own personal safety and kept on driving his
armoured car and captured the objective.

Throughout these operations Acting Lance Dafadar Rattan
Singh displayed exemplary courage and devotion to duty.

6, JC-S398 Jemadar BAWA SINGH, 63 Cavalry.

On 17 September 19G1 fighting broke out in Albcrtville
between UN Forces and Katangese Force*. On 18 September
1951 Jemadar Bawa Singh and his Troop were ordered to
clear a part of the Katangese Gendarmerie Camp with the
support of the Armoured Troops of the Squadron. He soon
encountered opposition and came under machine gun and
mortar fire, himself being wounded in the face. With total
disregard for his personal safety and Ignoring his wound, he
continued to lead his Troop and thus cleared the enemy op-
position without further loss or casualties to his own Troops.

The operation to clear Albcrtville of the Katangese Forces
continued for the next two days. Despite his wound in the
previous action, Jemadar Bawa Singh refused to be evacuated
and continued to lead his Troop with determination and
(ourage. The Katangese Forces soon withdrew Into the jungle
or merged with the local population in civilian clothes. It
was only on 21 September 1961 when the cease fire was
announced and fighting stopped, that Jemadar Bawa Singh
reported to the surgeon for treatment of his wound and
a splinter was removed from his upper lip,

Throughout these actions, Jemadar Bawa Singh displayed
cxemplaty courage, determimtlon, and devotion to duty.

7. 3941802 Havlidar VISIIWA RAJ SINGH, 1 Bn. The Dogra
Regiment.

During September 1901 when hostilities against Katangeuc
troops broke out, Havildar Vlshwa Raj's Section was placed
under command of a Company which was detailed to capture
Radio Katanga. Soon after the capture of Radio Katanga,
while the Company was still reorganising, it came under
heavy fire from all neighbouring houses and also Gendarmerie
HQ. Mortar support was urgently required to silence the
Katangese fire. Havildar Vishwa Raj Singh, in spite of lack
of surveyed maps and with practically no observation facilities,
used his professional skill In firing his mortar at the sound
of Katangese mortars and succeeded in silencing them.

Later, the Gendarmerie focussed their activities on FJisaheth-
villc Post Office which had been captured by our troops earlier.
Ilavildar Vl.shwa Raj Singh went to the Post Office, desplie the
large number of Katangese personnel on the way, to see for
himself the Katangese mortar positions, After this it was only
a nnttcr of minutes before the Katangese mortars were
silenced by his mortars.

HaviJdar Vlshwa Raj Singh displayed commendable courage
and devotion to duty in these and subsequent operation also.
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8. 5031588 Havildar DURGABAHADUR GURUNG, 3 Bn,
1ST Gorkha Rifles.

On 5th December, 1961 the 3/1 Gorkha Rifles was ordered
to clear a strategic road block in Katanga, When Captain
Salaria, with two Sections, of Gqrkhas and two Swedish
Armoured Personnel Carriers larrived at a position about
1,500 yards from the road block, he came under heavy
automatic and small arms fire from enemy dug-'in position
on his right flank. Captain Salaria a'nd his men killed 40
of the enemy and knocked out two Armoured cars but when
he was wounded and collapsed due to profuse bleeding the
command of this small gallant band of men devolved on
Havildar Durgabahadur Gurung, at a most critical juncture.
The enemy continued firing relentlessly. The ammunition
of our troops was running low and wireless contact with
battalion headquarters had hecn lost.

Havildar DuTgabahadur Gurung, organised the remnants
of his foTCe into a defensive position under heavy enemy
fire. He obtained mortar fire support and repeatedly broke
up enemy counter-attacks remaining with his men until
he was ordered to withdraw.

Havildar Gurung displayed cool courage and devotion to
duty under difficult, circumstances.

9. 3138800 Havildar RAMESWAR, lBn. The Parachute
Regiment (Punjab).

On 18th December, 1961 at about 0200 hours Havildar
Ramcswar with 10 men was patrolling a jungle area in Goa,
He suddenly saw 10 Portuguese armed forces pcrsonnej at
close range and charged them. Immediately he was fired at
hy these and other hostllrs, hitherto unseen, from many
directions. Although heavily outnumbered and iifidcr heavy
intense fire, he and his men did not falter or hesitate in
their attack and killed G of the hostiles" and captured some
arms.

In this action Havildar Rameswar displayed cool courage
and determination in difficult circumstances.

10. 2486252 Lance Havildar GTJLZAR SINGH, 1 Bn. The
Parachute Regiment; (Punjab). (Posthumous).

