On 21st October 1967, the notorious dacoit Nathu Slnfib
with his gang of 12-13 persons entered village Bindwa of
Madhya Pradesh and surrounded the houses of Babu Singh
and his near relatives. From a. commanding position, the
dacoits started firing on the house of Babu Singh and also
set on fire the houses of two other villagers. Sarvashri Babu
Singh, Ram Nath. Vishwanath Singh, Mahadeo Singh, Kashi-
ram Singh, Ajab Singh and Ram Bharoso organised defence
and, using their licenced fire-arms as well as stones and
bricks, offered determined resistance to the dacoit Bang and
injured one of them. The dacoits were armed with sten-
Kun, automatic rifles etc., but faced with the heroic resistance
of the villagers they annndoned their attack and fled.
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In this action, Sarvashri Balm Singh. Ram Nath. Vishwa-
nath Singh. Mahadeo Stagh, Kashiram Singh. Ajab Singh tnd
Ram Bharose displayed conspicuous gallantry and determina-
tion.

8. Captain SHREERAM RAJU KOSURI (EC 55333).
Assam Rifles.

(Effective dale of award—18th November, 1967).

On 18th November 1967, Captain Shreeram Raju Kosuri
was Informed by the Brigade Commander that hostiles, after
over-running a police post, were camping at a place In the
Mizo Hills area. On receiving orders to attack the hostile
position, he moved there with his men. The hostile* opened
fire with eight Light Machine Guns and with other small
arms from three different directions. After a brief hand-to-
hand fight, the hostiles, whose strength was well above a
hundred, fled leaving behind four dead and a large quantity
of arms and ammunition.

In this action. Captain Shrceiam Raju Kosuri displayed
conspicuous gallantry and leadership,

9, 4240221 Sepoy GORAKH NATH SINOH
Bihar Regiment (Posthumous)

(Effective date of award—20th March, 1968).

On 20th March 1968, at about 1630 hours, a column of
an Infantry Unit was ambushed by hostiles in the Mizo Hills.
Sepoy Gorakh Nath Singh, who was in the leading section,
was wounded among others, but undaunted he continued to
fire grenades at thc hostile position. He then crawled to
oijc of his comrades who had been injured, Disregarding
heavy fire from the hostiles. he applied first aid dressings to
the wounded man and then taking the> grenades he had with
him used them against the hostile^, He then crawled to
where the leader of the column had fallen, removed grenades
from him and fired them at the hostiles. Meanwhile the hos-
tiles concentrated all their fire at him as a result of which
he was killed on the spot.

In this action. Sepoy Gorakh Nath Singh displayed exemp-
lary courage and de-termination,

10, 6356426 Lance Naik JITENDRA BISWAS
Army Service Corps,

(Effective date of award— 11th May, 1968).

On ] lth May 1968, Lance Naik Jitendra Biswas and four
ORs of an Army Supply Cores Company (Air Despatch)
took off in an Indian Air Force Dakota to drop supplies on
a post in Mizo Hills. Soon after taking off, the aircraft
developed engine trouble and started losing height. Realising
that the aircraft would crash any moment. Lance Naik
Jitendra Biswas ordered his men to follow the emergency
crash drill. He himself led his men and started unleashing
and ejecting the load. Soon after the crash in which the
ejection crew miraculously escaped sustaining only minor
injuries. Lance Naik Biswas immediately organised his men
for rescue work. The crew cabin wherein four I.A.F. officers
were trapped was enveloped by flames. Without regard for
his personal safety, Lance Naik Biswas rushed inside the burn-
ing cabin to extricate ttie I.A.F crew. He succeeded in pull-
ing cut two unconscious officers whose uniform were
ablaze. He repeatedly entered the burning cabin till he him-
self became unconscious owine to severe burns on his hands,
face and bodv. The initiative and cool courage shown by
Lance Nailc Jitendra Biswas in a difficult situation saved a
number of valuable lives.

11. 8013933 Pioneer MOOL SINGH
Pioneer Corps (Posthumous)

(Effective date of award—Oh October, 1968).

On the night of 5th October 1968, when all the men of
a detachment, winch was detailed to take part in an exercise
were asleep in their camp. Pioneer Mool Singh was on sentry
dutv It was rainind heavily and it was pitch dark. Pioneer
Mool Singh heard the noise of something rolling down to-
wards the camp. Realising that it was a landslide h« at
once raised an alarm and, in utter disregard of hi* personal
safety, started physically pulling the men out of the*Teds

landslide and lost his life. In this calamity, twttoty-slx
Pioneers died and twenty-eight were injured. Of those saved,

eiflht men had been pulled out by pioneer Mool Singh, and
eighteen w;re able to escape to safety on being awakened by
him,

In this action, Pioneer Moo] .Singh displayed conspicuous
gallantry and initiative.

