Tt
was because of his alertness and dedication that Pathankot
got timely warning of enemy raids.

On 12th December 1971, Gurdaspur Railway Station was
heavily bombed by five Sabre aircraft. Despite the bombing,
Shri Apar Singh Cheema remained at his post and kept on
relaying the information to the Control Centre.

On 13the December, 1971, at about 1410 hours, he again
informed the Control Centre that four enemy aircraft had been
seen passing by. Immediately two aircraft were sent for
interception and thus the enemy aircraft were prevented from
continuing their attack on Gurdaspur.

Throughout, Shri Apar Singh Cheema displayed courage and
devotion to duty of a high order.

During the operations, Squadron Leader
Jiwa Singh led a formation to scarch and strike enemv tanks
and troops which were engaging our ground forces, He
successfolly located the hidden tank positions and pressed
home his attack even though his section was encircled by
four enemy aircraft. He engaged an enemy F-104 in an
aerial Combat so that his number two could got away to
safety. In the combat, his aircraft was shot at Iow level as
a Tesult of which he was killed.

4. Flight Lieutenant PRADIP VINAYAK APTE (10456),
Flying (Pilot) (Posthumous)

During the operations against Pakistan in December, 1971,
Flight Lieutenant Pradip Vinayak Apte was serving in a
Figitcr Bomber Squadion. On tho 4th December, 1971, he
was detniled as Number Two on a tactic;‘rcconnaissanco
mission in Naya Chor-Umarkot-Dhornaro oM. Nesr Naya
Chor, he observed onemy vehicle convoys moving towards
Dhornaro Railway Station. He immediately went in for a
front gun attack and scored direct hits on the vehicles, This
mission then flew over Dhornaro Rajlway Station and once
again he spotted a goods train which was being unloaded.
He attacked the train despite concentrated ground fire and
caused considerable damage to the wagons. He pressed on
with his third attack but while pulling up, his aircraft was
damaged by the ground fire. He brought the damaged air-
craft under control and headed for the base which was about
100 miles. Under compelling circumstances, he abandoned
%he aircraft, In this operation, he made the supreme sacri-
ce, L

Throughout, Flight Lieutcnant Pradip Vinayak Apte dis-
played gallantry and determination of a high order.

5. Flight) Lieutenant ANDRE RUDOLPFH DA COSTA
8175
Flying (Pilot) (Posthumous)

On the 4th December, 1971, Flight Lieutenant Andre
Rudolph Da Costa flew as Number I'wo on oHensive reccee
sorties in Lal Munirhat in the Rangpur Sector. After suc-
cessfully straffing the Army tarpets, the pair attacked a goods
train south of Lal Munirhat bridge and both the aircraft
cjected close to base. Flight Lieutenant Da Costa was also
hit and although he tried to bring his aircraft back, he fell
uncaonscious and hix aircraft crashed as a result of which he

(1y Night Blindness—Broadly there are (wo types of night
blindness, (1) as a result of Vit, A deficiency and (2) as a
result of Organie Discase of Relina—a comynon cause being
Retinius pigmemosa. In (1) the fundus is normal generally
scen in younger age-group and ill-nourished persons and
improve, by large doses ol Vit. A, In (2) the fundug 18
oiten involved and merc fundus examination will reveal the
condiuon m majority of cases. The patient in this category
is an adull, and may not suffer from malnutiition. Persons
scehing employment for higher posts in the Govornment will
tall n this category.

N.B—As a general rule any systolic pressure over 140 and

routine. The finul dacision as to the fitness or otherwise of o

candidate will, however, rest with the Medical Toard only.

Method of taking Blood Pressure

The mercury manomster type of instrument should be used
as a rule, The measurement should not be taken within fifteen
minutes of any exercise or excitement, Provided the jmaticnt.
and particularly his wam is relaxed he may be cither lying
or sitting. The arm is supported confortably m the patients
side in a more or less honzontal position The arm should
be freed from cloihes 1o the shoulder, The cuff completely
deflated should be applied with the middle of the rubher over
the inner side of (he arm, and jts lower edge an inch or two
ubove the bend of the elbow, The following turns of cloth
bandage should spread evenly over the bag to avoid bulging
during inflation

The brachial arleiy is located by palpitation at the bend ol
the elbow and the slethoscope is then applied lightly and
centrally ovei it below, but not in contact with the cuff. The
cuff is inflated (o about 200 m.m. Hg, and then slowly deflated
The level at which the column stands when soft successive
sounds are hcard repiesents the Systolic Pressure, When morc
air is allowed (o escupe (he sounds will be heard to increase
in intensity The level of the column a{ which the well-heard
clear sounds change to solt muflied fading sounds represents
the diastolic pressure. The measurements should be 1aken in
2 fairly brief period of time 2s prolonged pressuie of the
cuff is irritating 1o the patient and will vitinle Lhe veadings.
Rechecking, il necessary, should be done only a few minutes
after complete deflution of the cuff. (Sometimes as the cuff
is deflated sounds are heard al a certain level: they may dis-
appear as pressure {ally and reapear at u still lower level
This ‘Silent Gap’ may cause error in rending).

8. The wine (passed in (he presence of the examiner)
should be cxamined and the result recorded. Where a Medi
cal Board finds sugar present in a candidate’s uiine by the
usual chemical tests the Board will proceed with the ¢xami-
nation with all its other aspects and will also specially nole
any signs or symptoms suggestive of diabetes.
