1, Lieutenant Colone! ANTHONY BRAZ CEOIL
D'MELLO (1C-4912)

Sikb Light Infantry.

Lieutenant Colonel Anthony Brax Ceoil D'Melle was
commanding & battalion which was ordered, on the 6th
December, 1971, to capture Durgabarkati, a most vital
and formidably defended area in the Jessore Sector, No
sooner had the battalion formed up for the attack when
the enemy brought dewn heavy artillery shelling and in-
tensivg masehine gun fire. Undeterred, he personally led
the assault, displaying extreme valour and complete dis-
regard of personal s erti. Under his inspiring leadership,
the battalion captured the feature and held on to it des-
pite continuous enemy nhellglj and determined counter-
attacks, inflicting heavy casualties. The fall of Durga-
barkati contributed, in a large measure, to the crambling
of enemy defences at Jassore.

In this action, Lieutenant Colone! Anthony Braz CoaoHl
D'Mello displayed courage and leadership.

2. Lieutepant Colonel HARISH CHANDAR SACH-
DEV (1C-6848)

Maratha Light Infantry,

Lieutenant Colonel Harish Chaudar Sachdev was com-
manding a Battalion of the Maratha Light Infantry, which
had mn&tg‘red and was holding the Burj Post in the
Western or, On the $th December 1971, the enemy
launched g series of desermined counter attacks in the
arcs and in a fast action under intense artillery fire over-
ran Vera and Burj and posod a direct threat to our forces
at Bhindi Pulakh, At this stage, Lieutenant Colonel
Sachdev assumed control of the situation and with his re.
asuring prensence and inspiring leadership, soon turned
the situation to his own advantage, He defeated repeated
enemy attacks causing severe losses. The enemy battalion
was completely disorganised and fled in panic feaving be-
hind even their Commanding Officer’s jeep.

In this action, Licutenant Colonel Harish Chandar
Sachdev displayed courage, leadership and initiative.

3. Major VIJAY
(55-19456)

Maratha Light Infantry,

On the 17th December 1971, Major Vijay Singh
Abasaheb Misal, who was commanding a company of his
Battalion, was given the task of occup a feature
which is located at a height of over 10, feet in Lipa
Valley, with a view to cut the enemy's line of communica-
tions in the area. After negotiating the hazardous and

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treactizrous high altitude terrain, Major Misal succeede:i
in capturing a compuny defence position. The enemy
then subjecled the Company to very heavy and accurate
artillery and mortar shelling, Undeterred, he s_uccess[ully
repulséd the enemy attacks and he'd the occupied ground
against dificult odds for over twelve hours.' As a result,
the posilion remained in our hands at the time of cease-
fire and it gave us considerable tactical advantage,

In this action, Major Vijay Singh Abasahcb Misal dis-
played courage, determination and leadership.

4. Acting Major KALP NATH RAT (IC-20515)
The Jal Repgiment

On the 7th December, 1971, Major Kalp Nath Rai was
commanding a company of a battalion which was ordered
to caplure Comilla, The battalion reached south of
Comiﬁu at 0230 hours on the 8th December, 1971 and
came face to face with the enemy defences based on
pucca houses and wel-fortificd bunkers. He led the assault
on the enemy defence. As soon as his company crossed
the assault line, heavy automatic and semi-automatic fire
was brought down by the cnemy killing three mep and
injuring another five within a minute. Undeterred, he press-
ed home the afttack, inspiring and encouraging his men.
H¢ was subjected to heavy medium machine gun fire from
the Ie¢ft, but under his courageous leadership, his men
succeeded in silencing the gun although at the cost of
several lives. At this stage the company came under heavy
Medium Machine Gun fire from the right., Seeing that
it would be impossible to reach the Medium Machine
Gun post from the front, he crawled all alone towards the
bunker from extreme right and threw grenades inside the
bunker followed by sten burst and pulled the Medium
Machine Gun out of the bunker. In this bold and deter-
mined action, the company led by Major Kalp Nath Rai
killed 23 enemy personnel and captured a large number
of rifles and guns.

Throughout the operation, Major Kalp Nath Rai dis-
played courage, determination and leadership.

5. Major SHIVINDER PAL SINGH (JC-16144)

(Posthumous)
5 Gorkha Rifles.

During the operations against Pakistan in 1971, Major
Shivinder Pal Singh was commanding a company of his
battalion which came under intense enemy automatic and
artillery fire at Kapaura and Radhanagar. Undeterred
he continued advance towards the objective with his lead-
ing men and closed in with the ¢nemy starting a bunker
to bunker fight. When one of his Platoon Commanders
was badly wounded he attended to his wounds, arranged
his evacuation and then went ghead with the attack. In
the process he was himself also fatally wounded but, un-
deterred by his wounds, he continued to provide inspir-
ing and detcrmined leadership to his men and executed
his task briiliantly clearing five bunkers and killing near-
ly thirty ewemy personnel., He went ahead fighting until
he succumbed to his wounds.

