in the Gazette of India dated 22-6-1974,

(1) Rule 4 of the Rules should read as under :—
“4. Any permenent or regularly appointed tempo-

rary officer of the Assistants’ Grade of the Central
Secretariat Service or of Grade II of the Central

Secretariat Stenographers’ Service, who on 1st January,
1975 satisfies the following conditions shall be eligible
to appear at the examination :—

(1) Length of Service—He should have rendered not
less than five years approved and continuous service in
the Assistants’ Grade in the Central Secreturiat Service
or in Grade 1I of the Central Secretariat Stenographers’
Service or in both, as the case may be.

NoTE.—Any permanent or regularly appointed tem-
Egrary officer of the Assistants’ Grade of the Central
secretariat Service or of Grade II of the Central Secre-
tariat Stemographers” Service who joineg the Armed
Forces during the period of operation of the proclama-
tion of the Emergency issued on 26th October, 1962,
namey 26th October, 1962 to 9th January, 1968, would
on reversion from the Armed Forces, be allowed to
count the period of his service (including the period of
training, if any) in the Armed Forces towards the pres-
cribed minimum Service,

2) Age—(a) He should not be more than 45 years
of age, i.e., he must mot have been born earlier than 1st
January, 1930.

. (b) The age limit prescribed above will be relaxable
in the case of a permanent or regulatly appointed tem-
poraty officer of the Assistants’ Grade of the Central
Secretariat Service or of Grade II of the Central Secre-
tariat Stenographers’ Service who joined the Armed
Forces during the period of operation of the proclama-
tion of Emergency issued on 26th October, 1962, namely
