2. Tt has also been decided that the Chief Producer, Films
Division will be free to draw a panel of six npon-official
members out of twelve as aforesaid with a view to conduct-
ing the proceedings of the Commitice.

4. The Committee will examine all proposals received
from time to time by the Films Division for purchase of
documentary films from independent producers and other
agencies or offers of donation of documentary films from
independent producers. The Commitlee will consider all
such proposals on the basis of quality, suitability for general
publicity release and such other relevant criteria and advise
whether the films In question should be acquired by the Films
Division oy not. The Committee may also consider matters
of peneral nature concerning purchase of documentary- fllms
and tender its advice to the Films Division.

5. The recommendations of the Committee shall be in
accordance with the view of the majority subject to the
condition thal at least one of the oflicial members is also
of the majorily view. The recommendations of the Com-
mittee will normally be accepted by the Films Division. If
the Chief Producer, Films Division disagrecs with the re-
commendations of the Commitiee he may make a reference
to the Ministry of Information & Broadcasting for a final
decision. The Committee will meet as and wﬁcn necessary.

Sccretarial assistance to the Commitiee will be provided by
the Films Division.
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6. (a) The official members bf the Committee will conti-
nie to be the members of the Committce by
virtue of the office held by them. The normal
tenure of non-official members will be two years or
untl repliced by the Government during or after
the normal tcnure. -

(b) In the absence of non-official members for any
reason, the proposals will be considered und re-
commendations made by the official members of
the Committee,

(c) The non-official, members will function in an
honorary capacity but will be cligible to travelling
allowance and other allowances admissible under
the Rules. The grant of TA and DA to the non-
official members will be rcgulated in accordance
with the provision of S.R. 190 and orders issued
thereunder by the Govermment of Indin from time
to time. The official members of the Commitice
