No, 20-Pres/92—The President is pleased to approve the
award of 'Kirti Chakra' to the undei mentioned persons for
acts of conspicuous gallantry :—

1. JC-169170 Subedar Nopa Ram, Jat (Posthumous)
Regiment

(Effective date of the award : 12th February, 1991)

On the 12th Februaiy, 1991 a Quick Reaction Team of 18
JAT of which Sub Nop.i Ram was a member, was patrolling
along Mari Megha drain near village Mallian of Amritsar
District. They spotted a man suspiciously moving away from
a farm house. The fenm commander quickly made a plan
for intercepting the suspect. The tenm split into three groups,
two groups each led by an officer, moved to the flanks to

cordon the suspect and the third group led by Subedar Nopa
Ram was directed to chase and capture him. The area was
interspersed with sugar cane fields, eucalyptus trees and
undergrowth due to cultivation. The suspect, on seeing Army
Jawans, started running away. Subedar Nopa Ram who had
by now organised his group, commenced the chase. While
being pursued the terrorist had been firing with his AK-47
assault rifle taking advantage of the cover provided by crops
and trees. Subedar Nopa Ram kept on chasing tho terrorist
without giving him any respite. He himself being a fast
runner caught up with the terrorist and came as close as 10
metres. He opened fire on the extremist and wounded him,
The terrorist also returned the fire which hit the Junior Com-
missioned Officer. At this stage, Subedar Nopa Kam found
his magazine, he lunged on the terrorist and ciiuHit hold of the
barrel of AK-47 rifle. Though seriously wounded, he exhi-
bited tremendous courage and bravery and grappled with lha
terrorist who as trying to break away. Hand to hand fight
ensued. With total disregard to his profusely bleeding wounds,
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he continued to grapple with the terrorist and managed to
overpower him. He did not allow the terrorist to escape for
a long time. Meanwhile Lance Havildar Radha Karan reached
there and shot the terrorist dead. The terrorist was identi-
fied as Swaran Singh Sona, a self styled Area Commander of
Khalistan Commando Force. One AK-47 rifle, large quantity
of ammunition and cocuments including letters from Chief
of Khalistan Commando Force were recovered. However,
the gallant Junior Commissioned Officer succumbed to his
Injuries.

Subedar Nopa Ram, thus, displayed conspicuous bravery
in his fight apainst the terrorist and made the supreme sacri-
fice in the highest tradition of the Army.

2. JC-73334 Naib Subedar Padam Bahadur Chhetri,
Assam Rifles.

(Effective date of the award : 5th May, 1991)

On the 5th May, 1991 Naib Subedar Padam Bahadur
Chhetri alongwith 15 other Ranks going to occupy DUDHT
Post in snow bound area in a high altitude had a fierce en-
counter with a large column of anti-national elements. Hav-
ing come to know of the inadequate number of Other Ranks
in the column, the anti-national elements tried to encircle
them but Naib Subedar Padam Bahadur Chhetri made their
attempt unsuccessful. He deployed his troops to engage them
effectively nnd blocked their routes of escape. During the
encounter, his column suffered three casualties which fuither
reduced the strength of his party to 12 but he did not lo>.e
courage and he.-kept on fightins the anti-national elements
for almost flve and half hours. In this action, he alone killed
nine anti-national elements while his column killed 29
others.

Naib Subedar Padam Bahadur Chhetri thus, displayed
conspicuous gallantry, remarkable leadership and undaunted
courage in the face of anti-national elements.

3. Flight Lieutenant Mysore Krishnaswamy Rama Prasad
(18440) Aearonautical Engineering (Mechanical)

(Effective dnte of the award : 17th July, 1991)

On the 15th July, 1991, the fiuhter Squadron of Flight
Lieutenant Mysore Krishnaswamy Rama Prasad moved to 41
Wing A'r Force for Live Armament Practice. On the 17th
July, 1991, a MIG-27 ML air-craft No, TS539 armed with
one 250 Kc bomb on the near fuselaee station, and 100 rds
of 30mm Front Gun ammunition h^d lined up on the run-
way for a pair take-off. As the throttle wns opened, the
pilot in the other afr-craft noticed sparks and fire cmamtinc
from the rear of air-craft TS 539, The pilot of air-craft TS
539 was informed about the fire and asked to vacate his air-
craft immediately, The rear of the air-craft was enpulfed
in flre by the time the crash tender arrived.

While the efforts to extinguish fire were uoina on, there was
a grave danger of the 250 KB bomb exploding at any instant.
Fit Lt. Frasid jumped and pulled himself un to the cockpit
and put the battery master and all armament switches oft.
He slipped while iumnin" down due to frvim /water on the
runway and injured his Ice Without bothering about the
iniurv. he pioceedcd to open the pincl thai housed the fuel
shut off cock. The fuel shut off cock was required to be closed '
to prevent further spread of fire This pincl was red hot
as there was fin- in its proximitv at the time. He persevered
and succeeded in openina the panel and closed the fuel shut
off cock manually. Fully aware of the ernve danger of the
bomb exploding at anv moment due to intense heat, Fit. Lt
Prasad now moved to the 250 Kc bomb to remove its fuse
and make it safe. The clectricil relense unit cirtridae could
have operated due to intense heat, t-herebv cuisine the bomb
to reieise and possibly explode Fir, 1*. Prisad, therefore,
removed the electrical release unit cartridge, thereby eliminat-
int; the danqrr of accidental release of the bomb. He then
removed the electrical connection to mike the 30 mm pun
safe. The timely ac'ion taken bv Fit. Lt. Pra-mil picvenled
further damage to a costly air-craft and possible loss of
several human lives.

Ht. Lt. Mysore Kiishnaswamy Rama Prasad, thus displayed
conspisuous courage and exemplary presence of mind in tackl-
ing a potentially dangerous situation.

4. 3984772—Sepoy Swaran Singh, (Posthumous)
18 Dogra

(Effective date of award : 8th August, 1991).

