SHRI SANJEEV, SUB INSPECTOR
ANDAMAN AND NICOBAR ADMINISTRATION (POSTHUMOUS)

{Effective date of the award : 26 Decembear 2004)

On 26" December, 2004, Shri Sanjeev, Sub Inspector, Police of
Andaman & Nicobar Islands, posted in a Police Station at Katchal
Island in the Southern Group of Islands as Station House Officer,
witnessed a massive earthquake followed by disastrous Tsunami
which resulted in unprecedented death of thousands of persons and
destruction of massive number of houses. Shri Sanjeev reached the
police Station Katchal right after the earthquake and gathered all
available police personnel for survey of the damage and for
undertaking any required operations in the aftermath of the
earthquake. He noticed abnormally receding sea and understanding
the danger, alerted his staff and instructed them to rush to a
nearby hill. He ran towards the Government guest-house where a
large number of residents and contract workers were staying.

Before he could reach the Guest House, the first Tsunami wave

struck the shore. He was submérged in the tidal wave, but
surfaced soon after. Risking his own 1life, he pulled out three
labourers from the water and saved their lives. Thereafter, he

saw a middle-aged woman struggling to escape from the high waters.
Without any hesitation, Shri Sanjeev jumped into the water again
to save the lady. Shri Sanjeev’s courageous act of rescue failed

when another massive Tsunami wave engulfed both of them.

Shri Sanjeev, thus, displayed exceptional bravery,
commitment, devotion to duty and made the supreme sacrifice while

performing his duties.
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3. SHRI RUGHA RAM
HANUMANGARHE , RAJASTHAN (POSTHUMOUS)

{(Effective date of the award : 06 June 2005)

on 6™ June, 2005, at about 1245 hours, four armed dacoits
entered the Punjab & Sind Bank branch at village Surewala, Distt
Hanumangarh, Rajasthan. The dacolts blocked the entrance of the
Bank, incapacitated the staff and customers present there and held
the pistol at the Cashier. Shri Rugha Ram, the Gunman at the
Bank, while coming out of the strong room noticed the daccits and
challenged them and tried to fire at them. However, two of the
dacoits pounced on him and pinned him down on the floor. He,
however, didn’t give in and kept struggling by hitting them. The
resistance put in by Shri Rugha Ram made the dacoits panicky and
they tried to run away. While retreating, they tried to snatch
the service gun from him. In the scuffle, the gun broke into two
pieces. Another staff member also joined in and grappled with the
dacoits. Seeing the stiff resistance, the dacoits hit Shri Rugha
Ram continuously with the butt of the pistol. Shri Rugha Ram
continued to grapple with the miscreants despite his injuries. In
their attempt to get away, the dacoits fired at Shri Rugha Ram.
He fell down to the bullet injuries and died. However, his
exemplary courage saved the Govt. property (cash amounting to
Rs.7.58 lakh), other valuables and lives of the persons present in
the bank.

Shri Rugha Ram, thus, displayed exceptional courage, dogged
determination and made the supreme sacrifice in fighting the

Wing Commander Alagaraja Perumal was tasked to undertake a
vital Photo Reconnaissance mission on 21°° May 1999 near the Line
of Control over Dras, Kargil and Batalik sectors, with two MiG-29
aircraft as escorts.

During the mission, at about 0900 hrs, after photographing
Batalik sector, he experienced a violent jolt accompanied by an
uncontrolled yaw and roll. The escort aircraft reported bright
flash alongwith debris flying off and smoke emanating from the
rescue aircraft’s starboard engine. The aircraft had been hit by
a missile. Despite this grave, life threatening situation, Wing
Commander Perumal maintained his cool and displaying exceptional
skill and courage, he managed to exit the threat zone. One of the
engines was completely lost and aircraft had suffered serious
damage. Radio reception was garbled and intermittent, he could
not know the extent of damage caused by the missile hit. The
aircraft was behaving abnormally by yawing and rolling violently.
Even in this dangerous situation, Wing Commander Perumal decided
not to abandon the aircraft but retrieve the valuable equipment
and above all the precious ‘mission photographs’ on board. He took
a daring decision of recovering the crippled aircraft to the
nearest airfield at Srinagar. He controlled the aircraft and

kept his cool in spite of the requirement of continuous descent to
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maintain speed over the hilly terrain. He displayed exceptional
coﬁrage, determination and flying skill in contreclling a crippled
asymmetric powered aircraft for 45 minutes before executing a
landing at Srinagar.

