led the battle from the front and motivaied the security

forces to give a strong and tactical fight to the militants in
a terrain hostile for the forces. Not a single security
personnel sustained any injury dunng the 5 hours long
fierce battle.

2. GS8-171799N, .099. rator Excavating Machinery

Grade-llRamLal
 (Effective date of the award : 17 February 2005) _

Operator Excavating Machinery Grade-II. Ram Lal of
165 Formation Cutting Platoon Care 81 Road Construction
Coy (GREF) was deployed for snow clearance of
Khardungla Pass, from Km 25.to 39. During the last weék
of January 2005, and first week of February 2005, heavy
snowfall took place in whole of Jammu & Kashmir

‘including Ladakh region. The snowfall was continuous for

almost 10 days, closing the Khardungla Pass. On clearing
of the weather, the snow clearance started in full swing and
OEM Ram Lal led the team with his Dozer. The team’

‘reached Khardungla top Km 39.5 on 17th February 2005.

Around 1530 hours, a massive snow-slide flashed down
from the hill top and rolled down the valley entangling .
the dozer and few men including OEM Ram Lal. Three
personnel died due to this avalanche. However, OEM Ram
Lal survived. Without getting frighitened, OEM Ram Lal
again resumed his work the next day. He worked on that -
stretch until the road finally opened for the traffic.

Operator Excavating Machinery Ram Lal showed.
exceptional and exemplary courage, devonon to duty and
deterrmnanon in trying circumstances.
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3, JC-449287 Subedar Samde Khan
' 14 Grenadiers .
(Effective date of the award : 04 June 2003)

On receipt of information regarding presence of terrorists
in general area in Northern sector a scarch and destroy
operation was launched in which Subedar Samde Khan was
the commander of one of the teams. At 1530 hours on 4th
June 2003, on seeing troops closing in, the ferrorists started
fleeing. Immediately, a close cordon was established to stop
the escape of terrorists. Intense fire-fight ensued, during
which one terrorist was shot down by an officer of the team.
Seeing another terrorist flecing, Subedar Samde Khan
charged at the terrorist and eliminated him from the close
quarter.

Due to setting in of night and darkness the cordon was
confined to limited area and was readjusted to ensure that
terrorists are not able to escape from the cordon. The
operation to search terrorists re-commenced at 0700 hours
on 05th June 2005. At 1600 hours, contact was again
established with one remaining terrorist. The terlrorist
lobbed grenades at Subedar Samde Khan'’s party. Despite
the grenades being lobbed, Subedar Samde Khan once
again moved tactically to the vicinity of the terrorist and
before the terrorist could change his position, Subedar
Samde Khan charged at the terrorist and eliminated him on
the spot.

Subedar Samde Khan displayed professional acumen, . -

conspicuous gallantry and leadership of a very high order
in fighting the terrorists.

4. 3390996 Havildar Bhag Singh
16 Sikh Regiment
(Effective date of the award : 27 August 2005)

Havildar Bhag Singh was the post commander of a Post
. in Kupwara District in Jammu & Kashmir. At 2215 hours
on 27th August 2005, while observing through Hand Held
Thermal Imager, he spotted a terrorist close to a fence.
Appreciating that the main group was to approach, he kept
his wits and the ambush party under control.

After 15 minutes the terrorist made a passage in the fence.
Three more terrorists approached the fence, while the first
terrorist negotiated the fence. While two terrorists were
negotiating, Havildar Bhag Singh fired from his Light
Machine Gun and shot them dead and swiftly jumped and
charged on to the flecing terrorist and shot him dead at point
blank range. Meanwhile a fourth terrorist hiding behind a
boulder retaliated with effective fire and grenades. Seeing
hid buddy sustaining splinter injury and with utter
disregard to own safety, Havildar Bhag Singh crawled
towards the terrorist and lobbed grenades injuring him. The
injured terrorist managed to escape in the darkness leaving
behind his weapon. '

Havildar Bhag Singh applied tactics, patience, command
and control, dexterity and raw courage while fighting the
terrorists.

