NSCN
(1M} cadres had taken advance position in several bunkers
by then and opened fire from all directions towards the
securily personnel with sophisticated wéapons.

The ficree encounter continued for 3 hours and at the
end of encounter, the NSCN (IM) cadres, who were holding
a solid position in the bunkers, were forced to accept defeat
and retreat into the forest area of Nagaland. This was due
to the able leadership and command of Shri Sharma, who
led the battle from the front and motivated the security
forces to give a strong and tactical fight to the militants in
a terrain hostile for the forces.
