No.05-Pres/2020—The President is pleased to approve the award of the “Shaurya Chakra” to the under mentioned
persons for the acts of gallantry:—

1. SHRI KAMAL KISHORE, SG CONSTABLE (POSTHUMOUS)
(Effective date of Award: 16-17 OCTOBER 2018)

On 16/17.10.2018 the hardcore HM terrorist Meharaj-ud-Din Bangroo, alongwith his associates, was hiding in the
house of Rayees Habib Hanga (Hardcore OGW of HM outfit), r/o Syed Ali Akbar Fateh Kadal Srinagar, who were planning
to carry out terrorist attack in Srinagar.

A team was constituted under the command of Shri Vidhi Kumar Birdi-IPS DIG CKR Srinagar consisting of Shri
Imtiaz Ismail-IPS then SSP Sringar, Dr G V Sundeep Chakravathy-IPS, SP South City Srinagar and Shri Tahair Ashraf-
JKPS, SP(PC) Srinagar along withpolice personnel of Police Component Srinagar to identify and subsequently neutralize
these terrorists.

All the manpower was divided into three parties,First party headed by Dr G V Sundeep Chakravarthy-IPS,
SP South Sringar. Second Party comprised of a team of North Police city Srinagar and Police component Srinagar
Comprising of DySP Imtiyaz Ahamd, Dy SP Shahijahan Choudhary, Shri Kamal Kishore, SgCT and adequate police
personnel. Third Party comprised of manpower from PC Srinagar, it was tasked to lay the inner cordon around the target
house in which the terrorists were hiding.

All the parties positioned themselves according to the plan. Small team of Police Component Srinagar was formed
for evacuation of the inmates of adjoining houses. The team very tactfully and bravely evacuated the inmates of the adjoining
houses and shifted them to a nearby safer place to ensure that there is no collateral damage. In the first instance, the two holed
up terrorists along with the hardcore OGW were asked to surrender but they declined to surrender by shouting from inside
and showed their resolve to fight. The terrorists opened fire on the operation parties. The intervention party, having taken all
precaution started the process of intervention. However, as the intervention party reached near the target house it came under
heavy fire from the holed terrorists, who had taken position at the attic/top storey of the target house.

The holed up terrorists lobbed grenades and fired towards the advancing party and in the heavy exchange of fire
between terrorists and security/police parties, one police personnel namely Sg Ct. Shri Kamal Kishore of PC Srinagar got
seriously injured while retaliating and got martyrdom on spot. Despite of being seriously injured, he continued fighting
bravely against the terrorists. Due to his extra ordinary efforts the holed up terrorists were pinned down which facilitated their
eventual elimination.

Shri Kamal Kishore displayed exceptional courage, utmost dedication and commitment to duty in fighting with
terrorists and made supreme sacrifice for the nation.

2. 4282386X SEPOY KARMDEO ORAON, 8TH BATTALION THE BIHAR REGIMENT
(Effective date of award: 29 December 2018)

Sepoy Karmdeo Oraon of 8 BIHAR was deployed on a post on the line of control as Light Machine Gunner. On
29 December 2018 at 1630 hours the post received intense automatic fire from enemy posts. Simultaneously terrorists fired
Pika and Rocket Propelled Grenade, in an attempt to cause injuries to own troops.

Sepoy Karmdeo Oraon observed four terrorists firing and rushing towards the post which could endanger troops
holding it. Sounding alarm, he engaged terrorists with Light Machine Gun during which he received a bullet on his Bullet
Proof Patka and fell down. Realizing criticality of the situation, showing acute presence of mind, with utter disregard to his
personal safety, he immediately rushed out of his bunker, lobbed nine grenades and engaged terrorists in close quarter battle.
This gallant action resulted in elimination of two terrorists. Continuing focused aggression, he rushed back to Light Machine
Gun and recommenced firing thus ensuring that terrorists made no further attempt.

Sepoy Karmdeo Oraon showed stupendous gallantry and undaunting bravery in pursuance of operational task.

3. JC-492138A NAIB SUBEDAR SOMBIR, THE JAT REGIMENT, 34TH BATTALION THE RASHTRIYA
RIFLES (POSTHUMOUS)

(Effective date of the award: 24 FEBRUARY 2019)

Naib Subedar Sombir was part of the assault team of 34 Rashtriya Rifles (JAT) which planned and executed an
operation in which three hardcore terrorists were eliminated in Jammu and Kashmir.

