Colonel Bikumalla Santosh Babu, Commanding Officer 16 BIHAR deployed in Galwan Valley (Eastern Ladakh)
during Operation SNOW LEOPARD, was tasked to establish an Observation Post in face of the enemy. Organising and
briefing his troops about the situation with a sound plan, he successfully executed the task. While holding the position his
column faced stiff resistance from the adversary who attacked using lethal and sharp weapons along with heavy stone pelting
from adjoining heights. Undaunted by the violent and aggressive action by overwhelming strength of enemy soldiers, the
officer in true spirit of service before self, continued to resist the enemy’s attempt to pushback Indian troops.

Despite being grievously injured, Colonel Bikumalla Santosh Babu led from the front with absolute command and
control despite hostile conditions to deter the vicious enemy attack at his position. In the skirmish that broke out and ensuing
hand to hand combat with enemy soldiers, he valiantly resisted the enemy attack till his last breath, inspiring and motivating
his troops to hold ground.

Colonel Bikumalla Santosh Babu displayed exemplary leadership and astute professionalism. He showed
conspicuous bravery in the face of enemy and made supreme sacrifice for the nation.

2. SHRI SHY AM NARAIN SINGH YADAVA, HEAD CONSTABLE/GD, CRPF (POSTHUMOUS)
3. SHRI VINOD KUMAR, CONSTABLE, CRPF (POSTHUMOUS)
{Effective date of Award: 28 FEBRUARY 2019}

On 28th February, 2019 a search operation was launched by 92 Bn CRPF, 22, RR, and SOG Handwara under the
overall command of Shri Dipak Kumar, Commandant, in village Khanoo Babagund, PS Kralgund, Kupwara (J&K).

On reaching the target village the troops cordoned all the suspected houses and plugged the possible escape routes.
The terrorists were advised to surrender, but to no avail, and they fired indiscriminately towards the troops. Acting promptly,
the troops took positions and retaliated. A fierce encounter ensued which continued the whole night. Meanwhile, amidst the
heavy gun battle, the target house caught fire and collapsed and firing from the terrorists’ side also stopped.

On 01 March 2019, troops of 22 RR thoroughly searched debris of the target house and nearby area for over 4 hours,
but found nothing. Thereafter, again a joint team of CRPF and SOG was formed to search the area, afresh, wherein
Inspector/GD Shri Pintu Kumar Singh of 92 CRPF, along with HC/GD Shri Shyam Narain Singh Yadava and
Ct/GD Shri Ramhit Yadav, volunteered for the task.

During the search, Inspector /GD Shri Pintu Kumar Singh entered a nearby c-2-owshed and observed something
suspicious in the haystacks. He signalled HC/GD Shri Shyam Narain Singh Yadava and Ct/GD Shri Ramhit Yadav to take
positions behind the walls and give him cover, as he advanced towards the haystacks. It was a lethal move by Shri Pintu
Kumar Singh, as he was fully exposed and had no protection against any threat. Suddenly, one of the terrorists, hiding in the
haystacks, sprang out and opened a fusillade of bullets towards them. Acting promptly, Shri Pintu Kumar Singh immediately
retaliated, along with HC/GD Shri Shyam Narain Singh Yadava and Ct/GD Shri Ramhit Yadav.

A fierce close quarter gun battle ensued: the trio charged towards the terrorist and injured him, however before they
could neutralize him, suddenly another terrorist emerged from the corner of the cowshed and opened indiscriminate fire
towards them. In this deadly attack, Shri Pintu Kumar Singh, Shri Shyam Narain Singh Yadava sustained multiple bullet
injures, while Shri Ramhit Yadav was also hit onhis neck. The badly injured personnel were not able to advance any further,
yet, they held onto their position and kept on firing towards the terrorists. They desperately needed reinforcements, as their
condition was deteriorating. At this critical juncture, amidst the heavy firing, Shri Ramhit Yadav, despite severe bleeding,
crawled out and reached to Shri Dipak Kumar, Commandant. He quickly explained the situation and guided them to approach
the encounter site.
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Shri Dipak Kumar, Commandant along with Ct/GD Jitumoni Ray, Ct/GD Shri Vinod Kumar and
Ct/GD Shri Ramhit Yadav rushed towards the cowshed, where they were greeted by a heavy volley of fire, which injured
Shri Dipak Kumar, Commandant, and Ct/GD Shri Jitumni Ray, Despite getting injured, Shri Dipak Kumar and his party
retaliated the attack, without caring for their lives and injured the terrorist.

