On 15th April 2020, a specific intelligence was received by Dr. Abhishek OPallava, Superintendent of Police,
Dantewada through his informers regarding the presence of 60-70 armed Maoists (including senior Maoists Kamlu Punem,
DVCM, Chandranna DVCM, Sanjay Kadti DVCM, and others) of West Bastar Division of CPI (Maoists).

A detailed operational plan was made and joint parties of DRG (Strength 264) STF (Strength 50), 230 B.N. CRPF
(Strength 50) and Bastaria B.N. (Strength 24) were launched at 14:30 hours. The next morning, when the police parties reached
between forests of Porowada, Maoists who were sitting in ambush started firing indiscriminately on the police forces. DRG
group 2 led by Reserve Inspector Naxal Operation Shri Vaibhav Mishra who came in immediate fire retaliated strongly and
other DRG groups started cordoning and firing in self- defense. Reserve inspector Naxal operation Shri Vaibhav Mishra from
DRG-02 fought fiercely and led his group. He showed great leadership skills and guided his team. He informed Deputy
Superintendent of Police Shri Devansh Rathore through wireless set who was overall party commander of the DRG team.

The exchange of fire continued for about 30 minutes. After firing, entire area was sealed, cordoned and thoroughly
searched. During the search, a dead body was recovered which was later identified as Aashu Sodhi son of Maso Sodhi resident
of Katulnar, who held the charge of West Bastar Division Action Team commander.

The role of Reserve Inspector Naxal operation Shri Vaibhav Mishra was critical in security forces getting success. He
went ahead firing and entered the Arc-of-Fire. Reserve Inspector Naxal operation Shri Vaibhav Mishra led the DRG-02
efficiently as well as coordinated with other DRG teams during this entire operation. The DRG- 02 Team was instrumental in
police gaining upper hand in the gun battle.

In this operation, Shri Vaibhav Mishra, Reserve Inspector displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to
duty of a higher order.

On 14th July 2019, a precise intelligence input was received from informers by SP Dantewada regarding presence of
10*15 armed Maoists of Katekalyan area committee Darhha Division of CPI (Maoists), which included hardcore Maoists
Jagdish (DVCM), Vinod (DVCM), Dewa (DVCM), Pradeep (ACM), Mangli (ACM) in the forests of Gumiyapal Karrepara.
Police Station Kirandul, Gumiyapal Karrepara is among the most highly sensitive Naxal villages and in core area of CPI
(Maoists).

A detailed operational plan was made and DRG parties (Strength 86) were launched in night 01.05 am under command
of Sub Inspector Mohan Bhardwaj and Sub Inspector Ashwani Sinha. When the police parties reached forests of Gumiyapal
Naxalites who were sitting in ambush started firing indiscriminately on the police forces. DRG troops under command of Sub
Inspector Mohan Bhardwaj and Sub Inspector Ashwani Sinha retaliated strongly. After firing stopped, search of the encounter
area was conducted in which one male and one female bodies were recovered who were identified later as (1) Maoist Mangli
Hemla, Malangir area committee member and Darbha division doctor team Incharge, Vill. Puwarli. PS Jagargunda, Distt.
Sukma and (2) Maoist Hernia Shankar alias Dewa, Malnngir area committee member and CNM Commander, Vill. Jangampal.
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PS Kukanar, Distt. Sukma. One 303 Rifle and one country made weapon were recovered from the encounter site. The role of
Sub Inspector Ashwani Sinha was crucial in security forces getting success. This operational success in den of Maoists gave
Naxalites a set back and helped police gain strong foothold in the area.

The role of Dr. Abhishek Pallav (IPS), Superintendent of Police was critical in security forces getting success. He
gathered pin-point intelligence about presence of Naxalites and then led the reinforcement which reached the encounter site on
time. Pin point actionable intelligence was critical in achieving success in Maoist core area. Timely reinforcement and presence
of Superintendent of Police at the site motivated the troops and provided them able leadership, Superintendent of Police planned
the successful secure retreat of forces back to police lines, Dantewada.

In this operation, S/Shri Dr. Abhishek Pallav, IPS, Superintendent of Police and Ashwani Sinha, Sub- Inspector
displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

The Kuvemaari area of the Kondagaon District is a stronghold of Naxals. Due to its geographical features with the
presence of dense forests, valleys and numerous rivulets, it remains a safe zone for the Naxals. Intelligence inputs about the
presence of Naxal cadres in this area is regularly received. This area is situated on a high plateau due to which approach is
tough and the location of approaching security forces is difficult to conceal. Launching Anti- Naxal operations in this area is a
tough task.

In this background, a specific input about the presence of Naxal Cadres in the Kuvemaari area was provided by Special
Intelligence Branch (SIB) to Shri Siddharth Tiwari, IPS, SP (Kondagaon). Based on this input an operation was planned by
Shri Siddharth Tiwari. To ensure proper execution of the plan Shri Siddharth Tiwari himself briefed the operational party on
all aspects such as intelligence input, tactical movement, arms and ammunition, communication, and the probable
contingencies at the DRG hub in Kondagaon. The joint force of the District Reserve Guard (DRG) and District police force
comprising 44 members was inducted from Malajkudum towards the target area of Edenga and Duwal villages. The operation
was launched at 03:30 hrs on 01.06.2021.

Shri Siddharth Tiwari himself went to Malajkudum with the police party and thereafter camped at PS Dhanora along
with the reinforcement party to personally supervise and direct the operation. The combined police party under the leadership
of SI Yashwant Shyam tactically marched towards the target area and searched the surrounding hills and forests. At 09:00 hrs
Shri Siddharth Tiwari, through mobile phone, briefed the team about the probable Naxals location between heights Pt. 830 and
Pt. 825 west of Bhandarpal village near Edenga. Shri Siddharth Tiwari also directed the commander to divide the team into
various parties which were to be led by SI Yashwant Shyam and SI Ramji Tarme.

The party started tactically moving towards the designated target. As the party started cordoning the area around
20-25 Naxals who were sitting in ambush opened heavy fire on the police party intending to kill the police personnel and loot
their arms and ammunition. The police party immediately took cover and warned the Naxals to surrender but the firing from
the Naxals side was continued. With no other alternative left for police party fired back in self-defense. The team commander
informed Shri Siddharth Tiwari about the sudden attack after which he immediately left for the area along with the reinforced
party comprising of 11 members. On reaching the spot and after analyzing the ground situation, Shri Tiwari encouraged the
team to bravely face the heavy fire of the Naxals.

As the party was encircling the Naxal position, Head Constable Usharu Ram Korram saw a uniformed Naxal cadre
who was firing on the police party. HC Korram without fearing for his life jumped towards the Naxal cadre and tried to snatch
his weapon away. A scuffle between the two started seeing another Naxals cadre who was nearby coming towards HC Korram
and trying to smash his head with the butt of his .303 rifle. HC Korram was injured in the scuffle but continued to fight the
Naxals showing exemplary bravery, till his team members rushed to the spot. Seeing the other police personnel, the Naxal
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cadres left HC Korram and ran some distance away and again started firing upon the police party.

SI Yashwant Shyam bravely led his party amid heavy fire and started encircling the Naxals with retaliatory fire.
SI Shyam showed exemplary courage and leading from the front, they kept on encouraging the force to give a fitting reply to
the Naxals.

Realizing the superior tactics and encirclement by the police party, the Naxals retreated taking the advantage of thick
forest cover and deep gorges. After the gun battle which lasted around 2-3 hours. The whole area was thoroughly searched and
02 uniformed Naxals dead bodies (01 male and 01 female) and 01 No. 7.62 mm SLR Rifle with 02 magazine, 01 No. .303
Rifle with a magazine, 01 No. .315 bore country-made rifle, 01 No. country made .303 rifle, and 01 No. country made 12 bore
rifle along with a large number of explosive materials, Naxal literature, medicines, and daily use items were recovered from
the spot.

In this operation, S/Shri Yashwant Shyam, Sub- Inspector and Usharu Ram Korram, Head Constable displayed
conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

As per direction received through letter, Police Party from PS Chintagufa under the leadership of party Commander
SI Brijlal Bhardwayj, 2-1C of party SI Uttam Kumar, SI Bhimarjun Tandi along with 42 Police personnel of DRG Kerlapal with
52 Police personnel of CRPF 2nd Bn under the leadership of AC Yogendra Singh, all 98 Police personnel moved for Anti-
Naxal drive towards the Village of Bademaguda, Chiganguda, Sirsetti, Muler, Gandharpara, Madopara, Pongabhejji on
21.11.2019.

The Police Party, on 22.11.2019, searched the jungles, hillocks of the Muler area all through the day, the CRPF party
went back to the camp Kerlapal and the DRG Party stayed in the Jungle of Madopara village, took the LUP at night.

On 23.11.2019 in the early morning, as per plan leaving LUP, while searching the Gandharpara and Muler area, at
around 06:45 hrs, about 40-50 number of banned uniformed and plain dressed Male and Female Naxals, who had already taken
a position with the intention of to kill and snatching the arms and ammunition from the police force, started indiscriminate
firing. The Police Party immediately took the position and blocks the area. The Police party as far as possible, after taking
shelter behind the tree and heavy rocks, shouted to the Naxals for surrender, Naxals did not pay heed to the warning and started
indiscriminate firing. After the warning to surrender, Naxals started heavy intense firing. Then, as there was no option left in
front of the police personnel replied through firing. Seeing themselves being surrounded from all sides and also feeling their
defeat Naxals took advantage of the forest hilly area ran away. The firing took place around 40 to 45 min. After the end of the
fire, the spot was searched minutely in which one unknown dead body of uniformed male Naxal age about 23 years was
recovered, near the dead body 01 No. Pistol with 01 No. loaded round, 02 Nos. blank round of pistol, 01 No. Motorola set, 01
No. mechanical remote of blast IED, 01 No. Battery, 01 Pitthu, 01 No. bag, 01 No. archery, 04 Nos. Blanket, Naxal literature,
medicines were recovered.

Naxals fired near 110-120 rounds upon the police personnel. The Police party fired 134 Rounds. The fired ammunition
cartridge was not recovered due the heavy Jungle. The police party couldn’t find the empty cartridges due to dense forest and
bush.

When the police party was attacked by Maoists, Shri Uttam Kumar, Sub Inspector, 2-I/c of DRG Bhejji, Distt-Sukma,
exhibited a great presence of mind and great leadership, superb operational sense, and conspicuous tactical mind and led the
force successfully neutralizing the Maoist's ambition to harm the team. His reaction not only saved the life of his men but also
foiled the onslaught of Maoist attacks and he played a key role in killing Maoists and recovery of a dead body of one dreaded
Naxal. His acts also led to a good recovery of arms and ammunition. The way Shri Uttam Kumar led the operation, showed
his dedication, worked patiently in the form of excellent coordination and teamwork with the officers/employees of his fellow
police party, which has become a source of inspiration for other officers and subordinates.
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His sheer determination to contribute to curtailing the Maoist's attack and guidance displayed makes him deserving
of higher recognition.

Assistant Platoon Commander Krishpal Singh Kushwah joined Chhattisgarh Police as a Constable on 20.07.1995. He
was posted as Head Constable on 24.05.2004 and subsequently he was promoted from HC to Asstt. Platoon Commander on
25.12.2012. Asstt. Platoon Commander Krishanpal Singh Kushwah showed sincere hard work during posting in the Naxal
affected area from 20009.

On received of information regarding presence of Maoists cadres in the area under PS Katekalyan, district Dantewada,
SP district Dantweada made an Anti-Naxal Operation plan on 21.08.2015. Four parties were included in this plan moved from
different sites. A team of 46 security personnel of TF-09 lead by APC Krishpal Singh moved from Jagdalpur to village
Tahakwada, Tongpal. In the route information received regarding blocking of road by tree cutting on NH-30 near village
Darbha. TF-09 party left towards target area. When the operational force were moving towards the area and on arriving near
village Darbha, as soon as the naxalites saw the police party they started indiscriminate firing. The police party also retaliated
in self defence and fired on the naxalites. During encounter APC Krishpal Singh seriously injured with bullet injuries and
martyred on the spot. When naxalites realized that the police party was stronger than them, they ran away towards the defense
forest. After this the police party cordoned and searched the surroundings area. The Police party recovered two nos. tiffin
bomb, one bundle wire, pamphlets and other naxal related items.

In this exchange of fire, police party succeeded mount to defend themselves against the naxal firing. In this operation,
showed a rare and exceptional example of courage, bravery, leadership qualities, devotion to duty for mother India.

On 17/02/2020 at about 05:05 AM on the basis of secret of information, a team of Special Cell comprising ACsP Lalit
Mohan Negi, Hridaya Bhushan, Insp. Vinod Kumar, SI Sunder Gautam, SI Raghuveer Singh, SI Shamsher Singh and other
intercepted Pulsar motorcycle at Anandmai Marg. The Gypsy of ACP Lalit Mohan Negi intercepted the said Pulsar motorcycle
and hit it on its right side. Despite warnings, the wanted criminal duo managed to got off their Pulsar bike before it got skid
and whipped out their weapons, aimed towards police party and started firing to evade their arrest.

The team members very closely faced the hails of the bullets fired by these criminals. Undeterred and unfazed, ACP
Lalit Mohan Negi, SI Sunder Gautam, SI Raghuveer and SI Shamsher Singh also retaliated in self-defense. But the desperados
continued firing from their sophisticated weapons. The bullets fired by these desperados hit on the chest of the bullet proof
jackets worn by ACP Lalit Mohan Negi, SI Sunder Gautam, SI Raghuveer & SI Shamsher Singh. One of the bullets also hit
and pierced through the left door of official Gypsy.

It was open area having war like situation. The desperados had taken safer position and firing indiscriminately aiming
police team members to cause casualties and police officials were in the direct firing line of the criminals. There was no cover
for the police team to protect themselves, despite faced with risk of life. The police team used minimum force in this critical
situation. Both the desperados identified as Raju @ Ramesh @ Bahadur (motorcycle rider) and Raja Qureshi @ Rafiq (the
pillion rider) were injured in the cross firing and were declared brought dead in the hospital.

One pistol of .32 bore with one live cartridge was recovered from accused Raja @ Rafiq whereas one pistol of 9mm
with one live cartridge was recovered from accused Raju @ Ramesh @ Bahadur. The recovered bag carried by accused Raja
Qureshi was having one more pistol of 9 mm with 8 rounds, 44 live cartridges of 7.62, 10 live cartridges of 7.65 & 09 live
cartridges of 9 mm calibre.

From the hospital, one magazine loaded with 4 live cartridges of 9 mm was also recovered from the possession of
deceased accused Ramesh @ Bahadur.

In this shootout, ACP Lalit Mohan Negi, SI Sunder Gautam, SI Shamsher Singh and SI Raghuveer Singh fired 5, 2,
7 and 5 rounds respectively from their official weapons in self-defence and to apprehend both the accused persons.

ACP Lalit Mohan Negi, SI Sunder Gautam, SI Shamsher Singh and SI Raghuveer Singh have displayed exceptional
valor and commitment in the time of duty and conspicuously risked their lives while trying to apprehend these desperate
criminals, as they were in direct firing line and thus, not only saved the lives of fellow team members but also the general
public.

On 26.11.2020, some of the protesting farmers from Punjab were stopped by Haryana Police from marching towards
Delhi for protesting against the 03 Farm Laws enacted by the Govt. of India in September, 2020. Violence broke out and the
above protesting farmers and their leaders broke through the Barricades and continued with their march towards Delhi.

A police
arrangement was in place at Singhu Border to stop them from marching towards Delhi. The protestors tried to forcibly break
through the blockades set up by police but they were repulsed. A standoff ensued, the protestors were adamant to go to Ramlila
grounds in Central Delhi. They were offered Burari Grounds for their protest. Necessary arrangements were also made by the
Govt. for their protest in Burari Grounds but the leaders of the protesting farmers refused to go to Burari Grounds and stayed
put at Singhu Border and thereby blocked the thorough way for the public at large. Thereafter, farmers organizations from UP
and some other states also started their respective marches towards Delhi and other than Singhu Border, 04 other borders were
blocked by the farmers including Chilla Border, Tikri Border, Ghazipur Border and Haryana-Rajasthan Border.

