2. They shall come into force on expiry of two years from the date of their publication in the Official

3. Continuous emission monitoring system (CEMS) shall be installed for monitoring of PM and
SO2along with fluegas flow measurement in concerned process stack as applicable.

4. CREP 2003 recommendation for Total Fluoride (as F) consumption -15 kg/ton of Al max. (for
Soderberg technology) and 10 kg/ton of Al max. (for Pre-baked technology), are replaced by
above standards for Aluminium Fluoride (as AIF3) consumption - 20 kg/ton of Al (max).

5. Forage fluoride monitoring as above shall be conducted at such location where maximum fluoride
concentration is expected outside the industry. The unwashed sample shall be dried at a
temperature of 60°C for 24 to 48 hr, depending on moisture content.
