Transport and Highways, S.O. No. 4073(E) Dated:19/09/2024, published in the Gazette of India,

Extraordinary, Part Il, Section 3, Sub-section (ii) issued under sub-section (1) of section 3A of the National
Highway Act, 1956 (48 of 1956) (hereinafter referred to as the said Act), the Central Government declared
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its intention to acquire the land specified in the Schedule annexed to the said notification for construction
(Widening/4 laning, etc.) Maintenance, management and operation of NH-444 in the stretch of land from
Km. 9.45 to Km. 14.3 in the district of Pulwama in the state of Jammu & Kashmir (UT).

And whereas the substance of the said notification has been published in “Rising Kashmir” and
“Daily Aftab” both dated 29.09.2024; under sub-section (3) of section 3A of the said Act;
