8. The vehicle entering from any Main Toll Plaza/ Ramp Plaza will be recorded at the entry fee plaza and user

fee will be collected at Exit Ramp Plaza/Main Toll Plaza for the road section used by the vehicle between Exit & Entry
fee plazas.
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9. For multiple journeys on the highway section, passes shall be issued at the following rates, namely:

10. The driver or owner or a person in charge of a mechanical vehicle which is loaded in excess of permissible
load specified for its category, shall be liable to pay fee for entering the overloaded vehicle on the National Highway to
the fee collecting agency, equal to the fee specified in sub-rule 1A of the said rules, and shall not be entitled to make
use of the highway section unless the excess load has been removed from such mechanical vehicle.

11. All definitions including category of mechanical vehicles, its permissible load, category of exempted vehicles,
service road, alternative road etc. shall be as per definitions specified in the Rules.

12. The fee rates shall be displayed for information of the users in accordance with rules 12 of the said Rules.

13. Based on the Base rate of fee per km for the base year 2007-08 as mentioned in Table-1 above, the actual
amount of fee to be charged from the mechanical vehicles and the discounts will be calculated by the Authority on the
basis of the completed length of the section and revised annually in accordance with the rule 5 of the said rules and the
same shall be published in at least one newspaper in English and vernacular language.

14. The estimated capital cost of the project is Rs.5686 crore. (The capital cost is subject to variation as the
activities of land acquisition, utility shifting, tree cutting etc. are yet to be completed. The Authority shall maintain a
record of the recovery of capital cost through user fee realised.
