29014, Group Captain Shubhanshu Shukla was commissioned as a fighter pilot in the Flying branch of the IAF on 17
Jun 2006 and is on the posted strength of Air HQ (VB) and on deputation to ISRO with effect from 01 Feb 2020.

He is a Fighter Combat Leader, an Experimental Test Pilot and was chosen as one of the four Gaganyatris for
Gaganyaan programme. On 25 June 2025, as part of the Axiom-4 mission, Group Captain Shukla boldly embarked on a
20-day journey to the International Space Station (ISS), marking a historic milestone for India's human spaceflight programme.
He became first ever Indian aboard ISS and the second Indian to travel to space after a gap of more than four decades.

During the mission, he undertook a series of complex experiments on board ISS, dealing with microgravity, human
physiology, and advanced materials. In spite of the immense challenges and risks associated with space travel, he displayed
unflinching courage, remaining focused and composed throughout the mission.

On 14 May 2025, Major Arshdeep Singh led a special patrol mission to sanitize the area along IMB. This patrol came
under sudden and unprovoked fire from a dominating height.

2. JC-415036K NAIB SUBEDAR DOLESHWAR SUBBA, 2 PARA (SPECIAL FORCES)
(Effective date of Award: 11 April 2025)

Naib Subedar Doleshwar Subba is a highly skilled and battle hardened soldier who was leading his squad in
inhospitable and isolated terrain of Kishtwar district.

On 11 April 2025, during a search operation in a forest area in district Kishtwar, Naib Subedar Doleshwar Subba
detected two terrorists crossing a nallah. The Junior Commissioned Officer readjusted his squad to box the terrorists and deny
them escape routes. Realising themselves surrounded, terrorists started firing indiscriminately to inflict casualties and escape.
Naib Subedar Doleshwar Subba immediately retaliated with effective fire thereby injuring one of the terrorist post which both
terrorists took cover behind a boulder. Realising the ineffectiveness of own fire, Naib Subedar Doleshwar with utter disregard
to personal safety stealthily maneuvered to advantageous position under heavy hostile fire. As he opened fire again, one of the
hiding terrorist came face to face with him. Undeterred, Naib Subedar Doleshwar Subba displayed nerves of steel and
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eliminated a hard core foreign terrorist at point blank range. Subsequently, Naib Subedar Doleshwar Subba continued to engage
the second terrorist with aimed shots while exposing himself which subsequently led to his neutralization.

For displaying commendable bravery and unparalleled courage under fire, Naib Subedar Doleshwar Subba is awarded
“KIRTI CHAKRA”.

3. 25284, GROUP CAPTAIN PRASHANTH BALAKRISHNAN NAIR, FLYING (PILOT)
(Effective date of Award: 25 June 2025)

25284, Group Captain Prashanth Balakrishnan Nair was commissioned as a fighter pilot in the Flying branch of the
IAF on 19 Dec 1998 and is on the posted strength of Air HQ (VB) (on deputation to ISRO) with effect from 01 Feb 2020.

He is a Qualified Flying Instructor and Experimental Test Pilot. He is one of the four Gaganyatris chosen for India’s
maiden Human Space Flight Mission Gaganyaan.

He was selected to be the part of Axiom-4 mission as standby mission pilot, wherein, he underwent advanced mission
training alongside the primary mission crewmember. He underwent astronaut training at multiple space agencies, including
Russia’s Yuri Gagarin Cosmonaut Training Centre, ISRO’s Astronaut Training Facility at Bengaluru and NASA’s facilities in
the USA. His training included zero gravity simulations, spacewalk training and specialised spaceflight operations. Throughout
the rigorous training, he demonstrated outstanding physical endurance, mental resilience and focus, thereby consistently
meeting the demanding requirements of human spaceflight.

Throughout the preparation for Axiom-4 mission, he displayed willingness to face the unknown, readiness to confront
life-threatening situations with composure and the determination to contribute towards progress of the nation, even at great
personal risk. He actively contributed towards validation of procedures, emergency protocols, operational readiness and
maintaining complete preparedness to step in at short notice.

