(b) isalready registered with any State Medical Council (SMC) of any State or Union Territory in India, or the National
Medical Register (NMR) or any other National Register recognized by the Government of India.

Now, therefore, it is hereby informed to practitioners of modern scientific system of medicine (allopathy) who
intends to practice in the NCT of Delhi that an applicant who is registered with any State Medical Council (SMC) of
any state or Union Territory in India, or the National Medical Register (NMR) or any other National Register recognized
by the Government of India and seeks registration with the Delhi Medical Council shall be considered for registration
under the Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997 on the basis of the self-declaration furnished by the applicant in the online
application form.

No additional undertaking/approval is required to be submitted to the Delhi Medical Council.