On 18th December, 1961, when our troops attacked a por-
tuguesc post in Goa, one of the Portuguese armoured cars
opened fire with its medium machine gun. The Platoon
Commander appreciating that unless this armoured car was
put out o£ action, further protest would entail unnecessary
casualties, detailed Lance Havildar Gulzar Singh to destroy
the armoured car. Regardless of his personal safety, Lance
Havildar Gulzar Singh approached close to the armoured car.
He received a burst of medium machine gun fire in the
stomach. This did not deter him from firing at the armour-
ed car until he had destroyed it. Later, Lance Havildar
Gulzar Singh, succumed to his wounds.

His supreme sacrifice in the performance of his duty was
in the best traditions of our Army.

11. 3920346 Naik RANBIR SINGH, 1 Bn. The Dogra
Regiment.

During an attack on the Katangese position at Radio
Katanga, on 13th September, 1961, Naik Ranblr Singh's
Section came under heavy enemy fire, as a Tcsult o£ which
one of his sepoys was killed and another seriously wounded.
From the volume of Katangese fire, it appeared that his
Section would not be able to advance. Naik Ranbir Singh,
with great d'-lermlnalion, reached his objective by skilful
co-ordination of fire of his Section weapons. Capturing the
objective he noticed that the Katangese were still bringing
down effective fire on his position from a neighbouring
house. Naik Ranbir Singh seeing this, crawled forward and
flinging errenades through the window silenced the Katangese
post. During this section Naik Ranbir Singh displayed
exemplary courage and leadership.

During the operations in December, 1961, Naik Ranbir
Singh with his Section was defending an important approach
to the International Airport at Elisabethvillc. By extensive
patrolling and alrrnness, he foiled the probing attempts of
the Katangese and contributed to the securiy of this vital
area.

12. 5328737 Naik KARNA BAHADUR THAPA, 3 Bn. 1ST
Gorkha Rifles.

Naik Karna Bahadur Thapa, was commanding a Section
of a Platoon of the 3/1 Gorkha Rifles during the operation
for clearing a road block in the Congo on 5th December,
1961. When the platoon was about 30 vards from the ob-
iective the enemy .opened automatic fire from a well camou-
flaged and dng-in post. This position was.located in a grove
and was surrounded by thick undergrowth and had a drain
in it. The large volume of enemy automatic fire from the
flank caught Naik Kama Bahadur's Section in the open and
prevrntcd the Section's advance.

Naik Karm Bahadur Thapa crawled about 20 vards In
the onen and ^ot within 10 vards of the enemy post. He
then stood up and fired three bursts into the post. A<i the
surprised enemy nought rover, Naik Karna Bahadur Thapa
crawled closer and threw a hand grenade, Into the enemy
post killing all five of the enemy in the post; and then
brought back their weapons.

Naik Karna Bahadur Thapa displaced courage and devo-
tion to duty of a high order.

13. 9318076 Driver (MT) KUNDAN SINGH, The Regiment
of Artillery.

Driver Kundan Singh was No. 1 of a light machine gun
post guarding the UN Headquarters in Albertvillc.

On 17th September, 1961 when fighting broke out at
Albertvllle between UN Forces and Katangese forces, Driver
Kundan Singh, wug manning his light machine gun covering
a flank of the UN Headquarters. The Katangese forces soon
closed in on the UN Headquarters building and subjected
it to heavy machine gun, mortar and anti-tank gun fire. One
particular machine gun post came in as close as 50 yards
and under cover of their fire a party of Katangese Forces
came in closer and hurled grenades. One of the grenades
wounded Driver Kundan Singh in the arm. In spite of his
wound and the heavy pressure on his post, Driver Kundan
Singh continued manning his gun and with accurate and
effective fire stopped the Katangese Forces from assaulting
his position. •

During the action, Driver Kundan Singh displaced com-
mendable courage and determination.

No. 9-Prcs./6S.—The President is pleased to approve the
award of the "NAO SENA MEDAL'V'NAVY MEDAL" to the
undermentioned officer for exceptional devotion to duty and
courage-

Lieutenant ARUN AUDITTO, I.N.
During the Goa operations one of the tasks assigned to

the Navy was the liberation of Anjadcv Island. A Naval party
commanded bv Lieutenant Arun Auditto landed on the Island
on the 18th December, 1961 with the first wave. The second
wave ramc under heavy fire from the Portuguese forces.
Lieutenant Auditto though wounded early in the action con-
tinued to conduct the operations with determination. The
opposition was so severe that the landing party was pinned
down. Though he had no experience of jungle warfare
Lieutenant Auditto met each challarige with calmness, ingenuity
and courage and succeeded in overcoming the resistance.