No 15-Prex./69.—Thc President is pleased to approve the
award of the SHAURYA CHAKRA for acts of gallantry
10 :—

1. 1510420 Lance Havildar MUKHTIAR SINOH
Engineers,

(Effective date of award—29th January 1968),

Lance Havildar Mukhtiar Singh was serving in an Engineer
Regiment whidi was deployed for reconstructing a special
type of Bailey suspension bridge over a river. A diversionary
bridge had fallen into the river and recovery work was in
progress. On 29th January 1968 due to heavy rains, the
river started rising rapidly and it was feared that the diver-
sionary bridge might be washed-away. Lance Havildir/
Mukhtiar Singh volunteered for the task of securing the bridge
and proceeded towards it in a boat along with a JCO. The
boat capsized in midstream and the JCO was being swept
away. Lance Havildar Mukhtiar Singh tried to save the JCO
but failed in, his attempt. In the meantime, thei drowning JCO
KOt stuck in the bridge. An alarm was raised and a rescue
operation was organised. Lance Havildar Mukhtiar Singh
who had by then swam out of the river acain volunteered and
succeeded in rescuing the JCO.

In this action, Lance Havildar Mukhtiar Singh displayed
exemplary courage and determination,

2. Major KULDIP SINGH MALIK (IC-12249)
Dogra

(Effective date of award—20th April 1968).

On the night of 20th/21st April 1968, Major Kuldip Singh
Malik was the platoon Commander of a unit which was
assigned the task of raiding and destroying a hostile hide-out
located in thickly wooded junRle in the Mizo Hills. After a
march of approximately 9 hours through difficult terrain, the
platoon had reached within 125 yards of the hide-out when
the hostiles opened fire with a light machine gun. Due to
dense vegetation and steep slopes, it was difficult for the
platoon to spread out and as a result it suffered three casual-
ties. Despite intense automatic and small arms fire from the
hostiles on the platoon. Major Kuldip Singh Malik manoeuvr-
ed the leading section close to the camp and silenced the hos-
tile light machine (tun by throwing firenades. Thereafter, he
led his men in assaulting the hostile camp and succeeded in
captains it.

In this action. Major Kuldip Singh Malik displayed exemp-
lary courage and leadership

3. Captain SAUMITRA RAY (EC-55979)
Rajput.
(Effective date of award—6th June 1968).

On the night of 6th/7th June 1968, on receipt of informa-
tion that some armed hostiles were camping in the- Mizo
Hills area, Captain Saumitra Ray took a platoon column to
locate the hide-out and to destroy it. The column had to
wend its way through thick jungle along treacherous and
almost invisible jungle trails. It was pitch dark and raining
torrentially. It was past midnight when the column started
creeping towards the suspected hide-out. Suspecting that the
hostiles might have become aware of the movement of the
column due to unavoidable noise. Captain Ray, with 5' ORs
and a JCO proceeded further leaving the rest of the column
behind. On locating the hide-out he deployed his small party
to cover all the exists. With one of his men he charged Into
the hide-out and killed the sentry and two more hostiles.
The remainder of the hostiles who rushed through the exists
to make good their escape- were also killed. In this en-
counter, nine hostiles were killed, two rifles and some ammu-
nition and important documents were recovered.

In this action, Captain Saumitra Ray displayed courage
and leadership.

4. DASHARATH JAMBE.
Chief Petty Officer (No. 44988) (Posthumous)
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5. ASHIT CHANDRA BHADURT.
Petty Officer (No. 45136)

(Effective date of award—1th June, 1968).
On 7th June, 1968, INS GULDAR was detailed to salvage

INS SUKANYA which had run aground on a treacherous
sand bank off FALSE DIVI point in NIZAMPATTAM Bay
near the mouth' of River Krishna. INS GULDAR could
not reach nearer than 500 yards to INS SUKANYA duo to
heavy breakers and shallow water, and it was not possible to
despatch a line to the stranded vessel by throwing or through
mechanical means. Efforts were made to float a lino down
to INS SUKANYA from a boat with the help of a buoy but
this also proved fruitless. All other means of passing a line
to INS SUKANYA having failed, it Was decided to send a
line with a swimmer. Chief Petty Officer Jambe and Petty
Officer Bhaduri volunteered to undertake the task. They
swam, with nylon lines attached' to them to within a few yards
of the stranded vessel, when they encountered a strong cur-
rent. Chief Petty Officer Jambe was swept away and lost
his! life. Petty Officer Bhaduri, who was also swept away by
the current, after a long struggle, which became all the more
difficult because of the nylon lino secured to him, managed
to reach INS SUKANYA and was able to establish contact
by rope between INS GULDAR and the stranded vessel.