In this action, Major Shivinder Pal Singh displayed
gallantry, leadership and determination,

6. Major PARKASH SINGH RAJPUT (1C-17822)
The Jat Rcgiment.

Major Parkash Singh Rajput was commanding a com-
pany of his battalion spearheading the advavce to Chitta-
gong, On the 13th Dccember, 1971, while advancing
towards Kumiraghat he was ordered to move along the
rail track axis to establish contact with the enemy. As
the company approached a Sanitorium, it was fired upon
by c¢nemy medium machine guns and small arms from
shell proof bunkers gbout 150 metres away. Ordering
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his Left forward Platoon ta cover his advanc:, he himself
charged with two platoons on the enemy position, reach-
cd the enemy bunkers and started destroying them one
by one. He was personally responsible for destroying
two bunkers and kilﬁng one of the epemy i1 Land to-hand
fight, Due to surg and systematic elimination ot their
strong bunkers, the cnemy fled, This aftack resulted in
the death of 13 enemy personnel and capture ol sizeable
quantities of arms and ammunition and greatly assisted
in the reduction of the Kumiraghat cnemy position.

In this action, Major Parkash Singh Rujput displayed
courage, determination and leadership.

7. Major NARENDAR MOHAN SHARMA (C-
15082)
Enginecrs.

During the operations against Pakistan in 1971, Major
Narendar Mohan Sharma was commanding a Field Com-
Eany during the advance along Jaintiapur-Sylhet axis.

xpecting advance along this axis, the enemy had dcmo-
lished eight major bridges having spans ranging from 100
feet to 400 feet, thus delaying the advance as the fleld
guns could not move along the demolished bridges. In
carrying out his task of preparing roads and ferrics to the
advancing troops, Major Sharma displayed outstanding
real, drive and devotion to duty. The first approach road
and a ferry across a 150 feet water gap was completed
in four hours and thereafter the remaining seven cross-
ings were effccted in 42 hours. He worked continuously
without rest and_ in the absence of standard cquipment,
had to effect improvisations at enery stage. He repeatedly
went forward under enemy fire to carry out reconnaissance
of demolished bridges. 1t was largely due to his personal
example of leadership, anticipation and sound planning
that swift advance was maintained despitc demolished
bridges and the guns and vehicles were ahle to keep pace
with the advancing infantry, On the 14th December,
1971, when the advance was stalled by strong encmy posi-
tions at Khadimnagar, Major Narendar Mochan Sharma
even voluntcered to take a platoon of his field Company
for the capture of a position on one flank. He personally
led his platoon and went with the assault with the infan-
try company, thus contributing to the ultimate capture of

adimnagar,

Throughout, Major Narendar Mohan Sharma displayed
courage, determination and leadership.

8. Major SURINDER PRAKASH MARWAH (IC-
15918)
The Brigade of Guards.

On the 8th December, 1971, Major Surinder Prakash
Marwah, who was commanding a company of his batta-
lion, was given the task of establishing a helipad in area
Gaurnagar and also to reconnaissance ferry sites over the
Pagla river at Rasulpur and Gosainpur. Leading his com-
pany, he marched over 50 kilometres in 18 hours and
carried out his allotted task. However, plans were chang-
ed at this stage as the enemy fcll back prematurely and
the drive for Ashuganj wis ordcred. Vghile regrouping
his company, Major Surinder Prakash Marwah and his
party were ambushed by the enemy. He boldly charged
the enemy, killed three of them and broken the ambush,
capturing one Medium Machine Gun, one Light Machine
Gun and a number of rifles, On another occasion, he
attacked an enemy position and unmindful of the enemy
small arms and mortar fire, led his attack boldly and eap-
tured the objective.

Major Surinder Prakash Marwah displayed commend-
able courage, determination and lcadership.

9. Major BAHADUR SINGH BHATI (1C-22548)
The Jat Regiment,
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On the night of 13th Deccmber, 1971, 1he company
led by Major Bahadur Singh Bhati wus ordered to fill a
gap in the defences of his battalion which was regrouping
preparatory to an attack in Lalmal Hill Arci. While
approaching suitable ground ip the gap, the compuny
came under heavy cross fire of cnemy small arms.  In
spite of I8 casuallies, Major Bhati relenlessly Icd his men
in the open and by his personal example and bravery not
only succeeded in occupying the pground aganst over-
whelming odds but also managed to inflict beavy casual-
ties on the enemy and destroyed four enemy bunkers,

In this action, Major Bahadur Singh Bhu}i displayed
courage, determination and inspiring lcadership.