While cordoning and carrying out a search of the village
Wolyas Kaonar and Zafarkhani by 18 Dogra on the 8th
August, 1991, Sepoy Swaran Singh observed some suspicious
movement in a clump of trees approximately 50 metres away.
He informed his platoon commander, Second Lieutenant BJS
Sandhu who alongwith six more jawans ruhscd to location
with a view to engaging and apprehending the suspects. While
they were advancing towards the place, they met with heavy
volume of fiic including that of Universal Machine Gun.
Immediately, the fire was returned and the are.i coidoned off.
On hearing the sound of fire, Captain Sandcep Shankla, who
was carrying on the search of Zafarkhani village rushed to
the location with his Quick Research Team. By the time
he reached the location, Second Lieutenant Sandhu and Sepoy
Swaran Singh were engaging the anti-national elements from
the eastern direction, while other persons were deployed on
the northern side of the ridge. On ai rival. Captain Sandeep
Shankh also deployed his Quick Reaction Team in the South
eastern diicction and he himself with his opeiator moved
forward with Second Lieutenant Sandhu. Sepoy Swaran
Singh was in the lead providing protection to Captain Sandeep
Shankla and Second Lieutenant Sandhu. They crawled to
a place as close as 10 yards to the location of fire and staited
engaaing the anti-national elements. Sepoy Swaran Singh,
displaying rare courage and chivalary, moved behind a
tree which was a close as 5—7 yards of the location and
fired at the anti-national elements, who numbcied 15 and
were hiding in that area. Sepoy Swaran Singh with his flre
killed one of them instantaneously. However, the young
soldier wns hit by u burst of Universal Machine Gun on his
chest. But this brave soldier continued to flre fill he became
unconscious due to excessive bleeding and later died. Had it
not been for him, two officers and other jawans following
him would have lost their lives.

Sepoy Swaran Singh, thus, displayed conspicuous bravery,
valour and spirit of self sacrifice in the face of anti-national
elements.

5. Major Mohinder Singh Pathania (IC-34879) Punjab
Regiment

(Effective date of the award : 23rd Augst, 1991)

On the 23rd August, 1991 Major Mohinder Singh
Pathania, a Company Commander of 19 PUNJAB was
assigned the task of clearing the inti-national elements from
Munir Hut. in Kirni area of Poonch Sector. He personally
led the advance and was the first to charge into the hut.
Taken by surprise, the anti-national elements fled away from
rear side of the hut. Though wounded in the forehead,
Major Pathania refused to be evacuated.

While citearing another position of the anti-national ele-
ments called Jalani Hut a patrol party consisting of 1 officer
and 15 other Ranks was pinned down due to artillery shell-
ing and automatic fire by the anti-national elements. Major
Mohinder Sinch Pathania rose to tho occasion and led a
parly of 15 Other Ranks to link up with this patrol. This
gallant Field Officer now led tho attack on the Jalani Hut.
After a fierce hand to hand fight. Major Mohinder Singh
Pathania was able to capture tho hut. The anti-national
elements formed up for counter attack on the Jalani Hut
but this brave ofricci moved from one trench to another
inspiring his troops and setting a personal example of
bravery. The enemy made another attempt to regain the
lost hut but highly motivated men under command of this
brave Company Commander repulsed the aggression.
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Major Mohinder Singh Pathania, thus, displayed conspi-
cuous bravery, tremendous courage, grit and determination
throughout tpe operation.

6. 2875^37 Naik Hari Singh, 4 Rajputana Rifles.
(Posthumous)

(Effete date of the award . 29th August, 1991)

On the 29 h August, 1991 Naik Hari Singh was a membei
of the patro of 4 RAJ RIF which was operating on the
line of cont -ol with Pakistan in Gulham Dhori area of
Kupwara District in Jammu and Kashmir. He spotted a
group of tei rorists at a Distance of 30 yards, warned his
patrol and i I a daring act charged towards the terrorists
with lighteni ig speed. In this process, he received gun shot
injuries in his abdomen. Undeterred, he shot dead one
terrorist witt his rifle fire and continued his charge. He got
injured a second time with a terrorist's bullet but this
courageous ^on-Commissioned Officer continued his fight
and killed oi e more terrorist. In this process, a bullet passed
through his neck and he died on the spot. The fury and
speed with vhich he acted, terrified the terrorists so much
that they r; n away leaving behind 28 AK-56 rifles, one
automatic michine gun, two Rocket Launcheis and over five
thousand rounds of ammunition.

Naik Hari Singh, thus, displayed ccns>picuous bravery,
valour and spirit of self sacrifice in his fight against the
terrorists.

7. Cololiel Indeijit Singh (IC-22575), VSM, Infantry

(Effefctive date of the award : 24th September, 1991)

On the night of the 23rd 24th September, 1991 Colonel
Inderjit Singh, Commanding Officer, 7 Assam Rifles was
leading a C ilumn to check infiltration of Pakistan trained
anti-national elements in Kupwara Sector. At approx 0100
hours on th« 24th Septembei, 1991 he got information about
a garg infiltiafing acioss the line of control. Colonel Inderjit
Singh immediately organised an ambush along the route of
infiltration. The ambush was planned and commended by
the Commaiding Officer. As the infiltrators moved into the
ambush site, the noose was tightened. They were warned
(0 surrender But the infiltrators opened heavy fire aad
grenades we e thrown at him. The officer acted with
courage and determination and directed accurate fire on the
infilUators a id killed 21 of them. One was wounded and
captured. 1 hus., almost the entire group of 22 was annihi-
linted witho. it a single casualty lp the Indian troops. Al-
together 20 AK-56 rifles, 1 rocket launcher, one pistol, over
3000 lounds of assorted ammunition and a large quantity/
of important] documents were captured in this highly success-
ful ambush.

Colonel Ihderjit Singh. VSM, thus, displayed conspicuous
courage, higp quality of leadership, planning capability and
foresight in organising a successful operation against the
infiltrators.

8. Shri Pandillapalli Srinivas,, 1FS, East Godawari,
AndHra Pradesh. (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award • 10th November, 1991)

Shri P. Stinivas, an IFS officer of the Karnataka cadre
was a mem »er of the Special Task Force created by the
Karnataka C overnment for tracking down Veerappan and his
gang of tin ber smugglers operating in the forests of
Karnataka, Tamil Nadu and Kerala. He had undertaken
several prog'ammes for the benefit of the tribal community
residincr in (he forests and created an environment in which
Veerappan tad found it difficult to operate. Shri Srinivas
had, therefore, become a target for the Veerappan gang.

Shri Srimpas was praying at a temple when Veerappan's
brother Arji n approached him and confided that Veerappan
wanted to s irrender. Shri Arjun also stated that Veerappan's
condition fo the surrender was that no police officer should
be present. Acting on this information, Shri Srinivas pro-
ceeded to t le rendezvous indicated. He was accompanied
by 4 men, one of whom was smuggler turned informei.
Shri Sriniva was unarmed. As -oon as he with his party,
reached the rendezvous at about 5 a.m. on the 10th Novem-
ber, 1991,' Veerappan ordered his lieutenant, Kollandi to
shoot Shri Srinivas who fell in a hall of bullets. The body

of the J 7 year old Forest Officer was found half-burnt with
the head missing, when a search unit came across it in the
morning.