Wing Commander A. Perumal displayed gallantry and extra-
ordinary professional courage in recovering damaged aircraft in

total disregard'to his personal safety.

Major Harmandeep Singh Baidwan launched a cordon and search
operation in a village in District Anantnag, Jammu & Kashmir,
At 1605 hours on 04 December 2004 when search was in progress,
suspicious movement was observed near a mosque. Major ‘Harmandeep
Singh Baidwan immediately sealed off the area. The parties came
under intense and effective fire from terrorists hiding inside the
mosque. He laid concertina coils and lighting system around the
mosque. Realising grave danger to own troops, Major Baidwan
crawled through adjoining Nala along with small team and reached
ocutside mosque without detection. In a flash, smoke grenade was
thrown inside and rush drill executed with speed. Major Baidwan,
displaying exceptional courage at his own peril, engaged a
terrorist close to the window in fierce combat, killing him
instantly. The other two terrorists 1lobbed grenades  at him.
Undeterred and realising danger to his buddies, he repeatedly
exposed himself to danger simultaneously releasing grenades
towards fhe terrorists. In a flash, displaying conspicuous
bravery, he charged at one terrorist and sprayed a burst killing
him at point blank range. The third terrorist made a desperate
charge firing at him. Major Baidwan grappled with the terrorist
in a dare devil hand to hand duel, snatched his weapon and shot
him in a super human effort.

Major Harmandeep Singh Baidwan displayed raw courage,

initiative and inspiring leadership in fighting the terrorists.
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3. 4190405 RIFLEMAN RAJENDRA SINGH
KUMAON/60 RASHTRIYA RIFLES

(Effective date of the award : 18 January 2005)

On 18 January 2005, an operation was launched in a village,
District Rajouri, Jammu & Kashmir. Rifleman Rajendra Singh as
leading scout saw a grohp of terrorists approaching him through a
nullah, and informed the team leader. On being tasked to let the
terrorists close in without firing, the young soldier displaying
extreme daring, opened fire when the terrorists were only 50
metres away killing one instantaneously. Unmindful of his perscnal
safety he immediately Jjumped into the nullah under intense fire
and killed another terrorist. Making excellent use of cover the
soldier thereafter tracked the terrorists to a dhok where they had
taken refuge. Having apprised the team leader o¢f the situation,
Rifleman Rajendra Singh held his position preventing escape of the
terrorists. Realising that the intense fire prevented move of
troops trying to cordon the dhok, the soldier, who was closest to
the dhok, charged killing the third terrorist, later identified as
the Area Commander of a dreaded outfit.

Rifleman Rajendra Singh, thus, displayed exceptional courage
in fighting the terrorists, which not only led to the elimination
of three hardcore terrorists but also resulted in the saving of

the lives of his comrades.

4. GS-158583N SUPERINTENDENT BUILDINGS AND ROADS GRADE-II
M BUDHA CHANDRA SINGHA (POSTHUMOUS)

(Effective date of the award : 18 February 2005)

On 14 February 2005, Shri M Budha Chandra Singha was detailed
for Khardungla Top. During February 2005, there was unprecedented
snowfall, which lashed the Leh-Ladakh for continuocusly 12 days.
Due to heavy snowfall, snow accumulation as high as 8 to 10 feet
occurred on the road and Dett Km 32, Km 39(Khardungla Top),
Dett KM 41 were cut off from each other. Shri Singha

reported at KM 32 detachment (later herein mentioned as Dett) on
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15 February 2005 and without resting for a minute engaged himself
in snow c¢learance from KM 32 dett onwards. On 16 February,
he worked whole day with dozers to clear the road up to Km 39,
On 17 February 2005, he again lead the snow clearance effort from
the front and continuously walked with dozers to clear the road up
t¢ K.Top.