5, 76184 Rifleman Huidrom Bijendro Singh
7 Assam Rifles (Posthumous

(Effective date of the award : 27 December 2005)

Based on specific input about some terrorists taking .
shelter in the flating fisherman huts in an area in the Eastern
Seclor, an Operation was launched on 27th December 20035.
Rifleman Huidrom Bijendro Singh was part of the team.

The suspected hideout was covered with 3-4 meters of
tall grass and the visibility was poor due to dense fog. As
soon as the party reached the hideout, one terrorist suddenly
came out and on noticing the approaching party
immediately opened fire. The terrorist was soon joined by
others who opened a barrag of fire on the team. The initial
burst of fire by the terrorist hit Rifleman Buidrom Bijendro
Singh on his thigh. In spite of being grievously injured
Riflernan Huidrom Bijendro Singh while hanging from the
bush in the lake fired at and killed two terrorists on the
spot, before succumbing to injuries in fighting the
{errorists. :

Rifleman Huidrom Bijendro Singh exhibited
indomitable courage, tactical acumen, presence of mind
under heavy fire and made the supreme sacrifice.

6. IC-58462 Major Shingesh Mukundan
Grenadiers/29 Rashtriva Rifles
(Effective date of the award : 31 January 2006)

~ On 31st January, 2006 the source of Maj Shineesh

Mukundan reported the presence of terrorists in a hideout
near Pattan, district Baramulla in Jammu & Kashmir, While
Major Mukundan with his buddy was carrying out
confirmatory reconnaissance of the hideout, he was fired
upon from approximately 25 meters. In a reflex action
Major Mukundan shot dead a terrorist. The second terrorist
started firing indiscriminately and lobbed grenades at him.
Showing exemplary calmness under fire, he crawled
forward, located and eliminated the second tetrorist. The
slain terrorists were identified as self-styled battalion
commanders of a terrorists’ outfit,

Thus Major Shineesh Mukundan displayed exemplary
courage, resolve and leadership of highest order in fighting
the terrorists.

7. IC-55810 Major Jung Bahadur Singh, SM
Army Service Corps/38 Rashtriya Rifles

{Effective date of the award ; 04 March 2006)'

In the course of operation RAKSHAK in Jammu &
Kashmir, Major Jung Bahadur Singh cultivated a source and

"obtained information about a terrorist hideout. He

continuously. tracked the movement of three terrorists by
day and night till he confirmed the exact location. He
risked his life and personally laid charges on top of the
hideout to flush out the terrorists. Anticipating the move
of the terrorists, Major Singh placed himself close to the
hideout and as the first terrorist attempted to rush out he

(Effective date of the award : 20 Apnl 2006)

Shri Vijay Raj of 366 Road Maintenance Platoon care.

110 Road Construction Coy (GREF) was deployed in
Detachment POTATOE, one of the remotest and the most
militant prone parts of this RCC. Shri Vijay Raj volunteered
to take on the important task of formation cutfing of the
Budhal-Mohr-Gul Road which is the link road between
Rajouri and Udhampur, having a great strategic value.
Despite the earlier Killings of casual labourers in the
neighbouring Detts and the ever present danger of militant,

Shri Vijay Raj continued lead and motivate his team to

complete the task, On 20th April 2006 Shri Vijay Raj
worked till late in the evening and decided to walk back
to his Detachment at POTATOE when he saw four militants
moving forward towards his work site. Realising the gravity

of the siwation, he shouted out loudly to his fellow workers

to get away. As Shri Vijay Raj along with his casual labourer
and a mate were far from the vehicle, they got surrounded
by the militants. As the militants were lining them up, Shri
Vijay Raj pushed the Mate to the valley side and saved
him. This infuriated the militants and they fited at Shri Vijay
Raj and the Casual Labourer killing them on the spot.