While cordoning the target house, Naib Subedar Sombir deployed himself and his buddy to cover the most likely
escape route of terrorists. One of the terrorist tried to break the cordon by firing indiscriminately and lobbing grenades on
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them, which resulted in grievous injuries to his buddy. Seeing his buddy in danger and not caring about personal safety, Naib
Subedar Sombir seized the initiative and engaged the terrorist. In close quarter battle, Naib Subedar Sombir killed the foreign
terrorist later identified as Category ‘A++’ terrorist. During this extremely courageous act, Naib Subedar Sombir received
grievous Gun Shot Wounds to his chest and neck due to which he later succumbed.

Naib Subedar Sombir displayed conspicuous bravery, exemplary leadership, courage under fire and unparalleled
spirit-de-corps under most challenging circumstances and made supreme sacrifice for the nation.

4, SHRI AMAN KUMAR, DY SUPERINTENDENT OF POLICE (POSTHUMOUYS)
(Effective date of the award: 24 FEBRUARY 2019)

On 24.02.2019, Kulgam Police received specific information regarding presence of terrorists in village Turigam,
Police Kulgam, 34 RR and 18th Bn CRPF cordoned the said village and started door to door search. When the searching
party approached the residential house of Sona-u-Ilah Mir, S/o0 Mohammad Abdulah Mir, r/o Turigam, the hiding
terroristsfrom the house in question fired indiscriminately upon the search party. The fire was effectively retaliated by initial
party. During ensuing gun battle 02 Army personnel sustained injuries, Shri Aman Kumar-JKPS (DySP PC Hatipora) without
caring for his personal security evacuated both the injured and hospitalized them to nearby hospital. The brave officer took
the command and effectively retaliated and engages in fierce combat with terrorists. During gun battle the brave officer killed
a dreaded terrorist on spot who turned out to be a foreign terrorist from Pakistan. Other (02) terrorists fired indiscriminately
towards the officer due to which he along with Naib Subedar Shri Soomveer got seriously injured and the officers were
immediately evacuated to hospital for treatment. The injured officers later succumbed to their injuries thus attained
martyrdom. The coherence between the teams and the earlier strategic planning worked effectively, however the intermittent
firing was going on. The special search team showed guts and wisdom and entered in target area from three different sides
and killed other two terrorists. The operation concluded with the elimination of 03 hardcore terrorists and huge quantity of
arms and ammunition was recovered from them.

Shri Aman Kumar exhibited exceptional skills in removing the menace of terrorism and maintaining national
security and national integrity. He showed relentless courage beyond the call of duty and made supreme sacrifice for the
nation.

5. IC-77536W MAJOR KONJENGBAM BIJENDRA SINGH, THE ARMY AIR DEFENCE, 23RD BATTALION
THE ASSAM RIFLES

(Effective date of the award: 22 MARCH 2019)

Based on input about movement of hardcore armed militants in a village in Manipur, Major Konjengbam Bijendra
Singh put together a detailed plan and with his tactical guile, professionalism and proficiency in jungle warfare covertly
inducted his team over long distance through extremely harsh jungle terrain and inhospitable weather to establish a
surveillance detachment showing extreme physical and mental endurance.

On 22 March at 1330 hours, the early warning party reported the movement of armed militants who on being
challenged to surrender opened indiscriminate fire on to the squad. The officer sensing imminent danger to his troops who
were pinned down from hostile fire displayed raw courage to dash forward and bring down effective retaliatory fire onto the
militants from close range. This daring act resulted in elimination of two militants.

Major Konjengbam Bijendra Singh showed conspicuous bravery and stout leadership in going beyond the call of
duty in the face of grave and imminent danger to his men.

6. 9103747M NAIK NARESH KUMAR, THE JAMMU AND KASHMIR LIGHT INFANTRY, 42ND BATTALION
THE RASHTRIYA RIFLES

(Effective date of the award: 23-24 MAY 2019)

Naik Naresh Kumar was performing the duties of Scout in Company Assault Team during an operation conducted in
a village in Jammu and Kashmir.