The firing from terrorists subdued for a while. Taking advantage of the lull, Shri Dipak Kumar, Commandant
directed Ct/GD Shri Vinod Kumar and Ct/GD Shri Jitumoni Ray to evacuate Insp/GD Shri Pintu Kumar Singh and HC/GD
Shri Shyam Narain Singh Yadava, while he along with Ct/GD Shri Ramhit Yadav provide deffecting covering fire. Amidst
the intermittent firing, Ct/GD Shri Vinod Kumar and Ct/GD Shri Jitumoni Ray advanced towards the injured and evacuated
them, without caring for their lives. However, in the process, Ct/GD Shri Vinod Kumar also suffered serious bullet injuries
and attained martyrdom. Inspector/GD Shri Pintu Kumar Singh also succumbed to his injuries and attained martyrdom.
Despite the entire team getting injured, Shri Dipak Kumar, Commandant, held on to the ground and retaliated the terrorist
firing, along with Ct/GD Shri Jitumoni Ray and Ct/GD Shri Ramhit Yadav, while simultaneously evacuating the injured to a
safe position. Subsequently, all the injured personnel were evacuated to the hospital. During treatment,
HC/GD Shri Shyam Narain Singh Yadava succumbed to his injures and attained martyrdom.

The operation continued and lasted for more than 34 hours, wherein two dreaded terrorists were neutralized
by the troops. Inspector/GD Shri Pintu Kumar Singh, Head Constable/GD Shri Shyam Narain Singh Yadava and
Constable/GD Shri Vinod Kumar showed most conspicuous gallantry beyond the call of duty and made supreme sacrifice for
the nation.

4. JC-413798Y SUBEDAR SANIJIV KUMAR, 4TH BATTALION, THE PARACHUTE REGIMENT (SPECIAL
FORCES) (POSTHUMOUS)

{Effective date of Award: 4 APRIL 2020}

Subedar Sanjiv Kumar was enrolled into the Parachute Regiment on 30 August 1996. The Junior Commissioned
Officer has had multiple tenures along the Line of Control and has also served with the elite National Security Guard.

On 04 April 2020, Subedar Sanjiv Kumar was the leading squad commander of the Special Forces detachment
which was helidropped in Keran Sector (Jammu & Kashmir) to intercept and eliminate an infiltration track of Pakistan
sponsored terrorists.

After being helidropped, Subedar Sanjiv Kumar along with his squad began to track the foot trails of the infiltrating
terrorists. After wading through waist deep snow for over five hours, his squad homed on to the likely location of the
terrorists. As the squad was discreetly closing in towards their target, the leading scouts of the squad stepped on an ice ledge
which gave in and both the scouts fell into the nallah where hiding terrorists opened indiscriminate fire injuring both scouts.
Subedar Sanjiv Kumar along with his buddy immediately surged ahead into the nallah to rescue them. While his buddy
provided covering fire, Subedar Sanjiv unmindful of his personal safety, under intense fire from the terrorists evacuated one
of the scouts from the contact site. He then moved forward to retrieve the other scout when he came under intense fire from
the hiding terrorist. Realising the imminent danger to his squad members, Subedar Sanjiv charged towards the hiding
terrorists and neutralised one terrorist at very close range. Thereafter, SubedarSanjiv in a daring act crawled towards the other
terrorists and engaged them in a hand to hand combat seriously injuring them. In the intense close quarter fight that ensued
Subedar Sanjiv Kumar sustained a gun shot wound from which he later succumbed.

Subedar Sanjiv Kumar displayed outstanding leadership qualities, raw courage and utmost gallantry in eliminating
one hardcore terrorist, injuring two terrorists, evacuating his injured scout and made the supreme sacrifice in the highest
traditions of the Indian Army. His selfless action led to the subsequent elimination of five hardcore terrorits. While exhibiting
conspicuous courage beyond the call of duty, Subedar Sanjiv Kumar made supreme sacrifice for the nation.

5. SHRI RAHUL MATHUR, DEPUTY COMMANDANT, CRPF
{Effective date of Award: 17 SEPTEMBER 2020}

Shri Rahul Mathur, Deputy Commandant was deployed in Srinagar as House Intervention Team (HIT) Commander
of Valley QAT of CRPF.

On 17 Sep 20, acting upon an input about the presence of some terrorists, in a house, in Firdousabad Batmaloo,
Valley QAT swung into action and cordoned the suspected house. Tasked to cover the rear escape route and conduct building
intervention, Sh. Rahul Mathur, Deputy Commandant and his team covered the rear side of the house. After tactically
positioning his team, he along with his two buddies entered the house, from the rear, after scaling 6 feet wall. Leading from
the front, he ordered his buddies to cover the door, while he cautiously stepped inside.