Security arrangement was made for maintaining law and order at Singhu Border. On 29.01.2021 at about 1:30 PM,
some locals from the nearby villages came to negotiate with the protestors in order to vacate the border as the locals were
facing problems in their day to day life due to highway blockade. The locals were requesting them to vacate the border but
suddenly the protestors became aggressive and started heated arguments with the local villagers. The protestors started pelting
stones at the local villagers. For maintaining law & order situation, Insp. Pradeep Kumar, SHO/PS Alipur along with his team
intervened and tried to pacify the protestors gathered there. In the meanwhile, a Sikh amongst the protestors came with a sword
in his hand and ran behind the local villagers wielding his sword at them. On seeing this, Insp. Pradeep Kumar swung into
action to save the local people from his attack. But the Sikh protestor (later identified as Ranjeet Singh s/o Rawal Singh r/o
Vill- Kazampur, Naya Shahar, PS- Rahu, Punjab) was too aggressive & violent and attacked Insp. Pradeep Kumar’s head with
his sword with the intention to kill him but Insp. Pradeep Kumar took the sword on his hand and thus saved himself. Thereafter,
the attacker kept on wielding his sword on Insp. Pradeep Kumar causing two more brutal injuries on his hand and elbow. Insp.
Pradeep Kumar did not deter and caught hold of the sword showing grith & courage without caring for his life. Insp. Pardeep
Kumar managed to overpower him and took his sword. After this, public started beating the said protestor. Insp. Pardeep
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Kumar saved the attacker form the public ire too and handed him over and the sword to his staff members. It was also found
that Satnam Singh Pannu, Sawarn Singh Pandher, Sukhwinder Singh and Jasbir Singh Pidhi all the office bearer of the Kisan
Majdoor Sangarsh Samiti, Punjab instigated the protestors in order to harm the local public and police personnel. Insp. Pradeep
Kumar was admitted at Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh for serious injuries caused to him. As many as 54 stiches were required
to stich the wounds.

Subsequently, case FIR No. 49/2021, u/s 147/148/149/152/186/307/323/332/353 IPC was registered at PS Alipur.
Some of the protestors who were pelting stones and were part of unlawful assembly were later on identified and arrested.

It was an extra-ordinary courage, bravery, devotion to duty and gallant act of Insp. Pradeep Kumar, SHO/Alipur that
despite receiving grievous injuries, he saved the life of public as well as the fellow police officials from the attacker without
caring for his life. He also saved the life of the attacker from the public. He has set an example of gallantry & commitment
towards his duty.

In this operation, Shri Pradeep Kumar, Inspector displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a
higher order.

This award is made for gallantry under Rule 4(i) of the Rules governing the award of Police Medal and consequently
carries with it the special allowance admissible under Rule 5 with effect from 29/01/2021.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 25.07.2020, Srinagar Police received information to the effect that some terrorists carrying arms/ammunition are
hidden in Rambirgarh Panzinara area of Srinagar District, falling under the jurisdiction of P/S Parimpora. Swiftly acting on the
tip-off, a police team of District Srinagar alongwith Army 29 RR, CRPF 44 Bn and Valley OAT CRPF was constituted to
identify the hideouts for further course of action and to neutralize the terrorists, if required without any collateral damage. The
constituted team conducted searches in the said area and succeeded in zeroing of location where the terrorists were hidden.
Before the operation was conducted, it was mutually decided with Army 29 RR, Valley QAT CRPF and 44 Bn in order to
avoid any collateral damage and to conduct a result-oriented operation.

According to the devised operational plan, all the nafri was divided into 02 parties, 1st party was tasked to lay the
cordon of the target area from North-West and South-West side while as the 2nd party was tasked to lay the cordon of the
target area from North-East and South-East side area in which the terrorists were hiding. It was also decided that the
intervention of the area, if required, shall be under taken under the supervision of Dr Mohd Haseeb Mughal-IPS, then SSP
Srinagar with full coordination of other security forces. Meanwhile, all the parties took position according to the plan as
enumerated above. Dr Mohd Haseeb Mughal-IPS, then SSP Srinagar who was Incharge of the cordon parties formed small
teams of Police Srinagar under the supervision of Shri Shazaad Ahmed Salaria-JKPS, then SP West Zone Srinagar, Shri Furqan
Qadir-JKPS, then SDPO West Srinagar and then Inspr Majid Hassan of P/S Parimpora for evacuation of the inmates of
adjoining residential houses, as the area was very congested. All these teams very tactfully and bravely evacuated the inmates
of the adjoining house and shifted them to a nearby safer place to ensure that there is no collateral damage.

In the first instance, 02 terrorists were noticed in the locality which was already zeroed and were offered to surrender
which they denied/ didn’t respond to and instead opened indiscriminate fire on the operation parties and again went hiding.
Following which house to house search was planned. The operation parties, having taken all precautions started the process,
however, as the searching parties approached nearer the target suspected location where terrorists were believed to be hiding,
it came under heavy fire from the terrorists who had taken position in the locality i.e. Rambirgarh Panzinara. The operational
parties had miraculous escape and in a tactical move, the operational party withdrew only to target the hide from the other
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sides. In the meantime, the hidden terrorists shifted their location to nearby field amid attempts to flee from the area but the
operational parties approached followed them from all sides besides plugging all lanes/bi-lanes. Upon this, the terrorists took
shelter in the adjoining place being congested having dense Poplar trees. At this stage, Dr Mohd Haseeb Mughal- IPS, then
SSP Srinagar, who was supervising the operation parties, constituted 02 small groups, 1st consisting of Shri Tahir Ashraf-
JKPS, then SP PC Srinagar, Shri Furqan Qadir- JKPS, DySP SDPO West Srinagar, SI Sheikh Adil Bashir, then IC PP Bernina,
ASI Abdul Rashid, HC Habibullah, HC Mohd Farooq, SgCt Gulzar Ahmad, SgCt Shahnawaz Ahmad, SgCt Mohd Magsood,
Const Tarig Ahmad Ganie, SPO Hilal Ahmad, SPO Javaid Ahmad, SPO Zahid Ahmad Khan, SPO Sajid Ali and a small QRT
of Army 29 RR / PC Srinagar. Likewise, the 2nd party consisting of Shri Shazaad Ahmed Salaria-JKPS, the SP West Zone
Srinagar, Shri Surinder Singh-JKPS, DySP PC Srinagar, Inspr Majid Hassan Khan of P/S Parimpora, HC Harpaul Singh, Const
Ashiq Hussain, Const Kuldeep Singh, Const Mumtaz Ahmad, Const Amjad Awan, Const Rouf-AlI-Sadat, SPO Hilal Ahmad,
SPO Mohd Magbool, SPO Mohamad Azam of PC Srinagar, SPO Zubair Ahmad, SPO Zarifa, SPO Nargis Naz and small QRTs
of Valley QAT CRPF, CRPF 44th Bn.

The 1st party planned to enter the target area from South-East side while as the 2nd party decided to approach from
South-West side. At this stage, the hidden terrorist’s lobbed grenades which, however, didn’t cause any damage owing to the
fact that the approaching parties were advancing tactically. Dr Mohd Haseeb Mughal-IPS, then SSP Srinagar who was leading
the 1st party alongwith his team reached nearer the target spot from South-East side where the terrorist’s lobbed the grenades
amid firing, the terrorist left the hide amid indiscriminate firing in an attempt to break the cordon to fled away but the
operational parties without losing the senses retaliated the fire effectively without caring for their personal lives and neutralized
one terrorist. Meantime, trying to take advantage of the moment another terrorist attempted to escape concealed himself in
other side of the said locality in South-West side but the 2nd operational party, which had already taken position, retaliated the
fire bravely and in the exchange of fire, 2nd terrorist got eliminated. Later on the identification of both the killed terrorists was
established as Aijaz Ahmad Bhat LeT S/o Ali Mohd Bhat R/o Laribal, Kakapora, Pulwama and Ishfaq Rashid Khan S/o Abdul
Rashid Khan R/o Sozieth Narbal Srinagar. The elimination of these terrorists was a big jolt to the LeT outfit and its network
in Srinagar-South Kashmir. Large quantity of arms/ ammunition was recovered from the possession of slain terrorists. Case
FIR No. 154/2020 U/S 307 IPC & 7/27 I.A.Act stands registered in P/S Parimpora.

The elimination of these terrorists was a big jolt to the LeT Network in the South/ Central Kashmir respectively. The
above mentioned local killed terrorists were involved in various terrorist related incidents in South/ Central Kashmir. They
were planning for Fidayeen attacks on convoys besides targeting police in order to create fear among the peace- loving people
of Srinagar. Moreover, they had directions by their mentors across from LOC for carrying terrorist activities by threatening
police friendly people/ political activists, lobbing of grenades for collateral damage and to create panic and terror among the
populace.

The role and the leadership exhibited by then SP West Zone Srinagar Shri Shazaad Ahmed Salaria-JKPS and then
SDPO West Srinagar Shri Furqan Qadir-JKPS during the said anti-terrorist operation remained exemplary. They also played
an exceptional role in the coordination between joint operational parties of Police, Valley QAT CRPF, Army right from
beginning and culmination of the operation. These officers remained instrumental in the said operation by way of operational
tactics viz, evacuation of civilians from the locality, chalking out of the result oriented operational plan, prioritizing the safety
of lives of operational parties/ peace-loving people and assault on terrorists without any collateral damage.

In this operation, S/Shri Shazaad Ahmed Salaria, Superintendent of Police, Furqan Qadir, Sub Divisional Police
Officer, Abdul Rashid, Assistant Sub- Inspector, Harpaul Singh, Head Constable and Tariq Ahmad Ganie, Constable displayed
conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

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Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 02.04.2021, Pulwama Police received information to the effect that terrorists who killed a Police Cop at Nowgam
were seen in Ghat Mohallah Kakapora Pulwama. Acting swiftly, Addl. SP Pulwama shared the input with I/C DySP(Ops)
Kakapora, DySP Ops Pulwama, SHO P/S Kakapora and after receiving feedback about the topography of the suspected area,
the input was further shared with 50 RR and 183 Bn CRPF and it was decided to launch a joint CASO of the target area.
Accordingly, joint teams of Police Pulwama, 50 RR and 183 Bn CRPF headed by Inspector Amjad Hussain Mir SHO P/S
Kakapora 'under the supervision of Addl. SP Pulwama rushed to Village Ghat Mohalla Kakapora and launched CASO of target
location jointly. All the entry/exit points, path ways and possible escaping lanes were plugged off tightly by laying concertina
wire and physical deployments.

After taking stock of the situation, a Police party headed by Inspector Amjad Hussain Mir and comprising ASI
Mushtaq Ahmad Bhat, HC Asgar Ali and other police personnel alongwith components of 50 RR and 183 Bn CRPF has been
constituted to conduct search of the target place and another team headed by I/C DySP(Ops) Kakapora Shri Furqan Qadir
alongwith components of 50 RR and 183 Bn CRPF has been assigned to provide covering support to the search party. As soon
as the search party reached near the residential house of one Abdul Rahim Dar S/o Ab Gani Dar R/o Ghat Mohalla Kakapora,
the terrorists hiding in the said house opened heavy volume of fire upon the troops with the intention to cause damage to the
forces and to escape from the spot. The search party immediately took cover and retaliated with courage and foiled the first
attempt of the terrorists. Upon this, the terrorists stopped firing as well as their movement. After establishing the contact with
the terrorists, the cordon was further strengthened and the besieged terrorists were offered an opportunity to surrender, which
they ignored.

Since the operation was launched during the night hours and keeping in view the apprehension of civilian causalities,
Addl. SP Pulwama constituted a dedicated Police team under the supervision of I/C DySP Ops Kakapora for evacuation of
civilians trapped in the target area. The said constituted team immediately came into action and evacuated the trapped people
to safer places. After successful evacuation of civilians, two dedicated Police/SF teams were constituted to fight with terrorists.
One team headed by Inspector Amjad Hussain Mir and comprising ASI Mushtaq Ahmad Bhat, HC Asgar Ali and other police
personnel alongwith components of 50 RR and 183 Bn CRPF were asked to took position on North-East side River side and
2nd party headed by I/C DySP(Ops) Kakapora Furqan Qadir and other police personnel with QRT’s of 50 RR and 183 Bn.
CRPF was asked to took position in South-West side and directed to be alert as the terrorists may attempt again to escape from
the cordoned area. The cordon was further strengthened and the besieged terrorists were provided another opportunity to lay
down their arms before the troops which they totally refused and continued indiscriminate firing upon the joint party deployed
on North- East side and tried to create a gap from this side. However, the alert joint party headed by Inspector Amjad Hussain
fought bravely from the front without caring for their precious lives and gunned down two terrorists on the spot. Upon this the
3rd terrorist returned back and tried to breakthe cordon from another side, but the joint party headed by I/C DySP Ops Kakapora
Furqan Qadir deployed in this area immediately came into action and neutralized the said terrorist at the main entrance of the
target house. After firing was stopped from both sides, the joint parties recovered 03 dead bodies and arms/ammunition from
the encounter site. The killed terrorists were later on identified as Suhail Nisar Lone S/o Nisar Ahmad Lone R/o Khrew
Pampore, Yasir Ahmad Wani S/o Bashir Ahmad Wani R/o Babapora Khrew Pampore and Junaid Ayoub Nengroo S/o Mohd
Ayoub Nengroo R/O Prichoo Pulwama. Good quantity of arms/ ammunition was recovered from the possession of slain
terrorists. In this regard, case FIR No. 21/2021 U/S 121, 307 IPC, 7/27 I.A.Act, 16,18,19 & 20 ULA(P) Act stands registered
in P/S Kakapora and investigation taken-up.

In this operation, S/Shri Amjad Hussain Mir, Inspector, Mushtaq Ahmad Bhat, Assistant Sub-Inspector and Asgar
Ali, Head Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

On 19.04.2021, following a credible input about presence of terrorists in village Zaipora, Police Shopian in assistance
with 34th RR and 178th BN CRPF launched a operation in the said village. As per plan initial cordon party comprising QRTs
of 34 RR, 178th BN CRPF and Police Shopian under the command of Shri Mohd Ashrif-JKPS, DySP PC Imamsahib alongwith
Inspector Ramesh Lal, ASI Mohd Ayub, HC Mohd Abass Wani, SgCt Charan Singh Charak, SgCt Kailash Chander, Ct Imran
Ali Sofi, Ct Arif Hussain, SPO Imtiyaz Ahmad, SPO Bilal Ahmad & others rushed to said village to plug-off all the possible
escape routes to ensure that hiding terrorists may not get any chance to escape. During this process, miscreants of said village
on knowing presence of troops in the village reacted violently and started heavy pelting upon troops. In the meantime,
additional troops of 34 RR, 178th BN CRPF & Police Shopian headed by operational commander SSP Shopian reached to the
said village and chased stone pelters from the target area and laid the cordon of the said village properly. Cut-off points were
placed on approach roads and BP vehicles were placed tactfully around the target. The presence of terrorists inside the cordon
was ascertained and accordingly troops were alerted, synchronized and the cordon /cut-off points were activated so that
terrorists remained trapped inside it. After laying a strong cordon, announcements were made and hiding terrorists were
repeatedly asked to surrender, which they declined and instead fired indiscriminately upon the aforesaid cordon party in which
they had a narrow escape. However, the well positioned cordon parties retaliated effectively and foiled terrorist’s attempt to
escape from the cordoned area. Amid heavy fire, one terrorist tried to escape by running towards joint troops positioned in
inner cordon but the alerted troops retaliated effectively and succeeded in elimination of the terrorist. It was noticed that some
families had struck in the cordoned area, Shri Mohd Ashrif, Dy.SP PC Imamsahib, Inspector Ramesh Lal, AST Mohd Ayub,
HC Mohd Abass Wani, SgCt Charan Singh Charak and troops of 34RR & 178th BN CRPF volunteered themselves for
evacuation, who in few attempts under the cover fire provided by DySP PC Keller alongwith ASI Mohd Ayob, SgCt Tahir
Ahmad, SgCt Khurshid Ahmad, Ct. Irshad Ahmad, SPO Imtiyaz Ahmad, SPO Bilal Ahmad and SPO Rugqiya Jan succeeded
in evacuating the civilians of adjacent houses to safer places to avoid any collateral damage. In the meantime, second terrorist
who was in well position again fired upon the search party and was frequently changing his position taking advantage of strong
cover felt the presence of troops, fired a UBGL round upon troops followed by continued fire. However, the above mentioned
joint party retaliated in a befitting manner which resulted into the elimination of the second terrorist. The eliminated terrorists
were later on identified as Sabzar Ahmad Ganie S/o Mohammad Amin Ganie R/o Sehpora, District Kulgam of HM outfit and
Amir Hussain Bhat S/o Mohammad Yousuf Bhat R/o Imamsahib, Shopian of HM outfit.

Good quantity of arms/ ammunition was recovered from the possession of killed terrorists. In this regard, case FIR
No. 78/2021 U/S 307 IPC, 7/27 1.A.Act, 16,18 & 20 ULA(P) Act stands registered in P/S Shopian and investigation taken-up.