For his indomitable spirit and conspicuous bravery, Group Captain Prashanth Balakrishnan Nair is awarded ‘Kirti
Chakra’.

1.  IC-71626F LIEUTENANT COLONEL GHATAGE ADITYA SHRIKUMAR, 21 PARA (SPECIAL FORCES)
(Effective date of Award: 13 July 2025)

Lieutenant Colonel Ghatage Aditya Shrikumar, as the Team Commander, displayed exemplary leadership, exceptional
tactical acumen and unwavering courage during a meticulously planned and flawlessly executed a precision strike on a fortified
Anti-National Element camp along the Indo-Myanmar border.

Tasked with neutralizing senior leadership of a notorious Anti-National group, the officer led the operation from
planning to execution. He was instrumental in establishing a robust intelligence network, directing mission specific training of
troops and personally undertaking multiple high risk reconnaissance missions in extremely hostile terrain. To ensure operational
security, he enforced stringent deception protocols and seamlessly coordinated with multiple combat and support elements.

During the operation, Lieutenant Colonel Ghatage personally led the high-risk kinetic strike. His tactical brilliance
resulted in the complete destruction of Anti National camp resulting in elimination of nine armed cadres, including the outfit’s
top leadership and critically injured several others.

2. 1C-83399Y MAJOR ANSHUL BALTOO, THE JAMMU AND KASHMIR LIGHT INFANTRY, 32 ASSAM
RIFLES

(Effective date of Award: 29 April 2025)

On 29 Apr 2025, following specific intelligence about the presence of armed cadres in Dima Hasao, South Assam.
Major Anshul Baltoo of 32 Assam Rifles executed a flawless combing and search operation.

While searching the area in the early hours of 29 Apr 2025, armed cadres opened fire on his team leading to an
exchange of heavy volume of fire in retaliation. However, the armed cadres broke contact and fled towards densely forested
area. During the deliberate and continuous search throughout the day, officer confronted an armed cadre picking up a
weapon, the valiant officer inspite of momentous peril to his life, single handedly neutralised him. After the fiercely fought
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gun battle and thorough search of the area, bodies of three armed cadres, along with three AK-47 Rifles, two 9mm Pistol and
other War Like Store were recovered.

For displaying inconspicuous bravery with utter disregard to his personal safety in the line of duty and eliminating
three armed cadres in a fierce encounter, Major Anshul Baltoo is awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA”.

3. 1C-84586K MAJOR SHIVKANT YADAYV, 5 PARA (SPECIAL FORCES)
(Effective date of Award: 12 May 2025)

Major Shivkant, leading his Squad, synchronized himself as per the plan of the mission leader and launched his squad
in jungle area of district Shupiyan at night, in inhospitable terrain marked by treacherous slopes and dense undergrowth,
displaying indomitable courage and resolute leadership in combat. On learning the probable direction of terrorist movement
Maj Shivkant immediately carried out resighting of parties overnight in rugged terrain.

On positive identification of the terrorists, undeterred by the extensive fire and difficult terrain, the officer took control
of the situation and fearlessly pursued the terrorist into the dense undergrowth.

Engaging in a close quarter battle under intense fire, he neutralized one Category A terrorist who was involved in
multiple terror attacks His actions were instrumental in preventing a breakout and also trapping the balance two terrorists who
were subsequently neutralized.

His dual role in tactical command and frontline engagement was marked by professionalism and personal valour. For
his sharp tactical acumen, conspicuous gallantry, nerves of steel and unparalleled courage under fire, Major Shivkant Yadav is
awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA”.

4.  SS-49451K MAJOR VIVEK, THE MECHANISED INFANTRY, 42 RASHTRIYA RIFLES
(Effective date of Award: 15 May 2025)

On 15 May 2025, based on specific intelligence regarding presence of hardcore terrorists in a village in district
Pulwama, a Cordon and Search Operation was launched. At 0325 hours, the party led by Major Vivek came under intense fire
from terrorists. Displaying exceptional composure, the officer retaliated effectively thereby preventing their escape.