Lieutenant Auditto displayed courage and devotion to duty
of a high order in conducting this operation,

to the undermentioned personnel for acts of exceptional de-
votion to duty or courage:—

1. Wine Commander JOHN FRANCTS LAZARO (2944),
G.D.(P).

In March 1960. when airlift requirements to our northern
frontiers increased considerably a transport squadron under
Wing Commander Lazaro was detailed to meet the com-
mitment. It became necessary for Dakotas to fly beyond Ijeh
to Chushul at irreater frequency and also to newly selected
dropping zones in treacherous mountain terrain. In order to
ensure safety of aircrew and airrraEt, new routes and techniques
had to be devised. Wing Commander Lazaro undertook
several trial flights in this area and worked out new and safe
routes for his squadron to follow. He organised and operated
his squadron in a very efficient manner. Many a month his
unit flew more than 1200 operation hours,

In 1961. as Officcr-in-Charge Flylnir. Svinaerav. he nlanned
and coordinated the airlift for the entire Jammu and Kashmir
area and succeeded in achieving all the tasks efficiently with
limited staff.

Wing Commander Lararo displayed leadership, professional
skill and devotion to duty of a high order.

2. Wins- Commander PARSHOTAMIAL PANDH1 (1997).
G.D.(P).

Wing Commander Parshotamlal Pandhi was in command
of a transport Souadron engaged on Air Transport support
operations in difficult terrain and adverse weather conditions
in the North East Frontier Agency and Nagaland areas in
1960-61.

He carried out more than 1200 hours of flying on supply
dropping missions in adverse conditions and showed commend-
able devotion to duty.

3. W W Commander ANTHONY FRANK GAMA (3068),
G.D.fP).

Ai a Sniiadron Leader, Wing Commander Anthony Frank
Gama commanded a Transport Squadron engaged in air
transport operations over NF-F.A. and N.H.T.A. from Septem-
ber 1959 to Julv 1962. In about a year and a half he carried
out more than 1000 hours of flvinp on supply dropping missions
and transport operations. He showed professional skill and
organising ability of a high order.

4. .Squadron Leader HARDYAL SINGH DHILLON (3237),
C,.D.(P).

Squadron leader Hardyal Singh Dhlllon was commander
nF a transport flicrht operating from jamnagar during the
Goa operations, He had to fly continuous ferry trips to all
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parts of India to bring in vitally needed spare parts required
for the operations. On 18 December 19G1 with a large
quantity of ammunition and explosives aboard, he marie a
successful landing at an unfamiliar airfield with no night-
landing facilities. Squadron Leader Dhillon displayed com-
mendablc courage, professional skill and devotion to duty.

5. Squadron Trader SURAPATI BHATTACHARYA (3974),
G.D.(P).

During the Goa operations. Squadron Leader Rhattacharya
was in command of a Myslere Squadrcî i which was operating
in close support of one of our Battalions in the Daman area.
During one of the sorties, it was indicated to him that
machine gun (ire iiom a Portuguese strong point was ham-
pering the advance of our troops. Though Ifft with only
marginal fuel to return to his base. Squadron Leader
Hhattadiarya pin-pointed the target, altacked it In the face of
ground fire and succeeded in silencing the Portuguese machine
guns. He thus saved our troops from heavy casualties and
cleared the wav for their advance. Squadron Leader
Bhatfacharya displayed cool courage and determination in this
action. *

6. Flight Lieutenant FADMANABHA GAUTAM (4482),
G.D.(P).

Flight Lieutenant Gautam wan one of the pilots operating
with the Canberra Unit in the Congo during 1961. On 6
December, 1961 he was ordered to attack Kolwezi airfield in
Katanga. Despitei extremely adverse weather conditions and
heavy enemy opposition, he courageously and successfully
carried out several attacks on the airfield and completely
destroyed the Fouga aircraft which was harassing LTN ground
forces. He also shot up three other Katangcac aircraft on the
field and neutralised other installations around it. Flight
Lieutenant Gautam also carried out several other successful
missions over Elisahethville in close support of the ground
forces operating against the Kafangese,

Throughout the operations Flight Lieutenant Gautam dis-
played commendable courage and devotion to duty in the
face of the enemy,

7. Flight Lieutenant RAMACUANDRA SIIKNOY SUDHA-
KARAN (4780), G,D,(N).

Flight Lieutenant Ramachandra Shcnoy Sudhakaran has
been employed in a strategic reconnaissance squadron since
June 1956. This squadron was assigned the task of surveying
certain mountainous regions under hazardous conditions.
Flight Lieutenant Sudhakaran played a leading role in achie-
ving the aerial survey. He was undaunted bv the risks in-
volved in flving over forward areas in NEFA and J ffc K. His
skill in navigation and aerial photography has been of a high
order and the data collected bv him has proved very useful.
Flight Lieutenant Sudhakarau has displayed commendable
courage and devotion to duty.