In this operation; Chief Petty Officer Dasharath Jambe and
Petty Officer Ashit Chandra Bhaduri displayed exemplary
courage 'and devotion to duty.

6. 1239479 Gunner KESHAV DAYAL,
Artillery. (Posthumous)

(Effective date of award—18th June 1968).
Gunner Keshav Dayal, while on annual leave, was travel-

line in an Uttar Pradesh Roadways bus cm 18th June. 1968.
The bus was looted by armed dacoits numbering over 10
near Shahjahanpur. The dacoits robbed the passengers of
their valuables and also tried to misbehave with the women
passengers. Gunner Keshav Dayal, in utter disregard of his
personal safety, faced the armed dacoits with great determi-
nation, and though unarmed, forcefully resisted the dacoits
in their nefarious deeds; but while doing so, ho was shot
dead bv the dacoits.

In this action, Gunner Keshav Dayal displayed exemplary
courage and determination.

No. 16-JVM./69.—The President is pleased to approve the
award of the "SENA MEDAL'V'ARMY MEDAL" to the
undermentioned personnel for acts of exceptional devotion to
duty or courage :—

1. Lieutenant Colonel EDAYATHUMANGALAM NARA-
YANAN RAMADOSS (IC-1583.), Signals.

On 15th November 1967 there was a serious accident to
Military Transport in an, area in Assam in which 16 ORa were
killed and 23 others injured, and a petrol tanker was damag-
ed and started leaking. Lieutenant Colonel Ramadoss, who
happened to arrive at the place of accident, immediately took
effective steps for the quick evacuation of the injured and
ensured that nothing caught fire. Again on 21st May 1968
he happened to arrive at the scene of another overturned
burning military vehicle. One OR was lying pinned under-
neath tho burning vehicle and the petrol tank was in danger
of exploding at any minute. Realising the imminent danger,
Lieutenant-Colonel Ramadoss toojc charge of the situation.
He collected the civilians present there and had the vehicle
lifted about a foot and pulled out the OR and thus saved
his life.

In this action, Lieutenant-Colonel Edayathumangalam
Narayanan Ramadoss displayed cool courage and leadership.

2. Major EIGIL NEIL GOKHALE (TO 11853)
Artillery.

Major Elgil Nell Gokhale was officiating Commanding
Officer of a unit which was entrusted with the) task of pro-
viding flood relief in the Jalpaiguri District, West of the
River Tist'a, on 4th October 1968. On reaching Jalpaiguri,
the party camped for the night at a place where relief opera-
tions were to be conducted next morning. During the night
the Tista Bund broke and submerged Jalpaiguri Town and
the camp as the water level rose up to 12 feet. In utter
disregard of his personal safety, he successfully got his men
on top of the vehicles and thereby saved their lives. On
the morning of 5th October 1968, when the water level came
down to about 5-6 feet, b* left his convoy and waded and
swam towards his base camp. With tho help of his mea
he organised the rescue centre at a college premises and

rescued about 300 women and, children. In the afternoon, on
being informed that many people were marooned on tho
north of the broad gauge railway line, Major Gokhalei onco
again led his men to rescue tho local population and saved
about 500 people.

In this operation, Major Eigil Neil Gokhale displayed
courage and devotion to duty in. the best traditions of the
Army.

3. Major MANMOHAN SINGH (IC-18582),
Bihar.

In January 1967, Major Manmohan Singh's Company was
sent to a village in an area in Mizo Hills which, was infested
with hostiles who had laid ambushes on tho Security Forces
and inflicted casualties. On 24th January 1967, Major Singh
led a patrol and captured seven hostiles. During subsequent
petrols, he again captured two hostiles and destroyed four
nostile camps besides capturing a numbed of weapons. Dur-
ing May 1967, he led a patrol which located and destroyed
the hostiles' headquarters which resulted in the capture of
very v^uable- documents. Time and again he led patrols
and captured important hostile leaders and destroyed their
camps. As a result of the relentless operations conducted
by Major Manmohan Singh, the hostiles' Influence in the
area has been effectively eliminated.