10. Major BIKRAM SINGH (IC-14632)
Maratha Light Infantry.

Mugjor Bikram Singh was in command of a company of
a battalion of Maratha Light Tnfantry when, on lst De
cember, 1971, it encountered an enemy platoon entrench-
ed in a dcfensive position near Arpara with protective
mine-ficlds around it. When the encmy started shelling
causing heavy casualties, he skilfully kept advancing and
cleared the enemy position and contacted the epemy de-
fences at Arpara. As he was ontrenching in this position,
his platoon came under very heavy artillery aud machine
gun fire and suffercd about ten casualties. Realising the
seriousness on the situation, he went from trench to
trench enthusing his men with courage and confidence,
with least regard to his personal safety., He kept moving
under intense enemy fire, organising und encouraging his
company and through his personal example, succeeded in
taking up a defensive position under very difficult cir-
cumstances,

In thig action, Major Bikram Singh displayed exem-
plary courage, detcrmination and lcadership.

11. Major AKHAURI ANIL SHEKHAR SINHA (IC-
16553)
Kumaon Regiment.

Major Akhauri Anil Shekhar Sinha was commanding a
company of a battalion of Kumaon Regiment, which
formed part of the task force for the caplure of Daud-
kandi in Bangladesh. At about 1700 hours on the 7th
December, 1971, when the column approached a bridge,
it came under heavy automatic fire from the bunkers
alongside the road. ater channcls astride the road and
the built-up area restricted the movement of tanks and
the fading light hindercd accurate firc on the buikers.
Without adcquate reconnaissance and in  failing, light,
Major Akhauri Anil Shekar Sinha dismounted from the
tanks and led his company in a quick attack on chemy
bunkers. He resolutely and boldly handled his company
with no regard to his personal safety and cleared the
built-up area in spite of his own mounting casualties. On
the 8th December, 1971. when the advance of tanks was
again stopped by u rickety bridge and water channels, he
again cleared every building from which enemy fire was
coming. As the local populatjon guthered to pay ovation
to the company, the enemy ruade a flerce counfer-attack,
but Major Sinha kept absolutely calm and cool and pursu-
ed the cnemy from house to house and got them destioy-
ed by tanks, infiicting heavy casualties. Again, on the 12th
December, 1971, when ordered to encircle und force the
surrender of a relreating company column of the enemy,
Major Sinha was surprised by elements of three cnemy
battalions and of some para-military force. Unnerved and
keeping absolutely calm and notwithstanding  the small
strength of his Company, he organised and cerried out
the disarming of the entire enemy column.

Throughout, Major Akhauri Anil Shekhar Sinha dis-
played courage, initiative and leadership,

12, Major HUSTACE WILLIAM FERNANDEZ (IC-
12335)
Artillery,

Major Eustace William Fernandez was commanding a
Mountain Battery in support of Infantry units operating
on two widely separate axis in Bangladesh, On the 7th
Dccember, 197) one of his troops was ordered to move
in support of Infantry on Jaintipur-Sylhet Sector. This
involved moving guns, ammunition and vechicles across a
major river where no bridge or ferry existed,  With
commendable resourcefulness, he improvised a raft und
moved hiy guns and vehicles overnight to the given loca-
tion in record time and dcployed his guns ou a suitable
‘Gun Area’, notwithstanding longer range enemy guns in
ogeration. On the 12th December 1971, in the face of
effective enemy automatic and mortar fire, he personall
directed artillery fire on an enemy stronghold at Bali-
para and brought forward a pistol gun and took direct
shot at enemy bunkcrs. This shattcred the morale of the
enemy who abandoned the position and retreated in haste,
Again, during the attack on Khadimpur, he provided con-
tinuous and eflective artillery support and alsc engaged
important targets in Sylhet, which largely contributed to
the capitulation of the enemy in that Sector.

Throughout these operations, Major Eustace William

Fernandez displayed courage, leadership and devotion to
duty.

13. Major HARISH CHANDRA SHARMA (IC-
14766)

Punjab Regiment,

On the 18th December 1971, the Pakistani troops
committed a serious cease-fire violation in Mamdot Bulge,
infilterating one platoon strength with five medium
machine guns. Major Harish Chandra Sharma, who was
out on a palrol with ten Other Ranks, noticed the enemy
platoon which had taken up a defensive position, He
immediately got behind the enemy position and made
the enemy believe that they were surrounded by a large
foree by giving orders to non-cxistent sub-units and calling
for artillery fire. The enemy opened fire with medium
machine Guns. Though outnumbered, Major Sharma,
boldly made a bayonet charge on the enemy position.
Completely unnerved by this heroic action, some of the
encmy threw their arms and the others tried to escape.
Maijor Sharma and his men chased the enemy and
succeeded in overpowering them. He captured 26 men,
all the five medium machine guns and other arms and
ammunition. Soon after this encounter, he was again
confronted by a superior enemy force and once again

he succeeded in foiling the cnemy's designs by adopting
agpressive and bold measures.