Shri P. Srinivas, thus, set a supreme example of courage
and dedication to duty at the cost of his own life.

No. 21-Pres/92.—The President is pleased to approve the
award of "SHAURYA CHAKRA' to the undermentioned
persons for acts of gallantry :—

1. Shri Hazara Singh, Kapurthala, Punjab (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 27th July, 1992)

Oa the 27th July, 1990, at about 11.30 hours, Shri Hazara
Singh, the gunman of Punjab & iindh Bank at branch office
Dayalpur, Distt. Jaiandhar, opened the grill gate to let in a
batch of 8-10 customers. A robber under the guise of a
customer confronted him and tried to snatch his gun with
the intention of looting the cash held by the branch. The
gunman holding the gun tightly with his shoulder and arm,
grappled with the robber with the other hand and shouted
for help to apprehend him. Engaged by the resistance of
the gunman, the second robber who had already sneaked
inside the branch with the previous batch of customers and
was at that time standing behind the, customers in front of
the counter whipped out his pistol and fired indiscriminately
at the gunman. On hearing the gunshots, the bank staff
as well as the customers ran helter and skelter for a safe
place and lay down on the floor. Shri Hazara Singh,
inspite of being injured, continued holding on to the robber
and resisted snatching of his "gun. In the meantime, the
said robber managed to take out his pistol and in desperation
shot several rounds at Shri Hazara Singh at point blank
ran£e and killed him there. Consequent to this commotion,
the robbers failed to loot any cash or bank gun and fled on
their motor cycle parked outside the branch.

Shri Hazara Singh, even < at the coht of his life, showed
the highest sense of devotion to du'y, alertness of mind and
exemplary courage in foiling the robbeiy attempt and pro-
tecting the lives of other bank staff and customers.

2. 13735991 Havildar Man Bahadur Guiung, Jammu &
Kashmir Rifles. (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 28th July, 1990)

O.i the 28th Juh 1990, Havildar Man Bahadur Gurung
of 19 Jammu & Kashmir Rifles was travelling by 5815 UP-
Guwahati-Varanasi Express on termination of his annual
Veave to rejoin his unit located m field in connection with
'Operation Rakshak'. A gang of aimed robbers stopped the
train and entered tne militarj coach between Dhamharghat
and Kaparia Railway Stations. Havildar Man Bahadur
Gurung accompanied by fellow soldicis put up a stiff resis-
tance. When the icbbers resorted So violence, Havildar
Gurung unmindful of his own safety, led a gallant attack on
the armed dacoits with only Khukri in hand. He was ably
assisted by Rifleman, Gokul Kumar Girung of 6/5 Gorkha
Rifles and Lance Naik Prem Bahadur of 2 9 Gorkha Rifles.
The dacoits in the scuffle shot thenji dead at point blank
range. It was, however, later revealed that one robber had
been killed and numerous others injured by his brave and
fearless action resulting in the robbers fleeing without caus-
ing any further damage to life and property.

Havildar Man Bahadur Gurung showed conspicuous
courage, exemplary civic sense and njade the supreme sacri-
fice of his life in the finest tradition of the Army.

3. 5843,801 Rifleman Dhan Bahadur Chhetri, 2 /9
Gorkha Rifles.

(Effective date of the award :j 28th July, 1990).

On the 28th July. 1990, the GL Express coming from
Guwahati to Varanasi was. intercepted and stopped by
dacoits between Dhamarghat and Koparia in Bihar. Soon
they started looting each bogey systematically. Rifleman
Dhan Bahadur Chhetri and some other Jawans were travel-
ling in this train to join their Units. Rifleman Dhan Bahadur
Chhetri and five olher Jawans who were travelling in the
same compartment closed the doors of the compartment and
told the civilians not to be afraid &Bd to lie down on the

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floor of the compartment as they would- be safe if the
dacoits resorted 10 filing. The Jawans quickly made a plan
to tignt tne dacoita. Accordingly, some ot them who had
KhuKnes kept them ready for use.

As anticipated, the dacoils came to where the Jawans were
waiting. Iney banged at the door and threatened the
passengers ot dire consequences. Being impatient they
DioK.e tne giasj pane and pusned the barrel of their
weapeni msiae. AL this juncture the passengers out of fear
opened tiie door. Once tney entered the compartment they
carted poking up me baggages ot the passengers. Some
ot the Odcoito lorced the tir&t three jawans. They en-
couiueieu near me uoor to part with their cash valuables,
lnese Jawans resisted but the trigger happy dacoits shot
them at point blank range and killed tiiem instantaneously.
Rifleman Unan Banadur who was all aiong waiting lor the
kJl, tnough suipriaed at the sujuenness oi tne aacons snoung,
could noi bear to see his comrades murdered in cold blood,
lie, wnnout an iota oJ: caie lor ms personal lite, lunged at
the armed dacoits with his Khukri and the battle cry of bis
Regiment "Ayo Gorkhali" on his lips. The swiftness of the
assault b) a well trained and uigniy mo lvaied Jaw an oi tne
Army took the dacoits totally off guard and they tried to
oeai a hasty retreat. He tnrew his Khukri at the fleeing
dacoits and injured one of mem, who however, managed to
escape, rie picked up his Khukri and lan after the dacoits
at tne perii oi ms own life and managed to hit another
dacoit. By this time Rifleman Man Bahadur Chhetri and
Kuieman Kam Bahadur luapa joined tne attack and ensured
that the dacoits fled in their boats. Thus, these three brave
Jawans saved the entire train.

Rifleman Dhan Bahadur Chhetri displayed exemplary
courage in foiling attempted robbery of tram passengers at
grave risk to his own lile.