Shri Singha understanding the importance of works, without
minding acclimatization and his personal comforts c¢r safety,
joined Shri Sanjai Kumar in snow clearance task from KM 39
onwards. Snow <clearance started at around 0730 hours on
18 February 2005 with two dozers under the supervision of Shri
Singha and Shri Sanjai Kumar. Both were full of enthusiasm and
they had set the target to connect Km 41 Dett by the evening. He
was moving beside the D80 dozer giving directions to the operator.
The weather was extremely bad, but action was rapid. All of a
sudden, a heavy snow avalanche triggered down from the hilltop
like a flash! It punched the dozer and rolled down to valley base
taking together the dozer and others under it. Shri Singha was
also entrapped within that gigantic snow slide and disappeared
forever.

. Shri M Budha Chandra Singha sacrificed his life showing extra
rdinary devotion to duty, raw courage, determination and utter

disregard to his personal safety.

5. GS-176653K SUPERINTENDENT BUILDINGS AND ROADS GRADE-II
SANJAI KUMAR (POSTHUMOUS)

(Effective date of the award : 18 February 2005)

During the month of Feﬁruary 2005 unprecedented snowfall
lashed the Leh Ladakh region for continuously 12 days. ~Due to
this heavy snow accumulated on the road and Dett Km 32, Km 39 (K-
Top), Dett Km 41 got cut off from each other. During these days

whenever weather improved for limited period Shri Sanjai Kumar
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took initiative to clear the snow between Km 39 towards KM 32 and
Km 41. He kept on motivating the operators and other personnel
deployed for snow clearance. After opening the road up to Km
39.00, next day's .planning was made with the deployment of three
dozers. On 18 February 2005, snow clearance started at arocund
0730 hrs with two dozers in the supervision of Shri Sanjai Kumar
and Shri BC Singha. Both were full of enthusiasm and they had
made the target to connect Km 41 Dett by the evening. Snowstorm
was uninterruptedly on. Shri Sanjai Kumar kept on moving close
around the dozers. Around 1200 hours third dozer was also
deployed in snow clearance. At about 1530 hours, a heavy snow
slide glided down from the hilltop. In a flash, it charged the
dozer and snatched away to down valley taking together the men
underneath. Shri Sanjai Kumar also grabbed inside that massive
snow slide. Rescue attempt was launched promptly and after a great
exertion, his body was retrieved.

Shri Sanjai Kumar sacrificed his life, showing raw courage,
extraordinary devotion to duty and determination with utter

disregard to his personal safety.

6. GS-165523F OPERATOR EXCAVATING MACHINERY
LAXMAN SINGH (POSTHUMOUS)

(Effective date of the award : 18 February 2005)

Cperator Excavating Machinery (OEM) Laxman Singh was deployed
on snow clearance operation in Leh-Chalunka road the highest
motorabkle road that finds place in Guinness Book of World Records,
for keeping the line of communication open at Khardungla Top. The
road, passing through the Khardungla Pass, is of immense strategic
importance as this is the lifeline for all troops deployed across
Khardungla Pass leading up to base camp Siachen. Winter snow
clearance operation was on in full swing. After one of the
heaviest snowfalls, the road up to Khardungla Top (K -Top) KM 39
was made green by OEM Laxman _Singh with the help of other
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operator. The snow clearance work 'beyond KM 39 was taken up on 18
February 2005. In spite of low visibility and very low
temperature, OEM Laxman Singh was clearing the final layer of snow
in the most vulnerable portion, without caring for of his personal
safety. Abruptly a massive snow slide came down from the hilltop.
In a flash, it hit the dozer and dozer rolled down to valley
alongwith the operator. OEM Laxman Singh died on the spot for the
cause of nation.

Operator Excavating Machinery Laxman Singh showed rare
devotion to duty, selflessness and courage in the face of imminent
danger to life and made the supreme sacrifice in the finest

traditions of the Border Roads Organisation.