Shri Vijay Raj displayed raw courage, comradeship,
selflessness while performing his duty and made the
supreme sacrifice. -

9. Shri Jangal Narayan Pandey
: Assam

. (Effective date of the award : 24 April 2006)

On the night of 24th April 2006, at around 11:00 PM
at Pulia Basti, a small village of Karbi Anglong District
of Assam, a group of four extremists, suspected to member
of Karbi Peoples Liberation Front (KPLF) organisation,
involved in armed extortion activities in the area, came
to the house of Shri Jangal Narayan Pandey. Two of them
stayed outside while two of them entered the house, One
of the extremists pointed an AK-47 rifle on Shri Pandey
threatening to kill him and other family members is
Rs. 50,000/~ was not paid immediately.

In a rare act of gallantry, without caring for the threat to
his life, Shri Pandey jumped upon the extremist and tried
to snatch away his rifle. The extremist passed on the rifle
to his friend accomplice. Showing extreme presence of mind
and agility, Shri Pandey immediately pounced on the other

_extremist and got hold of him before he could fire from the

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rifle. The extremist bit hard on the rlght hand of Shri
Pandey, but he did not let him free.

The commotion and the shouting of Shri Pandey alerted
his younger brother who ran into the room and hit the first
extremist with a lathi. In the meanwhile; Shri Pandey
succeeded in snatching the AK-47 rifle from the second -
extremist. The extremists started running away. While Shri': -
Pandey held to the first extremist, his brother chased the
others in the darkness and caught one of them. By this time,
the villagers joined them and police was informed.

Shri Jangal Narayan Pandey showed rare and
conspicuous courage in the face of adverse situation and
managed to capture two dreaded armed extremists and one -
AK-47 rifle. .

10, IC-60765 Major Krishnan Nishant Nait
' Bihar Reg_m_:entl32 Assam Rifles '
(Effective date of the award : 25 Apnl 2006)

On 25th April 2006, Major Krishnan Nishant Nair was

+ deployed for counter insnrgency operations in an area of

Thoubal District in Manipur. At 0030 hours, while moving
between two villages, Major Nishant observed a moving -
Maruti Van. Sensing that the vehicle, at this hour, could be - -
used only by terrorists, Major Nishant with four men in his
vehicle gave a fervent and daring chase. On sceing his

" vehicle, the van sped faster. Undeterred, Major Nishant

continued the chase till he managed to close until he came
face-to-face with the terrorists. On being challenged, the
terrorists opened effective fire in their attempt to escape in
the darkness. Undaunted by the fire from close range and
with total disregard for personal safety, Major Nishant
charged towards the terrorists and killed three out of four
terrorists on the spot. The fourth terrorists was subsequently
killed in the operation and two pistols, ammunition and
the Maruti van were recovered.

Major Krishnan Nishant Nair displayed fearless instinct,
personal courage and inspirational leaderslup of extremeiy
high order while fighting the terrorists.

11. 15484670 Sowar Dhirgj Smgh o
Armoured Corps/24 Rashiriya Rifles (Posthumous

(Bffective date of the award : 02 May 2006) '

Sowar Dhiraj Singh was part of close cordon laid around
a house in Srinagar in Jammu & Kashmir where three
terrorists were hiding. At 2315 hours on 2nd May 2006,
one terrorist tried to carry out suicidal attack by attempting
to enter house occupied by the cordon party under heavy
covering fire of other terrorist. Despite coming under
effective fire, Sowar Dhiraj Singh held his position and
alerted his party of the terrorists attempt. Immediately after
this, another terrorist attempted to break out to assist-his
entry. Sowar Dhiraj Singh, sensing the imminent danger {0

~ his party, charged at the approaching terrorist, advancing

in his line of fire and shot him dead. Howéver he was
injured in the process. Despite bleeding profusely and
completely disregarding his own injury, he again faced the
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hail of bullets fired from the second terrorist without any
fear and engaged him. The terrorist was totally taken aback
and before he could react Sowar Dhiraj Singh shot him
dead. However, he later succumbed to his injuries.

Sowar Dhiraj Singh displayed conspicuous brévery, pre-
eminent valour and made the supremc sacrifice while
fighting the terrorists.