On receipt of input regarding presence of one terrorist in village, a specific joint operation was launched. During
search of the house a terrorist was detected under the staircase. The terrorist sensing the adverse situation, opened
indiscriminate fire at the party. To eliminate the terrorist, there was a requirement of closing onto the terrorist and
accordingly, Naik Naresh Kumar alongwith his buddy was tasked. When the buddy pairs moved ahead, the terrorist opened
heavy volume of fire and ran in opposite direction. Naik Naresh Kumar, sensing the grave danger to the troops deployed in
that direction brought down accurate fire and at a close range of five meters eliminated the terrorist later identified as
Category A++ terrorist.

Naik Naresh Kumar exhibited immense courage of conviction and perseverance in eliminating a hardcore terrorist.
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7. IC-64162M LIEUTENANT COLONEL JYOTI LAMA, 11TH BATTALION THE GORKHA RIFLES, 37TH
BATTALION THE ASSAM RIFLES

(Effective date of the award: 23 JULY 2019)

Lieutenant Colonel Jyoti Lama created a vibrant intelligence network in Manipur and after meticulous planning
relentlessly led his Company in apprehending fourteen hardcore terrorists.

Launching successive surgically precise operations, the Officer notwithstanding personal safety and leading from
the front, on 23 Jul 2019 based on a specific input regarding move of two terrorists laid an ambush in a village and eliminated
them.

On challenging the terrorists to drop their weapons and surrender, the Officer drew heavy fire and with utter
disregard to his personal safety, pulled his buddy to safety and exhibiting raw courage and outstanding initiative engaged the
terrorist in an intense firefight and eliminated a hardcore terrorist.The other terrorist trying to escape fired indiscriminately
towards him.The officer unmindful of his personal safety and exhibiting nerves of steel, once again retaliated with effective
fire, thereby eliminating the second hardcore terrorist.

Lieutenant Colonel Jyoti Lama displayed daring leadership and conspicuous gallantry which resulted in
neutralization of two terrorists.

8. SHRI CHALLAPILLA NARASIMHA RAO (POSTHUMOUS)
(Effective date of the award: 03 SEPTEMBER 2019)

On 3/9/2019, a major fire incident took place at ONGC Urban Plant in the morning at around 7 am, claiming lives of
one ONGC officer and three CISF Fire personnel. Late Shri C N Rao, GM(Production) was posted as Resident Plant
Superintendent (RPS) at ONGC, Urban Plant on that day. As soon as information about hydrocarbon smell reached the
Control Room from the field area, the same was passed on to RPS. Late Shri C N Rao led from the front immediately rushed
to the ground zero location along with a team of CISF Fire personnel to take care of the situation and identify the source.
When the team visited ground zero, Late Shri C N Rao observed a strong smell of hydrocarbon and he immediately sensed
the danger. Responding to the situation, in an act of valour, he first ensured that the personnel nearby the affected location are
moved to a safe zone. To avoid putting his entire team into danger, the brave energy soldier decided to lead from the front
with three CISF fire personnel to take corrective action. However, during this process, the unfortunate incident took place
and within no time the place was blazing with flames of fire.

The unfortunate incident of fire engulfed him along with three brave CISF Fire personnel.Yet in this sacrifice, he
ensured the safety of other lives and protected larger interest of the organization.

Shri Challapilla Narasimha Rao displayed bravery, raw courage, utmost dedication and commitment to duty and
made supreme sacrifice for the nation.

9. JC-414282H NAIB SUBEDAR NARENDER SINGH, 9TH BATTALION THE PARACHUTE REGIMENT
(SPECIAL FORCES)

Naib Subedar Narender Singh was part of the party deployed to prevent infiltration across the Line of Control

While being deployed on the Line of Control own surveillance detachment detected move of heavily armed hostiles
intruding across Line of Control with likely aim to carryout violent action upon own posts. Naib Subedar Narender in a
daring and calculated tactical move led his Squad through dense undergrowth and a narrow minefield safe lane during a pitch
dark night. He displayingnerve of steel and quick thinking, sited his squad along anticipated ingress routes of the hostiles. He
alongwith his buddy Havildar Bhal Singh initiated contact at close quarters. In the ensuing firefight, he shot two hostiles dead
at extreme close quarters and wounded another one. His aggressive actions led to foiling of attempt of the hostiles to target
own posts.

Naib Subedar Narender Singh showed most conspicuous gallantry, tactical acumen and outstanding leadership in
combat.