He moved further, towards the gallery, where everything seemed calm, till an inmate standing near the staircase
pulled out his gun and fired at Sh Rahul Mathur. Two bullets pierced his body, one in the chest and another in the abdomen.
But, unmindful of the being hit, Sh Rahul Mathur proceeded ahead. Ignoring the incoming terrorist’s bullets, Sh Rahul
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Mathur, in a quick reflex, aimed his rifle at the terrorist and took him down. Meanwhile, the other two terrorists also emerged
and started firing at him, from behind the cover of the wall. By the time, Sh Rahul Mathur had also positioned himself behind
a cover and a fierce gun battle, in close quarters ensued till Sh Rahul Mathur started weakening due to acute blood loss.

The realization of being hit by bullets and the sight of oozing blood could disorient anyone but the officer showed
nerves of steel: calling for help would have meant endangering the lives of his buddies, who had by then positioned
themselves safely outside the building. Sh Rahul Mathur ordered his buddies to fall back, while he himself moved out of the
house, firing heavily towards the terrorists. Despite suffering grievous injuries, excruciating pain and blood loss he fought
ferociously with the terrorists, till he evacuated his buddies to safety. Thereafter, he managed to reach there and fell
unconscious due to his critical injuries. He was evacuated to 92 Base Hospital in a very critical condition, where he battled
for 10 days and survived the ordeal.

Thereafter, other personnel of Valley QAT neutralized the remaining two terrorists and recovered arms and
ammunition.

Sh Rahul Mathur, Deputy Commandant, displayed conspicuous gallantry, in the face of grave and imminent threat,
without caring for his own life in safety.

Naik Deepak Singh was performing duties of Battalion Nursing Assistant. During Operation SNOW LEOPARD, he
provided treatment to casualties of the skirmish at Galwan valley (Eastern Ladakh).

Having assessed the battle condition, he moved up for immediate medical support. As the skirmish broke out and
casualties increased, he moved to frontline rendering First Aid to own injured soldiers. In the ensuing skirmish coupled with
heavy stone pelting, he received serious injuries, but undeterred and tirelessly, he continued to provide medical aid. The
enemy outnumbered Indian troops and he was injured while carrying out his duty. Inspite of grievous wounds by the enemy,
he continued rendering medical assistance to injured soldiers and saved many lives. He finally succumbed to his injuries. He
was pivotal in rendering treatment and saving lives of more than 30 Indian soldiers, which reflect the epitome of his
professional acumen.

Naik Deepak Singh displayed unmatched professionalism in hostile conditions, unflinching devotion and made
supreme sacrifice for the nation.

5.2516683X SEPOY GURTEJ SINGH, 3RD BATTALION THE PUNJAB REGIMENT (POSTHUMOUS)
{Effective date of Award: 15 JUNE 2020}

Sepoy Late Gurtej Singh, during Operation SNOW LEOPARD in Galwan Valley (Eastern Ladakh), on 15 June
2020, was performing the duties of the scout of his Operational Patrol and was tasked to establish an Observation Post. He
successfully spotted the enemy troops building up against the Indian troops while establishing the Observation Post.

The faceoff between the two sides turned into a violent skirmish in which the enemy troops attempted to push back
the Indian troops. In the ensuing clash, the enemy soldiers used lethal weapons and heavily outnumbered own troops. Sep
Gurtej Singh displayed undaunted bravery, raw courage and exceptional combat skills in resisting the enemy troops in a
fierce hand to hand combat. He himself got seriously injured however, with utter disregard to his personal safety, he
continued to fight the enemy valiantly and also extricated own injured troops, thereby saving number of fellow soldiers of his
patrol party before making the supreme sacrifice.

SepoyGurtej Singh displayed conspicuous gallantry in the face of enemy and made supreme sacrifice for the nation.

2. SHRI NASEER AHMAD KOLIE, SGCT, CONSTABLE, J&K POLICE (POSTHUMOUS)
{Effective date of Award: 01 MARCH 2019}

On 01.03.2019, a specific intelligence was generated by Handwara Police about some terrorists hiding in village
Baba GundHandwara and an Ops was launched along with Army and CRPF.

The village had a difficult geographical location and the Target house inside the village posed further challenges of
reaching the place without alerting the hiding terrorists. Therefore, the there was a requirement of a smaller team to approach
the Target area swiftly and put a small cordon before the main party could follow and surround the Target area. Sgct Mustafa
Barash and Sgct Naseer Ahmad Kolie volunteered to lead a small group of some members and reached the target house,
accepted this challenge in the face of a grave threat.