The professionalism coupled with outstanding courage demonstrated by ASI Mohd Ayub, HC Mohd Abass Wani,
SgCt Kailash Chander, SgCt Charan Singh Charak, Ct Arif Hussain and Ct Imran Ali Sofi who fought terrorists efficiently and
intelligently put themselves in great risk was remarkable and the endeavor to reach the target in extremely hostile situation was
truly gallant. These officers/officials showed courage in evacuating the people trapped in cordoned area. The terrorists tried
their best to cause damage to the deployed forces by resorting to indiscriminate firing in which all of them had a very narrow
escape. However, these officers/officials without losing their concentration/application of mind fought bravely and thus foiled
nefarious designs of these terrorists. Completion of the mission in safe manner on the operational site has remained the key
feature of this operation in such a volatile situation.

In this operation, S/Shri Mohd Abass Wani, Head Constable, Charan Singh Charak, SgCT and Imran Ali Sofi,
Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

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Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 04.05.2021 at about 15:00 hours based on a specific intelligence regarding presence of terrorists in Nathipora area,
a joint cordon and search operation was launched in the area by Police Sopore/Kupwara, Army 22-RR and 179/ 92 Bn. CRPF.
There were already credible/specific inputs that the terrorists were hiding in a residential house possessing sophisticated
weapons. Since, the operation was launched in a day broad light, all the civilians were busy in their daily affairs and
agricultural/ horticulture activities in the adjacent areas of target house. In such a hostile situation there was every apprehension
of civilian’s causality, if the search operation was intensified at the very movement. So, in order to ensure that the operation is
a clean one, first and foremost priority was given to the civilian’s evacuation with the consultation of army /CRPF counterparts.
Accordingly, the 1st joint team headed by Shri G.V. Sundeep Chakravarthy-IPS, SSP Kupwara of police/ army/ CRPF was
constituted as an advance team to evacuate the trapped civilians first and accordingly 2nd team headed by Shri Rashid Younis-
JKPS, Dy.SP Hqrs Kupwara of police/ army/ CRPF was also formulated and placed as a backup party to provide covering fire.
Accordingly, the 1st joint team led by Shri G.V. Sundeep Chakravarthy, SSP Kupwara moved ahead in a very hostile situation
and evacuated all trapped civilians and even during the course of evacuation terrorists fired intermittently on the joint party
with the intention to halt the evacuation process and to make the civilians hostage and even some bullets hit the closest of the
officer but team members led by Shri G.V. Sundeep Chakravarthy, IPS145796, SSP Kupwara did not lose their morale and
evacuated all trapped civilians.

Once the civilian’s evacuation process was completed, cordon was more tightened by sealing all entry and exist points
and the search operation was intensified during which the holed up terrorists fired indiscriminately on the advance search party
which was retaliated leading to an encounter. Since the terrorists were hiding in a concrete house who tactfully kept changing
their positions in the house and engaged the security forces for a long time, the security forces could not easily move towards
the target house for a long time due to fear of collateral damage . Eventually, the 1st joint advance team led by Shri G.V.
Sundeep Chakravarthy, , SSP Kupwara volunteered themselves to approach the target house for last and final assault.
Accordingly, the officer Shri G.V. Sundeep Chakravarthy, SSP Kupwara led his team and started approaching towards the
target house under the backup fire of 2nd party. As soon as the advance team was about to reach the target house, terrorists
after sensing that the security forces reached nearer to the target house, terrorists suddenly jumped out from the house through
the main front door while showering volume of bullets and tried to escape from the spot by taking advantage of orchard area
but before that, the advance team especially Shri G.V. Sundeep Chakravarthy, SSP Kupwara, Sgct Parveez Ahmad Khan, Sgct
Fayaz Ahmad Ganie and Const.

On 28.05.2021, troops of 44RR were conducting patrolling of village Ganowpora-Arish and some unidentified
terrorists fired upon them. Immediately the troops of 44RR retaliated the fire and subsequently cordoned the orchard area. On
receipt of the information, DySP PC Keller and DySP PC Imamsahib alongwith their QRTs under the command of Shri
Tanweer Ahmad- JKPS, Addl. SP Pulwama I/C SP Shopian rushed to the village. The target area orchard where terrorist were
hiding was cordoned off.
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Accordingly, QRTs of 14th BN CRPF/ DySP Hqrs, DySP Zainpora alongwith their QRTSs also reached at the location
and cordon was strengthened. A Joint team of 44 RR, 14th BN CRPF and Police Shopian led by Shri Syed Majeed Mosavi-
JKPS, DySP PC Keller including Showkat Bashir, Ct. Sanjeet Kumar 682/IRP 21st BN were deployed for cordon in the north-
eastern direction of target area Orchard. The second Joint team including QRT of 44 RR, QRT 14th BN CRPF and QRT of
Police Shopian led by Shri Mohd Ashrif-JKPS, DySP PC Imamsahib including ASI Ab. Hamid Reshi, Ct Bilal Ahmad Wani
ARP091396 tasked to lay down the cordon from South-Western direction.

In this regard, case FIR
No. 139/2021 U/S 147,148,149, 307 IPC, 7/27 1.A.Act, 16, 20 & 38 ULA(P) Act stands registered in P/S Shopian and
investigation taken-up. With the elimination of this dreaded terrorist, the terrorist network within South Kashmir Range in
general and District Shopian in particular have suffered a major setback.

Hamid Reshi and Ct Now SgCt Bilal
Ahmad Wani who fought with terrorists efficiently and intelligently without caring for their precious lives was remarkable and
the endeavor to reach to the target in extremely hostile situation was truly Gallant.

On 25.06.2021 at around 1210 hours, a specific intelligence input was generated about the presence of 2-3 terrorists
at village Rakhama Shopian. The input was shared with Col. 34 RR and Commandant 14th BN CRPF. Accordingly, a joint
CASO was planned and subsequently launched by Police Shopian in collaboration of 34RR and CRPF 14th BN. The Joint
teams of Police, RR and CRPF laid the cordon around the target area. Initially, cluster of houses were brought under the cordon
and search was initiated. By the time, two houses could have been searched, the source information received that terrorists
have moved from Rakhama to Hanjipora sensing the movement of forces. Village Hanjipora is at the distance of approximately
05 Kms from Rakhama. A Team of CRPF, QRT of Police Shopian and 34RR continued the cordon at Rakhama and small
components of team moved to Hanjipora and subsequently launched a surprise search in village Hanjipora near Kachdoora
District Shopian.

During the search, terrorists hiding in the village sensing the movement of cordon party fired upon them; however,
the cordon party had a narrow escape. But the alert troops took position immediately and retaliated effectively and meanwhile
contact was established. On getting the information, joint cordon parties of 34RR, CRPF and Police deployed at Rakhama also
reached village Hanjipora. Besides, additional troops of Police Shopian, CRPF of 14th/ 178th Bn. led by senior officers also
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rushed to the target area Hanjipora and inducted in the cordon. The troops swiftly cordoned off outer side of target area in view
of probable stone pelting by the villagers to interrupt the operation and facilitate the terrorists to escape.

SSP Shopian operational commander deployed the outer cordon/stops tactically with due thought of situation in
consultation with Sector Commander 2nd Sector RR and DIG SKOR. This cordon team held their position plugging off all the
sides of escape for terrorists. By this time miscreants from nearby villages had gathered around encounter site and were
sloganeering against security forces and started stone pelting heavily. To keep them away from encounter site, joint teams of
Police, CRPF were deployed to deal with stone pelters. Despite dealing with utmost patience, use of TSM and PAG became
inevitable to disperse the miscreants. Joint cordon team was trying to cordon the target house and its adjoining house; one
suspect jumped from its boundary in the lane and tried to run away. He was challenged to stop, the fleeing suspect fired
indiscriminately upon the cordon team. However, the fire was retaliated effectively by the joint cordon team including HC Ab
Hamid and Ct Sheeraz Ahmad Ganai. During the face to face gun battle, one terrorist was neutralized and two more were
suspected to be moving inside the target building. Several probing fires were made but no reply was there from the target
house. Meanwhile search was going on and one terrorist was found hiding in the chimney of the target house. Immediately,
the teams were alerted and announcement was made to surrender, but there was no response and after a long exertion, one
terrorist later on identified as Sahil Ramzan Dar @ Umer of LeT outfit S/o Mohd Ramzan Dar R/o Bemnipora Shopian was
apprehended tactfully alongwith arms/ ammunitions and one terrorist identified as Murtaza Rasool Dar of LeT outfit S/o Gh
Rasool Dar R/o Samboora Pulwama was eliminated. Good quantity of arms/ ammunition was recovered from the possession
of slain/apprehended terrorists. Case FIR No. 178/2021 U/S 307 IPC, 7/27 I.A.Act, 16, 18 & 20 ULA(P) Act stands registered
in P/S Shopian and investigation taken-up.

The professionalism coupled with outstanding courage demonstrated by HC Ab Hamid and Ct Sheeraz Ahmad Ganai
who fought terrorists efficiently and intelligently put themselves in great risk was remarkable and the endeavor to reach the
target in extremely hostile situation was truly gallant. They showed courage in evacuating the people trapped in cordoned area.
The terrorists tried their best to cause damage to the forces by resorting to indiscriminate firing in which they had a very narrow
escape. However, they without losing their concentration and good application of mind fought bravely and foiled their nefarious
designs. Completion of the mission in safe manner on the operation site has remained the key feature of this operation in such
a volatile situation.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 18.07.2021, a specific information was received about the presence of some terrorists in village Check-i-Sideeq
Khan of District Shopian. Accordingly, after thorough deliberation Police Shopian in association with 34th RR and 178th BN
CRPF launched a joint CASO of the said area. As per plan, initial cordon party comprising QRT of 34 RR, QRT of 178th BN
CRPF and QRT Police Shopian under the command of Shri Sheezan Bhat, DySP DAR Kulgam including Inspr. Peer Gulzar
Ahmad, ASI Lateef Ahmad Ganie, HC Farooq Ahmad, SgCt Abdul Majid, Sgct Pawan Kumar, Sgct Quasir Ahmad, Ct
Chander Pal, Ct. Mukesh Kumar, Ct. Mohd Rafiq Dar, SPO Aijaz Ahmad Zargar, SPO Tanveer Ahmad, SPO Madan Mohan
Singh, SPO Ahsan-UI-Haq moved to the village to plug-off all the possible escape routes to ensure that terrorists hiding in the
village may not get any chance to escape. During this course of action, the miscreants of the village on getting to know about
the presence of troops in village reacted violently and started pelting stones heavily upon the troops. The additional parties of
34 RR, 178th BN CRPF & Police Shopian headed by operational commander SSP Shopian also reached to the target village
and pushed the stone pelters away from the target area and laid the cordon of the said village properly. Cut-off points were
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placed on approach roads and BP vehicles were placed tactfully around the target. The presence of terrorists inside the cordon
was ascertained accordingly and cordon party was alerted.

After laying a strong cordon, announcements were made for the terrorists repeatedly to surrender, but in turn, fired
indiscriminately upon the cordon party so as to break the cordon, in which joint advance party had a narrow escape. However,
the cordon parties took cover immediately and retaliated effectively and foiled their attempt to escape. In the midst of heavy
fire, one terrorist tried to escape and jumped from the house. He tried to run towards the joint troops positioned in inner cordon
and continued with fire to break the cordon and escape. The joint cordon parties retaliated with fire effectively and gunned
down one terrorist on spot. It was noticed that some families have stuck in the cordoned area. The joint troops volunteered
themselves for evacuation and in few attempts under the cover fire provided by other team succeeded in evacuating the families
Civilian of the adjacent houses to safer places to avoid any collateral damage.

The search for other hiding terrorists was started in the cordoned area, but due to poor visibility in darkness, it was
decided to wait till first light next day and search was put on halt and cordon was further strengthened. Expecting much law &
order problem, additional contingents of CRPF/Police were inducted and deployed at the strategic locations.

In the first light of the next day, the search was intensified by focusing on target house and two dead bodies of terrorists
along with their weapons were recovered. The slain terrorist of LeT outfit was later on identified as Majid Iqgbal Bhat S/o
Mohammad Igbal Bhat R/o Malibagh Imamsahib, Shopian and Ishfaq Ahmad Dar S/o Abdul Rashid Dar R/o Heff-Shirmal
Zainapora, Shopian. Good quantity of arms/ ammunition was recovered from the possession of slain terrorists. Case FIR No.
41/2021 U/S 307 IPC, 7/27 L. A.Act, 16 & 20 ULA(P) Act stands registered in P/S Imamsahib and investigation taken-up.

The slain terrorists were active in District Shopian and have spread a reign of terror among the general masses and
main stream politicians of this District. These terrorists were involved in various subversive activities and great threat for the
public, VIPs, Security forces and Police. The elimination of these 02 terrorists is great setback to the LeT Outfit. The general
public has hailed the gallant act played by the Police in this operation.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 18/19.02.2021, a specific information was received regarding the presence of 3/4 terrorists in village Homhuna-
Shakripora Shopian. The said village which had been very vulnerable from terrorism’s point of view and conducting an
operation in such an area was a daunting task for the Police/Security forces. The input was shared with 44 RR and 178 Bn
CRPF and it was decided to lay a joint cordon from different directions. After reaching the target area, the joint troops
immediately cordoned the whole area tactically. Thereafter, team of Police which include Inspr. Khalid Fayaz Math, ASI Mohd
Yosuf Malik and Ct. Veerinder Manhas and other personnel was constituted and started searching of houses. During the search
of a single storey house, presence of three dreaded terrorists was confirmed. It was also noticed that the terrorists have taken
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the children of house owner as hostages. Meanwhile, Shri Atul Kumar Goel-IPS, then DIGP SKR Anantnag took stock of
situation alongwith Addl. SP Shopian, SDPO Zainpora, SHO P/S Zainpora and plugged off the gaps/vulnerable points.

In the meantime, terrorists hiding in the target house sensing the movement of operational parties opened
indiscriminate fire with their illegal automatic weapons who immediately took cover and retaliated with courage triggering a
fierce gunfight. The above cordon parties led by operational commander Shri Atul Kumar Goel-IPS took the responsibility of
evacuation of hostage children. After multiple attempts, they managed to rescue the hostage children and moved them to secure
locations.

Afterwards, two joint teams of Police, QRT of 44 RR and 178th Bn CRPF were formed under the overall command
of Shri Atul Kumar Goel-IPS for final assault to eliminate the holed-up terrorists. Before launching final assault, besieged
terrorists were asked to surrender which they refused instead opened volume of fire and grenade towards security forces, which
resulted in firearm injury to one Jawan namely Naik Ajay Kumar of 44RR Rajput, who was immediately evacuated from the
spot with the help of joint troops and shifted to 92 Base Hospital Srinagar for special treatment.

As the target house was within village near to road and surrounded by shops and houses, it was decided to strengthen
the inner cordon. Joint teams of Police & CRPF also deployed in inner cordon on the road ahead of Humuna-Badigam road.
Remaining area was covered by 44 RR and QRTs of PC Zainpora & PC Imamsahib. Due to darkness at midnight, position of
terrorists was not clear, so it was decided to stop the operation and to wait for first light. On next day 19/02/2021 at about 0400
hours, keeping in mind the apprehension of L&O situation, cut-off points were established at suitable locations for maintaining
law & order situation.In order to neutralize the terrorists, the above teams had advanced towards the target and Personnel from
44RR & 178th BN CRPF took position from North-West side of the target area. Suddenly one terrorist came out from the
target house and started firing indiscriminately upon the joint deployed on North-Eastern sides of the target and tried to bid to
escape. But, the alert troops peeping out from their respective positions without caring of their lives, fired heavily upon the
escaping terrorist and managed to gun down him after a ferocious gun battle.