Major Vivek First alerted all troops and with physically checked the cordon for sanctity and took control of the
situation. Prioritizing civilian safety over his own, the officer ensured their evacuation before re-engaging the terrorists.
Displaying sound presence of mind the officer got the quadcopter in air. Once the location of the terrorist was confirmed, Major
Vivek alongwith his buddy moved under intense fire to a tactically advantageous position. One of the terrorists had holed
himself underneath a concrete shelter. The officer realizing the potential threat to own troops, in a daring close quarter
engagement neutralized Category A+, terrorist who was involved in recruitment of two other local terrorists and multiple other
terrorist activities.

For displaying conspicuous bravery, leadership, sound tactical acumen, selfless devotion to duty and unflinching
courage under fire, Major Vivek is awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA”.

5. SS-49484P MAJOR LEISHANGTHEM DEEPAK SINGH, 11 PARA (SPECIAL FORCES)
(Effective date of Award: 25 April 2025)

After receiving a critical input of kidnaping of two innocent civilians by a group of 08-10 NSCN (K'Y A) cadres, Major
L Deepak Singh immediately spearheaded ‘OPERATION PANGCHAU-II’.

It was a highly complex operation, involving presence of innocent civilians amongst the terrorists, hence, raising the
risk of collateral damage exponentially. Therefore, Maj Deepak bravely and boldly decided to close-in with the target, despite
clearly spotting the terrorists early. During the same process, a couple of terrorist sentries got alarmed and opened heavy fire
on to him and others. Still undaunted, in utter disregard to his personal safety, he went beyond the call of duty to further close-
in, and successfully neutralized a terrorist from a very close range, under a volley of hostile fire onto himself. Thereafter with
his quick response, he was able to identify a kidnapped innocent civilian, shielded him by his own self and inflicted grievous
GSWs on another fleeing terrorist.

This daring & successful rescue and kinetic operation, resulted in neutralisation of two hard core cadres on the spot
and resulted in rescue of innocent kidnapped civilian and war like stores. For this exceptional bravery Major Leishangthem
Deepak Singh is awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA”.

6. IC-85492Y CAPTAIN YOGENDER SINGH THAKUR, 6 PARA (SPECIAL FORCES)
(Effective date of Award: 21 July 2025)

Captain Yogender Singh Thakur was tasked to neutralize a terrorist group in General Area Basantgarh.
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On 21 July 2025, acting on a credible intelligence he deployed his troops in a remote location in district Udhampur
General. On 26 July 2025 at 0630 hours, his surveillance squad observed suspicious movement about one kilometer away but
could not confirm the weapon due to low visibility. He assessed the situation and quickly redeployed ambush party to
continuously track the movement.

At 0900 hours, the ambush party noticed unidentified individuals 300 meters away. In order to prevent the suspected
individuals from escaping and to avoid collateral damage, Captain Yogender Singh led his squad forward with unwavering
determination, navigating through dense fog. As Captain Yogender Singh Thakur closed in, the terrorist opened indiscriminate
fire on scouts.

At this critical movement, Captain Yogender Singh Thakur decided  to outflank the terrorists. He crawled towards
the terrorists and engaged them in close quarter combat from a distance of 30 meters. In the ensuing firefight, he held his
position despite heavy volume of fire from the terrorist and neutralised a hardcore terrorist.

For his unprecedented valor, fighting spirit and dedication beyond the call of duty, Captain Yogender Singh Thakur
is awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA”.

7. JC-0110806H SUBEDAR P H MOSES, 1 ASSAM RIFLES
(Effective date of Award: 14 May 2025)

On 14 May 2025, Subedar P H Moses, as Second-in-Command of a special mission patrol, displayed outstanding
gallantry and tactical brilliance during a high-risk operation against armed cadres. While advancing in the leading section, he
encountered unprovoked fire from a dominating height, threatening safety of own troops. Demonstrating remarkable leadership
and composure, he along with his section swiftly located and engaged the cadres with precision. Crawling under intense fire,
he secured an advantageous position and neutralised a hostile cadre with unerring marksmanship. Further, coordinated effective
fire to pin down remaining threats.