8. Flight Lieutenant DTNENDRA MOHAN CITAKRA-
VERTY (44S8), G.D. (P).

Flight Lieutenant. Dinendra Mohan Chakravcrty has been
employed as a transport pilot on air support operations in
NEFA and NHTA since 1954. He has displayed commend-
able professional skill, keenness and devotion to duty In supplv
dropping missions. He has flown more than 1500 hours of
operational sorties in difficult and dangerous areas.

9. Flight Lieutenant HIK.RAM SINGH TASWAL (44401
G,D. (P).

Flight Lieutenant Rikram Singh Jaswai has been employed
as a helicopter pilot since IHfiO in the Ladakh area. He was
one of the first few pilots to operate the m-wly acquired MT-1
Helicopters in this area. He undertook trials and carried out
landings at advance landing grounds located at high altitudes
with skilJ and courage. The scries of trial flights undertaken
by him, with loads and at various high altitudes, culminated
in landing the MI-4 for the first time at an airfield situated
over 16,000 feet above sea level.

While at Leh. in December 1960, he evacuated a jawan who
was dangerously ill in one of our forward posts.' He has
carried out as manv as 40 casualrv evacuations. He has flown
more than 1400 operational hours on helicopters over Ladakh
and NEFA and displayed professional skill and courage of a
high order.

10. Flight Lieutenant BALDF.V SINGH (5007). G.D. (P).

As a pilot and a Flight Commander of a logistical air sup-
port squadron, between February I960 and January 1962. Flight
Lieutenant Baklev Singh has carried out more than 1200 hour.!
of operational flving over N.F..F.A. and N.TI.T.A. Alt this
living was done on single-enKinc airc-rafi, which had to operate
from small unmanned landing grounds situated in narrow
and dangerous valleys, and under unpredictable weather con-
ditions. F.arher, he served for two vears In a transport
squadron l n the ffrK area. H e has shown great courage and
devotion to duty i,, successfully carrying out the tasks assigned
to him. °

11. Flight Lieutenant SURESH CHANDRA BHAKAY
(5107), G.D. (P).

Flight Lieutenant Suresh Chandra Bhakay has been em-
ployed in a logistical air support squadron in N.E.F.A. and
Nagaland since "April 1962. He has flown more than 1400
hours on single-engine aircraft and has made 575 landings at
advanced landing grounds, mostly situated in hilly terrain
where flying hazards were aggravated by strong cross winds
and generally unfavourable weather conditions. On several
occasions, he was called upon to undertake on an average five
hours of flying per day for months together. Flight Lieutenant
Bhakay has carried out the tasks assigned to him In an
admirable manner and ha.s displayed commendable courage
and professional skill.

12. Flying Officer CHANDRASFKHARAN RAMA-
CHANDRAN (5592), G.D. (P).

Flying Officer Chandrasckharan Rainachandran was engaged
in air transport support operations In the NEFA and NHTA
areas from December 1958 to January 1962 and carried out
more than 1300 hours of operational flying on supply dropp-
ing missions in difficult flying conditions. He has under-
taken operational tasks with determination, zeal and courage
and shown commendable professional skill and devolion to
duty,

13. 290G9 Master Warrant Officer DURGA SHANKAR
NANDL Signaller (Air).

Master Warrant Officer Durga Shankar Nandi hag so far
completed 4000 hours of flying, out of which 2000 hours
have been cm operational missions over NEFA and Nagaland
and more than 1000 hours on operations in the J & K area.
He was involved in a major aircraft accident in June 1955
in which three of die crew were killed and he was seriously
injured. On another occasion also he received Injuries when
his aircraft crashed on take off at Srinagar. His courage and
devotion to duty have been a source of inspiration to other
aircrew.

14. 15986 Warrant Officer NITENDRA NARAYAN
CHOUDHRY, Signaller (Air).

Warrant Officer Nitcndra Narayan Choudhry was engaged
on air transport operations In the NEFA and NHTA areas
during the period 1954—1962, and carried out more than
l!000 hours of operational flying over dropping zones situated
in difficult and dangerous terrain where the weather is
unfavourable and the flying and supply dropping operations
aie very hazardous, He has also taken part in relief
operations and special survey flights.

His keenness and devotion to duty in the face of adverse
flyiug[ conditions Tiavc been in the best traditions of the
Air Force.