Throughout, Major Manmohan Singh displayed courage
and leadership,

4. Major NAINAN K0V00R (IC-5999),
Signals.

In October 1968, due to heavy floods, there was complete
dislocation of telephone communications, both military and
civil, from Gangtok to Siliguri. It was essential to restore
these communications at the earliest moment. Major Nainan
Kovoor was given the task of restoring telephone communi-
cations within Gangtok and from Gangtok to other important
places. He organised and personally supervised the work
of restoration of lines with great ingenuity, leadership and
untiring zeal. He marched long distances along hazardous
routes assessing damage and supervising the work of his line
parties. Working round the clock, and disregarding his per-
sonal comfort and health, he ensured that telephone com-
munications within Gangtok and outsido were restored In
record time.

Throughout Major Nainan Kovoor displayed professional
skill, leadership and devotion to duty in the best traditions of
tho Army.

5. Major PLAKAL NARAYANIER SANKAR NARA-
YANAN (IC-6497). Engineers.

During the heavy rains and flood from 2nd October to 5th
October 1968, when all roads and bridges from Gangtok to
Siliguri along the National Highway and a subsidiary road
were either washed away or considerably damaged, it had
become necessary to restore road communications with
utmost speed. Major Narayanan was given the task of open-
ing a road which had 65 landslides. Major Narayanan
moved the Regiment at night along difficult loads to the
site of work with speed and personnally supervised road
clearance. Working round the clock, untiringly and dis-
regarding his health, he contributed In a good measure
towards the opening of the road. Later, his Regiment was
riven the task of constructing a Bailey bridge. With his
leadership, professional skill and drive, he got the construc-
tion completed in record time and opened it for traffic.
Besides this, he also provided aid to a power house and sent
a number of reconnaissance parties to obtain Information
about roads and bridges.

Throughout, Major Plakal Narayanler Sankar Narayanan
displayed courage and devotion to duty in the best traditions
of the Army.

6. Major RAMESH MOHAN MURGAI (IO13745).
Army Supply CoTps.

Major Ramesh Mohan Murgai was detailed as the Com-
mander of a convoy to evacuate thousands of marooned
tourists including many foreigners and civilians from Darjeel-
ing. Due to unprecedented floods and landslides, all commu-
nications had been disrupted. He operated his convoy along
a narrow, steep disused road and rescued the stranded civi-
lians. He worked non-stop from 9th October 1968 to 24th
October 1968 carrying on his way up much needed provisions
and medicines from Silguri to Darjeeling.

In this operation, Major Ramesh Mohan Murgai displayed
courage and devotion to duty in the best traditions of the
Army.
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7. Major RUDRAPATNA GURURAMIAH SREENI-
VASA MURTHY (MR-919) Army Medical Corps.

Major Rudrapatna Gururamiah Sreenivasa Murthy was
detailed in overall charge of the medical teams and sanitary
sections in Jalpaiguri from 6th to 25th October 1968. He
coordinated the work of the medical teams and maintained
close liaison with the civil medical and health authorities.
He was continuously on the move in the worst parts of the
town and its neighbourhood assessing requirements and de-
tailing medical personnel to deal with the problems as they
arose. It was largely due to his efforts, planning and tact
that the medical teams were able to get the materials in time
and bring about a creditable output of inoculation, treatment
and other measures. He provided efficient medical service
to the afflicted population who were practically without any
other form of medical cover at the time.

8. Captain LALCHUNGNUNGA SATLO (IC-14499),
Assam,

On the 25th March, 1968. Captain Lalchungnunga Sailo
was given the task of leading a special patrol of a few men
into an area in Manipur State from where a large number of
hostiles were operating. In spite of the dangers involved,
he obtained information regarding two camps hostiles, and
other information of hostiles' activities in the area, which was
extremely useful in subsequent operations. This patrol also
traced another hostile camp from which the hostiles had
carried out ambushes against our troons. Later, he guided
the troops in an attack on the camp. The attack was success-
ful and the camp was destroyed. Casualties were inflicted
on the hostiles and arms, ammunition and valuable docu-
ments were recovered.

Throughout, Captain Lalchungnunga Sailo displayed
courage and devotion to duty in the best traditions of the
Army.