Tn this action, Major Harish Chandra Sharma dis-
plaved courage, initiative and leadership,

14. Captain MUCKTIRA AIYAPPA KARIAPPA-
(IC-14600)
Para Regiment,

Captain Mucktira Aiyappa Kariappa was commanding
a platoon of the Command group defending the Sukh
Tau Nala crossing on Manawar Tawi. On the 5th
December 1971, the cnemy attacked this position twice
and captured the forward trenches of his platoon locality.
Undeterred, he led a counter-attack with » handful of
mEn'and regained the lost positions, Although wound-
ed himself, he continued to encourage hiy men to hold
on the position until the cnemy attack was beaten back.

_In this action, Captain Mucktira Aiyappa Kariappa
displayed courage, determination and leadership.

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15. Caplain BALKAR SINGH (55-21201)
Engincers.

On the 13th Dccember 1971, when the advance of an
infantry Brigade in Jammu and Kashmir Sector was held
up on account ol an ememy mine-field, Captain Balkar
Smgh was detailed to carry out a reconnaissunce of the
minc-ficld. He carried out the roconnaissance fTor a
distance of 200 yards under heavy enemy shclling.  As
the area was under cnemy observation and Intense
shelling, reconnaissance by daylight was almost im-
possiblc. However, in view of the importance and urgency
of making a lanc ucross the mine-field, he voluntcered to
carry out the (ask by day. He took his party into the
mine-ficld and although the enemy was bringing down
firc in the area, he conlinucd the breaching in broad day-
light and personally neutralised and disarmed a number
ol anti-personnel and anti-tank mines, Although, in
view of the grave risk involved, he had been given a
limited task of clearing a 2 feet wide infantry sale lane,
he attempted and succeeded in making a 400 yards
und 24 feet wide safe lane for vehicles. He had been
ut the task for 24 hours when he was wounded and had
to be evacuated to hospital,

Captain Balkar Singh thus displayed commendable
courage, determination and leadership.

16. Captain RAJINDER SINGH JAMWAL (IC-
19390)
Engineers.

Captain Rajinder Singh Jamwal was scrving with 4
para during the attack in the Ganga Wagar Scctor during
the opcrations against Pakistan in December 1971, The
task given to Cuptain Jamwal was to clear sale lanes
through enemy mine-fields for infantry and vehicles.
He accomplished this task successfully despite  scvere
artillery and Medium Machine Gun fire directed on him.
This helped the ussaulting companics to get reorgani-
sation stores and ammunition in time. Further, beyond
the task given to him and at great personal risk, he
organiscd evacuation of casualtics suflered by the batlalion
who were lying wounded in the mine-field, again under
strong enemy interference.

In this action, Captain Rajinder Singh Jamwal displayed
courage, detcrmination and devotion to duty,

17. Cagl())gm DIBYENDU KUMAR SENGUPTA (MR-
2909)
Army Medical Corps.

Captain Dibyendu Kumar Sengupta was serving with
his battalion operating in the Eustern Sector during the
defensive opcrations in that Scctor. Throughout the
operations, he displayed a high degree of dedication to
service in carrying out his duties of evacuating and
trealing casualties by constantly remaining under encmy’s
effective machine gun and artillery fire. The task was
particularly difficult as casualties were very heavy and
scattered over 4 wide ares, und adequate means of
evacuation werc not readily available.

Throughout, Captain Dibyendw ¥umar Sengupta dis~
played courage and dcvotion to duty.

18, Captain  HARA GOPAL MUKHOPADHYAY
(MR-2632)
Army Medical Corps,

Captain Hara Gopal Mukhopadhyay was serving with
battalion in Bangladesh during the operations in Decem-
ber 1971. During an attack on the night of 2nd/3rd
December 1971, despite cnemy's severe artillery machine

gun and small arms flrc, he was altending thc wounded
tollowing closely behind assaulting companies. Again
on the 15th December 1971, when the bajtalion had laid
an ambush for the withdrawing cnemy, he attended to
the casualties while fighing was still going on.

Throughout, Captain Hara Gopal Mukhopadhyay dis-
played courage and devotion to duty.

19, Captain SUBRATA RAY (SS-22471)
Actillery.

“aptain Subrata Ray was serving in an artillery regi-
ment in the Daudkandi Sector in Bangladesh during the
operations in December 1971. On the 12th December
1971, his troops with ammunition were air-lifted by heli-
copters and dropped ncar Bidya Bazar. All the three
guns and the ammunition landed in different places in
a wide area spread over a distance of 42 kilometres wherc
the cnemy was still holding out. With preat deter-
mination, initiative and devotion to duty; he carried out
the task ol collection and deployment of his guns and in
a short time of 6 hours he had reassembled his troops
and ammunition and deployed them for subsequent
operalions.