4. 2872410 Havildar Jagdish Prasad, Rajputana Rifles.
(Effective date of the award • 14th August, 1990)

On the 14th August, 1990 Havildar Jagdish Prasad of 9
Madhya Pradesh Baiallion, National Cadet Corps lndore
was returning to the Unit Lines on his bicycle after impart-
ing routine training to the cadets of PMB Gujarat Science
College, lndore. At about 11.15 houis when he was near
Central Bank ol India, Sauyogitaganj Branch, Indore, he
heared cries for help from a woman and a man injured by
some miscreants. l~ie also saw two young men running
away in the direction indicated by the victims. Havildar
Jagdish Prasad immediately rushed through a short cut and
started chasing the culprits and finally closed on to them.
As he approached the two culprits, he noticed that both of
them were youngmen in late twenties and were armed with
knives which had fresh, stains of blond. Havildar Prasad
also noticed that one of them was holding a bag containing
cash snached from the victims. Without caring for his
personal safety, Havildar Prasad leapt on the two culprits
and a prolonged and desperate scuifle ensured. He fought
single ijandedty with liie two armed men, one of whom
attacked him with the knife. In the process, one of the
two desperadoes managed to run away while the other was
overpowered by Havildar Prasad who aiso managed to get
hold of the bag containing Rs. 30,000/-. The apprehended
culprit along with the said bag was later handed over to the
local police authorities.

Havildar Jagdish Prasad, thus, displayed conspicuous
gallantry and exemplary civic sense in capturing a robber.

5. Shri Sudarshan Kumar, Amritsar (Punjab)
(Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 24th August, 1990)

On the 24th August, 1990, when Shii Sudershan Kumar
came to his rice mill, two terrorists armed with AK-47 Rifles
pushed him inside the main gate. While all other persons
standing there took to their heels at the sight of the terrorists,
he tried to plead with them. But finding that they were bent
upon shooting him down, he pounced upon one of them and
managed to hold him fast and used him as a shield against
the attack of the other teirorist. With commendable pre-
sence of mind, Shri Sudarshan Kumar emptied the magazine
pressing the trigger with his own fingeis. All shots fired by
the other terrorist hit his own companion who died al the
spot and Shri Sudershan Kumar remained safe till two other

terrorists who were waiting outside, jumped across the
boundary wall responding to the call of help from their com-
panion. Unarmed, Shri Sudershan Kumar gallantly faced the
three terrorists firing from different sides till he succumbed to
a close shot on his head.

Shri Sudershan Kumar, thus, exhibited conspicuous valour
and exemplary courage and made the supreme sacrifice of
Tits life while righting the terrorists.

6. 8030794 Pioneer (GDj Jugraj Singh Meena
(Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 4th September 1990)

Jugraj Singh Meena of 1563 Pioneer Company (Army)
was attached to 56 Road Construction Company, Project
Beacon of Border Roads Organisation for duty as armed
escort/guard.

. On the 4th September, 1990, he was detailed to escort
Assistant Engineer (Civil) M Balakrishna Kurup, platoon
Commander of 369 Road Maintenance Platoon Care 56 Road
Construction Company who was proceeding for inspection of
•work; on Woyil Byepass via Manasbal in a Jonga Driven by
Pioneer Rajendran of 1582 Pioneer Company. Their vehicle
was ambushed by the militants near Manasbal Lake, Srinagar.
Pioneer Jugraj Singh Meena jumped out of the vehicle as
soon as it stopped, took position and started engaging the
militants single nandedly, although, he was out numbered in
strength. Pioneer Jugraj Singh Meena maintained his position
with complete disregard to his personal safety and continued
firing on tlie militants till he sustained a number of bullet
injuries and breathed his last on the spot alongwith his officer
and driver.

Thus, Pioneer Jugraj Singh Meena displayed exemplary
courage and resolute determination to fight the militants with-
out caring for his own life and safety while performing his
duty.

7. Shri Jaman Singh Rawat, Dehradun (U.P.)
(Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 15th September 1990)

On the 15th September, 1990 at 11.00 A.M. three persons
armed with pistols and AK-47 assault rifles came to Dehradun-
Hardwar Road branch of the State Bank of Patiala. One of
them enteied the bank and proceeded towards the cabin of
the Branch Manager with the object of looting the Bank's
cash. Shri Jaman Sin.!?h Rawat, Armed-guard, who was on
duty, sensing trouble, challenged the intruder. At this, the
intruder fired 2 pistol shots at him. In retaliation, Shri
Rawat, though badly injured, also fired back from his service
gun and injured the intruder. On seeing the dacoity did
being foiled, the other two armed jobbers started firing indis-
criminately from their AK-47 assault rifles. In the process,
Shri Rawat and three persons from public who were inside
the bank were killed on the spot and eleven other injured.

Shri Jaman Singh Rawat exhibited exemplary courage, high
presence of misd and devotion to his duty in foiling the
attempted robbery at the cost of his own life.

8. 13748993 Rifleman Dalip Singh, Jammu & Kashmir
Rifles. (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 19th October, 1990)

On the 19th October, 1990 Rifleman Dalip Singh was
going to his village Phool Piara, Tehsil Pathankot, District
Gurdaspur (Punjab). Unwittingly, he alongwith a few other
villagers got into an ambush laid by four terrorists armed to
the teeth with automatic weapons on the outskirts of village
Pbooi Piara. Rifleman Dalip Singh with his quick reflexes,
indomitable spirit and skill rushed to break the ambush with-
out having any arms. He succeeded in catching one terrorist
and made an attempt to snatch his weapon and kill the
terrorist*. This sudden retaliation unnerved the terrorists
:>nd helped the trapped villagers to escape from the ambush
site. R'fLman Dalip Singh was shot many times by the
ten-ousts but he kept on fightm? with them all alone till he
collapsed and died on the spot. He displayed an act of
great courage in true tradition of the Indian Army.
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Rifleman Dallp Singh thus showed exemplary courage and
saved many innocent lives at the cost of his own life.

Organisation

Capt Kishore Geer Bava, Offlcer-ln-charge of 333 Surfacing
Platoon Care 53 Road Construction Company, Project
BEACON of Border Roads Organisation, was entrusted with
the work of maintenance. Improvement and strengthening of
strategically Important National Highway 1A Srinagar-Bara-
mnlla-Uri Rond, durinc April to November, 1990.

Tn this sensitive area where militants are highly active, il
was difficult to motivate and put his men and machinery on
the road without problems. The magnitude of the problems
was further accentuated as the militants started attaching BRO
personnel at their camp work sites and during moves In
vehicles/convoys. Residual morale of BRO personnel was
shattered after the Organisation lost a few precious lives at
the hands of the militants in the area. Under these circums-
tances and realising the significance of his mission, Capt
K. G. Bava meticulously planned, reorganised and mobilised
his resources skillfully amidst heavy odds in trying conditions
unmindful of his own safety and comfort. Ho always
remained with his men. despite the fact that he escaped a few
attacks on his life by the militants. With undaunted courage
and dogged determination, he marched ahead with the task
of strengthening ihe pavement, erecting permanent work
infrastructure and maintenance of road effectively and effi-
ciently for smooth flow of troops and traffic.