7. JC-469415 NAIB SUBEDAR HEM SINGH RAJPUT
RAJPUTANA RIFLES/9 RASHTRIYA RIFLES (POSTHUMOUS)

(Effective date of the award : 28 February 2005)

On 28 February 2005, a team led by Naib Subedar Hem Singh
Rajput established contact with terrorists in an intricate triple
storey building in Pulwama District in Jammu & Kashmir, where four
members of his Ghatak Team were injured. Realising the danger,
Naib Subedar Hem Singh Rajput entered the house repeatedly at his
own peril to extricate his c¢omrades déspite being grievously
injured during this act. Unmindful of personal agony, when
extricating the last injured comrade, he was involved .in a fierce
face-to-face encounter with four terrorists. He was again hit by
a volley of Dbullets but displaying exceptional courage, he
eliminated one terrorist in a hand-to-hand duel and grievously
injured other escaping terrorists before making the supreme
sacrifice.

Naib Subedar Hem Singh Rajput, thus, displayed conspicuous
gallantry and bravery beyond compare, concern for fellow comrades
and made the supreme sacrifice in the highest traditions of the

Indian Army.
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8. JC-255591 SUBEDAR LOK NATH SHARMA
ARTILLERY/7 RASHTRIYA RIFLES

(Effective date of the award : 03 March 2005)

On 03 Mérch 2005, Subedar Lok Nath Sharma while leading a
patrol received information from a source regarding presence of
three terrorists in a wvillage in Anantnag District, Jammu &
Kashmir. He apprised his company commander and stealthily cordoned
off two houses with his party.

Suddenly, one terrorist attempted to escape amidst heavy
rifle and grenade firing. Unfazed by the situation, Subedar
Sharma rushed forward to intercept the terrorist and shot him dead
in close combat. Deploying the reinforcements with tactical
acumen despite heavy firing, he pinned down a second terrorist to
the first floor of the house and displaying guts of steel, crawled
to a vantage position. Exhibiting skilled marksmanship, he then
shot dead the second terrorist. On arrival of other columns, the
JCO volunteered and led his team towards the location of the third
terrorist attempting to escape towards the mosque £firing
indiscriminately and 1lobbing grenades. Realising terrorist’s
intentions, Subedar Sharma with utter disregard to personal safety
and risks, charged forward and killed the third terrorist after a
‘fierce fire-fight at close quarters.

Subedar Lok Nath Sharma displayed outstanding competence,
tactical acumen ' and exemplary personal gallantry in fighting the

terrorists.

9. IC-61014 CAPTAIN SUMIT KOHLI
ARTILLERY/18 RASHTRIYA RIFLES

(Effective date of the award : 07 March 2005)

Oon 07 March 2005, Captain Sumit Kohli was leading a search
and destroy operation in a forest in Kupwara District, Jammu &
Kashmir. He was informed of the presence of an underground

hideout by his leading scout. Using excellent field craft and
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battle drills, the officer crawled upto the hide and confirmed
presence of terrorists in the hideocut. Thereafter, he tactically
deployed his party to prevent the escape of terrorists from the
hideout. While doing so, the terrorists noticed movement of the
party and resorted to indiscriminate firing. Since Captain Sumit
was closest to the hideout, he came under heavy volume of fire.
He inched forward towards the hideout and brought down aimed fire
neutralizing two terrorists. As he was advancing, another
terrorist came running out towards him firing indiscriminately.
He shot down the third terrorist at point blank range.

Captain Sumit Kohli displayed conspicuous act of gallantry,

raw courage and outstanding leadership in fighting the terrorists.