12. 2897670 Rifleman Kedar Singh
Rajputana Rifles/43 Rashtriva Rifles {Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 10 May 2006)

Rifleman Kedar Singh was the leading scout during
operation in an area in Rajouri district in Jammu &
Kashmir, which is a snowbound and rugged terrain with
steep cliffs. On 10th May 2006, he spotted a group of
terrorists behind a tree and displayed exemplary courage
to move up with lightening speed to block their escape
route in spite of effective fire coming from the terrorists. A
fierce fire-fight ensued injuring the terrorists. One of the
injured terrorists jumped on Rifleman Kedar Singh with a

grenade inflicting grievous injuries to him. Despite being
mortally injured, Rifleman Kedar Singh with uiter disregard
to personal safety brought down effective fire on the
terrorists and eliminated one at point blank range before
succumbing to the injuries. In a later search one more body
of a terrorist was recovered, killed by the fire brought down
by Rifleman Kedar Singh.

Rifleman Kedar Singh showed professional competence,
exemplary courage and made the supreme sacrifice in
fighting the terrorists.

13, . JC-519848 Naib Subedar Raj Bahadur
Dogra Regiment/62 Rashiriya Rifles (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award ; 15 May 2006)

Based on specific intelligence regarding presence of

terrorists in a house in an area in Srinagar, Jammu &',

Kashmir, a search and cordon operation was launched, Naib
Subedar Raj Bahadur who was the member of the search
party kept two terrorists engaged throughout night. In the
morning he spotted one terrorists, took accurate aim under
heavy fire and seriously injured the terrorist. As the terrorist
fell, Naib Subedar Raj Bahadur shifted his location under
hail of bullets towards second terrorist and engaged him.

Since he was now exposed and under effective fire of
terrorist, he charged him a rare display of raw courage, With
total disregard to his own safety and moving deftly, defying
the fire of terrorist, he elminated him at close range. As he
turned around, the first injured terrorist shot him in the face.

Fatally wounded Naib Subedar Raj Bahadur fell making

the supreme sacrifice.

Naib Subedar Raj Bahadur displayed exceptional
leadership leading from the front and showed unparalleled
courage against grave odds and made the supreme sacrifice
while fighting the terrorists.

14, IC-60477 Maijor Virinder Sidhu

Rajput Regiment/43 Rashtriva Rifles
(Effective date of the award ; 16 May 2006)

On 16th May 2006 Major Virinder Sidhu got intelligence
about presence of terrorists in Ralmandu in Jammu &
Kashmir. The Officer swung into action with a team of
thirteen soliders to seek contact with terrorists. After five
hours of arduous trek through inhospitable terrain, he
established contact with the four terrorists. He closed in
within 10 meters forcing the terrorists to open heavy
antomatic fire, Undeterred, the officer fired and killed one
terrorist from a dangerously close range. Other terrorists
descended into a steep nala and brought down fire by
Under Barrel Grenade Launcher and small arms. Displaying
raw courage and grit, Major Virinder Sidhu eliminated two
more terrorists in a close quarter battle. Inspired by his
gallantry the team eliminated the fourth terrorist.

Major Virinder Sidhu developed intelligence, meticulous
planning, flawless execution and conspicuous gallantry in
lighting the terrorists.

15. 2682895 Havildar Santosh Kumar
14 Grenadiers
(Effective date of the award : 18 May 2006)

On 18th May 2006, a search and destroy operation was
launched in a general area in Northern Sector. During the
search, Havildar Santosh soptted three terrorists hiding
under a rock. He tasked his buddy to pin down the three
terrorists with accurate fire and unmindful of his personal
safety moved from a flank exhibiting excellent field craft
thereby maintaining complete surprise. On reaching the
location of advantage he charged at the baffled terrorists
eliminating two on the spot. The third terrorist changed
position and started firing indiscriminately. His buddy
under directions of Havildar Santosh Kumar changed
position and on spotting the terrorist pinned him down with
cffective fire. Inmediately, Havildar Santosh Kumar took
advantage of the situation and before the terrorist could
change his position, displaying conspicuous courage
charged at the terrorist and eliminated him on the spot,

Havildar Santosh Kumar exhibited exemplary courage,
professional acumen and solid grit in fighting the terrorists.