The Party reached the target area, recede it and put a small cordon around the house inviting the main party. While
the main party was approaching, the hiding terrorists opened up a heavy volume of firing and the smaller team led by Sgct
Mustafa Barash and Sgct Naseer Ahmad Kolie had to engage them till the main party could surround the area. During this
exchange of fire, these two brave Police personnel alongwith three CRPF men suffered bullet injuries and got seriously
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injured. All the five of them later succumbed to injuries but it ensured that the terrorists did not escape or leave the target
house till the main party came and subsequently the exchange of fire continued for some hours and in the ensuring encounter
two terrorists were eliminated and huge quantity of weapons/ammunition were recovered from their possession.

Sgct Mustafa Barash and Sct Naseer Ahmad Kolie displayed exemplary courage in leading a smaller party to the
target and engaging the terrorists in fire. Both of them suffered injuries and made supreme sacrifice for the nation.

3. SHRI ARSHAD KHAN, INSPECTOR, JAMMU & KASHMIR POLICE (POSTHUMOUS)
{Effective date of Award: 12 June 2019}

On 12.06.2019, as the ROP of the CRPF deployed on the K.P. Road initiated withdrawal, a fidayeen (Suicide)
terrorist affiliated to the proscribed terror outfit Jesh-e-Mohammad (JeM) attacked them near Oxford Presentation School on
K.P. Road with granades and indiscriminate firing. The terrorist was armed with an AK 56 Rifle loaded with armour piercing
rounds. The attack resulted in death of 5 CRPF personnel and injuries to several others. Even after inflicting damage on the
forces, the terrorist did not flee from the spot and instead waited for reinforcement to arrive in a bid to maximize the forces
causality.

On receiving the information about the incident, Inspr. Arshad Khan, SHO PS Anantnag, rushed towards the spot
without caring for his life. Inspr. Arshad Khan was the first respondent to reach the spot followed by I/C PP and Dy SP
Headquarters Anantnag. On seeing the terrorist firing upon the SFs, Inspr. Arshad Khan confronted the armed terrorist from a
distance of just 10-15 meters and fired upon the terrorist. The terrorist fired a volley of armour piercing rounds on the brave
SHO followed by a grenade.

During the ensuing gunfight, the terrorist got hit by the bullet fired by Inspr. Arshad Khan. However, unfortunately,
Inspr. Arshad Khan also received a bullet in the chest. Other officers/escort personnel who were following Inspr. Arshad
Khan, retaliated the fire resulting in elimination of the terrorist. Inspector Arshad Khan was immediately shifted to District
Hospital Anantnag where from he was evacuated to 92 Base Hospital Badamibagh. After his condition worsened, he was
further shifted to SKIMS Soura and then airlifted to AIIMS Delhi where he achieved martyrdom on 16th June 2019.

Inspector Arshad Khan during the whole incident displayed exemplary bravery and extra ordinary commitment
towards the call of duty. It was due to his unflinching act of valour that the terrorist was neutralized seconds after Inspector
Arshad Khan took the initiative of not waiting for someone else to do what was necessary. Inspector Arshad Khan’s action
not only helped to avoid further loss to the SF’s, it also saved the lives of countless civilians who could have been killed if
the gunfight would have prolonged any further.

4. SHRI BILAL AHMAD MAGRAY, SPECIAL POLICE OFFICER, J&K POLICE (POSTHUMOUS)
{Effective date of Award: 20 AUGUST 2019}

On 20-08-2019, based on a special input regarding presence of terrorists in the house of Nazir Ahmad Dar, S/o
Ghulam Nabi Dar, r/o GanieHamam Old Town Baramulla, a joint CASO was launched. Shri Bilal Ahmad Magray
volunteered himself to the room intervention operational party and thereby to evacuate the entrapped civilians from the target
house and to neutralize the terrorist. When SPO Bilal Ahamd was evacuating the civilians, the hiding terrorist lobbed a
number of hand grenades and fired indiscriminately upon him and his operational colleagues, resulting serious injuries to him
and party commander SI Shri Amar Deep and also one civilian namely Sonu Lal. Through being seriously injured sensing the
danger to the civilians inside the target house, he showed indomitable courage and evacuated the injured civilian and other
civilians outside the target house ensuring no further collateral damage. With utter disregard to personal safety, the buddy
pair i.e. SI Amardeep and SPO BilalAhmad re-entered the house and held their position and engaged terrorist thereby
denying any safe passage to them to break the cordon and also fired at the terrorists and incapacitated him till the time they
exhausted with available ammunition and the duo losing consciousness due to excessive bleeding. He fought till he lost his
consciousness and attained martyrdom.