After some time, the house caught fire due to cross firing with the result two hiding terrorists came out of the house
and kept on firing indiscriminately on the joint troops in a bid to escape from the target house where joint troops of Police,
44RR & 178th BN CRPF were waiting for the opportunity and retaliated with great courage from front. During the ensuing
face to face gunfight which lasted for some time two more dreaded terrorists were eliminated after making sustained efforts by
the teams. After a lull at around 0930 hrs, a small joint team with protective gear approached towards the target house and
searched the house and nearby area but no presence of any more terrorist was found and the area was cleared. The slain terrorists
were later on identified as Suhail Ahmad Sheikh S/o Ab Gani Sheikh R/o Turkawangam of Al-Badr outfit, Shahid Ahmad Dar
S/o Bashir Ahmad Dar R/o Samboora Pampore Pulwama of Al-Badr outfit and Mudasir Ahmad Wagay S/o Mohd Ramzan
Wagay R/o Check Sangdan Imamsahib Shopian of Al-Badr outfit, who were involved in various FIR registered in different

On 11.09.2017, a secret information was received that Salu Budh, area commander of PLFI extremist organization
along with his squad members including three-four women had been carrying out several activities for many days in the border
area of Rania and Guddi police station to disrupt public security and collect levy. On the basis of which, a team was formed
by the Superintendent of Police, West Singhbhum, Chaibasa, Superintendent of Police, Khunti and the Commander of CRPF-
94 Bn. The team was led by Assistant Commandant Prahlad Sahay, in which Arjun Kumar Singh, ASI of Chaibasa District
Police (Saude Camp) was included in the said campaign team. When the expedition team was descending from the mountain
while searching in Village Bandu Tola, Jhariagarh mountain at around 6.20 am, area commander of PLFI, Salu Budh and about
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20 members of his squad including three-four girls started firing indiscriminately. Shri Prahlad Sahay, the leader of the police
force shouted that we are policemen, but even then the firing did not stop from that side. Thereafter, despite repeated warnings
by Assistant Commandant Prahlad Sahay, the militants did not stop firing. After which, retaliatory firing was started by Shri
Sahay in self-defense and to prevent the loss of the police force. The firing continued for about half an hour. In which, S/Shri
Sahay, Arjun Kumar Singh, Akhilesh Pandey and Satyendra Kumar were moving forward while firing, showing a lot of courage
and bravery. Seeing the police force being overwhelmed, the militants fled taking advantage of the forest and the mountains.
After the firing stopped from the militant’s side, the police force went ahead while running a search operation and at a distance
of 50 yards in the forest, a man with a 9mm carbine machine gun and a woman militant with a D.B.B.L were lying dead.

This refers to the deadly and fierce encounter which took place on 04/04/2018, in “Kauwakhoh Nala” in Bhargaon-
Sikid Forest area under PS: Herhanj, Distt Latehar, State : Jharkhand, between the Police team and the dreaded extremists of
CPI (Maoists) in which 5 Sub-Zonal Commanders of CPI(Maoist) were killed. It is apposite to mention here that Latehar
district of Jharkhand is strategically very important area for the CPI(Maoist) to establish their hold in Jharkhand, Bihar and
Chhatisgarh. North Latehar is the region which provides corridor of movement towards Bihar to the Naxal leaders who move
to and fro to conduct meetings and plan their future strategies against the Government and the Security Forces.

On 03/04/2018, human as well technical inputs were received regarding movement of armed group of CPI(Maoists)
in the bordering forest area of Manika-Herhanj-Latehar PS. Subsequently, an Ops “Khirakhand” was launched including
2 teams of CoBRA 203, 2 teams of 11 Bn CRPF, Assault Group No. 3 & 34 of Jharkhand Jaguar and police team consisting
of Vipul Pandey, Addl SP (Ops) Latehar, SI Sanoj Cahudhary, OC Herhanj PS, 1 ASI and 4 CTs. All the six teams were
assigned 6 different areas to search and neutralize the naxals. Team-5, consisting AG-3 of Jharkhand Jaguar under command
of Sh Ramendra Dy SP, team 6 of police personnel including SI Sanoj Chaudhary, OC Herhanj, under overall command of
Sh Vipul Pandey, Addl SP Ops, was assigned to search the Nala between Sikid PF and Bhargaon PF. Ops Team moved on
03-04-18 at 1900 hrs for its assigned area and reached Sikid forest area around 2300 hrs and took harbor in forest area. Next
morning i.e. on 04-04-2018 around 0600 hrs, team tactically advanced for searching and combing their earmarked area as
planned. After advancing upto certain distance, Sh. Vipul Pandey discussed with Sh. Ramendra, AG-3 Commander and other
sub-group commanders to split the team in two parts for better domination and search and it was decided to move section no
3 of AG, under command of ASI Abhishesh Kumar on the mid ridge and remaining team to search the nala. While on the
move, Vipul Pandey noticed 2-3 freshly dug earth to collect water in the nala. He immediately alerted the troops and directed
them to be more vigilant. Team kept moving tactically, after few minutes again sound of interference in the radio set was heard
by Vipul Pandey, he again alerted the troops and asked AG commander Sh Ramendra to alert the section moving in mid ridge.
Around 0700 hrs when team was tactically moving in the East direction, all of sudden heavy volley of fire came on the Section
No.3 moving on the mid ridge as well as on the team moving in the nala. Fire was indiscriminate and targeted on the police
force. Sh Vipul Pandey and Sh. Ramendra challenged the armed Maoists to surrender but the call was returned with increased
volume of fire. Thereafter, the whole party was ordered to retaliate with directional but controlled fire. Maoists were firing
heavily on the Section-3 which was moving on mid ridge but ASI Abhishesh Kumar, Ct Manoj Kumar Bawari and Ct Mithun
Kumar Ravi who were in scout retaliated valiantly and hold them. Sh. Vipul Pandey sensing that Maoists are trying to encircle
section No.3, formed a small team instantly, consisting of AG-3 commnader Sh. Ramendra, SI Sanoj Chaudhary, Ct Anoj
Ojha, Ct Manish Raj war, Ct Naresh Tigga, Ct Chotu Yadav and moved towards Section No- 3 which was pinned down by the
heavy volume of fire by the naxals. This party advanced towards height employing fire and move tactics and by making the
best use of the ground, during their movement few naxals who had taken defensive position in the dry nala, going downwards,
fired heavily on them. But with grit cohesiveness and great determination and without caring for their lives, this team kept
advancing with whatever cover available to support Section No.3 which was under heavy fire. Soon this party encircled the
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Maoists from right flank and gave befitting reply and strong retaliation. This courageous action of the troops pushed Maoists
to defensive mode. Since Maoists were on back foot this was the best time to launch counter attack, Sh. Vipul Pandey,
Sh. Ramendra, re-organize the troops and led the hot pursuit of the fleeing Maoists, showing fearless bravery in the face of
intimidating fire and utter disregard to their personal safety. They employed heavy firepower and advanced tactically inside
jungle adopting fire and move tactics. Finally, sensing the extreme aggression and counteroffensive approach of the troops, the
Maoists fled taking cover of the thick forest, leaving behind huge cache of explosive arms and ammunition. Encounter lasted
for almost 03 hours. Sh. Vipul Pandey, Sh Ramendra fought valiantly and showed exemplary level of co-ordination and
cohesion at the crunch time and infused extraordinary valour in the troops. They showed fearless bravery, without caring for
their life amid heavy firing by Maoists and gave befitting reply to their offensive act. The well co-ordinate plan, perfect
execution and exemplary cohesion at the time of crisis, gallant and vigorous act of the team commanders and their team led to
killing of 5 Dreaded Sub Zonal Commanders Of Koyal Shankh Zone Of CPI (MAOISTS), namely Shrawan Yadav @
Yogendra Yadav, Madan Yadav @ Majnu, Shivpal Yadav, Ashish Yadav @ Rajesh and Narsingh Yadav.

Besides sophisticated weapons like AK 56, INSAS Rifle and large cache of ammunition were also recovered. These
dreaded extremist had created atmosphere of terror and had strong hold in North Latehar region. Their death led to
establishment of peace and tranquility in North Latehar and support base of Maoists in that region is almost finished. Thus the
absence of leadership, forced top maoist commanders to merge North Latehar Sub Zone (of Koyal Shankh Zone) with the
Madhya Zone Committee of CPI (Maoists), which is evident from the seized naxal literature regarding 4th meeting of Koyal
Shankh Zone Committee. Later one more Sub-Zonal Commander Birender @ Shankar, who had got injured in that encounter
also surrendered. This gallant episode is elaborated in detail in the FIR of Herhanj PS Case No. 14/18 dated 04.04.18 U/S
147/148/149/342/353/307 IPC, 25(1-a) (1-b)a/26/27/35 Arms act, 10/13/18/20 UAP act & 17(i)(ii) CLA act. It is pertinent to
mention here that Out of five dreaded extremists who were killed in the fierce encounter, on three extrimists, Govt of Jharkhand
had announced FIVE LACS CASH reward (on each) to arrest alive or dead.

In this operation, S/Shri Vipul Pandey, Additional Superintendent of Police and Ramendra Kumar, Deputy
Superintendent of Police displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

This incident refers to the deadly and fierce encounter which took place on 12th May, 2018 in remote, hilly and densed
forest area of Siharjor Pahan Toli, Bansjor O.P. area of Police Station- Jaldega between the police team and the dreaded
extremists of People’s Libration Front of India (PLFI), Luthar Dang @ Pandu and his Dasta members.

On 11th May, 2018 around midnight, an intelligence was received by SP, Simdega regarding congregation of most
active and fierce leaders and members of banned extremist of PLFI in the area of Siharjor Pahan Toli. Based on the input,
03 parties were formed including 02 cut offs and 01 main raiding party, which was led by SI Brij Kumar. At about 03:00 Hrs,
when raiding Police team led by SI Brij Kumar reached near congregation place i.e, forest area of Siharjor Pahan Toli (Bansjor),
the extremists emerged suddenly and after taking cover of trees, started firing with automatic weapons on the raiding party in
which SI Brij Kumar, SI Jonh Murmu, SI Satyendra Kumar Singh, Havildar Arvind Minz and Constable Navneet Naval were
present. Immediately, SI Brij Kumar ordered his men to take position against the PLFI members who were firing and challenged
the extremists to stop firing and surrender themselves before Police. Regardless of the caution, extremists kept on firing
targeting the police party. To save the Police weapons and life of the Police personnel, SI Brij Kumar ordered the police party
to start firing and make counter attack against the PLFI members. He formed two police parties. The first party under his
leadership, although under tremendous fire from extremist, fought with great courage, even endangering their lives along with
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SI Satyendra Kumar Singh, Havildar Arvind Minz and constable Navneet Naval crawled towards left side, where Naxalite had
already taken position and made counter attack on them. The other party led by SI John Murmu and police personnel of JAP-
4 crawled towards right side and started firing on the extremists and the party under the leadership of SI Brij Kumar started
encircling the extremists. On seeing the attack from both the sides, Naxalites started firing indiscriminately on them. Even if
the strength of the Police parties were small, they showed great courage and fought fearlesly with the firing against Naxal
squads, broke the attack of extremists and forced them to retreat. SI Brij Kumar, SI John Murmu, SI Satyendra Kumar Singh
and Havildar Arvind Minz accompanied with Constable Navneet Naval showed enormous courage and valour. SI Brij Kumar
showed exemplary leadership and exclusive skill in encircling the extremists and forcing them to retreat. The exchange of fire
continued up to 15-20 minutes.

After that, a search operation was carried out in which 01 dead body (who was later identified as Luthar Dang@
Pandu), heavy quantity of arms, including one AK-47 Assault Rifle, one Carbine and three more Rifles, ammunitions and
logistic items (as per seizure memo) were recovered. Two injured armed members of PLFI outfit along with their Weapons
were also arrested.

In this operation, S/Shri Brij Kumar, Sub-Inspector, John Murmu, Sub-Inspector, Satyendra Kumar Singh,
Sub-Inspector, Arvind Minz, Havildar and Navneet Naval, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion
to duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

The State of Jharkhand has been a prominent place and of strategic importance for the CPI (Maoist) and LWE splinter
groups like People’s Liberation Front of India (PLFI), both of which are banned organizations under the Unlawful Activities
Prevention Act. Khunti is one of the most Naxal affected districts in Jharkhand as well as in India. Khunti is surrounded with
districts which have hilly terrain, rough gradients, steep cliffs, overlooking distant places, dense vegetation with tracts of broken
lands and are also Naxal affected. The inhabitation of population which are either being coerced into supporting the Naxals or
are sympathetic to the Naxal, makes the task tough and challenging for the police and security forces venturing into such area.
There are many areas where Naxal groups organize meetings, run camps, organize training, carry out recruitments and resort
to violent activities against security forces and developmental works. PLFI has its vast network and cadres in the district.
Khunti district has witnessed many brutal and violent activities executed by PLFI cadres in recent past.

On 20th December, 2020, SP Khunti received a reliable and actionable input that a group of armed cadre of PLFI was
moving in the hills and jungles around Murhu and Tapkara PS areas. He immediately informed Additional S.P, Khunti and
officers of CRPF 94 Bn, Khunti. He chalked out a plan to launch an operation with S.I. Arjun Kumar Singh as he had worked
extensively in that area and had a fair idea of the terrain. The prime focus of planning was to ensure zero error with respect to
movement and search of Naxal in and around civilian areas. All the personnel involved in the operation were properly briefed.
District Police and CRPF jawans left Khunti in the night of 20.12.2020 and reached Dhutka Toli Tongri in the morning of
21.12.2020. As PLFI has a very efficient network and gets to know every movement of the forces, utmost secrecy was
maintained as they were well versed with the terrain, topography and habitation around the area. SI Arjun Kumar Singh with
CRPF Officers managed efficiently to reach the target area without being exposed. The operation was planned in such a way
as to reach the planned general area just before the break of dawn. While the joint team of CRPF and Khunti Police was
approaching the probable place, they were suddenly fired upon with automatic weapons. S.I. Arjun Kumar Singh with other
officers showing exemplary presence of mind, immediately ordered the team personnel to take covers behind trees and rocks.
These officers then started addressing the Naxal to stop the firing. But instead of paying heed to the warnings, the Naxal started
firing indiscriminately. After accessing the situation S.I. Arjun Kumar Singh in consultation with officer of CRPF crawled
towards the area in which the PLFI ultras were hiding. He along with CRPF officers and men moved with the help of fire and
kept moving despite of heavy volley of fire from the PLFI insurgents. This was extremely dangerous but this was the need of
the hour because they were firing on Police troops indiscriminately and could have resulted in heavy casualty to the security
forces. Timely action and courage shown by S.I. Arjun Kumar Singh not only inflicted casualty on the side of Naxal but saved
the lives of our police personnel. Exchange of fire lasted for about 30 minutes. Thereafter firing was stopped. After a strategic
wait, S.I. Arjun Kumar Singh along with CRPF officers ordered their team to cordon off the area and started cautious searching
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of the encounter site. During the encounter, 01 PLFI Naxal was found lying dead by the officers and teammates. Remaining
PLFI Naxal managed to escape from the encounter site by taking advantage of dense forest and hilly and undulating terrain.
SP, Khunti with reinforcement reached immediately on the spot and carried out extensive search for escaped PLFI cadres.
Senior officers of CRPF, CO, Murhu also reached on encounter site and necessary proceedings were carried out.

After extensive search of the encounter site, apart from 01 dead body which was identified as Jidan Gudiya
S/o Budhram Gudiya, Vill- Kocha Karanjtoli, PS-Tapkara, Distt- Khunti, Jharkhand, A huge cache of arms, ammunitions and
other utility items like AK 47-01, Live Rounds -(AK-47) 7.62x39 mm — 87, Magazine (AK-47)-03, Wireless Set — 02, Mobile
Phone — 12, Mobile Charger-05, SIM-83, W/Set Charger — 07, Pithu — 02, Blanket-08, Mattress — 04, Cash - Rs.27,050/-
(Twenty Seven Thousand Fifty only) were also recovered from encounter site. Govt. of Jharkhand had declared a bounty of
Rs. 15 lakh on Jidan Gudiya who was also wanted in 152 cases.

In this operation, Shri Arjun Kumar Singh, Sub- Inspector displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to
duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

An intelligence input was received that a joint team of Naxalites belonging to Vistaar Platoon No. 2 and Khatia Mocha
Dalam was planning to come to village Jairashi, PS Birsa. The intelligence highlighted that the Naxalites had gathered in large
numbers and were planning to carry out killings of innocent civilians in the nearby villages by labeling them as police informers
thereby terrorizing the innocent civilians. Information indicated that this joint Naxal party included Naxals who attacked the
Police party in Village Malkhedi in Baihar on 6/11/2020. In the recent past, police also had the intelligence inputs that Naxals
are coming to villages in small numbers, dressed as villagers and are sending this message across to trap the police forces into
their ambush. In order to verify the information, Sub Inspector Shiv Kumari Maravi & Constable Shekh Raseed were sent
towards Village Jairashi while SHO PS Birsa Shri Bharat Notiya and Special Operations Group(SOG) Hawk Force -Birsa were
put on stand by for strategic deployment based on the verification of the input.

SI Shiv Kumar Maravi and Constable Shekh Raseed quickly reached the Village and timely verified the input. The
two officers confirmed that 5 Naxals had come to Village Jairasi intending to kill innocent civilians. SI Shiv Kumar Marawi
and Constable Shekh Raseed also shared the critical input that the remaining Dalam members have laid down an ambush in
the neighboring forest area. Upon verification of the presence of the Naxals in the Village, SHO PS Birsa Shri Bharat Notiya
and Special Operations Group(SOG) Hawk Force -Birsa under PC Vipin Khalkho were deployed to cordon off the nearby
forest area. At around 20.30 hrs, Naxals on sensing the police presence started indiscriminate firing towards the police party.
SHO PS Birsa and SI Vipin Khalkho of SOG Birsa gave loud warnings to the Naxalites to surrender, but instead of giving
heed to the warnings, they continued the deadly onslaught. At this instance, police parties took cover and started tactically
moving towards the Naxalites. The police party retaliated in a controlled manner. This brave maneuver by the police pushed
the Naxals to the back foot and after a few minutes, they started to pull back towards the forest.