In the intense firefight, Subedar Moses maintained composure and adapted quickly to the evolving situation. His
precise and calculated fire disrupted the armed cadres’ coordination, allowing his section to dominate. Crawling through thick
foliage, he neutralised another cadre, disregarding personal safety. His gallant actions ensured safety and enabled the patrol to
advance further.

Subedar Moses’ raw courage, steadfast leadership and unwavering commitment reflect the highest standards of
military professionalism. His actions were instrumental in neutralising multiple armed cadres.

For his extraordinary bravery and significant contribution, Subedar P H Moses is awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA”.

8.  15507686K LANCE DAFADAR BALDEV CHAND, THE ARMOURED CORPS, 4 RASHTRIYA RIFLES
(POSTHUMOUS)

(Effective date of Award: 19 September 2025)

On 19 September 2025, during a counter-terrorist operation in high reaches of district Kishtwar, Lance Dafadar Baldev
Chand was part of a team interacting with locals inside a suspected dera based on credible intelligence of terrorist presence.

Suddenly confronted by armed terrorists attempting to overpower the troops, he sensed an imminent threat to his own
life and that of his fellow soldiers and with complete disregard for personal safety, boldly pounced upon an armed terrorist. In
the ensuing fierce hand-to-hand combat and snatched a Turkish made pistol from his grasp, preventing immediate harm to his
comrades and enabling his team to regroup and establish a cordon. During the struggle, a second terrorist opened fire, inflicting
a grievous gunshot wound to his chest. Despite the mortal injury, he continued to grapple with the hostile till he succumbed to
his wounds.

Lance Dafadar Baldev Chand’s fearless initiative, gallant action and supreme sacrifice in the face of certain death
exemplify the highest traditions of the Indian Army, Lance Dafadar Baldev Chand is awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA
(POSTHUMOUS)”.

9.  G/38589Y RIFLEMAN MANGLEM SANG VAIPHEI 3 ASSAM RIFLES
(Effective date of Award: 09 June 2025)

Rifleman Manglem Sang Vaiphei exhibited exceptional presence of mind, tactical acumen and raw courage during a
counter-infiltration operation in Tengnoupal Manipur.

On 09 June 2025 as the lead scout of the area domination party column he observed multiple armed cadres
approaching Indo Myanmar border tactically. As the cadres opened heavy fire prematurely Rifleman Manglem Sang Vaiphei
fearlessly held his ground under intense firefight situation. Displaying complete disregard to his own safety he immediately
retaliated with effective fire, engaging three armed cadres in the first volley. His swift counter-action resulted in the killing of
two armed cadres and critical injuries to the third, thereby neutralising the immediate threat to the column.
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At last light the fleeing cadres resumed fire from thick vegetated jungle. Rifleman Manglem Sang Vaiphei
demonstrated highest standards of battle craft and pinned down the cadres with heavy fire resulting in neutralisation of a total
three armed cadres.

For this daring action beyond call of duty, Rifleman Manglem Sang Vaiphei is awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA”.
10. G/5019682A RIFLEMAN DHURBA JYOTI DUTTA, 33 ASSAM RIFLES
(Effective date of Award: 19 September 2025)

Rifleman Dhurba Jyoti Dutta was enrolled in the Assam Rifles on 28 February 2010 and has been employed at
Company Operating Base (COB), Nambol since 09 May 2025 as Mechanical Transport Driver.

On 19 September 2025, he was tasked to drive the TATA 407 vehicle deployed with COB Nambol for movement of
a section led by Naib Subedar Shyam Gurung, for flood relief operations in Imphal Valley, Manipur. After completion of said
task, while returning to COB Nambol, the vehicle was ambushed by unknown Imphal Valley Based Anti-National Elements at
Nambol Sabal Leikai on National Highway 2 in Bishnupur district at 1740hrs. Rifleman Dhurba Jyoti Dutta was driving the
vehicle, while Naib Subedar Shyam Gurung was in the co-driver’s seat. Nine Other Ranks were in rear compartment of the
vehicle. In the initial burst, Naib Subedar Shyam Gurung was hit on the neck by a bullet and immediately succumbed to the
injury. Rifleman Dhurba Jyoti Dutta himself sustained multiple gunshot wounds on his thigh, chest, shoulder and forearm.