9. Captain MALKIT SINGH SANDHU (EC-58279),
Engineers.

Captain Malkit Singh Sandhu was in command of a Reid
Company which was sent for flood relief operation to Jalpai-
guri after the unprecedented flood in Tista river In October
1968. After being briefed by his superior officer at Jalpai-
guri. he proceeded to position his Company and equipment
close to the area of operations. On the morning of 5th
October 1968, when water suddenly started to rise dange-
rously above the road level, he got down from his vehicle
into fairlv fast flowing water and encouraged his men to
recover his vehicle and equipment includinj; boats to a com-
paratively safer place. During the day, when the water
receded to a manageable depth, he ornanised rescue opera-
tions through fast flowing waters and himself took command
of a boat and rescued hundreds of flood victims to safer
places. The Company saved at least 2000 lives bv his daring
and prompt rescue operation on 5th October 1968.

In this operation, Captain Malkit Singh Sandhu displayed
courage and leadership.

10. Captain P. C. JOSHI (MS-7180),
Army Medical Corps.

On 9th October, 1967, a patrol in an area in Jammu and
Kashmir was subjected to heavy fire from Pakistani positions.
Captain Joshi, who was the Resident Medical Officer of the
battalion was sent to the place to which the casualties were
to be evacuated. On arrival, he learnt that since the casual-
ties were still exposed to Pakistani fire, it would take some
time to evacuate them. He immediately decided to go up
to where casualties were lying and attended to them there,
disregarding his personal safety and despite heavy fire from
Pakistani forces.

In this operation, Captain P. C. Joshi displayed courafie
and devotion to duty in the best traditions of the Army,

11. 2/Lieutenant BHARAT PARKASH (SS-29967),
Engineers,

2/Lieutenant Bharat Parkash was detailed for rescue one-
ration in an area in North Bengal during the floods on the
night of 4th/5th October 1968. Disregarding heavy rains
and stormy weather, he continued the rescue work and ulti-
mately succeeded in rescuing about 750 persons. While he
was on rescue work, the water in the Tista River rose swiftly

and the party with 2/Lieutcnant Bharat Parkash wasp cut off
till a special patrol established contact at 1815 hours on 5th
October 1968. 2/Lieutenant Prakash was injured during
the marconed people the boat overturned but he continued
the course of the rescue work but undeterred he continued
the rescue work. On 8th October 1968, being informed of
another marooned party half a kilometre down the Tista
River, he, with 6 men in a boat, rushed to the scene and
found 5 persons floating supported on a thatched roof in the
swift current. As the boat could not be taken close to
thatched roof he along with a Sapper swam up to the thatched
roof and dragged it out of the current. While transferring
(ht marooned people the boat overturned but he continued
to hold on to thatched roof while in 6 to 8 feet of water.
With the help of his men, he managed to refloat the boat
and transferred all the five marooned persons into the boat.

In this operation, 2/Lieutenant Bharat Parkash displayed
courage and devotion to duty in tho best traditions of the
Army.

12. 2/Lieutenant GURINDER STNGH UPPAL (IC-17237)
Oarhwal Rifles.

During tho night of 4th/5th October, 1968, Myanagurl
area in North Bengal was inundated by flood waters from
the river Tista and the water in the Jerda Nullah had reach-
ed within one foot of the road bridge over it. The waterway
under the bridge was getting choked with weeds, debris and
carcasses of cattle thereby restricting the flow of the water
under it. The bridge and the approaches were in immediate
danger of being washed away due to heavy pressure.
2/Lieutenant Gurinder Singh Uppal, who was ordered to
clear the debris from the bridge area, quickly organised his
platoon and with the help of bamboos and line bedding clear-
ed the obstructions and saved the bridge and its approaches
from being washed away or breached. In doing so, he him-
self had to step over the railing of the bridge, at considerable
personal risk, to clear the debris. Again on 5th October
1968. he established contact with a Engineer detachment
which was marooned in a village, which was 6 kilometres
from Myanagurl town. Undaunted by the fact that the area
in between was under 6 to 8 feet of fast flowing water and
the boat was swept downstream a number of times, he
opened up a maintenance route to them. Enroute, he also
saved a young child clinging to a tree In the main stream.

In this operation, 2/Lieutenant Gurinder Singh Uppal dis-
played courage and devotion to duty in the best traditions of
the Army.

13. JC-16566 Subedar BAD AN KUMAR SINGH,
Bihar.

Subedar Badan Kumar Singh was senior JCO of a Com-
pany which was located in Mizo Hills area where the hostiles
had been active from January 1967 to October 1967. Aa
most of the non-commissioned officers and men of the Com-
pany were inexperienced, Subedar Singh used to accompany
most of the patrols and displayed leadership of a high order.
On 14th September 1967, he was Second-in-command of a
patrol led by an officer. When the officer was wounded,
Subedar Singh, with a small party, attacked the hostiles
camp, and killed one hostile and captured four. During ope-
rations in the area, the Company killed and captured a large
number of hostiles.