21. Captain HARDEV SINGH KLAIR (5S-20324)
3 Qorkha Rifles,

Captain Hardev Singh Kklair was serving with an
infaniry baltalion as mortar platoon commander in the
Eastern Sector. During earlier part of the operations, he
wis given 4.2 inch mortars for which his men were not
fully trained. He trained his men in their handling and
very creditably cmployed them in subsequent operations,
often directing the firc of his mortar platoon from tree
tops in the viginity of torward most trenches, regardless
of cnemy shelling. On the 15th December 1971, he was
detailed to lcad to patrol 1o Cox Bazar after landing on
Ukhia Beach in Lunding Craft Tanks, Through ingenious
use of rappling ropes, he led his men to the shore through
swelling waves and pushed his way forward, through
hills and jungle overcoming water obstacles, covering 28
miles of cnemy lerritory and reached Cox Bazar long
before schedule,

In this action, Capiain Hardev Singh Klair displayed
courage, initiative and determination,

22, Captain SHIVRAM PATHAK (IC-21591)
Artillery,

Captain Shivram Pathak was scrving in the FEastermr
Sector during the detcnsive operations in the Sector. He
was attached as Forward Observation Officer with a
battalion of Kumaon Repiment. On the 14th December
1971, while he was moving with the companies to which
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he was atlached, the cnemy opened up with Actillery,
Machine Gun and small arms fire thus holding up the
udvance. Taking great personal risk, be moved from
one position' to another, in the face of intense enemy
shelling and without eflective cover, to accurately observe
and direct fire of his gun on encmy weapons, He did
this most effectively and was able to silence several
encmy machine guns.

In these actions, Captain Shivram Pathak displayed
courage and devotion to duty.

23. Captain JAGDISH CHANDRA SHARMA (5§-
19458)

Artillery.

Captain Jagdish Chandra Sharma was serving in the
Eastern Scclor with a mountain regiment, during the
detensive operations in that Sector, He was attached as
a Forward Observation Officer with a morlar fire com-
pany which was attacking the town of Kasba. The
attacking force had advanced some distance when heavy
small arms and actillery firc was opened up on it by the
enctmy. Captain Sharma, though himself under heavy
fire, directed own guns so effectively that he silenced the
opposition and his company successfuly cdaptured its
objective. Again as a Forward Observation Officer with
a company of an infantry battalion during an attack, he
silenced encmy opposition and effectively pressed home
the attach after the company commander was killed in
action and the company second-in-command was isolated
from the company.

Captain Kuttan Mahadevan was serving with a
Mountain Regiment in the FEastern Sector during the
opcrations in December 1971, On the 3rd December
1971, while he was acting us a Forward Observation
Officer with one of the assaulting companies of a battalion
of Dogra Regiment, he was wounded. Tn spite of the
injury, he kept up with the ussaulting troops and continued

This being a semi-trained
force, Capiain Hamced diliberatcly exposed himself to
additional dangers to set a personal example, thus inspir-
g his men and ultimately contributing significantly to
the success of opcrational plans.

Cuptain Pallaihodiyil Mohmed Hameed thus displayed
courage, Icadership and devotion to duty,

Captain Subash Chander Kalra was serving in the

Fastcrn Scclor attached with an Infantry Battalion dur-

December 1971, in u daylight attack across a river,
Captain Kalra who was a Forward Observation Officer,
kept moving forward for better obscrvation of the
objective, In doing this, he and a member of his party
were injured. After giving first 4id to the other pusualty,
he unmindful of his own injuries, continued to direct fire
of his guns forcing the enemy to withdraw and enabling
own Companies to capture the objective,

In this action, Captain Subash Chander Kalra displayed
courage and devolion to duty.

27. Caplain GHOGALE ARVIND VASUDEO

Captain Ghogale Arvind Vasudeo was fighting in the
Eastern Sector as a Forward Observation Officer with
an Infaniry Battalion. (n an encounter with the enemy,
there was hand-to-hand fight in which the Company
Commander, the Platoon Commander and the Platoon
Havildar were killed, Captain Vasudeo organised the
remaining platoon and courageously carried out defensive
fire tasks all around moving about in a fire-swept open
areu,

In this action, Captain Ghogale Arvind Vasudeo dis-
played courage, initiative and devotion to duty.