In July 1990, Capt KG Bava was entrusted with the addi-
tional task of construction of Aviation Base Sharlfabad, a task
of operational significance which was to be completed by
November, 1990. He took up the challenge, organised his
men and material and proceeded with professional cornpc-
tence and doitged determination to execute the task on schedule
despite hostile environment in which he and his men weie
deployed without any security cover

On the 20th October, 1990 Cap* KO Bavn was caught
in a dreaded ambush on Jammu-Kashmir Byepass in the
evening while he was returning with the spare parts for his
Marshall Plant. The occupants of the vehicles of the con-
vuv were panic stricken. Even rafter witnessing fierce
bullets hitting his vehicle, Capt KG Bava remained calm
and without loss of time he managed to disengage his
convoy skilfully. Inspired by hi* persona? example, reso-
lute courage, dogged determination and devotion to duty
his subordinates got motivated to work courageously against
heaw odds and accomplished the operational task within
n record time.

Capt. Kishore Geer Bava, thus, displayed outstanding
and meritorious capabilities of man management, technical
skill, professional competence and preat valour.

10. O-16443-F Pioneer Behra Ram (Posthumous)
Border Road Organisation

fEffective date of the award : 10th December
1990)

Pioneer Behra Ram of 1611 Pioneer Company was
attached with 118 Road Construction Company of Protect
Himank of Border Roads Organisation and was deployed
on road Leh-Chalunka for snow clearance operation.

The road Lch-Chalunka is of tactical and strategic impor-
tance and is also the lifeline of the trows deployed on the
northern side of Khardungla pass in the Siachen Glacier.
This is the highest motorable road in the world with an
altitude ranging from 14000 ft. to 18380 ift. and during
winter the temperature going down to 30«C In this area.
Henvev blizzards, snow slidefl and avalanches are almost a
daflv occurence. Under <iuch adverse conditions Pioneer
Behra Rim was detailed as helper to guide the dozar opera-
tor during snow clearance operation from the 15th Novem-
ber. 1990.

During the night of the 9th/ 10th December, 1990 this
area experienced heavy snow fall accumulating approxi-
mately 5 metres of the load. Poineer Behra Ram alonK-
with Poineer Rajendra Ram was ordered to help operator
Excavating Machinery Thangaraian to clear the snow as
nn army convoy carrying essential operational storels was
required to pass through to the northern side of Khar-
dunfila Pass. The team - commenced their work at 06.00
hours when it was still dark unmindful of the risk to their
own life. The task was very dangerous due to poor visi-
bility and possibility of imminent rnow avalanche. While
they were assisting the dozer ooerator around 09.00 hours
there was a snow slide and Pioneer Raiendra Ram was
partially buried in the snow. Poineer Behra Ram helped
nnd extricated Pioneer Raiendta Ram from the snow.
There were chances of another snow slide but the team conti-
nued to carry out the snow clearance with full knowledge
of the risk involved. After about five minutes,
another snow slide occurred nnd Pioneer Rajendra
Ram was again burled in the snow uplo his chest Pioneer
Bclirn Ram who had by then reached the bridge, bnn
back to rescue Pioneer Raiendra Ram but before he could
iearh him, theic occurred in nvnlanche of high intensity
and both men were swept away by the snow avalanche
into the vallcv and h.ivinf been hit by boulder ,md buried
in the snow, died.

Pioneer Bchra Ram, thus, displayed dedication to duty
and bravery of an exceptional order making the supreme
secrifice in action beyond the call of his dutv.

11. Capt. Harendra Singh fIC-474 54),
0 Gorkha Rifles

(Effective date of the award : 14th January,
1991)

Capt. Harendra Singh was returning to the unit Lines after
apprehending a hardcore United Liberation Front of Assam
militant on the 14th January, 1991. On his way, he saw
three persons riding a Yamaha Motorcycle coming with
prcat speed from the opposite direction. These motor-
cyclists were signalled to stop by the leading car. Instead
of reducing the speed, they accelerated and managed to
pass by the leading car. Capt. Harendra Singh travelline
in the following car watched this scene. He immediately
flung open the door of his car in order to apprehend the
fleeing motorcyclists. Once these motorcydists reached
near his car, he spotted a weapon slung on the shoulder
and hidden under the coat of one of the pill'on riders. The
officer with utter disregard to his personal safety. Jumped
on the fleeing motorcyclists and caught one of the pillion
riders with M 22 Assault Rifle. Due to this swift action,
the motorcyclists lost control and tropoied. One of the
militants immediately got behind his car and started firing with
the pistol. This militant even ordered the militant Strugs
gling with Cant Harendra Singh to throw hand grenade.
Meanwhile, his troops immediately returned the fire,
injuring one of the militant. The third militant fled to the
nearbv dense iUngle. The militant stn.ggiing with Capt
Harendra Singh had HE 36 primed hand grenade in his.
right hand and loaded M. 11 \slsaiilt Rifle in his left hand.
This militant kept on hittinc Cat>t, Hnrendra Singh with
the muzzle of the Assault Rifle in order to free himself
to enable him to throw hand grenade and use the deadly
weapon but Capt. Harendra Sintfi. though injured, pinned
him down. This militant was subsequently overpowered
with the help of other members of his rmrtv. In this action,
one M 22 Assault Rifle and one HE 36 primed hand
grenade were recovered from the militant.

Capt. Harendra Singh thus, displayed courage, deteirmlna-
tion, initiative and leadership qualities of exceptionally high
order in the fact of the militants.