10. - IC-53657 MAJOR NEELESH ANAND PAGULWAR, SM
8 ASSAM REGIMENT

(Effective date of the award : 14 April 2005)

On 14" April 2005, Major Neelesh Anand Pagulwar established
cordon and went in to search with seven men at 0630 hours in the
Eastern Sector. Spotting three terrorists at 0640 hours, chased
them into a brick house. Terrorists-opened heavy rifle and grenade
fire. Displaying steady nerves under heavy fire, Major Pagulwar
deployed six men to cut off escape routes and closed in to the
house. After exchanging fire for fifteen minutes, he shot one
terrorist dead through the window. His buddy, who was covering
the door, killed one terrorist but was shot in leq. Putting
himself in grave danger, Major Pagulwar evacuated him. Coming back
to the door, the third terrorist lobbed a grenade which severely
injured the officer in neck. He charged and killed the third
terrorist before being evacuated to Hospital by helicopter.

Major Neelesh Anand Pagulwar, SM, displayed indomitable
courage under grave danger to own life and inspiring leadership in

fighting the terrorists.

11—501 Gl2005
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11, IC-54359 MAJOR KAMLESH MANIKRAO SEENDE
2 GRENADIERS

(Effective date of the award : 03 'May:iejOS)

Major Kamlesh Manikrao Shende was column commander of inner
cordon in an operation in a village in Northern Sector. - On 03 May
2005 at 2320 hours a group of five terrorists made a desperate
attempt to break the cordon firing indiscriminately. Major Shende
saw the terrorists and unmindful of his personal safety and under
heavy fire from the terrorists, closed in with them. éhowing raw
courage and determination, he gunned down two of the terrbrists.
The remaining three hid in a house. Major Shende displaying
extreme courage under terrorists’ fire shifted his position with
his buddy, fired a flame thrower on the house under 81 MM Mortar
illumination forcing them to leave cover and charged on the three
terrorists killing them on spot.

Major Kamlesh Manikrao Shende displayed conspicuous act of
gallantry, -unparalled bravery, exemplary leadership and military

acumen in fighting the terrorists.

12, IC-58686 MAJOR SAIMAN AHMAD KHAN
SIKH/6 RASHTRIYA RIFLES (POSTHUMOUS)

(Effective date of the award : 05 May 2005)

On 05 May 2005, Major Salman Ahmad Khan laid a well-planned
ambush near a village in District Kupwara, Jammu & Kashmir and
killed one terrorist while the second terrorist escaped. With the
help of documents recovered from the body of terrorist, he tracked
the move of escaped terrorist and generated intelligence of his
presence in another nearby village. Officer immediately moved to
cordon the specific house to cut all escape routes. During search
operation, officer came under heavy automatic fire and suffered
gunshot wound in his leg and abdomen. Despite bleeding profusely,
sensing grave danger to his comrades -and innocent civilians in the

vicinity, he charged at the terrorist with his personal weapon and
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injured him. The terrorist rushed to an outhouse. Displaying
exceptional courage and presence of mind, Major Khan lobbed two
hand grehades at the house, killing the._: terrorist who has been
identified ask_Divisional Commander of a terrorists’ outfit in
‘Norﬁh' Kashmir. Major Khan was evacuated to a nearby Field
Ambulance where he succumbed to injuries on 07 May 2005.

| Majoi Salman Ahmed Khan displayed conspicuous bravery, pre-
eminent valour, comradeship and made the supreme sacrifice while
fighting the terrorists.

' VIKRAM SINGH (POSTHUMOUS)

Operator Excavating Machinery Grade-II Vikram Singh of 166
Formation Cutting Platoon Care 55 Road Construction Company (GREF)
was deplOyed” at Shanku—Rusilé¥Sapila?Mulbed (SRSM) road for
formation cutting works at an éititude of more than 15500 feet,
which is being constructed to obviate the enemy shelling and make
a safe passage to army and civil convoys which face heavy shelling
from across the Line of Control on the existing Zozila-Kargil-Leh
‘road. . The snowfall during the Year was the heaviest recorded in
last many years in the history of Jammu & Kashmir. Due to the
heavy snowfall resulting into enormous release of water, the soil
.had become loose, further adding to the difficulty in working. In
spite of these difficﬁlties and risk involved, OEM  Vikram Singh
always maintained cheerful demeanour and continued to work. On 10
May 2005, OEM Vikram Singh was deployed on his Dozer at Km 46.2
for doing formation cutting works. Knowing fully well the danger
and risk to 1life in&olved in working in those conditions, he
volunteered for the work, inspiring other dozer operators to do
the same. At around 1310 Hrs, the dozer rolled into the valley
and OEM Vikram Singh died on the spot for the cause of nation.