16. IC-63128 Major Manvendra Singh
20 Jammu and Kashmir Rifles

(Effective date of the award : 05 June 2006)

In the night of 5/6th June 2006, Major Manvendra Singh
was deployed with his Ghatak Platoon at a place in
Kupwara District of Jammu & Kashmir for blocking the
infiliration route. When the weather turned very bad, he
noticed some suspicious movement and readjusted his
ambush accordingly.

At 0130 hours, his ambush party established contact
with infiftrating terrorists and was fired upon. The officer
tracked the movement of terrorists and fired on the
infiltrating terrorists and eliminated one of them. The
other two ferrorists brought heavy volume of fire from
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very close quarter. With utter disregard to his personal
safety, he further crawled behind a boulder and fired
thereby eliminating the two terrorists.

Major Manvendra Singh displayed dauntless courage
excellent field craft and professional competence of highest
order beyond the call of duty infighting the terrorists. -

17. IC-48760 Lieutenant Colone! Raj Kumar
Kumaon Regiment/50 Rashtriva Rifles

(Effective date of the award : 13 June 2006)

Lieutenant Colonel Raj Kumar was leading a Quick
Reaction Team during an Operation in Pulwama District,
Jammu and Kashmir.

On 13th June 2006 at approximately 1030 hours, a
contact was established with terrorists in the area. On
having got the information Lieutenant Colonel Raj
Kumar with his Quick Reaction Team rushed to the spot.
While he was taking stock of the situation, his party
came under intense automatic and grenade fire, Sensing
danger to his troops, he maneuvered himself under heavy
fire and with utter disregard to his personal safety
engaged and killed one terrorist. While engaging the
second terrorist he was grievously wounded. Though

. bleeding profusely, he kept engaging and killed the
second terrorist. In fearsome exchange of fire, Lieutenant
Colonel Raj Kumar received gun shot wounds and got
critically injured.

Lieutenant Colonel Raj Kumar displayed conspicuous
gallantry, comradeship and indomitable courage under
grave danger to own life in fighting the terrorists.

18. IC-51682 Lieutenant Colonel Vinay Rao Chauhan
1 Gorkha Rifles/15 Rashtriya Rifles (Posthumous)
(Effective date of the award : 13 June 2006)

On 13th June at 0900 hours, on specific intelligence,
Lieutenant Colonel Vinay Rao Chauhan who was
commanding a Rashtriya Rifles Unit launched a surgical
strike in Bandipura town in Pulwama District of Jammu
& Kashmir. While the cordon was being established
-~ terrorists brought down heavy volume of fire. Undeterred
and leading from the front, the officer with lightening
speed pushed aside his buddy and another Border
Security Force officer out of terrorists’ fire and with
unmatched ferocity closed in, killing one foreign
terrorist at point blank range. In the process the oificer
was severly injured and succumbed to his injuries at the
operation site.

Lieutenant Colonel Vinay Rao Chauhan displayed
indomitable courage, true grit, inspiring leadership and
made the supreme sacrifice while fighting the terrorists.

19.-  IC-64493 Lt Thivam Ibungochouba Luwang
‘21 Parachute Regiment (Special Force

~ (Effective date of the award : 14 June 2006)

Lieutenant Thiyam Ibungochouba Luwang was
commanding ‘an assault troop which had laid an ambush
between New Waksu and Sungthang in the Eastern Sector.