His valiant action has ultimately led to neutralization of one terrorist, who remained chronic stone pelter during
2010, 2014 and 2016 unrest and later on joined prescribed JeM outfit.

5. G/5022546P RIFLEMAN PRANAB JYOTI DAS, 6TH BATTALION THE ASSAM RIFLES

Rifleman PranabJyoti Das was part of an operation in South Arunachal Pradesh which was launched based on a
specific intelligence input regarding presence of six hardcore insurgents.

At 0410 hours, during search of the target area, Rifleman (General Duty) PranabJyoti Das spotted an insurgent 70
meters from the target location. On being challenged, the insurgent tried to break the cordon by firing indiscriminately.
Sensing grave danger to own troops Rifleman (General Duty) Pranab Jyoti Das eliminated one insurgent. Remaining
insurgents also opened heavy volume of fire which resulted in grievous injury to one of the soldiers.
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Displaying great tactical acumen Rifleman (General Duty) Pranab Jyoti Das in a gallant move came out of cover and
evacuated the injured personnel to safety. Rifleman (General Duty) Pranab Jyoti Das continued to engage the insurgents
from the close quarters and eliminated another insurgent.

Rifleman Pranab Jyoti Das displayed ferocious and unparalleled fighting spirit by neutralising two insurgents and
evacuating one injured soldier to safety.

6. 13631414 PARATROOPER SONAM TSHERING TAMANG, 4TH BATTALION THE PARACHUTE
REGIMENT (SPECIAL FORCES)

{Effective date of Award: 04 APRIL 2020}

Paratrooper Sonam Tshering Tamang was enrolled into The Parachute Regiment on 28 June 2014 and has been
operating in OP RAKSHAK ever since.

On 04 April 2020, Paratrooper Sonam Tshering Tamang was part of the Special Forces detachment which was
helidropped in Keran Sector (Jammu & Kashmir) to intercept and eliminate an infiltrating column of terrorists. After wading
through waist deep snow for over five hours, the squad successfully established contact with the terrorists. In the intense
close quarter fire fight that ensued, both the squad commander Subedar Sanjiv Kumar and Paratrooper Amit Kumar
sustained gunshot wound and the remainder of the squad was out of communication.

Paratrooper Sonam Tshering Tamang after carrying out a quick mental survey of the situation moved ahead
tactically to evacuate his squad commander. He successfully evacuated his squad commander under intense fire from the
terrorists. Paratrooper Amit Kumar was injured and was pinned down by accurate fire from the terrorists. Sensing grave
danger to his buddy, Paratrooper Sonam Tshering Tamang in a daring act crawled towards the boulder and killed one terrorist
with accurate rifle fire at close quarters. He then lobbed a grenade at a fleeing terrorist and injured him grievously.

Paratrooper Sonam Tshering Tamang displayed raw courage and utmost gallantry in eliminating one hardcore
terrorist, injuring one other terrorist and evacuating Subedar Sanjiv Kumar to safety. He maintained his composure and
fought with nerves of steel under the most adverse circumstances wherein all other squad members of his detachment were
killed in action.

7. IC-76429H MAJOR ANUJ SOOD, BRIGADE OF THE GUARDS, 21ST BATTALION THE RASHTRIYA
RIFLES (POSTHUMOUS)

{Effective date of Award: 29 APRIL 2020}

Major Anuj Sood had been operating as a Company Commander in 21 Rashtriya Rifles in Kupwara District of
Jammu & Kashmir.

On 01 May 2020, on receiving information of two terrorists in Watsar Forest, he launched operation to intercept
them. On spotting the terrorists, the officer challenged them but the terrorists fired back indiscriminately and escaped. The
officer restrained own fire and saved lives of civilians stuck in the crossfire.

The terrorist’s location was re-established on 02 May 2020 at Chanjimula and the officer himself deployed the close
cordon at the suspected house. In an act of conspicuous bravery, he alongwith Commanding Officer and three others moved
inside the target house to evacuate civilian hostages. Unmindful of his personal safety the officer relentlessly fired upon and
pinned down hardcore terrorists resulting in evacuation of three civilian hostages. In an attempt to extricate the balance two
civilian hostages, he physically assaulted and injured one Local terrorist, thus saving lives of the two hostages. During this
gallant act the officer sustained multiple gunshot wounds and sacrificed his life.

Major Anuj Sood displayed conspicuous gallantry, extraordinary valour and made supreme sacrifice for the nation.