5 Naxals who were inside the village became alert. On hearing the firing, they started running towards the jungle. At
this instance, SI Shiv Kumar Marawi and Constable Shekh Raseed showed exemplary courage and without thinking of their
personal safety plunged towards the fleeing Naxalites to apprehend them. Naxalites, on seeing the two officers started firing.
Both men tactically moved in the direction of firing Naxalites who were trying to escape. A few bullets missed the two
policemen narrowly. Both the officers advanced further even after being fully aware of the risk to their lives. They also returned
effective fire from their pistols. The two men quickly got hold of one of the dreaded Naxalite who was fleeing toward the
jungle. The Naxalite tried attacking the policemen with a knife but the brave officers didn’t budge and got hold of the knife
from the Naxalite and didn’t allow him to run away.
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It is because of the courageous and gallant acts of SI Shiv Marawi and Constable Shekh Raseed that police were able
to apprehend a dreaded Area Committee Member (ACM) Sandeep Kunjam aka Lakkhu. The dreaded Naxalite Sandeep has a
reward of Rs. 3 lacs from M.P. and Rs. 5 lacs from C.G. (Total reward Rs. 8 lacs.) SI Shiv Kumar Marawi and Constable Shekh
Raseed showed the highest professional standard in this operation. They were not only critical in charting out the operational
plan but also in the generation of intelligence input. It is because of the quick decision-making of the two policemen that
intelligence input was timely verified and strategic force deployment was carried out. The two policemen showed great courage
in moving to village Jairashi to verify the intelligence input even after being fully aware that Naxalites might carry out a deadly
attack. Their gallant action led to the arrest of the naxalite who revealed crucial information about the current Naxal Vistaar
strategy, their numbers, and weaponry.

In this operation, S/Shri Shiv Kumar Maravi, Sub- Inspector and Shekh Raseed, Constable displayed conspicuous
gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 17.09.2020 morning, an intelligence input was received that Naxals have come to Bandhatola village with the
intention to kill police informers. Shri Shyam Kumar Maravi, Addl. SP Baihar immediately alerted Special Operations Group
Birsa of Hawk Force and instructed them to tactically reach Bandhatola. Shri S K Maravi himself started from Baihar for
Bandhatola without waiting for additional force.

The input clearly stated that the Naxals who have come to the Village are wearing normal cloths, and not the Naxal
dalam uniform of dark green/black color. Hence, it was crucial to clearly identify the Naxals apart from the local villagers.
Only a few Naxals were in the village while the rest of the Naxal dalam, armed with deadly weapons were waiting just outside
the village periphery in the jungle. Further verification of the input revealed that the Naxals were near the Bandhatola pond.
On the basis of the input Shri S K Maravi, Addl. SP Baihar briefed the Special Ops Group (SOG) of Hawk Force to cordon
and search the area.

SOG Birsa, led by Shri Vipin Khalko, ASI Hawk Force, reached outskirts of Bandhatola Village and tactically
approached the spot. Shri Vipin Khalko started to move towards the spot according to the plan. The police team took cover
near the Bandhatola pond. They saw two suspect persons standing near the pond.

Police had been receiving such intelligence inputs in the recent past that Naxals were coming to the villages in small
numbers, dressed as common villagers to draw police force into their ambush and the rest of their team armed with deadly
weapons keeps waiting vigil in the nearby jungle to attack the police.

Shri Vipin Khalko instructed his team to look out for any ambush and capture the suspects carefully. Shri Vipin
Khalko along with team went ahead according to the operation plan and challenged those two suspected persons. On seeing
the police, those two Naxals threw away their ration and other items. One of them took out a pistol from under his shirt and
fired indiscriminately towards the police team in order to kill the policemen. The Police party took cover to save themselves.
The village houses were nearby and many villagers were in the line of fire of the police. Hence, the police force did not open
fire to ensure the safety of the nearby villagers. Taking advantage of this both the Naxals jumped into the nearby pond and
started swimming towards the other end from where the forest started. Most probably the rest of their dalam must have been
hiding near that end of the pond. Both the Naxals were slipping away from the hands of the police. At this crucial point, without
thinking twice about their own safety, Shri Vipin Khalko, AST Hawk and Shri Rajkumar Kol, Constable Hawk bravely jumped
into the pond to capture the escaping Naxals.

Shri Rajkumar Kol swam superbly to reach & capture one of the Naxals while realizing that the Naxal may still be
armed and can open fire. His audacious act of courage led the police force to capture a dreaded Naxal alive who would have
otherwise slipped away. Shri Rajkumar Kol and Shri Vipin Khalko heroically brought one Naxal out of the pond while the
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other Naxal managed to swim across the pond and disappear in the forest. Shri Vipin Khalko and Shri Rajkumar Kol displayed
bravado of the highest order and captured one of the dreaded Maoist later identified as Badal@Kosa@Kosan (Area committee
member of Vistaar PI No. 2) possessing total reward of eight lakh rupees (Rs 3 lakh in MP and Rs 5 lakh in CG).

The police party took the Naxal Badal under their custody and immediately started to return towards the Police Station.
By this time, the rest of the Naxal dalam was alert and had taken advanced offensive position to hurt & kill the police force
while trying to free their Naxal Badal. Naxals started firing indiscriminately on the police team. The police team immediately
took cover and retaliated controlled fire. Shri S K Maravi moved towards the area of firing to counter the Naxal attack. But the
Naxals started to surround the police team from three sides and continued firing. For a few seconds it appeared that the police
team has been entrapped in an ambush. A few bullets missed Shri S K Maravi narrowly but he kept his nerves and motivated
his fellow policemen to return controlled fire while performing the counter ambush manoeuvre. This filled the entire team with
renewed confidence and they used controlled & effective firing to break out of the Naxal ambush. Shri Vipin Khalko and Shri
Rajkumar Kol crawled towards the Naxal positions and returned aggressive fire which forced the Naxals to step back. The
entire police team under the courageous leadership of Shri S K Maravi successfully repelled a Naxal ambush and succeeded in
bringing one Naxal Badal out of the forest alive.

After a pitched gunfight from both the sides, the SOG Hawk with the help of back up team was able to successfully
bring out the captured Naxal Badal safely from the forest. On realizing that the extra police back-up parties have reached the
spot the Naxals fled deep into the jungle. Shri S K Maravi, Addl. SP Baihar demonstrated exceptional courage by succefully
arresting a dreaded Naxal Badal and safely bringing out the police team out of a Naxal ambush without suffereing any
casualities to the security force, while keeping the arrested Naxal Badal also safe at the same time. Shri S K Maravi was
supported in full vigour & valour by Shri Vipin Khalko & Shri Rajkumar Kol who risked their own lives more than once to
capture the Naxal Badal and then to break the Naxal ambush ensuring safety of the entire police team.

In this operation, S/Shri Shyam Kumar Maravi, Additional Superintendent of Police and Rajkumar Kol, Constable
displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

This award is made for gallantry under Rule 4(i) of the Rules governing the award of Police Medal and consequently
carries with it the special allowance admissible under Rule 5 with effect from 17/09/2020.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 28/03/2021, information was received about the camping of around 80-100 armed naxalites in the forest area of
Khobramendha under the limits of AOP Malewada, hatching a conspiracy to carry out subversive activities against the
Government. Khobramendha jungle area is a rugged, hilly terrain with sparse population and absence of road and telecom
connectivity which is considered by Naxals as an ideal place for conducting Naxal military camps and to organize meetings of
senior Naxal cadres. Every year in the months of March, April and May, Naxals of the district gather in huge numbers at one
place in order to carry out violent activities as part of the observation of TCOC (Tactical Counter Offensive Campaign). During
TCOC period on previous occasions, Naxals had carried out violent activities in Khobramendha jungle area. During the
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Jambulkheda IED blast of 2019 in which 15 policemen had martyred, Naxals had laid a huge ambush near Khobramendha to
target the rescue forces. In this very same area, in 2011, around 80- 100 Naxals had laid an ambush, in which one of the men
belonging to CRPF had achieved martyrdom and 5 others were injured.

It is in this background that the information of presence of around 80-100 Naxals in Khobramendha area was taken
serious by the SP Gadchiroli. March being the peak of TCOC period, it was anticipated that some major subversive activity
was imminent by Naxals if they would gather in this huge number in this area. Hence, a police team composed of C60
commandoes was readied for conducting an anti-Naxal operation in the said areas after corroboration of the information by
Addl SP (Ops) from his independent sources.

Therefore, on the evening of 28/03/2021, Shri Maneesh Kalwaniya, Addl. SP (Ops.) and his team along with their
respective squads gathered to launch an anti-Naxal operation-based on the intelligence received. The police party of 182 men
and 11 officers set out on 28/3/2021 during nocturnal hours for conducting the anti- Naxal operation. The parties used vehicles
to reach till a point, from where it was a tough trek of 12 kms in the night to reach the spot that was dominated by the Naxals.
Previous operations have failed many times in this area due to exposure of police party while walking. The night time
movement and the tough and hilly route were selected so that the police party does not get exposed. Some men sustained minor
injuries due to slipping and falling at certain places due to the darkness and the hilly terrain. Having reached near the vicinity
of Khobramendha Village in the morning, in order to search the entire area, they spilt into two groups, 100 meters apart from
each other, each group further spread in 4 sections each. First group was headed by Shri Maneesh Kalwaniya, Addl. SP (Ops.)
Gadchiroli (Group A) and the second group headed by API Sandip Punja Mandlik (Group B). Thereafter, they started combing
the forest following the standard operating procedures. At around 06.30 am, when they started to climb a hill in forest of
Khobramendha, they were suddenly attacked by around 50-55 armed Naxalites. The front sections of both the groups came
under intense pressure due to the indiscriminate firing. The Naxals were clad in olive green uniforms, firing from automatic
weapon and had taken advantageous positions on the higher reaches of the hill behind big rocks. The indiscriminate fire
unleashed by the Naxalites was followed by hurling of bombs. The police parties at once took position on the ground. Due to
the explosion of the bombs, the visibility of the surrounding area was completely blocked as heavy smoke emanated. In absence
of proper cover of rocks etc., most of the men instinctively took lying position to avoid the bullets and splinters.

The firing from Naxals was very intense and did not stop despite appealing the Naxals to surrender. After some time,
it was communicated over walkie talkie that Naxals had encircled the front section consisting of 20 men of the group B headed
by API Mandlik. This group had entered into the U-shaped ambush laid by Naxals. The Naxals then fired intensely on these
police personnel from three directions, taking the cover of rocks. Naxals had placed themselves in such strategic manner that
rescue teams were not able to move forward. All the men were taken to surprise due to sudden attack and hence everyone had
taken whatever cover was available behind the rock or tree. One of the policemen in the ambushed group namely Dinesh
Pandhurang Gawade, PC sustained a bullet injury while retaliating this attack. Despite the injury, he showed great courage in
continuing to fire against the Naxals . A bullet fired by the Naxalites passed by him brushing his neck leading to head injury.
At this time, API Sandip Mandlik, along with Eknath Barikro Sidam and Prakash Shrirang Narote put their own lives in great
danger, exposed themselves and opened strong fire in the direction of the Naxalite. Being at the head of the formation, they
were responsible to stop the advancement of Naxals towards their group. But in order to stop the Naxals, they had to
intermittently leave their cover and fire towards the Naxals , which kept the Naxals from coming closer. In this fashion they
bought time for help from the group A. This gallant act saved the lives of the men who otherwide would have come under
strong fire from the Naxals. This strong retaliation stopped the Naxals from advancing and the group kept on defending
themselves to the hilt.

As Shri Kalwaniya learnt about the ambush and the injury to one of the men, decided to move for assistance of the
group that was ambushed and conveyed the same to API Mandlik. Being itself under the firing zone of around 25-30 other
Naxalites, it was not possible for group A to move uphill for the assistance of the group ambushed by Naxals. The Naxals had
strategically positioned themselves on the higher areas of hillock taking proper cover behind the huge rocks and were organized
into various groups, a few which were not even visible during the initial stages. Being in a disadvantaged position as compare
to Naxals, it was not possible for men of this group A to reorganize and form a proper rescue. Due to the continuous firing
from Naxals, it was not possible for Shri Kalwaniya to gather the men and make a proper rescue party. Understanding critical
situation of the group B that was stuck in the ambush, Shri Kalwaniya without waiting for of the men of his group, took the
only men available nearby and decided to advance. It was at time that Shri Kalwaniya, PSI Sunil Vishwas Bagal, API Rahul
Balaso Namde, NPC Devendra Purushottam Atram, PC Shankar Dasaru Pungati and PC Ganesh Shankar Dohe suddenly left
their cover and started advancing towards the group B that was ambushed. These men showed extraordinary courage by
advancing amidst the heavy firing from Naxals. If this decision was not taken, a lot of lives would have been lost. As a
preplanned strategy, Naxals had taken position to attack this rescue party as well.

Despite being in a tactically weaker location with a small team of just 6 members and having to face a huge group of
heavily armed Naxals, Additional SP (Ops) Maneesh Kalwaniya led the team and started aggressively advancing uphill amidst
the raining of bullets by the Naxals. This sudden movement took Naxals by surprise. Due to this sudden risky maneuver by the
team led by Maneesh Kalwaniya, Naxals were dislodged from their advantageous positions and they had to reorganize. The
gallant act by these 6 men provided the crucial window for the rest of the men of their group to take proper cover behind big
rocks and organize themselves in a proper defending position. While advancing, Devendra Purushottam Atram of this small
team slipped and fell while dodging the Naxals’ bullets, and lost contact with his weapon. At this moment, Maneesh Kalwaniya.
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PSI Bagal and API Namde moved out of the safety of the cover and exposed themselves to a volley of bullets for giving cover
to Devendra Atram by firing heavily in direction of Naxals. This gallant act by these men gave time for Devendra Atram to
collect his weapon and regain his balance and his life was saved. Maneesh Kalwaniya’s courageous and gallant movement
towards the Naxals kept the morale of the force higher.

Eventually when the climb to hill was cleared of Naxals due to efforts of this small team of 6 men, some other team
members of the group A reached very close to the ambushed group and when Naxals saw firing coming from this side, they
intensified their offensive. But the police groups did not leave their strategic positions and kept on firing towards the Naxals.
The combined retaliation by both the groups exerted heavy pressure on Naxals. Having come very close to each other, Naxals
and police party both took cover and started firing at each other.

Although both the groups had come closer to each other and at this location, there were 35 policemen in total who
were firing towards the Naxals who were around 50 in number, but still the ambush was not broken. At this time, the back
section of group B was instructed to take a longer route towards left side and cover the Naxalites from behind. But the injured
Policeman Dinesh Gawde was still under heavy fire from Naxals, and was relatively alone with very few other men to support
in his vicinity. Despite all this, he showed highest degree of valor in continuing controlled firing and not allowing Naxals to
come close to himself. The other members of his group were at around 30-35 meters but due to the angle from which Naxals
were firing, no other members could come for his assistance without themselves getting hit with bullets. The small party of 6
men headed by Shri Kalwaniya reached nearby at this time at around 30 meters from Dinesh Gawde. After this support was
reached, the Naxals could not advance any further in his direction. They kept engaged the Naxals and in some time, the rear
section of group B that had taken detour, reached behind the Naxals and fired upon them. When this Section started firing from
behind the Naxals, their position was weakened and the ambush started to break. Later Shankar Pungati and Shri Kalwaniya
moved Dinesh Gawde to a safe location.

During the entire incident heavy firing continued for almost 70-80 minutes from both sides. Due to the tactical position
and heavy firing from police, the Naxals had to leave their positions and retreat. The gallant act by this team of 6 members was
key to break to ambush, hence lot of lives were saved.

The extraordinary courage displayed by the police personnel on the battle field resulted in the elimination of five
hardcore Naxalites including a top cadre of rank SZCM name Pawan @ Bhaskar. The deceased SZCM had been the in charge
and divisional secretary of the north Gadchiroli Division. He was also the mastermind behind laying ambush near village
Jambhulkheda on 01/05/2019 in which 15 policemen had lost their precious lives. 4 weapon including one AK 47, one .303
Rifle, one 8 mm Rifle and a 12-bore rifle, two AK 47 Magazines, two SLR magazines, one .303 magazine, 3 live detonators,
100 live cartridges, 3 walkie talkie sets, 1 laptop, 1 Samsung tablet and other electronic material were recovered. 2 IEDs (5 kgs
each) and lots of other cache of Naxal items were also recovered.