Despite being grievously injured and vehicle tyres being punctured, he sensed the grave danger to his comrades.
Maintaining composure and displaying exemplary presence of mind, Rifleman Dhurba Jyoti Dutta drove the vehicle out of the
Killing Zone of the Ambush, under intense hostile fire. His bravery and swift actions, with disregard to personal safety, saved
the lives of eight fellow soldiers travelling in the rear compartment of the vehicle.

For his gallant actions and operational excellence, Rifleman Dhurba Jyoti Dutta is awarded “SHAURYA CHAKRA”.
11. 08030Z LIEUTENANT COMMANDER DILNA K
(Effective date of Award: 26 January 2026)

Lieutenant Commander Dilna K was selected for Navika Sagar Parikrama II, a pioneering dual-handed
circumnavigation abroad INSV Tarini. Between 02 October 2024 and 29 May 2025, she sailed over 25,600 nautical miles
through the Indian, Pacific, Atlantic and Southern Oceans, braving isolation, extreme weather and technical challenges. In the
Pacific, the vessel suffered total power failure, disabling critical systems and demanding manual navigation under high-risk
conditions. While navigating through the perilous Drake Passage in stormy conditions that caused the boat to heeled severely.
Regaining control required exceptional skill and extraordinary courage in the face of nature’s raw fury. In both incidents, her
technical skill, composure and resilience were critical in restoring stability and safety.

During the expedition, she alongwith her crew became the first Indians to reach Point Nemo-the oceanic Pole of
Inaccessibility by sailboat. The dual-handed format required 24X7 readiness, navigation, maintenance and emergency
responses. Despite fatigue, equipment failures and life-threatening seas, she displayed unwavering courage, seamanship and
leadership. Her fearless conduct, professionalism and resolve under dire conditions reflect the highest standards of Naval
service.

For her exemplary endurance, bravery and devotion to duty in this unprecedented expedition, Lieutenant Commander
Dilna K is awarded Shaurya Chakra.

12.  09134H LIEUTENANT COMMANDER ROOPA A
(Effective date of Award: 26 January 2026)

Lieutenant Commander Roopa A was selected for Navika Sagar Parikrama II, a dual officer circumnavigation of the
globe aboard INSV Tarini. Over 238 days from 02 October 2024 to 29 May 2025, she sailed over 25,600 nautical miles across
four oceans-including Cape Horn and the treacherous Drake Passage, where violent storms and strong currents nearly capsized
the vessel. During the Pacific leg, a complete power failure left the crew without navigation and communication equipment,
requiring manual operation and traditional seamanship in vast isolation. Her ability to stay composed lead decisively and restore
critical systems showcased exceptional skill and resolve. She along with her crew also became one of the first Indians to reach
Point Nemo by a sailboat.

The mission demanded constant watch keeping, equipment repair, resourcefulness and calm leadership in life-
threatening conditions repeatedly made the difference between mission success and disaster. Her steadfast courage, operational
excellence and unyielding spirit in the face of grave adversity reflect the finest traditions of the Indian Navy.

In recognition of her gallant action in trying circumstances in the face of life and death, Lieutenant Commander Roopa
A is awarded Shaurya Chakra.
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13. 129078 ASSISTANT COMMANDANT VIPIN WILSON, 20 BN, CRPF
(Effective date of Award: 11 November 2024)

On 11 Nov 2024, near at Borobekra area of Distt Jiribam, Manipur, sentry observed some suspicious moment. Later,
a powerful blast was heard, followed by heavy automatic fire from armed insurgents. Two insurgents advanced towards the
LMG Morcha of platoon post D/20 Bn in an attempt to overrun it and 3- 4 insurgents occupied the mortar pit near the platoon
post Main Gate with heavy firing on sentry posts. Another insurgent group launched a coordinated attack on D/20 Bn Camp
and PS Borobekra to divert the response of forces.