Throughout, Subedar Badan Kumar Singh displayed courage
and leadership.

14. JC-14702 Subedar MULTAN SINGH,
Intelligence Corps,

Subedar Multan Singh has been engaged on a special
assignment involving the arduous job of collection of infor-
mation.

On a number of occasions he displayed conspicuous bra-
very and managed to collect valuable information. He car-
ried out all tasks allotted to him with vigour and energy,
driving himself to his maximum capacity. Hs courage and
devotion to duty were in the best traditions of the Army.

15. JC-60568 Subedar Major NAGAPPA NATDU.
Engineers.

As a result of unprecedented floods in North Bengal in
October 1968, there was complete disruption of rail and road
communications in this sector.

On the night of 4th/5th
October 1968, when it rained very heavily, on hearing the
night sentry shouting, he rushed out of his tent and saw the
entire camp area being swept away by a landslide. He at
once organised a rescue operation with the help of his own
unaffected men and the men of the neighbouring units and
managed to extricate a number of bodies that had been
buried under the debris of the landslide. With determina-
tion and courace, he not only recovered the casualties' but
also retrieved Government property of large value.

On 6th June 1968, Havildar Mata Din BhardwaJ was in
charge of man-packed rover group which accompanied the
Genera] Officer Commanding to a came in Nagaiand. Dur-
ing his stay with the rover groun till 12th June 1968, Havildar
Bhardwai worked day and night to maintain the communi-
cations. He carried out varied tasks such as delivery of food
to the forward troops, evacuation of casualties and local
administration of the camp under adverse conditions and in
close proximity of actual firing. He voluntarily took upon
himself onerous duties and performed thorn with great devo-
tion. He was instrumental in raisins the morale of casual-
ties by cheerfully foregoing his own" comforts in order to
provide comforts to others.

18. 7027589 Havildar/Driver MANGRU RAM
Electrical Mechanical Engineering.

On 9th October. 1968, Havildar Mangru Ram was detail-
ed with his detachment, consisting of 1 non-commissioned
officer. 6 ORs and two medium recovery vehicles, to proceed
to Jalpaiguri town for the clearance of carcasses of animals
drowned In the floods. The task Involved the removal and
lifting of carcasses from the houses and loading them Into
other vehicles for disposal. As five days had elapsed since
their drowning, the carcasses were in advanced stage of
decomposition and decay, and each one had to be sHnged
with ropes to prevent them from bursting and dis-integrating.
The smell was unbearable. Realising that prompt removal
of the carcasses was of paramount importance to prevent the
spreading of disease, he applied himself and his men, to the
task in a most dedicated manner and worked round the clock
without respite and with utter disregard to his personal safetv
and hazard to his health. He was mainly responsible for
the removal of, 959 carcasses within six days.

RULES

New Ddhi, the 12th April 1969

JV<7. 8/3/69-C5-//.—The rules for a limited departmental
competitive examination for inclusion in the Select List for
the Uppej; Division Grade of the Central Secretariat Clerical
Service to be held bv tho Union Public Service Commission
in December, 1969 arc published for general information.

2. The number of persons to be selected for inclusion in
the select list will be specified in the Notice issued by the
Commission. Reservations shall be made for candidates
belonging to the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
in respect of vacancies as may be fixed by the Government.

Scheduled Castes/Tribes niean any of the Castes/Tribes
mentioned jn the Scheduled Castes/Tribes Xists (Modifica-
tion) Order, 1956, read with Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes Order (Amendment^ Act, 1956, the Con-
stitution (Jammu and Kashmir) Scheduled Castes Order,
1956, the Coastitution (Andaman and Nicobar Islands)
Scheduled Tribes Order 1959, the Constitution (Dadra and
Nagar Haveli) Scheduled Castes Order, 1962, the Constitu-
tion (Dadra and Nagar HavelL) Scheduled Tribes, Order,
1962, the Constitution (Pondicherry) Scheduled Castes
Order, 1964, and the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes)
(Oltar Pradesh) Order. 1967.

3. The examination will to conducted by the Union Public
Service Commission in tho manner prescribed in the Appendix
to these Rules,

The dates on which and the places at which the examina-
tion will be hold shall be fixed by the Commission.