Captain Avtar Singh was serving in a Mountain Regi-
ment during the defensive operations in the Eastern
Sector, He was given the task of infilterating behind
enemy lines and causing maximum possible damage to the
enemy.

destroy an cnemy godown, artillery guns, railway

Craftsman/Vehicle Mechanic Lazer Nadar Thobias dis-
fended locality occupied by a company of a Battalion of
the Rajputana Rifles in Mendhar Sector was subjected to
an attack by the Pakistani forces and the enemy was
success{ul In overrunning a part of the defended locality.
The defences were immedintely rallied by the company
commander and Sepoy Ram Pal took position with his
LMG and brought down intense flre on the cnemy.
The enemy brought in two light machine guns and one
medium machine gun and directed the fire against him,
but he thrice changed his position and kept on delivering

o heavy volume of fire on the enemy and thus repulsed
the attack.

As the party
approached the position, a grenade was hurled at Sepoy
Samai Singh causing severe wound on his right thigh.
Undaunted, he rushed forward to the enemy bunker and
lobbed a grenade through the loop hole. As he moved
into the post two enemv soldiers rushed at him. He
stepped back, and then charged the attackers and bavo-
neted both of them, He killed 3 more enemy soldiers

during the raid although he was himself injured in the
process. L

In this action, Sepoy Samai Singh displayed exemplary
courage and devotion to duty.

116. 4153407 Scpoy JAGAT SINGH Kumaon Regi-
ment, (Posthumous)

The Pakistani forces, after their unsuccessful attack in
Chhamb Sector had left small parties to ambush our
troops. Sepoy Jagat Singh wag part of the force carrying
out combing operation. While carrying out the task he
was fired at by an encmy light machine gun and was
wounded. Despite his wounds, he assaulted the enemy
light machine gun post, lobbed grenades at it and killed

its occupants, Soon after, Sepoy Jagat Singh succumbed
to his wounds. :

Scpov Prabhudan Hembrom was forming a part of
the [orce, company strong, given the task to capture an
mmportant and well fortified position in Mymensingh in
the Eastern Secctor during the operations in  December
1971. After having successfully completed the task his
nlatoon was reorganizing on the objective when the enemy
made a hid to recapture the objective. Sepoy Prabhudan
Hembrom brought down effective fire on the advancing
enemy, in the process exposing himself. He was hit at

close range by a medium machine gun burst sus-
taining severe injuries. Undaunted, he crawled upto the
enemy medium machine gun and destroyed it by bursting
a grenade, Shortly after this action he succumbed to
his wound.

Shri Dhan Bahadur Subba, Commandant of a Battalion
of the Border Security Force, was given the task of ad-
vancing independently along the axis ATWARI—THA-
KURGAON without any artillery support for his two
companies during the operations in 1971. After the
capture of Birganj he was allotted the task _of advancing
again independently towards Biral. He carried out these

Shri Joginder Singh Sidhu was commanding a company
of a Battalion of Border Security Force when, on the
night of 12th/13th November 1971, his company was
subjected to heavy fire from. an enemy post at Khanpur,
He immeédiately formed up his company, though under
heavy enemy shelling, and charged on the enemy post.
Under his gallant leadership, his company engaged the
enemy in close fighting and succeeded in clearing thirteen
well built and dug in bunkers and in capturing the enemy
nost.

The attack was
launched at 1540 hours. On account of intense and
accurate enemy flre, two platoons of the attacking com-
pany were pinned down about 200 vards from the enemv.
At this juncture, Sub Inspector Gopal Singh, along with
his platoon, dashed forward and struck terror in the hearts
of the enemy. He came under the fire of enemy medium
mortar gun, but continued his advance undaunted. A
shower of bullets hit him as he was rushing forward and
he fell dead on the spot. His courageous dash had, how-
ever, already given momentum to the attack and the
enemy fled from the position which was over-run by his
company.

ber, 1971. Despite heavy enemy machine gun fire, he
led his men through heavily mined and barbed wire
obstacle area, towards the objective with determination
to capture the post, He was fired upon from all direc-
tions, but undaunted he charged the enemy and inflicted
heavy casvalties. In hand to hand fight, he personall_y
captured an enemy soldier. The charge made by his
company completely demoralised the enemy _who‘aban-
doned the picket leaving behind large quantities of arms
and ammunition, On the 10th December 1971, the
enemy made another attempt to recapture the post, There
was heavy enemy shelling and machine gun fire, Sub
Inspecor Igbal Singh, whose platoon was defending the
post, went from bunker to bunker, completely dlsyegard-
ing his own safety, to boost up the morale of his men
in order to repulse the enemy attack.

While engaging the
enemy in the last bunker, a bullet hit him on his right leg.