12. Second Lieutenant Priyadarshi Chowdhuiy
(IC-49481), 11 Sikh.

(Effective date of the award : 19th lanuary 1991)

Second lieutenant Privadarshi Chowdhury wai an Intel-
ligence and surveillance Officer of l l Sikh located in Punjab
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in the nrea of Operation "RAKSHAK". On the 19th
January 1991 at about 16,00 hours, his Unit was ordered
to cairy out coidon and search operation In the vicinity of
village Nlhalke HI Ferozcpoie district where a gang of nine
terrorists aimed with deadly weapons like AK.-47 rifles,
self loading rifles and rocket launchers had stationed them-
selves. Of these, four terrorists were hiding themselves in
a forcibly occupied farm house while the remaining five-
were in the eucalyptus giove. Coy 'A' was deployed on the
South and 'B' Company on the west side of the farm house
from where the terrorists were firing efftctively. Second
Lieutenant Priyadarshi Chowdhurv on reaching 'A' Com-
pany locality discovered that one of the Border Security
Force Jawan was being effectively engaged by the terrorists.
The young officer moved under hostile fire and successfully
extricated the Border Security Force Jawan to safety.
Thereafter, the young officer moved to; No. 6 Platoon of 'B'
Company which was asked to clear the farm house, On
finding that the Rocket Launcher No. 1 could hit only one
rocket out of (he two fired, Second Lieutenant Priyadarshi
Chowdhury took over ns Rocket T^aunchpr No. 1 nnd moved
close to the f\nm house and hit it with 84 mm Rockets
HUCCCI sfully for three times scaring cent percent hits. By
now the visibility was diminishing. Second Lieutenant
Priyailimhi Chowdhurv picked men of No, 6 Platoon,
moved closer to the farm house and lobbed hand grenades
after climbing the loot top . Then with lightening speed
and with utter disregard to his personal safety the officer
jumped fiom the roof and kicked open a door of a room
from where two terroiists weie firing from a fortified position.
Through the open door, the officer lobbed one more grenade
and at the instant of grenade burst he entered the room
spraying it with bursts from his carbine nnd killing three
terrorists,

Second Lieutenant Priyadar&hi Chowdhury, thus, di§-
plnyed conspicuous courage nnd devotion to duty in his
fifhl with thc> terrorists,

13. G/110O82-W operator Excavating Machinery Jagdish
Raj.

(Effective date of 1 be award : 20lh January,
1901)

Operator Excavating Machinery Jagdish Raj of 359 Road
Maintenance Platoon Care 113 Road Construction Com-
pany Project Himank of Border Roads Organisation was
deployed on snow clearance operation on road Leh-
Chnlunka with his dozei.

It is the highest motorable- road in the world and passes
through Khardungla Pass at an altitude of 18380 ft. and
the minimum temperature range between (-) 30 to (-) 40
degree Celsius. The road between km. 25 to 72 particularly
is prone to frequent landslides, snowshdes and avalanches.
113 Road Construction Compan/ was assigned the task of
keeping the road open for traffic in order to ensure Inglstic
support to the troops deployed in Siachen Glacier.

Operator Excevating Machinery lagdish Raj was deployed
during the winters of years 1988-89, 1989-90 and 1990-91
with the responsibility of clearing the snow accumulation
between KM 43 and KJiarduHgla Pass. On one occasion in
the winter of 1988-89, he was engulfed in a snow Isilde and
was buried under snow alonRwith his dozer. Inspito of
being injured, he extricated himself and continued to work
with his dozer in the face of constant threat of burial under
snow. He was later evacuated to Command Hospital.
Chandigarh with multiple injuries. Inspite of his Injurv
Operator Excavating Machinery Jagdish Raj again volun-
teered for snow clearance in the winter of 89-90. Working
with extraordinary courage and dedication to duty, he kept
the road open throughout the year. In the year, 1990, the
condition of his riqht eye had letiriorated, but inspite of
this handicap, he once again volunteeied for snow clearance
duty for the winter 1990-9! The persuasion of his Officer
Commanding not to work on snow clearance, did not
deter him rind he volunteered for the work. He was dep-
loyed for the snow clearance operation between KM 43 and
Khardunfila Pass in November, 1990. For three months,
he woikH continuously braving severe bliTZnrd? and the
risk of snow slides and avalanches in the extreme sub zero
tempeinfure. With utter disregard to the iniury In his righ*
eye and to his own personal safety, he kept the road open foi
traffic throughout the year. By the 20th January. 1991.

the condition of his right eye deteriorated further and he
was forcibly evacuated to General Hospital, Leh. The
right eye of this bold and dedicated Operator was later
movod at Command Hospital, Chandigarh,

Operator Excavating Machinery Ta^dish Raj, thus, dis-
played firm determination, dedication to duty of a high
order and courage over an extended period (if time. With
utler disregard to his personal safety and comfort, he
worked on the most difficult sectoi for snow clearance and
set an example of courage and dedication.

14. Captain Chembanda Machaiah Thimanna,
(JC-49398), Artillery
(Effective date of the award : 9th March, 1991)

Captain Chembanda Machaiah Thimanna was detailed to
curb the ULFA activities in area Mangaldai where the
activists use to exroit money from local businessmen and
the tea estates. He wns given the task of apprehending
Mi. Swaraj Kumar Deka and Mr. AT up Bamha who extor-
ted money in this area at pistol point. On getting a clue
that Mr. Sw.iraj Dcka was having dinner at Hotel Flora,
Capt. Thimanna went to the. hotel, )t was dark with very
dim light inside the hotel. From his knowledge from the
photograph. Capt. Thfmanna challenged Swaraj Deka.
Swaraj Deka, at this juncture, took out n dagger and
attacked Capt. Thimanna swiftly leapt on Swaraj Deka and
using his physical strength, snatched the dagger and threw
it outside the hotel. This was followed by a fierce unarmed
combat for 15 minutes. Capt. Thimanna threw Swaraj
Drka on the ground and sat on hii> chest. Swaraj Deka,
finding no alternative except to surrender to this daring and
strong man, raised his hands and announced his surrender.
Intcriogation of Swaraj Deka bore fiuit and give clue to
the apprehension of Arup Baiuah, who was much more
feaied by the local population. His house was kept under
surveillance day and night by Capt, Thimanna. On getting
information about Arup Baruah's visit to his house on the
9th March, 1991, Cap*. Thimanna cordoned off his house
and broke open the door. Arup Baruah jumped out of the
window and started running taking advantage of the dark-
ness of night, Capt. Thimanna without regard to his per-
sonal safety, jumped out of the same window and followed
Arup Baruah. This was followed by a big fight in which
Capt. Thimnnna was slightly hurt. Showing great deter*
mination, Capt. Thimanna could manage to overpower
Arup Baruah after a hand to *innd fight for ten minutes.

Capt. Chembandu Machaiah Thimanna, thus, displayed
conspicuous courage in apprehending two hardcore
activists.