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14. IC-59758 MAJOR DEEPAK KUMAR PADDA

(Effective date of the award : 23 May 2005)

Major Deepak Kumar Padda was the commander of the team that
successfully executed an operation on 23 May 2005 in general area
in District Kupwara, Jammu & Kashmir.

On receipt of an information, Major Deepak rushed to the
target site. Displaying acute tactical acumen, he readjusted the
team positions to counter the disadvantagecus terrain and himself
crawled ahead to effectively engage the terrorists. In the intense
fire-fight, Commander of the neighbouring team got injured. To
prevent his men sustain further scathing bullets, Major Deepak
charged firing on to the terrorists. Unprepared, for this kind of
bravery and ferociousness, the terrorists started firing
indiscriminately, hitting Major Deepak in his abdomen.

ARMOURED CORPS/8 RASHTRIYA RIFLES (POSTHUMOUS)
{Effective date of the award : 25 May 2005)

On 25 May 2005 while undertaking search and destroy
operations column noticed a well-concealed foxhole in General Area
in District Docda, Jammu & Kashmir. Some suspicious movement was
noticed inside the hideout. When entry-man tried to crawl inside
to ascertain the physical presence of terrorists, grenades were

fired upon by the terrcrists, injuring him. Realizing his comrade
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to be in great adversity Dafadar Harbhajan Singh closed onto the
entrance to recover his injured comrade. He noticed one terrorist
aiming at him. Moving with stealth, guile and utter disregard for
personal safety, he snatched the ﬁeapon of the terrorist by
holding on to the barrel in order to negate his fire and to pull
out the injured comrade. In the ensuing physical battle, he
eliminated the terrorist. Meanwhile another terrorist appeared and
fired at him. He retaliated immediately and injured the second
terrorist. Fire from the third terrorist grievously injured
Dafadar Harbhajan Singh who collapsed at the entrance and attained
mértyrdom.

Dafadar Harbhajan Singh displayed conspicuous bravery, high
degree of motivation, camaraderie and made the supreme sacrifice

in fighting the terrorists.

16. GS-166037W OPERATOR EXCAVATING MACHINERY
GRADE-IXI BODH RAJ

(Effective date of the award : 29 May 2005)

Operator Excavating Machinery Grade-II Bodh Rajl of 359 Road
‘Maintenance Platoon Care 54 Road Construction Compaﬁy (GREF) was
deployed on BD-80 Dozer for winter snow clearance with effect from
17 May 2005 to 29 May 2005, at Khardungla Top (K-Top} on Leh-
Chalunka road, a strategically vital road axis as being not only
the worlds highest motorable rocad but also the only road
communication link to Base camp of Siachen Glacier and 102 1Inf
Brigade Sector. During winter, nature’s adversities are at its
worst with heavy snowfall, wind speed and temperature ranging from
60-80 Kmph and (-) 15 degree Celsius to (-} 35 degree Celsius
respectively in this road sector. Under these severe and
inhospitable climatic conditions in one of the undoubtedly
toughest environments, OEM Bodh Raj had with courage,

(Effective date of the award : 01 June 2005)

Havildar Ashok Kumar, Squad Commander was tasked to conduct

Kashmir. At approkimately 1000 hours on 15 June 2005, he detected
three terrorists who were not visible to rest of his team.
Displaying very 'high standard of initiative and exceptional
bravery, he manoeuvred his‘squad tactically to move close to the
terrorists. He, leading from the front, shot dead one terrorist.
Second terrorist opened indiscriminate fire on him. Unmindful of
personal safety, displayiﬁg exceptional standard o¢f camaraderie,
he pushed his buddy out of the line of fire and shot dead second -
terrorist. Meanwhile, the third terrorist rushed and occupied the
hideout and brought down heavy volume of effective fire on the
squad. Havildar Ashok Kumar, umsing the undulation of the ground
élosed. in to the hideout. Instructing his buddy to cover the
mouth of hideout by fire, he himself reached top of hideout,
lobbed grenade inside and physically assaulted the hideout, thus,

eliminating the third terrorist.
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' Havildar Ashok Kumar’s dynamic  leadership, conspicuous
gallantry, outstanding leadershlp and least concern for personal

safety resulted in killing of three hardcore terrorists.