At about 0845 hours on 14th June 2006 on being
informed by his surveillance detachment of the movement
of suspected terrorist on an adjacent track, the officer
adjusted his ambush by quickly re-sitting them using
available cover, excellent field craft and presence of mind.
Due to the speedy action achieving total surprise, the

. approaching terrorists came within S meters of the ambush

site. At great personal risk to himself the officer controlled
the fire by delaying opening fire so that the terrorist came
into the killing zone. The excellent fire control led to the
killing of two terrorists on the spot by the officer and
injuring of two more. In the ensuing firefight a total of three
terrorists were killed by the officer and 3 AK-56 Rifles with
3 AK-56 magazines and 90 rounds of 7.62 mm were
recovered,

Lieutenant Thiyam Ibungochouba Luwang displayed
indomitable courage, conspicucus bravery, exemplary
leadership and selfless dedication while flghtmg the
terrorists. :

20. IC-62070 Captain Shaslu Bhushan Smgh, SM
Corps of Eng;geergss Rashtriva Rifles (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 23 June 2006)

On 23rd June 2006, mformatlon was received about
terrorist movement in a group of houses in a village in
Pulwama District of Jammu & Kashmir. Captain Shashi
Bhushan Singh was commanding Ghatak Platton which was
ordered to move to the location, As soon as his team had
reached the area, they came under heavy fire. Two terrotists
who were holed up inside a group of houses were trying to
break the cordon. Captain Shashi Bhushan Singh, in order
to ensure correct positioning of troops, moved in to the area
in spite of heavy fire. In the ensuing gunfight, Captain
Shashi Bhushan Singh shot dead one of the terrorists. In
the process, he sustained grievous injury in his neck and
hand. In spite of injuries he directed the fire of his troops
to trap the second terrorists who was killed later.

Captain Shashi Bhushan Singh displayed leadership of
the highest order and showed unparalleled courage against
grave odds and made the supreme sacnﬂce in fighung the
terrorists.

21,  IC-60107 Captain Nayanjyoti Buragohain
1 Naga Regiment '
(Effective date-of the award : 11 July 2006)

On receipt of specific information from-a source
cultivated by Captain Nayanjyoti regarding presence of
terrorists in a general area in the Eastern sector, a. search
and destroy Operation was launched on 11th July 2006.
Three columns of the Battahdn'were under Captain
Nayanjyoti. While the party was movmg along a river, the
column came under indiscriminate terrorist fire. Captain
Nayanjyoti, undeterred by the hostile ‘situation, deployed.
the column tactically, while reacting swiftly with accurate
marksmanship skill and shot dead the leading terrorist.
Meanwhile, he deployed the other two columns tactically
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to cut off all likely escape routes. While his column
continued 1o engage the terrorists effectively, Captain
Nayanjyoti, displaying sound tactical acumen and nerves
of steel with total disregard to personal safety moved closed
to the terrorists and shot dead another terrorist who was
effectively engaging the troops.

Captain Nayanjyoti Buragohain in gallant and daring
action displayed raw courage, commendable leadership,
strong resolve and initiative of high order while fighting
the terrorists.

22.  GS-166035L Operator Excavating Machinery
Grade-I Shivaji Singh (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 14 July 2006)

Operator Excavating Machinery Grade-1 Shivaji Singh
of 156 Formation Cutting Platoon Care 83 Road
Construction Company {GREF) was deployed on Hapoli-
Sarli-Huri road for formation cutting.

On 14th July 2006, while doing the extremely difficult
task of imitial formation cutting in hard rock in the most
vutunerable portion on Hapoli-Sarli-Huri road, suddenly a
massive land slide/boulders came down from the hili top.
As a result the dozer rolled down to deep valley along with
the operator Shri Shivaji Singh resulting in his on the spot
death.

Despite being
critically injured Rifleman Suresh Singh Solanki keeping
his cool in an act of absolute courage and with complete
disregard to his personal safety, jumped towards the
terrorist, snatched his weapon and killed one terrorist in a
hand to hand combat and severly injured the other terrorist
who was subsequently neutralised.

Rifleman Suresh Singh Solanki displayed conspicuous
gallantry beyond call of duty, solid grit, extreme presence
of mind and determination while fighting terrorists.

24, 3989713 Lance Havildar Sishpal Singh
Dogra Regiment/62 Rashtriya Rifles

(Effective date of the award : 20 July 2006)

During a search & destroy operation in an area in
Pulwama District of Jammu & Kashmir, Lance Havildar
Sishpal Singh physically ensured tight cordon and
positioned himself barely five meters away from a target
house.