In this operation, S/Shri Maneesh Kalwaniya, IPS, Additional Superintendent of Police, Sandip Punja Mandlik,
Assistant Police Inspector, Rahul Balaso Namade, Assistant Police Inspector, Sunil Vishwas Bagal, Police Sub-Inspector,
Devendra Purushottam Atram, Naik Police Constable, Ganesh Shankar Dohe, Police Constable, Eknath Barikrao Sidam, Police
Constable, Prakash Shrirang Narote, Police Constable, Dinesh Pandhurang Gawade, Police Constable and Shankar Dasaru
Pungati, Police Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 20/05/2021, a reliable intelligence was received by Shri Sadashiv Namdeo Deshmukh, PST about the gathering of
60-70 armed Maoists, in the forest areas of Village Paidi under the limits of AOP Kotami for observing the Tactical Counter
Offensive Campaign (TCOC). Also, it was learnt that at the said place, senior Naxal cadres are hatching a criminal conspiracy
to carry out subversive activities against the Government. The Paidi jungle area is an ideal place for conducting naxal military
camps and to organize meetings of senior Naxal cadres. Every year in the months of March, April and May, Naxals of the
district gather in huge numbers at one place in order to carry out violent activities as a part of the observation of TCOC. On
previous occasions, during these periods of intense violent activities by Naxals, Gadchiroli have had big losses in terms of
precious lives of policemen and officers. Based on the intelligence input received in this instance, immediately, under the
leadership and guidance of SP Gadchiroli, an operation plan was prepared by Maneesh Kalwaniya, Addl. SP (Ops.) with the
assistance from PSI Sadashiv Namdeo Deshmukh.

Accordingly, a team comprising 14 special operation squads was formed. Of the above squads, the seven squads
(Team A) set out from Gadchiroli on 20/05/2021 in the evening and reached the forest of Jalegaon Village and began to search
the forest area. This group was comprised Sadashiv Namdeo Deshmukh and Nangsu Panjami Usendi squad, PSI Premkumar
Lahu Dandekar and Kishor Atram Squad, PSI Kishor Shinde and Vinod Hichami suqad, PSI Dnyaneshwar Gabhale and Rama
Kowachi squad, API Yogiraj Jadhav, PSI Dinesh Gawande and Mahesh Michha squad, PSI Sangameshwar Biradar and Surpat
Wadde squad and PSI Kabul Devade and Mahadeo Madavi squad. Similarly, on the same day i. e. 20/05/2021 in the evening,
another four squads (Team B) comprised of PSI Bhashkar Ramble and Subhash Wadliai squad, Dewaji Kotuji Kowase squad,
Vilas Katenge squad and Jagdeo Madavi squad set out from Gadchiroli. Also, another three squads (Team C) included PSI
Rahul Awhad and Gopal Usendi squad, Devendra Atram squad and API Amol Fadtare and Kotala Korami squad set out from
SPS Kasansur on 20/05/2021 in the evening. Team B and team C came together in the forest of Korkuti and they also began
to search the forest of Korkuti. All the above groups halted for the night at pre-decided venue.

On 21/05/2021, while conducting the anti-Naxal operation, commandos of team A spilt themselves into two groups
as a tactical move. The first group was led by PSI Sadashiv Deshmukh and the second group was led by API Yogiraj Jadhav.
Searching through the forest of Jalegaon, these squads reached the forest of Paidi. While searching through the forest of Paidi,
at around 0615 hrs to 0630 hrs, 60 to 70 armed Naxalites who laid in an ambush at the hilltop, encircled and attacked the police
group led by Yogiraj Jadhav by opening indiscriminate fire and hurling bombs with the intention of killing the police personnel
and thereafter snatch away their arms and ammunition. At that time, the policemen managed to shield themselves and appealed
the Naxalites to surrender. But, disregarding the appeal made, the Naxalites continued to fire at the trapped group. Meanwhile,
one of the groups of Naxalites encircled PSI Rahul Devade and Mahesh Madeshi and opened intense fire at them. Noticing
this, immediately, API Yogiraj Jadhav formed a small team comprised with 3-4 commandos; put his own life in great danger
and aggressively rushed towards the trapped commandos. Then, he opened effective counter fire at the Naxalites. Due to the
extraordinary courage and warfare tactics shown by Yogiraj Jadhav and his small team, the trapped Deshmukh and PSI
Premkumar Dandekar along with Nangsu Usendi, Dinkar Madavi, Rajendra Madavi, Sudhakar Kowachi, Nandkishor Madavi,
Raju Sadmek, Bhauji Madavi, Rama Kowachi and Subhash Pada put their lives in great danger and rushed towards the trapped
commandos. Then, they divided themselves into two smaller groups and opened heavy counter fire at the Naxalites from both
the sides. Noticing this, the naxalites opened heavy fire at both the groups arrived for assistance. While retaliating the naxal
attack, Rajendra Sadmek and Raju Madavi received minor injuries over their persons. As the Naxalites noticed the injured
commandos, a group of 10-12 Naxalites opened intense fire at them. At that time, PSI Sadashiv Deshmukh put his own life in
great danger and skillfully rushed towards the injure commandos and rescued them safely from the heavy shelling of the
Naxalites. The extraordinary courage, warfare tactics and quick response shown by PSI Deshmukh and PSI Dandekar and their
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small teams, the trapped group led by API Yogiraj Jadhav could be successfully rescued and precious lives of the associate
commandos could be saved. Thereafter, both the group opened heavy retaliatory fire at the Naxalites. As the pressure from
police side mounted, the Naxalites completely dislodged from their positions and fled away at the direction of Korkuti forest
areas for their lives.

Meanwhile, team B and team C was conducting anti-Naxal operation in the forest of Korkuti. As they heard the
gunfire, they moved towards the Paidi forest area for providing assistance to team A. As the commandos of team B & C entered
the Paidi forest areas, the Naxalites attacked the groups led by PSI Bhashkar Kamble and Subhash Wadhai, Jagdeo Madavi,
Dewaji Kowase and Vilas Katenge respectively. The Naxalites opened heavy fire at them. Also, exploded a cooker bomb and
hurled hand grenades at them. Due to the explosion, the visibility of the surrounding was completely blocked due to smoke
emanated. Taking advantage of the smoke, the Naxalites began to flank the trapped commandos. As Dewaji Kowase noticed
this, he immediately informed the other groups about the Naxal strategy and called for assistance. Immediately, API Amol
Phadtare along with PSI Rahul Avhad, Divakar Narote, Shivaji Usendi, Gangadhar Karad, Devendra Atram, Pradip Bhasarkar
and Swapnil Pada rushed towards the trapped commandos and opened counter fire at the Naxalites. While rushing towards the
trapped commandos, 15-20 armed Naxalites suddenly arrived there and opened intense fire at API Amol Phadtare and his
associate commandos from the close range of 10 meters. During the exchange of firing, Shivaji Usendi and Pradip Bhasarkar
received injuries. Despite this, API Amol Phadtare, PSI Rahul Avhad and his associate commandos retaliate strongly. After
some team A also arrived at the scene. Thereafter, the combine coordinated retaliation put forth by the all the teams, the
Naxalites fled away taking cover of thick forest and hill.

This tactical and coordinated movement, excellent planning and valiant act of the police personnel with proper
intelligence have resulted in the elimination of thirteen hardcore Naxalites including a top cadre of rank DVCM named Satish
@ Adave Mohanda. Also, 13 weapons including one AK 47 rifle, five SLR rifles, three .303 rifles, two 8 mm rifles, one
Stengun and one Pistol along with ammunition and Naxal belongings in huge quantity were recovered from the place of
incident. The deceased DVCM was acting as Dy. Commander of Company No. 4 in North Gadchiroli Division. He was also
the mastermind behind laying ambush near village Jambhulkheda on 01/05/2019 in which 15 policemen lost their precious
lives. The combined bounty of rupees 64 lakhs was announced by Government on the head of these killed Naxals.

This successful encounter has dealt a big blow to Naxal movement in the district. Naxal gathering of this magnitude
was convened to carry out a major subversive activity. During TCOC period in 2019, Naxals had gathered in a similar manner
and had caused IED explosion causing martyrdom of 15 policemen. In past also on many occasions, during TCOC period,
Naxals have carried out violent activities leading to loss of life and property in huge numbers.

In this operation, S/Shri Yogiraj Ramdas Jadhav, Assistant Police Inspector, Amol Nanasaheb Phadtare, Assistant
Police Inspector, Sadashiv Namdeo Deshmukh, Police Sub- Inspector, Premkumar Lahu Dandekar, Police Sub-Inspector,
Rahul Vitthal Avhad, Police Sub-Inspector, Dewaji Kotuji Kowase, Assistant Police Sub-Inspector, Rajendra Antaram Madavi,
Head Constable, Nangsu Panjami Usendi, Naik Police Constable, Devendra Purushottam Atram, Naik Police Constable, Pradip
Vinayak Bhasarkar, Naik Police Constable, Sudhakar Manu Kowachi, Police Constable, Nandeshwar Soma Madavi, Police

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On the evening of 28/01/2020, a senior officer of Rajasthan Police informed the office of the Superintendent of Police,
Kolhapur District, Maharashtra State over telephone that a team of police officials from Rajasthan Crime Branch, lead by
Inspector Narendra Punia was chasing a white Swift Car moving with a very high speed towards Pune on Bengaluru -Mumbai
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National Highway (NH-4). The officer further informed that the car had no number plate and it was carrying three dreaded
criminals, viz. Shamlal Punia, the leader the notorious “007 Bishnoi Gang” of Rajasthan and his two associates, who had fled
in the car from Hubli, Karnataka when the Rajasthan Police team reached the town on the basis of specific intelligence. Sharing
the exact passing location of the car, photographs of the culprits and contact details of Inspector Punia, the officer requested
for assistance of Kolhapur Police in arresting the culprits. He also cautioned that the gang had not only spread a reign of terror
in many parts of Rajasthan with their serious crimes but had also gained notoriety for opening fire on the police teams assigned
with the task of arresting them.

The entire information was immediately shared with Inspector Tanaji Digambar Sawant, Officer In-charge of the
District Local Crime Branch (LCB), and he was assigned the task of organizing nakabandi, accosting the fleeing car and
arresting the culprits. Inspector Sawant immediately rushed with his LCB team towards Kini Toll Booth on NH-4 and
simultaneously started taking live location of the culprits from Inspector Punia. On reaching the toll booth, Inspector Sawant
briskly took the stock of the situation and briefed his team about the task on hand. Explaining the team members their individual
roles in the operation, Inspector Sawant strategically deployed them on the Pune bound leg of the highway in the form of a
nakabandi. He positioned the members of his team in such way that the culprits could not get any clue about the police presence.
With the operational requirement of accosting the car immediately on its halt at the Kolhapur side of the toll booth, Inspector
Sawant himself took position with a handful of his staff at the forefront of the operational arrangement. He arranged other
members on the Pune side of the toll booth in such a way that they could be in a position to immediately chase and catch the
culprits if at all they escaped again.

Inspector Sawant then started carefully screening every passing vehicle with a hawk’s eye. In a few minutes, API
Ghule spotted and informed to PI Sawant " a white Swift car without number plate approaching the toll booth". When PI
Sawant noticed that apart from the car, the description of the three passengers in it was also exactly matching with that of the
culprits in the photographs shared by Rajasthan Police.

Inspector Sawant immediately waved at his team members and at the blink of an eyelid, swung into action. Inspector
Sawant, covering the car from its rear and two of his team members, covering it from the two sides, started cautiously closing
in towards the car. On coming closer to the car, Inspector Sawant loudly proclaimed himself to be a police officer and appealed
the culprits to surrender. The culprits, however, tried to escape by speedily swerving the car into the adjacent lane of the booth.
In an attempt to escape hastily, the culprit lost the control over car and hit the road divider and came to a sudden halt.

When Inspector Sawant and Police Havildar Namdev Mabhipati Yadav rushed towards the car, the culprit sitting on
the rear sit provoked the other one sitting near the driver to open fire on the police team. In response, the culprit sitting near
the driver, whose identity was later disclosed as gang leader Shamlal Punia, opened fire from his pistol in the direction of
Police Havildar Namdev Mabhipati Yadav. Exhibiting extreme courage, Police Havildar Namdev Mahipati Yadav dodged the
bullet by thoughtfully skidding down on the road while still pushing the door of the car inwards. Already being an overcrowded
place, the sound of bullet fired by the culprit resulted into a huge commotion and chaos at the toll booth. Sensing imminent
danger to the life of Police Havildar Namdev Mahipati Yadav, Inspector Sawant asked him to quickly move backwards and
join him at the rear of the car. In that brisk moment when Police Havildar Namdev Mahipati Yadav drew back and joined
Inspector Sawant, the culprit Shamlal Punia got down from the car and opened fire in the direction of Inspector Sawant and
Police Havildar Namdev Mahipati Yadav. In a true act of gallant while facing imminent risk to his life, Inspector Sawant acted
swiftly and fired six rounds of bullets from his service pistol in self-defence. When the gangster fell down with bullet injury,
InspectorvSawant and Police Havildar Namdev Mahipati Yadav again closed in by risking their lives and nabbed all the three
accused. Two of them, viz. Shamlal Punia and Shravankumar Manoharlal Manju @ Bishnoi who were injured in the firing
were moved to the hospital.

Subsequently, an offence vide C.R.No. 44/2020, U/Sec. 307, 353, 279, 34 TIPC r/w sections 3, 25(1)(A) of the Arms
Act r/w sections 184, 177 of M.V. Act was registered against the three culprits at Wadgaon Police Station, Dist. Kolhapur. It
was revealed in the course of Investigation that Shamlal Punia, a native of Jodhpur District of Rajasthan, had formed the
dreaded “007 Bishnoi” gang for gaining pecuniary and other benefits by instilling fear in the minds of public. With his various
associates, culprit Punia had committed more than 31 serious crimes of rape, dacoity, attempt to murder, abduction, extortion,
gun running, etc. in various parts of Rajasthan. He and his two associates arrested in the operation were absconding from
Rajasthan since 2017 and were constantly changing their base while committing interstate crimes. They were also declared as
the proclaimed offenders by various competent courts in Rajasthan. With this background, the provisions of the Maharashtra
Control of Organised Crimes Activities Act, 1999 (MCOC Act, 1999) were also invoked in the above mentioned case of
Wadgaon Police Station.

On being tasked with the operation, Inspector Tanaji Sawant immediately sensed the urgency of the situation and
rushed to the Kini toll booth within minimum possible time. Given the criminal antecedents of the dreaded culprits and their
notoriety of using firearms against police teams, it was imminent that the culprits could open fire at the team. In such horrifying
circumstances, Inspector Tanaji Sawant and Police Havildar Namdev Mahipati Yadav exhibited extreme sense of gallant by
risking their lives and courageously confronting the dreaded culprits from a very close distance. They engaged in a fierce cross
fire with the dreaded culprits and succeeded in leaving two of them injured. This was one of the most daring operations of the
recent times in full public view and commotion. With this extreme act of gallant exhibited by Inspector Tanaji Sawant and
Police Havildar Namdev Mahipati Yadav, the thoroughbred criminals and the proclaimed offenders of the Bishnoi “007 Gang”,
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who had created the reign of terror in Rajasthan, could be nabbed and brought to book under the stringent provisions of the
MCOC Act, 1999.

In this operation, S/Shri Tanaji Digambar Sawant, Police Inspector and Namdev Mahipati Yadav, Police Havildar
displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

On 30 Nov 2020, a 24 hours special Ambush Party of Ghatak Team of 59 Bn BSF led by Sub-Inspector (GD) Paotinsat
Guite along with 07 ORs was deployed along anticipated ingress route of the terrorists in highly sensitive Damaikush Bowl on
LoC under Army Ops Control of 120 Inf Bde.
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On 1st Dec, 2020 at about 0835 hours, the Ghatak team was fired upon from close proximity of Ambush site from the
direction of Damaikush Nullah (Pak side). Sub-Inspector (GD) Paotinsat Guite, displaying intrepid nerves of steel, took
immediate control of situation, re-siting the ambush and coordinated effective, swift & aggressive retaliatory fire towards the
terrorist group, despite the heavily mined terrain with undulating ground and thick vegetation. While manoeuvering to engage
the enemy, SI/GD Paotinsat Guite was shot through his upper torso. With total disregard for his own safety, he continued
engaging the enemy under overwhelming fire in order to provide protective fire for his team. Despite grievously wounded, he
exhibited raw courage and successfully neutralized one the terrorists.