Shri Vipin Wilson, AC ensured to coy personnel are in defensive positions and mobilized his QAT in bulletproof
Rakshak vehicle and rushed to reinforce the embattled Platoon Post. The QAT came under intense fire power by hidden
insurgents in houses and paddy fields. He commanded QAT to maintain exemplary composure under firing and coordinated
accurate retaliatory fire, and ensured that his team broke the ambush even though vehicle hits with multiple bullets. Despite
this, he courageously dismounted under continuous gunfire, took position behind the vehicle bonnet, and delivered precise
retaliatory fire power. He again displayed outstanding courage by re-entering the vehicle, directing tactical manoeuvres and
leading a second advance toward the Post. He engaged insurgents through steady and accurate fire and forced the attackers to
retreat overrunning the defensive positions. He advanced alone, closed to insurgent-held position, and neutralized the hardcore
insurgent, recovering critical weaponry. Under sustained enemy fire, he led the first group of pronged, tactical assault resulted
in the elimination of ten heavily armed insurgents and recovery of a large cache of weapons. He demonstrated outstanding
battlefield judgment and led from the front with exceptional bravery.

For displaying extraordinary courage, selfless devotion to duty, and inspirational leadership under the most
challenging combat conditions, Shri Vipin Wilson, AC of 20 CRPF, is awarded with “Shaurya Chakra” on the occasion of RD
2026.

RESOLUTION
Coordination Committee on the Living and Diverse Cultural Traditions of India

No. U-11/2/2022-UNESCO—India is unique for its unbroken continuity of cultural traditions and its capacity to hold
many worlds of thought, social organization and creativity together. Plurality, diversity, multiplicity and inter-connectedness
are principles which have been sustained at the level of both theory and practice.

These values and principles have a renewed relevance today in the face of globalization and its inevitable
consequences. International forums and organizations, principally UNESCO, have unambiguously voiced their concern e.g. in
the Convention of 2003 for the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage and the Convention of 2005 for the Protection and
Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expressions. There has been an active debate on the need to evolve strategies to ensure
a sustainable human order for the future. This can be effectively addressed by adopting an integrated socio-cultural-ecological
systems approach.

With a view to establishing a synergy between and amongst different disciplines and administrative structures, to
create a national awareness on the need for a holistic approach to human development, and integrating its various dimensions,
the Government of India has resolved to set up a Coordination Committee on the Living and Diverse Cultural Traditions of
India, as under:—

II.  Terms of Reference of the Committee:—

1.

To flag issues of the contemporary situation where there is imminent danger of many of the languages,
knowledge systems, craft production and craft traditional technologies becoming extinct.

To suggest linkages between the fluid world of traditional knowledge systems, cultural expressions and
the variety of production and the more structured world of formal study.

To suggest systemic changes so as to create space and opportunity for a meaningful synergy/dialogue
between the domains of traditional knowledge systems, specially in the disciplines such as astronomy,
mathematics, medicine, metallurgy and 'modern’ science, technology.

To address the issues of integrating traditional knowledge, skills and values into the formal system of
education at elementary, secondary and tertiary levels and the institutions in the domains of Science and
Technology.

To coordinate activities for the relevant UNESCO Conventions (the Safeguarding of intangible Cultural
Heritage and the Protection and promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expressions) and
Agreements/MoUs with other multilateral agencies and groupings such as BIMSTEC that concern India's
Living Heritage.

To initiate the process to build up a knowledge corpus of India’s ethno- knowledge practices, such as
ethnobotany, ethnoagriculture, ethnomedicine, traditional architectural technologies and the entire range
of oral (or indigenous) languages.

To evolve an innovative and appropriate database to authentically record the extensive and diverse range
of India’s traditional knowledge system so that it reflects the adversity of the natural, cultural and human
landscape.

To suggest measures to ensure a digital presence on the web so that the richness of the Living and Diverse
Cultural Traditions of India is displayed to the world and becomes available to cultural producers
everywhere.