4. Any permanent or regularly appointed temporary Lower
Division Clerk of the Central Secretariat Clerical Service, who
on the 1st July 1969 satisfies the following conditions, shall
be eligible to appear at the- examination :—

(1) Length of service.—He should have rendered not
less than 5 years' approved and continuous service
in :—
(a) the Lower Division Grade of the Central Secre-

tariat Clerical Service, or
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(b) uny other Krade under the Central or a State
Government, the minhnum and the maximum
of the scale of pay of which were not less than
Rs. 55/- and Rs. 130/- respectively, prior to
1-7-1959, and are not less than Rs. 110 and

Rs. 180/- respectively, on or after 1-7-1959.

NOTE :—The limit of 5 years of approved an(l continuous
service will also apply if the total reckonable service of a
candidate is partly as a Lower Division Clerk in the Central
Secretariat Clerical Service and partly elsewhere, as mentioned
in (a) and (b) above respectively.

(2) Age.—He should not be more than 40 years of age
i.e., ho must not have been born earlier than 1st
July, 1929, i

NOTE :—The age limit of 40 years will apply to the exa-
minations to be held in 1969 and 1970 only. Thereafter the
age limit will be 30 years.

Provided that the upper age limit may be relaxed in
respect of the following categories of persons:—

(i) up to a maximum, of five years if a candidate be-
longs to a Scheduled. Cast© or a Scheduled Tribe;

(li) up to a maximum of three years if ft candidate is
a bona fide displaced person from East Pakistan
and has migrated to India on or after 1st January
1%4;

(Hi) up to a maximum of eight years If a candidate
belongs to a Scheduled Caste or a Scheduled Tribe
and is also a bona fide displaced person from East
Pakistan and has migrated to India on or after 1st
January, 1964;

(iv) up to a maximum, of five years if a candidate is a
resident of the Union Territory of Pondicherry and
has received education throuEh the medium of
French at some stage;

(v) up to a; maximum of • three years if a candidate Is a
bona fide repatriate of Indian origin from Ceylon
and has migrated to India on or after 1st Novem-
ber, 1964, under the Indo-Ceylon Agreement of
October, 1964;

(vi) up to maximum of eight years if a candidate be-
longs to a Scheduled Caste or a Scheduled Tribe
and is also a bond fide repatriate of Indian origin
from Ceylon and has niigrated to India on or after
1st November, 1964, under the Indo-Ceylon Agreet-
ment of October, 1964;

(vli) up to a maximum of three years if a candidate is
a resident of the Union Territory of Goa. Daman
and Dlu;

(viii) up to a maximum of three yeara if a candidate is
of Indian origin and has migrated from Kenya
Uitanda and the United Republic of Tanzania
(formerly Tanganyika and Zanzibar);

(ix) up to a maximum of three vears if a candidate is
a bona fide repatriate of Indian origin from Burma
and has migrated to India on or after 1st June,
1963;

(x) up to a maximum of eight years if a candidate
belongs to a Scheduled Caste or a Scheduled Tribe
and is also a bona fide repatriate of Indian origin
from Burma and has migrated to India on or after
1st lune, 1963;

(xi) up to a maximum of three years hi the case of
Defence Services personnel disabled in operations
during hostilities with any foreign country or in a
disturbed area, and released as a consequence there-
of; and

(xil) up to a maximum of eight ytv»rs in the case of
Defence Services personnel, disabled in operations
during hostilities with any foreign country or hi a
disturbed area, and released as a consequence
thereof, who belong to the Scheduled Castes or the
Scheduled Tribes.

SAVE AS PROVIDED ABOVE THE AGE LIMIT PRES-
CRIBED CAN IN NO CASE BE RELAXED.

(3) Typewriting lest,—Unlesfs exempted from passing the
Commission's typewriting test for the purpose of confirmation,
in the Lower Division Grade, he should have passed this test
on or before the date of notification of this examination.

(4) No candidate who does not belong to a Scheduled
Caste or a Scheduled Tribe or is not a resident of the Union
Territory of Pondicherry or is? not a resident of the Union
Territory of Goa, Daman and Diu or is not a migrant from
Kenya, Uganda and the United Republic of Tanzania (for-
merly Tanganyika and Zanzibar) shall be permitted to com-
pete more than 3 times at the examination, this restriction
being effective from the examination to be held in 1969,

NOTE 1.—A candidate Sliall be deemed to have competed
at the examination if he actually appears in any one or more
subjects.

NOTE 2. Lower Division Clerks who are on deputation to
ex-cadre posts with the approval of the competent authority
will be eligible, to be admitted to the examination, if other-
wise eligible.