Constable Ram Singh was one of the riflemen of a
platoon of the Border Security Force which was allotted
the task of capturing the Raja Mohtam picket in Mamdot
area on the night of 6th/7th Decomber, 1971, Despite
heavy enemy shelling and machine gun fire, the platoon
moved to the farming place and launched the attack. In
this aftack, Constable Ram Singh received bullet injuries.
Despite his injuries, and in spite of heavy and accurate
enemy flre. Constable Ram Singh crawled through heavi-
ly mined and barbed wire obstacle area and charged on
the enemy. He inflicted several casualtigs and captured
an enemy machine gun, killing the enemy Sepoy man-
ning it. Later he succumbed to his injuries,

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In this action, Constable Ram Singh displayed courage,
détermination and devotion to duty,

125, JC 229 Naib Subedar ABDUL GANI BAXI,
Jammu & Kashmir Militia,

On the night of 8th/9th December, 1971, Naib Sube-
dar Abdul Gani Baxi was detailed with his platoon to raid
and destroy an enemy post in Kalal Sector in Jammu
and Kashmir. The enemy used to occupy this post at
night and harass our pickets with Light Machine Gun
and small arms fire. Naib Subedar Abdul Gani Baxl
with his platoon, stealthily approached the enemy posi-
tion and was detected bv the enemy only when he was
100 yards away. When the enemy opened fire, he
ordered his platoon to storm the post. He himself led
the charge firing from his sten-gun. The enemy was
completely unnerved and fled. The enemy post was
destroyed and, in addition, while returning to own de-
fended position, also set fire to three houses from which
the enemy used to snipe at our patrols Jduring day time.

Cons-
table David Varghese, instinctively appreciating the gra-
vity of the situation, ran to the scene of the fire ahead
of everv one and started putting off the rapidly spreading
fire v\p'fhour the least concern about his personal safetv.

REGULATIONS RELATING TQ THE PHYSICAL
EXAMINATION OF CANDIDATES

These regulations are published for the convenience of cun-
didates and io order (v enable them to ascertain the probabi-
lity of their coming up to the required physical standard. The
regulatioms arc also intended to provide guidelines 10 the
medical examiners and a candidate who does not satisfy the
Mminimum requirement prescribed in the regulations cannot
be declured fit by (he medieal exsminers. [However, while
holding th:t o candidale is not it nccording to the norms laid
down in these regulations, it would be the permissible for a
Medical Board to recommend to the Government of India for
rea-ons specifically recorded in wrilineg thut he may be admit-
ted to scrvice without disadvantage to Government,

2. Tt should. howtver, be clearly  understood  that  the
Government of India reserves to themselves aghsolute discre-
tion 1o reject or accept anv candidate after considering the
report of the Medical Board.

1 To be passcd as fit for appniniment a candidate must
be in good mental and bodily health and free from any
physical defect likcly to interfere with the efficient perform-
ance of thc duties of his appointment.

2. Tn the matter of the correlation of age, height and chest
girth of candidates of Indiun (including Anglo-Indian) race
it is left to the Medical Board to use whatever correlation
figurcs are considered most suitabl. as a puide in the exami-
nation of the candidates. If therz be any disproportion with
regard [0 hcight, weight and ches* girth, the candldate should
be hospitalised for investigation and X-rav of the chest taken
before the candidate is declated fit or not fit by the Board.

3. The candidates height will be measured as follows :—

He will remove his shoes and be placed against the standard
with his fcet topether and (he weight thrown on the heels
and not on the toes or other side of the feet.

(d) Tn every case of myopia, fundus examination should
b2 carried ont and the results recorded. Tn the event of
pathological condition being present which is likely to be
progressive and affect the efliciency of the candidate, he
should be declared unfit.

(e) Fleld of vislon—The field of vislon shall be tested by
the confrontation method. When such test gives unsatisfactory
or doubtful results the field of vislon should be determined
on the perimeter,

(f) Night Blindness—Broadly there are two types of night
blindness, (1).as a result of vit. A deficiency and (2) as a
result of Organic Disease of Retina—a common cause being
Retinitis pigmentosa, in (1) the fundus i3 normal, generally
seen in younger age-group ond ill-nourished persons and
improvea by large doses of Vit. A. in (2) the fundus is
often involved and mere fundus examination will reveal the
condition in majority of cases. The patient in this category
is an adult, and may not suffer from malnutrition, Persor_as
seeking employment for higher posts in the Government will
fall in this category. For both (1) and (2} dark adaptation
test will reveal the condition. For (2) specially when fundus
is not involved electro-Retinography is required to be done.
Both these tests (dark adaptation and retinography) are time-
consuming and required specialized set-up snd e?uipmcnt, and
thus are not possible s a routine test in a medical check-up,
Recause of {hese technical consideration it is for the Ministry/
Department to indicate if these tests for night blindness are
required to be done. This will depend upon the job require-
ment and nature of duties Lo be performed by the prospective
Government cmployee.

(g) Ocular condlilon other than visual aculty.—(1) Any
organic disease or a progressive refractive error which s
likely to result in lowering the visual acuity should be eon-
sidered a disqualification.

(i) Squint—For technical services where the presemce of
binocular vision is essential, squint, even if the visual acuity
in each eye is of the prescribed standard should be considered
a disqualifleation. For other services the presence of squint
should not be considered as a disqualification, if the visual
acuity is of the prescribed standard.