15. 2770106 Havildar Trimbak Duda Nimsc,
26 Mai atria Tight Infantry. {Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 19th March 1991)

On the 19th March 1991, a patrol of 'B' Company of 26
Maratha Light Infantry was sent to Baida in Assam to
apprehend a militant suspected to have taken shelter there.
Havildar Trirobak Dada Nimsc was the scot commander of
the patrol party. On identification of the house, Havildar
Nimse crawled close to the house and laid a strong cardon.
So quite and swift where his movements that the dangerous
militant named Amrit Rabha remained completely unawaro
of the movement outside his hut. Subedar Yeshwant Sarjerao
Mahadik accompanying the patrol knocked at the door. The
militant jumped out of window and picked up a 'Dah' and
ran towards Havildar Trimbak Dada Nimse, who immediately
engaged the militant in a hand to hand fight. ' He soon over-
powered this militant. On a search, an amount of Rs. 20,550/-
was recovered, On detailed interrogation, the captured mili-
tant enve out valuable information of the organisation and
then, led to the captuic of two United Liberation Front of
Assam militants fgirls). He also gave information about
nearly 25 armed ULFA militants being present in village
Hatigaon. A patrol with a strength of 3 officers, 1 Junior
Commissioned Officer and 30 other Ranks immediately rushed
to the village. As the vehicle approached the village, a group
of young men look lo their heels. The patrol jumped out of
vehicules and started to chase the hostiles in two directions.
Havildar NimBe was once again in the lead. A fleeing hos-
*Ue jumped into tbe Nala in an attempt to escape, Havildar
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Nimse jumped after the hostile who, seeing his escape route
blocked from all slides, giappled with Havildar Nimsc, who
was by this time fully exhausted itftei nearly twelve hours of
continuous opeiations. The scuffle continued for about two
minutes before both went under water. It was getting dark and
both the individuals not to be seen anywhere. A thorogh search
was organised the next day and two bodies were recovered by
tbe personnel of the Fire Brigade from same spot in the Nala
where they were last seen grappling.

Havildar Irunbak Dada Nimse, thus, displayed indomitable
courage and devotion to duty and laid down his life in the
finest tradition of the Army

16. 2779648 Sepoy Sudhakar Ohule, (Posthumous)
6 Maratha Light Infantiy.

(Effective date of award • 30th March 1991)

6 Marathii Light Infantiy set out to cordon and search
village Sunui Kalipur and Rajwansher in district Aurangabad
on the 30th March, 1991. Sepoy Sudhakar Ghule was the
light Machine Gun No. 2 of 10 Platoon Delta Company and
deplo>ed for the coidor.ing of the village Sunur Kulipur.
Sepoy Sudhakar Ghulc and his Light Machine Gun No. 1
Sepoy Nivuili kolwal were guarding the northern access to
the village. Since there were a large number of anti-national
elements, in a futile bid to escape, opened heavy volume of
fire and tried to break through the cordon. Though wounded
by fire of the anti-national elements, killing one of them on
Ihc spot. Others immediately turned and fled to safety towards
the built up area. However, Sepoy Sudhakar Ghule, though
injuied, still guve a chase .ind alongwith. Sepoy Nivruti Kot-
wal managed to apprehend one of the escaping anti-national
elements. The ltmaining antwiational elements were effec-
tively trapped inside the village and caught the next day.
Sepoy Sudhakar Ghule succumbed to his injuries but his
supreme sacrifice brought veiy awarding result to the Batta-
lion, as tthe trapped anti-national elements perforce had to
suircnde* alongwith then weapons.

Sepoy Sudhakai Ghule, thus, displayed conspicuous bra-
very, courage and spirit of self sacrifice in the action against
anti-national elements.

17. 75089 Rifleman Kameshwar Prasad (Posthumous)
A^sam Rifle'
(Efledive dale of the awani : 5th May 1991)

Rifleman Kameshwar Prasad was Light Machine Gunner
number one in the leading section of the column which was
deployed to occupy DUDHI Post, in J&K on the 5th May
Ityi . While approaching DUDHI Post, Rifleman Kameshwar
Prasad spotted a large group of anti-national elements. In
immediate response to his column commander's orders, he
engaged the advancing column of jnti national elements, who
were numerically superior and wore armed with sophisticated
weapons and ammunition. With utlei disiegard to his safety
and in his sincere effort to thwart the attempts by the anti*
national elements to attack and overpower his column, he
kept on moving from position to position to engage the anti-
national elements with exceptional skill, thus keeping them
at bay for ovci three and a half hours. His gallant action,
outstanding sense of duty, team spirit, exceptional courage
and professional skill helped his column to get the better of
the anti-national elements and thus, prevent their mass scale
infiltration into the Indian territory. He was instrumental
in killing seven anti-national elements peisonally. In tbe
process, he al'iO sustained bullet injuries and died on the ".pot.

Rifleman Kameshwar Piasad displayed conspicuous gallan-
try and courage in the face of anti-national elements and
made the supreme sacrifice of his life.

IS 667412 Sergeant Niranjan Mishra,
Airframe Filter.
(Effective date of the awaid : 17th May 1991)

Sergeant Niranjan Mishra was detailed as take off Inspector
alongwith another Airframe Filter on the 17th May, 1991.

They both carried out the tyre checks on a MIG 23 BN
an craft and cleared it for take off The aircraft lined up
normally but as soon as lehcut was engaged, it swung vicious-
ly to the left going off the runway. The airciaft finally impac-
ted a blast pen wall, sustained extensive damage and caught
fire. Sgt Mishra ran acioss the runway to the damaged air-
craft and saw thai the pilot was dapped inside the burning
aircraft. The nose of the aircraft was smashed, the canopy
jumped and (.he pilot was in an awkward position in a dazed
condition. Using great presence of mind, Sgt. Mnhra broke
the shattered canopy with a brick and lemoved the pieces,
thus, making an exit for the pilot The flames had by now
risen to the cockpit, and Sgt. Mishra, unmindful of the
danger to himself and with great courage assisted pit Olfr
MS Nival to get out of the burning wreckage with minor
injuries. With>a minutes of the pilot getting out of the
cockpit, the ejection seat fired, a hazard which Sgt. Mishra
know could have had fatal consequences both for the pilot
and himself while carrying out the rescue.

Sgt. Mishra, true to the tradition of the Air Force, showed^
gieat presence of mind, loyalty and even at the risk of his*"
awn life disployed courage and fortitude of the highest order.
His timely act of valour and action beyond the call of duty,
saved the life of a young pilot

19. Shri Mohammad Anwar Hussain,

Aligarh (Uttar Pradesh).