18. 4072135 HAVILDAR ATOL SINGH PANHBR, SM
16 GARHWAL RIFLES (POSTHUMOUS)

(Effective date of the award : 18 June 2005)

On 18 June 2005, information was received about likely
presence of a group of terrorists in Nalabari: District of Assam.
Havildar Atol Sihgh Panwar was'part of a column which moved to tﬁe
area to confirm the information. On reaching the area, the column.
ﬁas fired upon indiscriminately by the terrorists. Havildar Atol
Singh Panwar, despite being grievously ihjured in the first burst
of terrorists’ fire, displayed exemplary . fire  control . and
restraint so as to avoid collateral damage in the area which was .
crowded with civilians. Displaying extreme courage under fire, he
continued engaging the terrorists and shot down one terrorist at
close quarters. He then engaged the second terrorist and managed
to shoot him down. Havildar Atol Singh Panwar was evactated to
Base Hospital but he succumbed to his injuries enroute.

Havildar Atol Singh Panwar, despite being grievously injured,
showed exemplary presence of mind, bravery and praise worthy field
craft in killing two terrorists, from whom arms and ammunition
were recovered, before succumbing to his injuries.

Havildar Atol Singh Panwar, SM, showed conspicuous gallantry,
presence of mind and utter disregard to personal safety in the

face of terrorists’ fire.

19. 2789249 HAVILDAR SURVE MADHUSUDAN NARAYAN
21 PARACHUTE REGIMENT (SPECIAL FORCES)

(Bffective date of the award : 20 June 2005)

On 20 June 2005, Havildar Surve Madhusudan Narayan was Squad
Commander of a Team tasked to raid a terrorists’ camp located in

Churachandpur District of Manipur.
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Havildar Surve being a skilled Commando volunteered for
sentry silencing. He closed on with exceptional stealth. Sentry
being alert however opened fire injuring him in abdomen. Sensing

~danger to own troops; despite being injured, he manceuvred his

position and provided covering fire. Meanwhile, other terrorists
retaliated with heavy fire on assault team and started escaping
towards the jungle. Havildar Surve with utter disregard to
personal safety chased the fleeing terrorists and injured one more
terrorist and sustained one more gunshot. Havildar Surve despite
sustaining two gunshots continued firing with fierce intent till
he became unconscious due to haemorrhage. In sheer act of
bravado, he killed one terrorist and inflicted injuries to fleeing
terrorists. He lost his limb subsequently to his injuries.

Havildar Surve Madhusudan Narayan displayed raw courage,
dogged determination, motivation and comradeship under heavy

terrorists’ fire.

20. 4371321 PARATROOPER THANMI MUINAO
21 PARACHUTE REGIMENT (SPECIAL FORCES)

(Effective date of the award : 20 June 2005)

On 20 June 2005, Paratrooper Thanmi Muinao was leading scout
during raid on terrorist’s camp in a village 1in District
Churachandpur of Manipur. In the initial fire-fight, the team
sustained two casualties. His cfficer tasked Paratrocoper Muinao to
counter ambush terrorists from flank and facilitate extrication of
own casualties. Paratrooper Muinao using excellent field craft
and battle drills, closed upon a terrorist maintaining utmost
stealth and using local language skills lured the terrorists and
killed one more terrorist in close encounter. Terrorists tried to
break contact by firing. Paratrooper Muinao realizing danger to
own troops, manoeuvred tactically, crawled towards the terrorist
firing indiscriminately and in an act of sheer valour killed him.
Despite being exhausted, he followed the fleeing terrorists