On 20th July 2006, Lance Havildar Sishpal Singh
noticed one terrorist sneaking from a house. He took him
on frontally and eliminated him in a bold move. Taking
advantage of the confusion two terrorists escaped into the
foliage. Displaying extraordinary and indomitable courage
with total disregard to own safety, he chased them into the
foliage maintaining contact with them. Crawling under a
hail of bullets he charged at them firing with his weapon
and eliminated the two terrorists.

Lance Havildar Sishpal Singh displayed extraordinary
and indomitable courage, professional competence and
unparalleled foresight against grave odds while eliminating
three terrorists.

25. Shri Ram Karan Bhamer, Madhva Pardesh
(Effective date of the award ; 26th July 2006)

On 26th Juty 2006, Shri Ram Karan Bhamer was going
to his native village in his car along with his son after
drawing Rs. 1,80,000/- from a bank in Mhow.

While passing through a forest tract, he was overtaken
by three robbers who were following them in a Bolero jeep
and forced them to stop. The robbers attacked Shri Bhamer
with long kinvnes causing injuries on his neck and fingers
and tried to snatch the bag of cash. Shri Bhamer pushed
them away. He showed mental toughness and pulled out
his .32 bore revolver and fired three shots towards the
miscreants killing one and injuring the others. The killed
robber was later identified as a dreaded gangster with a
history of 19 heinous cases in Rajashtan and Gujarat. The
valiant act of Shri Bhamer saved his life and property and
resulted in liquidation of a dreaded criminal, which has
served as an inspiration for the masses.

Shri Bhamer showed exemplary bravery in a helpless
situation and fought back the dreaded robbers and
successfully overpowered them.

26. 4002983 Sepoy Jatinder Singh
Dogra Regiment/] | Rashiriya Rifles (Posthumous}

(Effective date of the award : 01 August 2006)

On 01st August 2006, based on specific intelligence
regarding presence of terrorists in an area in District
Kishtwar (Jammmu & Kashmir), an operation was Jaunched
at 2100 hours and stops established around houses under
suspicion. Sepoy Jatinder Singh was part of a team involved
in the Operation.
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While the team was approaching suspected houses to
commence the search, suddenly, the terrorists opened fire
from a house. During the encounter, two terrorists ran out
of the house firing indiscriminately, Sepoy Jatinder Singh,
with utter disregard to his personal safety, retaliated and
charged fearlessly towards the fleeing terrorists. Sepoy
Jatinder Singh got injured during the exchange of fire with
terrorists. Undeterred by his grievous injury and profuse
bleeding, Sepoy Jatinder Singh Relentlessly ensued the
intense fire-fight in which both terrorists were eliminated.

Sepoy Jatinder Singh displayed exemplary courage,
unflinching grit and conspicuous bravery in face of heavy
odds and made the supreme sacnflce in the highest
traditions of Indian Army

27. 4573865 Sepoy Satnam Singh
Mahar Regiment/30 Rashtriva Rifles (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award : 12 August 2006)

During search of a specific house in a village in
Northern Sector on 12th August 2006, the troops suddenly
came under effective fire of terrorists from a hideout inside
the house. Realising the safety of his comrades being at
stake, Sepoy Satnam Singh, with utter disregard to his
personal safety, crawled through the indiscriminate fire and
successfully placed demolition charges to destroy the
hideout. He got fatally injured while withdrawing after
placing the demolition charge. Later on he succumbed to
his injuries. This gallant .act, in the true traditions of the
Army, resulted in elimination of three hardcore terrorists of
foreign crigin.

Sepoy Samam Singh displayed mdonutable
determination and exceptional bravery and made the
supreme sacrifice for the nation while fighting the terrorists.