The gallant action of SI(GD) Paotinsat Guite was emulated by the rest of his team, with remaining members of
Ambush party consisting of Constable Bollam Ramanjaneyulu, Constable Avnish Kumar, Constable MD Bakibulla Haque,
Constable Avtar Singh, Constable Anil Yadav, Constable Anil Sharma and Constable Raju Choudhary engaging the terrorist
group aggressively.

During this close quarter gun fight with terrorists, the team exhibited indomitable courage, conspicuous gallantry and
immense resolve in protecting the sovereignty of the nation while deployed along the Line of Control. The prompt retaliation
by the ambush party under the dynamic leadership of SI(GD) Paotinsat Guite resulted in killing of three militants of Hizbul
Mujahideen. Their collective resolve and heroism thwarted the evil designs of hardcore militant’s possible attempt to target
the Ops link in the Bump complex.

Furthermore, amid heavy firing by enemy posts and terrorists, the ambush party managed to evacuate injured Sub-
Inspector (GD) Paotinsat Guite through a narrow Infantry Safe Lane (ISL). During this gunfight, the special ambush party
personnel had exhibited indomitable courage, conspicuous gallant action, complete devotion to duty and played a pivotal in
neutralizing the threat to our operation link party as well as inflicting casualty on the infiltrators.

Constable/GD Balveer Singh of CISF Unit NPGCL Nabinagar, opened indiscriminate fire on his colleagues on
12.01.2017 when deployed for Quarter Guard duty and in this process, he killed four Member of the Force namely, ASI/Exe
Gauri Shankar Ram, Head Constable/GD Bachha Sharma, Head Constable/GD Amar Nath Mishra and Head Constable/GD
Arvind Kumar. He moved from the site of old barracks to the new barracks, firing indiscriminately on his colleagues and
civilians people were panic stricken as Constable Balveer Singh wanted to shoot and kill anyone who came in his way.
Constable/GD Balveer Singh then proceeded towards the new barracks in order to claim new victims and in this process
knowing that there were some people on the rooftop of the new barracks, he proceeded to shoot them with his weapon.

However, when Constable/GD Balveer Singh reached the roof top of the new barracks, he met with a daunting
challenge given by CISF Head Constable/GD Rajesh Singh of CISF Unit NPGCL Nabinagar. Head Constable/GD Rajesh
Singh, who was unarmed; single handed confronted Constable/GD Balveer Singh. Knowing very well that Constable/GD
Balveer Singh was in the fit of rage and had a deadly assault weapon with him and that he could even loss his life, but with
sheer sense of determination and to save human lives he confronted Constable/GD Balveer Singh all alone.

Head Constable/GD Rajesh Singh took a tactical position on the roof top, used all his knowledge and skill of tactical
combat and within very short time he was able to disarm Constable/GD Balveer Singh. With few quick moves, Head
Constable/GD Rajesh Singh was able to snatch away the INSAS rifle from Constable/GD Balveer Singh and threw the rifle
from the roof top so that Constable/GD Balveer Singh could not have access to the deadly weapon. As soon as he was able to
disarm Constable/GD Balveer Singh and dispose his weapon, Head Constable/GD Rajesh Singh tried to reason out with
Constable/GD Balveer Singh. However, Constable/GD Balveer Singh still under the fit of anger and rage tried to lift and throw
him down from the roof top. Both of them got into fist fight. However, Head Constable/GD Rajesh Singh with all his strength
continued to fight his opponent without losing hope. After struggle for about 7-10 minutes, Head Constable/GD Rajesh Singh

was able to overpower Constable/GD Balveer Singh and pin him down on the ground. Head Constable/GD Rajesh Singh then
brought him down to the office bunker, from where he was handed over to the Police.

Thus Head Constable/GD Rajesh Singh exhibited an act of exemplary valour and courage where others were running
away to save their lives from the malicious action of Constable/GD Balveer Singh. Head Constable/GD Rajesh Singh stood
his ground with great nerve and sheer grit. He singularly took this audacious task to challenge and disarm Constable/GD
Balveer Singh. Knowing the consequences of the choice he made that could have resulted in his death at the hands of
Constable/GD Balveer Singh, he took upon himself a courageous decision to face him even though he was not armed and had
great disadvantage of age against his side. But in order to prevent further carnage by Constable/GD Balveer Singh, not only
did the disarm but also physically overpowered Constable/GD Baiveer Singh.

In this operation, Shri Rajesh Singh, Head Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty
of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

Based on information regarding the presence of a group of armed Maoist cadres, led by Sandeep Yadav, BJSAC
Member, in Chakrabandha Forest, a search operation was launched by 205 CoBRA, and 159 CRPF along with Bihar Police.

As per the plan, on 17 May 19, at approx. 1230 h, CoBRA and CRPF teams left the camp for the target area. While
the troops were searching inside the forest, at about 0145 h, on the following morning, Maoists ambushed one team of 205
CoBRA, being led by Sh Shiv Pratap Singh, AC. One section of CoBRA team got badly trapped inside the killing zone of
Maoists. At this juncture, holding on to his nerves and displaying sharp tactical acumen, Sh Shiv Pratap Singh, AC, quickly
assessed the situation and chalked out a counter action plan. He ordered SI/GD Avaneesh Kumar Shukla to counter attack the
Maoists from one flank with a small team, while he along with his buddy Ct/GD Yansh Kumar advanced to cover the other
flank.

Amidst the raining bullets, SI/GD Avaneesh Kumar Shukla along with Ct/GD Pintu Tirkey, Ct/GD Anup Das and
Ct/GD Niranjan Ghosh advanced towards the Maoists to counter the ambush from one flank, but to their surprise. The Maoists
were prepared for this and took them in a head on battle. They opened indiscriminate fire towards the team of SI/GD Avaneesh
Kumar Shukla and advanced towards them to kill and snatch their weapons. However, in between, Sh Shiv Pratap Singh, AC,
and Constable Yansh Kumar managed to reach a tactical position and opened heavy fire on the Maoist position, diverting their
focus from the other team. Using this opportunity SI/GD Avaneesh Kumar Shukla, changed his position and launched a fierce
counter attack against the Maoists with his small team. The integrated counter attack, from two flanks, broke the strength of
Maoist ranks and forced them to retreat. Under the cover of boulders and darkness, they fled away from the site.

When the firing subsided, the troops searched the area and recovered the dead body of a Maoist, viz Anil Rai, ZCM
along with one AK 56 Rifle, 2 Magazines, 2 [ED, 1 walkie- talkie set and miscellaneous items.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

Based on an intelligence input about the presence of 30-40 armed cadres of CPI Maoist in the hills South-East of Vill
Langorahi, PS Mandanpur, Aurangabad, an op was launched by 205 CoBRA, on 16 Jul 16. It was also learnt that the Maoists
had planted IED around the Chakrabandha forest area.

Two Strikes, of two teams each, moved towards the forest. Strike I, consisted of Team Nos 11 and 12, under the
command of Sh Chandan Kumar, AC, and Sh Siddharth, DC, while Strike II, consisted of Team Nos 14 and 18, under the
command Sh Abhishek Dwivedi, AC, and Sh Ramswaroop Yadav, AC, respectively.

On 18 Jul 16, around 1115 hrs, when Strike II, led by Sh Ramswaroop Yadav, AC, was tactically climbing the hill,
North of Dumri Nallah, they came under heavy firing of the Maoists, who were using automatic weapons. Team No 14, under
the command of Sh Abhishek Dwivedi, AC, and Team No 18 under the command of Sh Ramswaroop Yadav, AC, immediately,
retaliated and took positions and launched a counterattack.

Strike I was directed to fire at the Maoists, from the hilltop to aid Strike II. Meanwhile, Strike II engaged the Maoists
from the front and kept pushing them, adopting fire and move tactics. Strike II managed to crawl out of the killing zone of the
ambush.

Simultaneously, a series of IED were detonated by the Maoists, in which the section of HC/GD Khundrakpam
Opendro Singh, of Strike II, bore the brunt and received severe injuries. Despite grave injuries, all the injured commandos, viz
Ct/GD Ramesh Kumar, Ct/GD Dipak Ghosh, Ct/GD Anil Kumar Singh, Ct/GD Manoj Kumar, Ct/GD Harvendra Panwar,
Ct/GD Palash Mandal and Ct/GD Sinod Kumar continuously kept firing at the Maoists, inflicting fatal injuries on them. At the
same time, Ct/GD Divakar Kumar and Ct/GD Ramesh Kumar, of the same team of Strike II, lobbed grenades towards the
Maoists. The brave commandos continuously kept on firing from the trenches till their last breath.

Inspite of the impact of the multiple IED, chaotic situation and injuries, Sh Abhishek, AC and Sh Ramswaroop, AC,
managed to organize their teams, and motivated them to fire effectively.

Meanwhile, Team No 11, of Strike I, under the command of Sh Chandan Kumar, AC, who was approaching the hilltop
also came under heavy firing. Unperturbed, SI/GD Ranveer Singh, Ct/GD Ravi Kumar and Ct/GD Bambam Kumar exhibited
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exemplary bravery and, without fearing for their lives, flanked the enemy from both sides and reached the hilltop. Ct/GD Ravi
Kumar crawled ahead, amidst the firing, and reached close to the target and in a face to face fight gunned down a Maoist. In
the process, a bullet hit Ct/GD Ravi Kumar, injuring him critically, yet he continued to valiantly fight till his last breath.

After the evacuation of all the injured commandos, a full throttle counterattack was launched from multiple directions,
adopting fire and move tactics. Due to heavy firing, the Maoists deserted their fortified positions and got compelled to retreat.
While withdrawing, then again detonated multiple IEDs. After the firing ceased, the troops thoroughly searched the area and
recovered dead bodies of three Maoists, along with a huge cache of arms, ammunition and accessories. However, the Maoists
succeeded in taking away some of their casualties.

Despite the initial reverses, sustained due to IED blasts, the troops persevered with unflinching commitment, showing
unparalleled bravery, dislodging a well entrenched enemy who was astride a dominating feature, protected by fortifications.
The troops valiantly fought back, ensuring that not only were the weapons of the injured and martyrs not lost but also the
bodies of the three neutralised Maoists and their weapons recovered.

In this operation, S/Shri Late Khundrakpam Opendro Singh, Head Constable, Late Anil Kumar Singh, Head
Constable, Late Ravi Kumar, Constable, Late Divakar Kumar, Constable, Late Palash Mandal, Constable, Late Dipak Ghosh,

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 02 Jun 20 at about 0300 hrs, an input was received about the presence of terrorists in vill Saimoh, PS Tral, Distt
Pulwama, J&K. Accordingly, a joint operation was launched by 180 CRPF, 42 RR, SOG Tral and JKP.

The troops rushed to the target village and cordoned off the suspected house. As the cordoned area had thick
vegetation, a drone was employed to locate the terrorists. At about 0520 hrs, a suspected terrorist was noticed hidden in the
undergrowth, beside a house, near a nallah and another one was seen running inside a nearby house. On seeing the drone, the
terrorist opened fire on the drone, as well as on the troops and lobbed a grenade. The grenade exploded in front of Sh Velat
Ram Dangi, AC, and Ct/GD Virendra Kumar, who promptly retaliated. As the terrorist was hidden behind a boulder, the fire
was not effective. Ct/GD Virendra Kumar advanced towards the boulder from another side and managed to close in, and opened
fire upon the terrorist, eliminating him.

Thereafter, a joint search party consisting of Sh Mahale Manish Gorakh, 2 IC, along with his buddy Ct/GD Adagale
Kishor Ganesh, and the troops of 42 RR, SOG and JKP was formed and tasked to commence the search of the area. The
civilians, who were inside the cordon were evacuated by a joint team. An appeal was made by JKP to the terrorists to surrender,
but went in vain. Sensing the movement of the joint search party, the terrorist hiding in the house came out and started
indiscriminate firing. Sh Mahale Manish Gorakh, 2 IC and Ct/GD Adagale Kishor Ganesh retaliated with heavy firing, on the
fleeing terrorist, injuring him.

On 05 May 21, based on a specific input about the presence of terrorists in Mir Mohalla of Kanigam village, PS Imam
Sahib, Distt Shopian, J&K, a joint operation was launched by 178 CRPF, 44 RR and JKP.

On reaching the target village, the troops cordoned all the suspected houses and plugged the possible escape routes.
During the initial cordon, two suspects were noticed without weapons trying to cross the boundary of a house. The cordon
team fired some aerial shots to warn and compel them to retreat.

Meanwhile, Commandant 178 CRPF along with unit CTT reached the location. Reinforcement teams of 178 CRPF,
JKP and 44 RR covered a big area and augmented the cordon. Later, it was learnt that the terrorists were hiding in the store of
another house and the shop below it. The terrorists were appealed to surrender, but went in vain.

After zeroing on to the location of the terrorists, the cordon was tightened. The troops of CTT 178 CRPF were
tactically deputed, under the cover of trees, across the road in front of the shop/store, where the terrorists were hiding. The
terrorists hurled a grenade from inside the store, which exploded near the cordon team. The cordon team retaliated and fired a
UBGL grenade, which set a fire the logs kept inside the store.

Suddenly, one of the terrorists came out from the store and surrendered. On interrogation, he revealed that three
terrorists were still inside the house and in possession of pistols, hand grenades and some ammunition. Due to continuous firing
from inside, a BP JCB was employed and the front portion of the shop was demolished. As the front wall of the shop was
demolished, the hidden terrorists sprang out and began firing, which was retaliated by Ct/GD Ranajit Sinha and Ct/GD Arun
Krishnan E V of CTT 178 CRPF. The duo, without caring for their lives, showered a fusillade of bullets on the terrorists and
neutralized them at close quarter.

The three terrorists killed were later identified as Zahid Ahmad Rishi (Category C), Umer Hassan Bhat (Category C)
and Danish Sabzar (Category C) all of A1 Badr. The terrorist who surrendered was Tauseef Ahmed Thokar. Besides four
pistols magazines and four hand grenades were also recovered from the possession of the slain terrorists.

In this operation, S/Shri Ranajit Sinha, Constable and Arun Krishnan E V, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry,
courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 16 December 20, based on an input regarding the presence of top commanders of PLFI in the area of Temna and
Bandu, PS Gudri, West Singhbhum, Jharkhand; an operation was launched by F coy of 94 CRPF and State Police. One strike
of F coy of 94 CRPF along with State Police moved towards Temna at 2325 h.

Maintaining surprise and stealth, the troops reached close to the target. On 17 Dec 20 at 1215 h, on specific
confirmation about the presence of Naxalites in Indipidhi Tola forest near Bandu; the troops tactically advanced towards the
new target area. The Naxalites were ensconced on a hilltop and in dominating positions. Sh Prahalad Sahay Choudhary, AC
after analyzing the topography of the area, formed three teams to cover the left and right flanks, and a one as the main strike,
which started scaling the hill.

As per the plan, all three teams advanced towards their designated positions. Meanwhile, the Naxalites sensed the
presence of the troops and started firing indiscriminately. The troops, immediately, took positions and retaliated. Appeals for
surrendering went unacknowledged and the firing continued. Sh Prahalad Sahay Choudhary, AC exhibiting leadership and
initiative took the lead and ordered firing of UBGL on the enemy. Amidst the barrage of bullets, Sh Prahalad Sahay Choudhary,
AC along with Ct/GD Ikhlaqg Ahmed and Ct/GD Subodh Kumar Yadav crawled towards the Naxalites throwing all caution to
winds and reached the proximity of the Naxalites and opened targeted fire on them. The coordinated counter attack stunned
the Naxalites and broke their rank and file. The Naxalites fled from the site, taking advantage of the undulating terrain and
leaving their dead cadre behind.

During the post encounter search, the dead body of a Naxalite was recovered and one Naxalite apprehended. The slain
Naxalite was later identified as Sonu @ Magara, member of PLFI and the apprehended Naxalite as Phool Chand Munda.
Besides, three pistols, seven magazines, forty-five live rounds, five wireless sets and other miscellaneous items were recovered.

In this operation, S/Shri Prahalad Sahay Choudhary, Assistant Commandant, Subodh Kumar Yadav, Constable and
Ikhlaqg Ahmed, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

On 27 Oct 18, an operation was launched by B and F coys of 168 CRPF and Police in the forest area near Vill
Boyaguda (Murdanda) towards Timmapur, PS Awapalli, Bijapur based on various inputs on the movement of Maoists in the
run up to Assembly Elections 2018.

While the troops left for the target area at 1100 hrs, a BP Bunker under the command of ASI/GD Mir Matiur Rahaman
along with 05 personnel, viz HC/GD Siddhesware Bapurao Subhash, HC/Dvr Brajamohan Behera, Ct/GD Gullipalli Srinu,
Ct/GD Chatti Praveen and Ct/GD Parmar Hardik Suresh Kumar, commenced mobile area domination to provide additional
security cover to the troops. Subsequently, a message was passed on to the Bunker Team to return to the camp cautiously.
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Accordingly, the BP Bunker, which was facing towards Timmapur; took a wide ‘U’ turn on the road to return. Instantly, a huge
IED explosion took place beneath the engine and the Bunker was blown off approx 20 to 25 feet high.