This, however, docs not apply to a lower division clerk
who has been appointed to an ex-cadre post or to another
Service on "transfer" and does not have a lien in the lower
division grade.

5. The decision of the Commission as to the eligibility or
otherwise of a candidate for admission to the examination
shall be final.

6. No candidate will be admitted to the examination un-
less he holds a certificate of admission from the Commission.

7. A candidate who is or .has been declared by the Com-
mls'sion guilty of impersonation or of submitting fabricated
document or documents which have been tampered with or
of making statements which are incorrect or false or of
suppressing material information or otherwise resorting to
any other irregular or improper means for obtaining admis-
sion to the examination, or of using or attempting, to use
unfair means in the examination hall or ofl mlsb_enavlour in
the examination hall, may in addition to rendering himself
liable to criminal prosecution,—

(a) be. debarred permanently or for a specified period by
the Commission, from admission to any examination
or appearance at any interview held by the Com-
mission for selection of candidates; and

(b) be liable to disciplinary action under the appropriate
rules,

8. Any attempt on the part of a candidate to obtain Support
for his candidature by any-means may be held "by the Com-
mission to be a conduct which would disqualify him for admis-
sion to the examination.

9. Candidates must pay the fee prescribed In Annexurc I
to the Commission's Notice.

10. After the examination, the candidates will be arranged
by the Commission in the order of merit as dis'closed by the
aggregate marks finally awarded to each candidate and in
that order so many candidates Srf are found "by the Commis-
sion to be qualified by the examination shall be recommended
for inclusion hi the Select List for the Upper Pivision Grade
up tq,the required number.

Provided that any candidate belonging to the Scheduled
Castes or the Scheduled Tribes, who though not qualified by
the standard prescribed by the Commission, "is declared by
them to be suitable for inclusion hi the Select List for the
Upper Division Grade with due regard to the maintenance
of efficiency of administration, shall be recommended for in-
clusion therein up to the number reserved for members of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, as the case may be.

NoTE.-^-Candidates should clearly understand that this is
a competitive and not a qualifying examination, The number
of persons to be included in the Select List for the Upper
Division Grade on the results of the examination is entirely
within the competence of Government to decide. No candi-
date will therefore, have anV claim for Inclusion, in the Select
List on the basis of his performance In this examination, as a
matter of right.

11. The form and manner of communication, of the result
of the examination (o individual candidates shall be decided
by the Commission in their discretion and the Commission
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will not enter Into correspondence with them regarding the
result.

12. Success in the examination confers no right to selection
unless Government aio satisfied, after s'uch enquiry as may be
considered necessary, that the candidate is eligible and suit-
able in all respect for selection.

13. A candidate, who afterapplying for admission to the
examination or after appearing at it, resigns his appointment
in the Central Secretariat Clerical Service, or otherwise quits
the Service or severs his connection with it, or whose services
are terminated by his Department or who is appointed to
an ex-cadre post or to another service on 'transfer and does
not have a lien in the lower division grade, will not be
eligible for appointment on the results of this examination.

This, however, does not apply to a Lower Division Clerk
who has been appointed on deputation to an ex-cadre post
with the approval of the competent authority.

3. The syllabus for the examination will be as shown in
the attached schedule.

4. All question papers must be answered In English.
5. Candidates must write the papers In their own hand.

In no circumstances will they be allowed the help of a scribe
to write the answers for them.

6. The Commission have discretion to fix qualifying marks
in any or all of the subjects at the examination,

7. Marks will not bei allotted for mere superficial knowledge.
8. Deduction up to 5 per Sent of the maximum markrf in

the written subjects will be made for i'legible handwriting.
9. Credit will be given for orderly, effective and exact ex-

pression, combined with due economy of words in all sub-
jects of the examination.

SCHEDULE
Syllabus of the Examination

(1) Essay and Precis Writing : An essay to be wrjtten in
English on one of the specified subjects. Passages will usually
be set for summary or precis.

(2) Noting & Drafting and Office Procedure :~ The paper
on Noting & Draftlne and Office Procedure will bo designed
to test the candidates' Knowledge of Office Procedure In the
Secretariat and Attached Offices and generally their ability
to write and understand notes and drafts. Candidates are
required to study the Manual of Office Procedure and the
Rules of procedure and conduct of business in the Lok Sabha
and the Rajya Sabha for this purpose.

(3) General Knowledge : The paper on General Knowledge
will be intended Inter alia to test the candidates knowledge of
Indian Geography as well as the countr's administration and
current national and international events.