(iii) One eye—If a person has one eye or if he has one
eye which has normal vision and the other eye Is embylyopic
nr has subnormal vision. the usual cffect is that the person
lacks streoscopic vision for perception of depth. Such vision
s mot necessary for many civil posts. ‘The medical board
may recommend as fit such persons provided the normal
eye has
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(i) 676 distani vision and JI near vision with or with-
out glasses, provided the error in any meridian is
not more than 4 diopteres for distant vision,

(ii) has full field of vision,
(ili) normal colour vision whercver required.

Provided the board is salisfied that the candidate can per-
form all the functions for the particular job in question.

(h) Conruct Lenscs—During the medical examination of a
candidate, the usg of contact lenses is not to be allowed. It
i3 necessary that when conducting eye test, the illumination of
the type letters for distant vision should have an illumination
of 15 foot-candles.

7. Bloud Pressure.
The Bouard will use its discretion regarding Plood Pressuce.

A rough method of calenlating normal maximum systolic
pressure is as follows :—

(i) With young subjects 15-—25 years of age the aver-
age is about 100 plus the age.

(if) With subjects over 25 years of the age the general
:’ule of 110 plus half the age seems quite satisfac-
ory.

N.B—As a general rule any systolic pressure over 140 and
diastolic over 90 should bc tegarded as suspicious and the
candidate should be hospitalised by the Board before giving
their final opinion regarding the candidate’s fitness or other-
wise. The hospitalization report should indicate whether the
tise in blood pressure ja of a translent nature due to excite-
ment etc. or whether it is due to any organic disease. In all
such cases X-ray and electrocardiographic examination, of
heart and blood urea clearance fest should also be done as n
Toutine. The final decision as to the fitness or otherwise of a
candidate will, however, rest with the Medical Board only.

Method of taking Blood Pressure

The mercury manometer type of instrument should be used
a3 a rule. The measurement should not be taken within fifteen
minutes of any excrcise or excitement, Provided the patient,
and particulatly his arm is relaXed he may be sither lying
or sitting. The arm is sup}nortcd comfortably at the patlents
side in a more or less horizontal position. The arm should
be freed from clothes to the shoulder. The cuff completely
deflated should he applied with the middle of the rubber over
the inner side of the arm, and its lower edge an inch or two
above the bend of the elbow. The following turns of cloth
bandage should spread evenly over the bag to avoid bulging
during inflation.

The brachial artery is located by palpitation at the bend of
the elbow und the stethoscope is then applied lghtly and
centrally over it below, but not in contact with the cuff. The
cuff is inflated to nbout 200 mm. Hg. and then slowly deflated.
The level at which the column stands when soft successive
sounds are heard represents the Systolic Pressure. When more
ait is nllowed to cscape the sounds will be heard to increase
in intensity, The Tevel of the column at which the well-heard
clear sounds change to <oft muffled fading sounds represents
the diastolic pressure. The measurements should be taken in
a fairly bricF period of time as prolonged pressure of the
enff is irritating to the patient and will vitiate the readings.
Rechecking, if necessary, should be done only a few minutes
after compfcle deflation of the cuff. (Sometimes as the cuff
is deflated sounds are heard, at a certaln level : they may dis-
appear as pressure falls and reappear at a still lower level.
This ‘Silent Gap® may cause error in reading),

8. The urine (passed in the presence of the examiner)
should be axamincd and the result recorded. Whers a Medi-
cal BRoard finds sugar present in a candidate's urine by the
usual chemicnl tesis the Board will proceed with the exami-
natlon with all its other aspects and will also specially note
any signs or symptoms suggestive of diabetes. If, except for
the glycosurin the Poard finds the candidate conforms to the
gtandard of medical fitness required they may pass the can-
didate “fit subject fo the plycosuria being non-diabetic” and
the Board will refer the case to a specificd specialist in Medi-
cine who hog hospirtal and Iaboratory facilitles at his disposal.
The Medical Specinlist will carry out whatever examinations
clinical and Jaboratory be considers necensury  includings  a

stundard blood sugar tolerance test, and  will  submit  his
opinion to the Medical Board upun which the Medical Roard
will base its final opinion *“fit” or “unfit”. The candidate will
not be required to uppear in person before the Bourd on the
second occasion, To exclude the effects of medication it may
be necessary to retain a candidate for several days in hospital
under strict supervision.

9. A woman candidate who a3 a result of tests iy found to
be pregnant of 12 weeks slanding or over should be declared
temporarily unfit until the confincment is over. She should be
re-examined for a fitness cartificate six wecks after the date of
confinement subject to the p cduction of a medicul certificate
of {itness from u rvegistercd medical practitioner.

10. The following additional points should be observed :—