(Etlcctive date of the uwaid : 19ih July 1991)

In the emly hours of the 19th July, 1991 a goods tiain
which had on boaid 53 cattle attendants and over 200 cattle
stopped between two stations on the Moradabad Division of
Northern Railway as the (rain developed biake power problem.
In their efforts to iectif> the problem, the driver, the Asstt.
Driver and the guaid got down from the train and were try-
ing to locate and attend to the possible defect. While they
were busy in locating the defect, the brakes of the train got
released and the tram started moving without the ciew in
the loco and quickly acquired a very high speed. The cattle
attendants on the train icaliscd that something had gone
wrong. While all the others sat possively waiting for the
woist^ Shri Mohd. Anwar Hussain decided to do something
to bring the train to a halt. Taking tho gieatest possible risk,
he clambered on top of the wagon in which he was travelling
and undaunted by the strong wind and the speeding train, he
jumped from wagon to wagon and finally leached the engine
cabin. He was shocked to find that there was no body m the
cabin. Howcvci, he did not lose his courage and started
operating the various switches in the locomotive and finally
managed to stop the train about 94 kilometres away from
the point where it fist started without the crew. But for his
daiing and gallant act, the entire Lam with its human cargo
and live stock was destined to -be destroyed.

Shu Mohammad Anwar Hussain, thus, exhibited exemplary
courage in the face of adversity and was able to avert a major
accident, thereby saving not only the lives of 53 cattle atten-
dents and over 200 cattle but aso valuable railway property.

20. Shiimati Renu Agarwal, (Posthumous)

Sonepat, Haryana.

(Effective dale of the awaid . 27th August, 1991).

On I he morning of the 27th August, 1991 Smt Renu
Agarwal was at the Soncpat Railway Station alongwith many
other commuteis on her way to woik in Delhi when she
saw two children on the railway track in the path of 337 UP
Amritsar bound passenger train Realising that the lives of
the children were in grave danger, Smt Renu Agaiwal, in
total disregard to her own safety, dashed to the rescue of
1he childien. Because of licr timely action, she was su-.c sful
in removing the children from the path of the onrushing
train and thereby saved their lives. She herself was, however,
not able to get off the track in time and was run over.
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Smt. Renu Agarwal, thus, exhibited exemplary courage and
gaved the lives of two children at the cost of her own life.

21. Colonel Rajpal Singh Shcrgill (IC-23890),
Infantry.

(Effective date of the award : 29th October, 1991).
On the 29th October, 1991 Colonel Rajpal Singh Shcrgill,

Commanding Officer 8 Raj Rif got vital information from
a very well established battalion intelligence network which
revealed that the self styled Lieutenant Megha Natha
Phukan, Northern Range Commander and SS Lieutenant
Anoerban Hazarika, Chairman, political wing, lakhimpur dis-
trict alongwith a group of hardcore activists had been seen
in the area Gomto. Colonel Shergill chalked out a plan which
involved the move of four widely dispersed companies in a
synchronised manner and the cordoning off the area but at
the same time having complete secracy about the plan. The
plan was executed with precision and the four companies
established the cordon around village Gomto and sealed off
all the exit routes, The cordon wa$ closed forcing the terro-
rists to flee from their hide outs. On being challenged, the
terrorises directed heavy automatic fire and lobbed hand
grenades. Colonel Shergill promptly launched a three pronged
attack from the north, south and west. From the west, Colo-
nel Shcrgill's party attacked the dreaded terrorists and in the
ensuing fight, SS Lieutenant Megha Phukan was killed and
SS Lieutenant Aneerban Haz:uika injured and later succumbed
to his injuries. Subsequently, after a scuffle five hard core
ULFA activities were apprehended. One Chinese M-22 Assault
rifle, Chinese Pistol, Chinese hand grenades, 95 rounds of
ammunition were also recovered during the operation.

Colonel Rajpal Singh Shergill, ihus, displayed conspicuous
courage, dynamic leadership and devotion to duty.

Captain Vijayaut Kumar (IC-42149),

Dogra Regiment.

(Effective date of the award : 30th April, 1989):

Operation IBEX was launched in the Ch umik-Gyongla
gralcier Area in Siachen on the 11th April, 1989 with the aim
of occupying the Area Point 6400 which is of great tactical
importance on the Saltoro Watershed in order to pre-empt
the enemy from carrying out its plan of aggression. Captain
Vijayant Kumar of 2 dogra was selected as the commander
of a special task force. He reached Base camp on the 11th
April, 1989 and single-handedly started work on preparing
a cheetah Helipad. He supervised the organisation of the
support base and the stupendous task of opening the route
from base to the top of Point 6400. Captain Vjayant Kumar
moved forward with four men on the 26th April, 1989 and
occupied the bimp, approximately 500 metres away from
Point 6400, which was the key to the successful defence of
Point 6400. From, here, Captain Vijayant Kumar personally
registered a number of targets. He controlled and directed
artillery and mortar fire with superb confidence to inflict severe
punishment on the enemy targets. On the evening of the
•310th April, 1$89, suddenly, the sentry gave the alarm
'"Dushman, Dushman" and fired his rifle. Almost immedia-
>tely his weapon suffered 'cold arrest' and ceased functioning.
•A group of aproximately 10 Pakistanis taking adventage of
'the poor visibility had come very close and were at a distance
of ten metres from his patrol. They started engaging the
sentry with well directed small arms fire. The sentry was
mortally wounded and had collapsed. Without losing any
time Captain Vijayant Kumar ordered his group to open fire
and himself opened fire with the 84 mm Rocket Launcher
using air burst ammunition. With one of his soldiers dying
and one Light Machine Gun and two of his other personal
weapons suffering cold arrest it was a very difficult situation.
Despite these handicaps, the enemy attack was effectively
repulsed with his group having suffered approximately seven
casualties. Not content with this. Captain Vijayant Kumar,
with Utter disregard to his personal safety, crawled approxi-
mately 15 metres down the forward slope and cut the enemy's
fixed ropes. Immediately thereafter he reorganised his group
and directed accurate artillery fire on the enemy. On the 1st

May, 1989 they withdrew to Point 6400, bringing back the body
of the sentry and all their weapons and their radio set. For
the period from the 1st May to the 4th May, 1989 Captain
Vijayant Kumar continued to assit Major SL Gautam in orga.
nising the defence. Throughout they were subjected to accu-
rate enemy artillery and mortar fire. Finally, on the 5th
May, 1989 an exhausted Captain Vijayant Kumar suffering
third degree frost-bite on his right hand and toes was evacua-
ted by helicopter to the base camp.

. Captain Vijayant Kumar thus displayed conspicuous courage
and valour in the face of the enemy.