with extreme courage, inflicting injuries on terrorists in close

CENTRAL RESERVE POLICE FORCE

(Effective date of the award : 05 July 2005)

on 5% July 2005 at about 0915 hrs, a group of terrorists
attacked Ram Janam Bhumi/Babri Masjid Campus at Ayodhya. The
terrorists entered the security zone by blasting the outer
barricading by use of a explosive laden jeep and advanced towards
the inner barricading of the complex where Asstt. Commandant Shri
Vezoto Tinyi of ‘D' company 33 Bn, CRPF was deployed. The
attackers were advancing and firing indiscriminately, lobbying
grenades and rockets. Amidst heavy firing, Shri Tinyli directed
the Jawans to return the fire and hold positions. DiSregarding‘
his personal safety, he arranged evacuation of two of the Jawans
injured in the heavy firing. During the course of the operation,
hand grenades lobbed by the terrorists resulted in an explosion
which caused the sand bags of the Morcha to collapse. In spite of
the exposed position, Shri Tinyi remained undeterred and continued
fighting. In a fierce gun battle lasting about one hour, all the
five terrorists were gunned down.

Shri Vezoto Tinyi displayed conspicuous bravery, rare courage

and exemplary devotion to duty while fighting the terrorists.

Lieutenant Manish Pandey, tracked and repeatedly engaged a
terrorist group in extremely rugged high altitude terrain 1in
Northern Sector in successive multiple contacts.

On 1l1th July 2005, although hopelessly outnumbered by
terrorists holding dominating ground, Lieutenant Manish Pandey
displayed exceptional courage and tenacity to close in and engaged
the terrorists in a fierce fire-fight.

With a view to facilitating medium and long-term exports, and considering the

* limitations of Export Credit Guarantee Corporation in providing adequate cover on its
own and non-availability of re-insurance cover to such exporters; the Government have
decided to establish a National Export Insurance Account and operate a Scheme.

Name of the Scheme

The Scheme will be called the National Export Insurance Account (NEIA) Scheme.

Objective

The objective of the National Export Insurance Account Scheme is to ensure the
availability of credit risk cover for medium and long-term high value projects which are
commercially viable and desirable from the point of view of national interest where re-
insurance cover is not available or its cost is very high.

Funding of the Corpus

The National Export Insurance Account will be established with a corpus of Rs. 2000
crores of which Rs. 246 crores will be contributed during the X Plan and Rs.1754 Crores
will be contributed during the XI Plan.

Salient Features of the Scheme:

(i) The NEIA shall be maintained and operated by a Public Trust, to be set up jointly by -
the Department of Commerce and the Export Credit Guarantee Corporation of India.

(ii) A Committee of Directions (COD) constituted under the Ministry of Commerce &
Industry is the Competent Authority to approve the projects under the Scheme. The COD
will also guide, supervise and monitor the operations of the NEIA Fund for its proper and
effective utilization.

(iii)Under the Scheme, credit risk cover would be provided for such medium and long-
term high value projects which are commercially viable and desirable from the point of
view of national interest but where re-insurance cover is not available or its cost is very

high.
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(iv) After due scrutiny and assessment of risk, ECGC would recommend proposals for
cover for consideration of COD, after following the guidelines laid down by the COD, in
line with the objects of NEIA and the NEIA Trust.

(v)After obtaining approval of the COD, necessary credit risk cover within appropriate
format will be issued by ECGC.

(vi) The COD will ensure a cap on maximum liability of upto 10 times of the available
Corpus fund. The COD may also fix further caps on maximum liability with regard to
exposure on Countries, Companies and projects.

(vii)The ECGC would charge appropriate premium for providing credit risk cover to

exporters, and after deduction of approved service charge deposit the amount in the NEIA
Fund.

Period of operation of the Scheme

The Scheme will be operational with immediate effect and will remain operational until
further orders. The Scheme will be reviewed on completion of 5 Years.