28. - IC-55955 Major Naveen Bindal
Ammy Air Defence/58 Rashtriva lele

(Effective date of the award 17 August 2006)

Major Naveen Bindal was leading a quick reaction team
formed on 17th August 2006 at 1245 hours to search for
terrorists, likely to be hinding in a Dhok in a general area
in Jammu & Kashmir. The officer led his party to target area
through existing foliage and maize fields avoiding the
tracks and reached near the target Dhok, maintaining total
surprise. He deployed his party in two groups, one at the
top and the other below the target Dhok. When the lower
party was 250 meters from the target Dhok, the terrorists
came out and fired two under barrel grenade launcher
rounds and fried to escape towards the top. The officer
disregarding the terrorist fire confronted them and
displaying rare grit and exemplary courage personally killed
two terrorists, He then quickly alerted and re-deployed the
second party resulting in elimination of the third terrorist.

Major Naveen Bindal showed raw courage, high tactical
acumen, composure and maturity in handling the entire

201 Engineer Regiment (Posthumous)

(Effective date of the award ; 19 August 2006)

Naib Subedar Mariapragasam Anthony Cruz was detailed
as Offier in-charge flood relief task force in District Pali,
Rajasthan which was to assist civil administration in flood
relief operations. On 19th August 2006, his task force was
requisitioned to rescue five civilians who were stranded in
a car in the middie of Khari river. A highly motivated and

" dynamic JCO, he volunteered to take on the extremely

challenging and hazardous-task of rescuing the civilians
from th river in spate. He along with his buddy made a
gallant attempt to reach out to the civilians. However due
to the sudden increase in the water current, he along with
buddy was swept away. Showing admirable presence of
mind and grit, he immediately purshed his buddy towards
the nearby bushes to safety. He, however, could not extricate
himself and his body was later found 40 km downstream.

Naib Subedar Mariapragasam Anthony Cruz showed
conspicuous act of gatlantry of the highest order, exemplary
devotion to duty, dedication and utter disregard to his
personal safety in attempting to rescue the civilians.

30. IC-62781 Captain Aji Anthony
Rajputana Rifles/57 Rashtriya Rifles (Posthumous)
{(Effective date of the award : 03 September 2006)

On 03rd September 2006, Captain Aji Anthony was
Commanding of party which established a cordoa around
a house in a village in Bandipur, Jammu & Kashmir. At
about 1800 hours, while searching one of the houses,
Captain Aji Anthony’s Party came under heavy fire and got
split into two. On seeing that his other party was caught in
the fire, with utter disregard to his personal safety, the officer
along with his buddy rushed in towards the hosue to engage
the terrorists. Intense exchange of fire took place between
Captain Aji Anthony and the terrorists. During the ensuing
close quarter fight, Captain Aji Anthony was critically
injured. In spite of being grievously injured, the brave
officer killed one terrorist before succumbing to his injuries.

Captain Aji Anthony displayed dedication to duty,
bravery, courage and initiative of highest order in fighting
the terrorists. '

31, 9107816 Rifleman Zahid Abass Mir
5 Jammu and Kashmir Light Infan osthumous

(Effective date of the award : 07 October 2006)

Rifleman Zahid Abass Mir was the buddy of the Team
Commander of a search party in an operaticnon night 07th
October 2006 in Gurej Sector, Jammu & Kashmir. The team
commander tasked Rifleman Zahid Abass Mir to accompany
him to close on to the terrorists, while covering fire was
provided by the other party. Making excellent use of
available cover, they closed on to terrorists. Suddenly, two
terrorists sprung and his commander got severely injured.
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Meanwhile, another terrorist sprung up firing at Rifleman
Zahid Abass Mir and injured him. Inspite of being
grievously injured, he swiftly pounced on the terrorist,
absolutely unmindful of his own safety, and shot dead the
terrorist after a fierce hand to hand fight, before succumbing
1o injuries. In the operation, a total of four terrorists were
killed and a huge quantity of arms and ammunition were
recovered.

Rifleman Zahid Abass Mir showed conspicuous galiantry
presence of mind, swiftness, grit, determination in the face
of hostile fire and made the supreme sacrifice.