Immediately, heavy firing commenced between the troops in the Bunker and the Maoists. As the Maoists started
moving closer to the Bunker with the intention to kill the CRPF personnel and snatch their arms, amn, wireless sets, BP Jackets,
etc; ASI/GD Mir Matiur Rahaman, HC/Dvr Brajamohan Behera, Ct/GD Gullipalli Srinu and Ct/GD Chatti Praveen, despite
sustaining serious injuries, and HC/GD Siddhesware Bapurao Subhash and Ct/GD Parmar Hardik Suresh Kumar (who were
injured as well) displayed immense fortitude and courage and engaged the Maoists till they breathed their last.

Despite suffering serious injuries and excruciating pain, all six personnel showed steely resolve and retaliated with
controlled fire and kept on fighting as a consequence of which the Maoists were kept at bay. The resolute action by them;
prevented the Maoists from looting arms and amn, etc and kept the enemy engaged for 20-25 minutes till the arrival of
reinforcements. With the arrival of the reinforcements, the Maoists broke ranks and retreated. In this operation, a total of four
personnel, viz ASI/GD Mir Matiur Rahaman, HC/Dvr Brajamohan Behera, Ct/GD Gullipalli Srinu and Ct/GD Chatti Praveen
attained martyrdom in the highest traditions of CRPF.

In this operation, S/Shri Late Mir Matiur Rahaman, Assistant Sub- Inspector, Late Brajamohan Behera, Head
Constable, Late Gullipalli Srinu, Constable, Late Chatti Praveen, Constable, Siddhesware Bapurao Subhash, Head Constable
and Parmar Hardik Suresh Kumar, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 12 October 20 about the input of presence of armed terrorists in Old Barzulla area, PS Saddar, Distt Srinagar, a
joint operation was launched by CRPF Valley QAT, SOG and J&K Police. Teams of CRPF Valley QAT were under the
command of Sh Narendra Yadav, 2 IC along with Sh Amit Kumar, AC and Sh Anirudh Pratap Singh, AC.

As planned, at about 0400 hrs, the target house (three storeys + attic) was cordoned by Sh Amit Kumar, AC along
with his team. Search commenced in all the adjacent houses and civilians were evacuated to safety. The inhabitants of the
target house were asked to come outside and on questioning, one of them revealed about the presence of two suspected terrorists
in the house.

On confirmation, the cordon was further strengthened. Simultaneously an appeal was also made to the terrorists to
surrender, but went in vain. While the cordon was further being closed in, terrorists fired upon the cordon party which was
retaliated effectively by the teams of Valley QAT. To restrict the movement of the terrorists, it was decided to use MGL in a
coordinated way followed by house intervention. Under the supervision of Sh Narender Yadav, 2 IC, 2 RL Detts, one with
AST/GD Mahipal Singh Parmar and another with Ct/GD Ranjan Kumar were established and despite persistent firing from the
terrorists, the RLs were fired, which resulted in creation of an opening in the target house. Thereafter, two house intervention
teams were formed. The first team under command Sh Narender Yadav, 2 IC, Sh Anirudh Pratap Singh, AC along with SI/GD
Vikash Kumar were tasked to enter through the roof, using ladder from adjacent house. The second team under command
Sh Amit Kumar, AC, along with SI/GD Ujjawal Kumar and Ct/GD Arun Kumar were tasked to enter from the ground floor.
Despite exposure to hostile firing, both teams entered the house under cover fire.
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As the first team of Sh Narender Yadav, 2 IC started to descend through the stairs, one of the two terrorists started
heavy firing. The team took cover and responded with heavy fire and lobbed grenades, which compelled the terrorist to change
his position. Subsequently, after clearing 1st and 2nd room, the team opened the door of 3rd room. The terrorist hiding inside
the room, lobbed two grenades followed by heavy firing towards the team. The team took cover and retaliated effectively. The
team cleared this room, but the terrorist was not found in this room. However, the team noticed fresh blood stains and on
following the blood trails reached the 2nd floor. The hiding terrorist unleashed heavy fire and lobbed grenades, which was
effectively retaliated by the team. All of a sudden, the terrorist stopped firing. Taking advantage of the situation, Sh Narender
Yadav, 2 IC under cover fire from SI/GD Vikash Yadav, crawled towards the terrorist and eliminated him from close quarter.

Meanwhile, the second team under command Sh Amit Kumar, AC, while tactically advancing towards the entry of
the target house, came under heavy fire from the other hidden terrorist. The terrorist lobbed a grenade towards the team, but,
Sh Amit Kumar, AC and his team had a narrow escape. Utilizing the smoke of grenade blast, the team advanced further and
started to clear the ground floor. As the team, opened the door of a room, the hidden terrorist started indiscriminate firing. The
team immediately took cover by using ballistic shield and Sh Amit Kumar, AC and his buddy entered the room. The terrorist
sensing the entry of the team, sprayed bullets and ran out of the room towards the stairs. Sh Amit Kumar, AC fired at the
fleeing terrorist and directed his teammates to corner the terrorist at the stairs. Accordingly, SI/GD Ujjawal Kumar and other
teammates advanced towards the stairs; as a result of which, the terrorist lobbed a grenade towards the advancing team followed
by heavy firing. The grenade blast resulted in injuries to two of his teammates, who were immediately evacuated. However,
SI/GD Ujjawal Kumar and Ct/GD Arun Kumar kept on firing towards the terrorist. After evacuating his teammates to safety,
Sh Amit Kumar, AC reverted and joined his team again and started advancing. The terrorist again lobbed a grenade, as the
smoke of grenade cleared, team noticed blood trails leading towards upper floor. The team started to advance upstairs in
coordination with the other team of Sh Narender Yadav, 2 IC. As the advancing team was about to reach the first floor, the
terrorist lobbed a grenade and fired fusillade of bullets towards them. Amid the spraying of bullets, the team advanced leaving
the cover behind and reached close by and in a veritable dogfight; took the terrorist on in a head-on battle and neutralized him
from close quarters.

The slain terrorists were later identified as Saifullah Daniyal (Category A++) and Irshad Ahmad Par @ Abu Usmana,
both of LeT outfit. Besides one AK 47 rifle, four magazines, one M4 rifle, four M4 rifle magazines, one Chinese pistol, one
Chinese pistol magazine and other miscellaneous items were recovered from the possession of the terrorists.

In this operation, S/Shri Narender Yadav, Second-In-Command, Ujjawal Kumar, Sub- Inspector, Vikash Yadav, Sub-
Inspector, Mahipal Singh Parmar, Assistant Sub- Inspector, Arun Kumar, Constable and Ranjan Kumar, Constable displayed
conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

On 18 February 21, based on a specific input about the presence of terrorists in Humuna Shakripora, PS Zainapora,
Distt Shopian, J&K, an operation was launched by 178 CRPF, 44 RR, SOG and JKP.

On reaching the village, the troops cordoned the suspected houses and plugged the possible escapes routes. During
the search, a house owner confirmed the presence of three terrorists and revealed that his children were being held hostage
inside.

Meanwhile, Commandant 178 CRPF, along with Unit CTT and B Coy of 178 CRPF, also reached the location and
augmented the cordon. Due to the darkness, cordon lights were placed around the target house to prevent the terrorist from
escaping. At about 0330 hrs, the terrorists released the children. The terrorists were appealed to surrender, but went in vain.
When the children crossed the inner cordon, the terrorists fired indiscriminately towards the troops from inside the house. As
the position of the terrorists was not clear due to darkness; the troops decided to wait for the first light.
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On 19 February 21 at about 0400 hrs, when personnel in the inner cordon advanced towards the target house, a terrorist
suddenly emerged from the house and started indiscriminate firing in a bid to escape. Ct/GD Kalyan Mahata and Ct/GD Raju
Kumar of CTT 178 CRPF, who were positioned at the South West of the house, acting promptly, taking positions and without
caring for their lives charged at the fleeing terrorist and neutralized him in a close quarter gun battle.

Due to continuous lobbing of grenades, a fire erupted in the house. Consequently, two hidden terrorists came out
firing in a bid to escape, but both the terrorists were neutralized by the troops. After the firing stopped, a search was commenced
and the dead bodies of three terrorists were recovered, who were later identified as Suhail Ahmad Sheikh (Category C), Mudasir
Ahmad Wagay (Category C) and Shahid Ahmad Dar (Category C) all of Al Badr. Besides two AK 56 Rifle, one pistol and
five hand grenades along with other accessories were also recovered from them.

In this operation, S/Shri Kalyan Mahata, Constable and Raju Kumar, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry,
courage and devotion to duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 20 December 20, based on an input about the presence of Naxals in the forest area of Koyongsar and Kumhardih,
PS Murhu, Khunti, Jharkhand, an operation was launched by 94 CRPF and State Police. 3 Strike Teams were formed to hit the
target area. Strike 1, comprising of 25 personnel led by Sh Prakash Ranjan Mishra, 2 IC, along with Sh Prahalad Sahay
Choudhary, AC was tasked to hit the core area. Strike 2 was directed to lay cut-off around the target area, while Strike 3 was
kept in reserve at a tactical point.

After a detailed briefing, both strikes moved from HQ 94 CRPF in a civil truck at 2315 hrs, on 20 December 20. After
de-bussing at the designated place, both Strike Teams moved ahead on foot in complete darkness. The area is full of hills, thick
vegetation, deep nallas and slippery rocks. After negotiating these obstacles and maintaining surprise, Strike 1 and Strike 2
reached near their target points before dawn.

Sh Prakash Ranjan Mishra, 2 IC, was in continuous touch with the intelligence team to get all the updates about the
Naxal’s movement. As soon as Naxal presence was confirmed in the forest area of Koyongsar, Strike 1 moved towards the
target area, while Strike 2 advanced to lay cut off near Kumhardih. The Naxals were present at a height, on the edge of a deep
nalla. The troops had to cross the nalla to reach them, which could have been fatal considering their tactically advantageous
position.

At this juncture; despite all the odds, Strike 1 Commander decided to persevere. Sh Prakash Ranjan Mishra, 2 IC
divided Strike 1 into 3 sub-teams to search the area in mutual support. One sub-team started moving from the left flank, another
from the right flank, while the third sub-team comprising Ct/GD Raju Kumar, Ct/GD Yogender Kumar, Sh Prahalad Sahay
Choudhary, AC, Sh Prakash Ranjan Mishra, 2 IC, and Ct/GD Sushil Kumar Chachi advanced straight towards the target.

While the Scouts were about to reach the top, they observed some movement behind rocks at a distance and
immediately; communicated the same to the Party Commander. The troops advanced towards the suspected movement
stealthily. When they had reached about 10-15 yards short of the suspected position, the Naxal Scouts started firing on the
troops. Despite the extreme and grave situation, the troops didn’t panic and held on to the ground and retaliated. In the face of
extreme danger to life and constant fire from the Naxals, Sh Prakash Ranjan Mishra, 2 IC and Sh Prahalad Sahay Choudhary,
AC along with their handful of troops crawled their way towards the Naxal position to neutralize them. The two commanders
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along with Ct/GD Raju Kumar, Ct/GD Yogendra Kumar, and Ct/GD Sushil Kumar Chachi, launched a frontal attack on the
Naxals. A fierce gunfight ensued between the two sides at a close quarter and lasted for about 40-45 minutes. Ultimately unable
to bear the onslaught of the troops, the Naxals retreated leaving their dead cadre behind.

During post encounter search, the dead body of a hardcore Naxal, viz Jidan Guria, was recovered from the site along
with 1 AK 47 rifle, magazines, ammunition, etc. He was a Regional Committee Member of PLFI, carrying a reward of Rs 15
Lakhs. 152 cases had been registered against him in different Police Stations of Jharkhand. He was an anathema for the State
for the last 20 years and wanted in many cases of encounters and of IED attacks against CRPF and Police.

No. 1-5/2013-ROHQ—In continuation of this Ministry’s Notification dated 13.08.2020, it has been decided with the
approval of the competent authority to disintegrate Integrated Regional Offices and constitute 11 (eleven) Regional Offices
(ROs) of Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change (MoEF&CC) namely, Bangalore, Bhopal, Bhubaneswar,
Lucknow, Shillong, Chandigarh, Chennai, Dehradun, Nagpur, Ranchi and Gandhinagar with 9 Sub-offices at Kolkata (under
RO, Bhubaneswar), Hyderabad & Vijayawada (under RO, Chennai), Shimla & Jammu (under RO, Chandigarh), Guwahati
(under RO, Shillong), Raipur (under RO Nagpur), Patna (under RO, Ranchi) and Jaipur (under RO, Gandhinagar) considering
the requirements to deal with the mandates assigned to the Regional Offices, as per table given below:—

2.Ithas also been decided that integration of different offices namely, National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA),
Wildlife Crime Control Bureau (WCCB), Central Zoo Authority (CZA) and Forest Survey of India (FSI) with Regional Offices
is hereby done away with and will be functioning as earlier before the integration vide notification dated 13.08.2020. The
details relating to sanctioned strength of 11 ROs with 9 sub-offices is annexed as Annexure-I. The head of each of the ROs will
be called Deputy Director General of Forests (Central), Regional Office, MoEF&CC.

3. Each of the above mentioned 11 Regional Office (RO) shall work as a regional unit of the MoEF&CC in achieving
the outcomes related to the mandate of this Ministry enumerated in the Resolution No. 4-7/2012-ROHQ dated 08.01.2014. The
Sub-office of ROs will assist the concerned ROs as per mandate defined in the said Resolution. The Regional Offices shall
function as per Forest (Conservation) Rules as applicable. However, monitoring, examination and processing of proposals of
diversion of forest lands, site inspection, conducting Fortnightly Review Coordination Meetings (FRCMs), assisting user
agencies for facilitating in filing the proposals and solving bottlenecks therein shall be executed by the Sub-office of concerned
ROs or as specified by this Ministry from time to time. Scientists posted in Sub-offices of ROs and Regional Offices shall
report to the Head of concerned Regional Offices, respectively.

4. A new Regional Office is proposed at Gandhinagar and the process of its creation and posting of manpower will be
taken up separately as per extant regulations of Government of India. Till the formal proposal of RO Gandhinagar is sanctioned
(as proposed in Annexure-I) and approval given by the Department of Expenditure, the prevailing staff posted at Jaipur and
Gandhinagar will be continued with available resources and manpower or as decided by this Ministry in this regard. Further,
the disbursement of salary and other expenditure for RO Gandhinagar and Sub-office at Jaipur will be continued as being done
earlier from RO Bhopal and RO Lucknow respectively till further orders. Sub-offices are being carved out from their parent
ROs without any financial burden and creation of posts and utilizing the exisiting resources and infrastructures.

5. All the Scientists and other staff posted in Sub-offices will continue to report to the concerned DDGF (Central) who
will also be their reporting officer for all matters related to administrative/ establishment and technical issues.

6. The budget under the scheme will also be re-allocated only to the Regional Offices in line with the proposed
constitution of Regional Offices. The budget and expenditure will be controlled by the respective Regional Offices.

7. Consequent upon approval of Department of Expenditure for restructuring of Technical (Forestry) Cadre of
MOoEF&CC, the total sanctioned strength of the cadre has been made from 49 to 40. Staffing of the posts in Regional Offices
including Sub-offices is as per Annexure-I, reflecting total number of sanctioned posts to 311 in Regional Offices, excluding
ROHQ/Ministry, as compared to 319 in Resolution No. 4-7/2012-ROHQ dated 08.01.2014. The sanctioned strength of
ROHQ/Ministry shall remain same as mentioned in Resolution No. 4-7/2012-ROHQ dated 08.01.2014.

7. Necessary action will be initiated by NIC for creation of flow on Parivesh Portal according to the new jurisdiction
as per the Notification.

8. IFS Division of the Ministry will initiate necessary action and will issue orders for re-staffing and work allocation
of IFS officers in light of creation of Sub-offices under Regional Offices.

9. The incumbents/officers posted in discontinued IROs will continue to daw salary from Regional Offices to which
their jurisdiction has been shifted till any further orders. Since the extant Recruitment Rules (RRs) in respect of posts of PPS,
PS, PA, Steno Gr 'D', JHT, Section Officer, Assistant, UDC, LDC, MTS, SCD were framed/amended post notification of
resolution dated 08.01.2014, these RRs shall be amended in light of this Notification to make the unified administrative control
of posts on all India level basis and the posts may also be transferred from one office to another as and when required with the
approval of competent authority.
